UT OF THE profundity of
Oantiquity and through the

burning of ancient docu-

Science has tried to slay this

science is a little less certain of
its ground, for a multitude of
puzzling facts keep stealing its
weapons, The most potent sword
it carried was rusted out by the
discovery of anold parchment map,
while tiny microscopic animals
eleven thousand years after their
death, point like the hands of a
giant clock to the Date of The
Cataclysm,

Now, to live in the musical
world of one’s grandfather might
indicate a good musical education,
and to live in the literary world
of the last two generations as they
looked into the past, might indicate
a fair general education, but to
live exclusively in the scientific
world of the last thirty or forty
years betrays one as a poorly
educated man, Yet there are sci-
entists who are doing just this,
Furthermore they are teachingthe
youth without having kept up with

the advancing horizon of their
subject, and for the purpose of
showing them how they have fallen
behind the general march of new
facts, I have chosen to write this
book on the most controversial of
all scientific subjects - The Place
of Atlantis in the Probable His-
tory of The Atlantic Ocean.

The story came downto us from
the volumes of Plato, who inci-
dentally, is not a writer of science-
fiction, It has been treated like a
fairy-tale told to beguile children,
However, it was never meant to be
that, Solon who first heard the
story from the Librarian of the
incredibly ancient collection of
papyrus manuscripts which made
up the Alexandrian [ibrary, was a
Law-Maker of Athens and far more
interested in local politics than
ancient history. However, he left
the notes and the manuscript which
he had partly finished. They never
survived to our time. The notes
were inherited by Critias and (pro-
nounced Cree-shus) then handed
down in turn to his grand-
son Plato who was also interested
in law. Plato started a manuscript
but never finished it. He shelved
it for a dry dissertation on law
and a just state, Both have sur-
vived but one only wishes that he
had a bit more of the historian
in his makeup and less of the
philosopher, Neither Solon, Critias
nor Platowere fools and the Greeks
of The Colden Age were hardly
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to be compared to children. Nor
can the ancient knowledge of The
Egyptians (from whom the story
came) be written off as inconse-
‘quential. Egypt is the one great
bridge leading back from histori-
cal times into the legend of pre-
history.

Thus from voices over two
thousand years old comes a story
translated from an ancient history
which no longer exists, Just be-
cause we no longer have this book,
should we say that it never existed?
Or should we withhold our judg-
ment until all the scientific facts
are in, even though that may take
many years of research? So far,
The Ancient Legend is winning.
If you do not think 'so, then you
are not as informed as you should
be on recentscientific discoveries.

During the eighties of the last
century Ignatious Donnelly wrotea
book called *‘‘Atlantis and The
Antediluvian World.”" It was ex-
cellently researched for its day and
the mistakes it made were due to
the fact that science had not yet
enough material to entertain adif-
ferent viewpoint, However, Don-
nelly tried to do a scientific work
which certainly is more thanmany
writers upon the subject of the
sunken land do. Most of them shy
away from oceanography and try
to get their facts from either a
medium or a ouija board. Such
“facts’’ will convince no one except
spiritualists and psychologists and
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their point of view will differ.

However, when Donnelly tried
to get answers for his questions
from scientists, they covered up
their ignorance with laughter. The
book promptly became the point of
endless classroom caustic wit, And
Donnelly, completely frustrated,
was silenced.

Since the time of Donnelly,
science has moved forward, as it
always does, over the stepping
stones of exploded hypotheses,
Why? What explodes a chosen hy-
pothesis? Facts. Newly discovered
facts. Any Hypothesis must fit
facts or it goes into the discard,
Some of our scientists are not
even aware of these facts and
therefore they are not aware that
their pet theories are no longer
admissable. It is time that these
men came out of their ivory towers,
In fact, ivory towers have noplace
in science. That is its challenge
and its glory.

In this book we shall discuss
some of those facts - the Great
Sunken Land on the floor of the
Atlantic and other mysteries of
that ocean such as sunken fossil
rivers, and sunken cities, sunken
water falls, and the strange plane-
tary features which we call rifts,
as well as the curious change of
climates and water levels through-
out the ages. We shall inevitably
raise far more questions than we
can possibly answer for science
has not as yet, found all the



answers, It is finding more
answers every year, and it will
‘continue to find them. Yetitis also
true that too often an answer tothe
first question then raises half a
dozen new questions, for some of
which science now has no answers,

Here, working in laboratories
and in ships drilling upon, or
sounding the ocean floor, are the
explorers of today and their ad-
venture into the unknown is twice
as fascinating as the adventures of
our exploring ancestors of a few
hundred years ago, Nor is it all
arm-chair discovery. Sometimes
it entails great danger, but the
lure of the unknown is an ever-
present lure. Science has no place
for the mind which knows all the
answers for as some wit once
said ‘‘If you know all the answers,
then it is obvious that you do not
know all the questions.’’

For example, if you are one of
the scientists who learned your
viewpoint upon water-lockup inice
from a teacher who in turn was
taught during the eighties and has
not studied much since, and you
begin to argue against the possi-
bility of an Atlantis upon the three
hundred foot level which was sup-
posed to have been the water with-
drawal at that time, you may be
asked in turn to explain 1) the
lava which solidified under air,
torn from the Ridge at the nine
thousand foot depth? or 2) the
tremendous rebound of glaciated

lands which is far greater than it
should be consideringthe presently
estimated ice weight? or upon the
other hand, 3) asked what about the
Daly remark in his ‘‘Floor of The
Oceans’’, that a Russian scientist
had confided to him that an im-
mense sheet had once covered
Siberia and cartographers were
just now discovering its range?

The latter statement reminds
me of the time when the present
writer was in a party coming up
the Mackenzie River from the
Circle in Canada, and had met just
such a group of cartographers.

These Englishmen were jolly
fellows with whom we shared our
food and exchanged ideas. One of
our party asked them: ‘‘Tell us
the name of that large river which
we just passed,’’

““It has no name yet,”’

“‘Oh come now, It must be the
size of The Columbia River.’’

‘““Yes, it probably is. We are
on our way to survey it. We have
it marked as about five hundred
miles in length,”’

““Where does it rise?’’

“We are not certain of that,
‘Two old miners or part-timetrap-
pers were our informants, only
they could not agree about the
source. One said that it arose from
a large lake and the other said
if began in a spring on the side
of a mountain,”’

““It could be that both were
right,”” one of our men observed,
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“only one had penetrated the coun-
try farther than the other.”

“That is possible also,”” the
Englishman conceded. ‘‘However,
our worry is whether the river
is frozen solidly enough so that
we lessen the chance of breaking
through, and are able to cover as
much territory as possible before
the spring thaw.”’

Ah yes, there is unknownterri-
tory in the vast stretches of Can-
ada, much less Siberia, Yet it all
contributes to our problem of the
Pleistocene (Ice-Age prounced
Ply-stoh-scene) ice sheets andthe
amount of water whichthey drained
out of the oceans. Of course, up
to the time that Daly dropped this
bombshell, no geologist had
dreamed that Siberia might have
had an ice-sheet! And considering
the rapidity with which information
trickles out of Russia, it may be
some time before we find out any-
thing more on the subject . . ..

Only one fact is certain, as
sunken bank after sunken bank is
discovered to have had its own
Pleistocene sheet, or have been
covered from the nearest land -
~ the estimated water level in the
time of the Pleistocene is steadily
going down,

Up to the time of Donnelly’s
book, science had not known about
any land in the Atlantic, and of
course, was only amused by The
Legend. However, the English Re-
search ship *‘The Challenger’’
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made a profile of The Atlantic
from coast to coast, and it was
this profile which caused Donnelly
to begin his research on The
Legend, Not only was a land to be
found there, but running as it does,
from five hundred to a thousand
miles wide, and the entire length
of The Atlantic from its head,
Iceland, which is still out of the
water, to where it curves around
Africa, The Ridge made it obvious
to Donnelly that The Egyptian
priest could not be so far wrong
when he said that once it was as
large as Libya and Asia put to-
gether, Of course, bythis he meant
Asia Minor since itis to be doubted
if the Egyptians were acquainted
with Asia proper, or called it by
that name. Yet, if Asia Minor and
Libya - (the land from the borders
of Egypt tothe Atlantic)are molded
slightly, they will not only fit upon
the Great Central Ridge of the
Atlantic but leave enough room for
an England, Japan and Ireland
also - laid end to end, How science
began to combat these facts, until
new discoveries silenced their
voices, will be taken up by later
chapters in the book.

There was also the problem of
The Biblical Flood. For this, Don-
nelly received no help from the
scientists of his time, Since the
day of ‘‘Atlantis and The Ante-
diluvian  World’”® science is
discovering much about The Flood.
There was indeed a flood of cata-



clysmic proportions which ended
the Pleistoscene. However, there
were also floods which heralded
each retreat of the ice, although
not of the cataclasmic type of the
final one. For the evidences of
this Donnelly made a masterly
work of researching worldlegends
but he forgot or ignored the evi-
dence of paleontology. If he had
looked into this, he might have
gotten the uncomfortable feeling
that the calaclasm of the Pleisto-
cene is not yet over.

Of course, when Donnelly was
researching his book, the anthro-
pologists and archaeologists did
not dream that the ice sheets with
their advances and retreats took
place in the time of man. But then
these are the laggard sciences,
Whenever man is concerned the
sciences become ridiculously con-
servative, Perhaps this is because
they are themselves emotionally
involved or the pressures from an
emotionally involved public limit
their scope of research until facts
are thrust down their throats as
it were,

Take for example the case of
Mt. Mazama or Crater Lake, Ore-
gon. Geologists had just gotten
out a bulletin on the subject, which
I have in my possession. The bulle-
tin insists that the great Mt, Ma-
zama (Indian name for the Fire-
god) blew its top into the clouds
long before the time of man -
probably during the Mesozoic or

very early Cenozoic (the time of
Middle-life or the days of the
dinosaurs, and Late-Life respec-
tively), therefore, it was not to be
considered as part of the Pleis-
tocene Diastrophism. Then the re-
mains of man were found, The
burned mummy was sealed in a
cave by the outpouring of lava
from Mazama, Immediately an-
other bulletin followed saying that
the mountain erupted very late
and therefore this body could not
be considered too old. We are
awaiting the results of carbon-
dating on this one,

There are many other questions
which will be taken up inturnas we
try to see scientifically, just what
happened in The Atlantic Ocean.
However, it is true that the menof
anthropology and archaeology
(from the Greek words anthropos
or man and ology study of, as
well as archae - ancient - in this
case cities), are shielded by the
other scientists from the shock of
new facts. This is not exactly in
Concern for their feelings, but due
to a sort of conspiracy, As one
geologist put it: ‘“We never learn
anything new from them and some
are even so far behind the times
that they don’t believe in carbon-
dating. It might upset their ivory
tower you know. So whenthey come
into the room where one of our
debates is in progress, we simply
postpone the arguments and dis-
cuss the weather, That is a good
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non-controversial subject. As a
result they learn very little from
us. Too bad in a way, butnatural,”’

““How about excessive rain
caused by rapid glacial retreat,
or earthquakes along rifts?’’

““We never discuss such things
with them,”’

‘‘Have you ever hinted what
might happen if an ice sheet sud-
denly melted because of the out-
pourings of lava? Or if Japan
which leans precariously over one
of the greatest deeps onthe planet,
should slide in on one of her
rifts?’’

“Oh no| Those are strictly
for us - not them,”’

1 should have thought the sub-
ject might naturally come up in
the discussions of the Alaskan
shake of 1964.”’

‘¢And the tidal wave? An no.
We do not discuss either rifts or
tidal waves.”’

““No wonder they seem to pass
over the eight foot drift of gravel
which separates some of the an-
cient ruins in the Mediterranean
as a normal geological occurrence

Flying Saucers and

Religious Fundamentalism

By Peter Kor

HIS IS an article about the
2 impact flying saucers are
having upon religious beliefs,
It is written in response to a
treatise published in the Sept.
1964 Search Magazine in which
the authors comment uponthe basic
ideas Kor has introduced in con-
nection with the flying saucer mys-
tery. Some of the authors’ points
are well taken, Others arise from
misunderstandings of what Kor has
written. Intertwined with these two
categories of opinion are sundry
theological assumptions. By sepa-
rating and evaluating these ele-
ments in their rightful contexts we
will not only identify the issues
involved, but will gain a valuable
insight into the religious aspect of
flying saucers,

To begin, a few general ob-
servations are in order, While
authors Beasley and Erdmann are
quick to associate Peter Kor
with a supposed school of ‘‘modern
rationalism’’ - and thereby pigeon-
hole his conclusions - theyare ex-

tremely reluctant to expose the
nature of the belief which governs
their criticisms, If we were to
indulge in cliches as they do, we
would say the Messrs, Beasley
and Erdmann are religious funda-
mentalists, they believe that they
are in possession ofthe One, True,
Holy revelation as it is infallibly
manifested in the Bible and un-
erringly interpreted through the
Holy Spirit. That conflicting ver-
sions of this absolute truth are
expounded by various sects does
not concern them. Their under-
standing is correct, all others are
wrong. Any Biblical interpretation
which is inconsistent with the basic
tenets of their belief - or any sci-
entific findings which violate their
convictions - are a-priorily wrong
and/or inspired by Satan.

While the fundamentalist is
perfectly willing to point out the
historical forces which generated
the concepts and rituals of OTHER
religions, they insist that these
natural laws were supernaturally
suspended insofar as the giving,
recording, and interpreting of the
Christian revelation is concerned,
New knowledge is, for the funda-
mentalist, irrelevant to the human
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condition. Everythingrelevant has
been once-and-for-all revealed
through Jesus Christ. Psychology,
physics, history, mathematics,
etc, - these are all interesting hu-
man diversions, but they ADD
NOTHING to our basic understand-
ing of the world. The entire
existence of the fundamentalist
revolves around a particular per-
spective of a particular holy book ~
a perspective which somehow sat-
isfies the presence of an inner
need, ‘

Now it is not my purpose to
ridicule fundmentalism. A man's
belief is his own. However, it is
pertinent to my purpose of evalu-
ating the criticisms before us to
state the theological necessities
which govern the thinking of the
critics involved. Since every
thought, concept, or action which
might conceivably conflict withthe
fundamentalist’s convictions is a-
priorily wrong, it is understand-
able that Beasley and Exdmann
have seen fit to criticize Kor’s
flying saucer framework, That
criticism is welcome. For an
evaluation of it, let us now turn
to the fundamental facts which un-
derlie the framework in question,

Men are finite beings. Reality
is apprehended through the aware-
ness of men. Truth is a con-
ceptual determination of the nature
and purpose of reality. How we
physically perceive reality and how
we think about what we perceive
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serves to shape our visionof truth,
The more we know; the more varied
our experience; the more precise
our thinking process - the more
penetrating and all-inclusive will
that vision be,

We find, for example, that the
Biblical narrative is permeated
with the Jewish and Pagan thought
forms which gave birth to it.
Though the synthesis we know as
Christianity is unique, the ele-
ments with which it is woven are
familiar and understandable, Like-
wise, the existential viewpoint in-
herent in Buddhism is* part and
parcel of the Oriental’s way of
life, It could not be otherwise,
for people are the molds through
which reality must pour, Should
we, then, be so astonished when
religious truth yields traces of how
it was fashioned?

Religious experience is not re-
stricted to fundamentalists, It is
the raw phenomenon of every re-
ligious sect or mystic cult, Though
the fundamentalist makes the out-
right assumption that all but his
experiences are hallucinations or
Satanic inspirations, the factstes-
tify otherwise. The facts reveal
that the same basic types of re-
ligious experience occur within
every culture, butthatthe explana-
tions and understandings of those
types take on the characteristics
of the particular cultures involved.

To illustrate, one of the most
prevalent types of religious ex-



perience involves a heavenly in-
tercessor surrounded by a blazing
light, This motif repeats itself
throughout Christian, Buddhist,
and other records. Although the
basic phenomenon is essentially
the same in all of these cultures,
the intercessor is identified asthe
heavenly Buddha by the Buddhist,
as the risen Christ by the Chris-
tian, and as Gabriel by the Mo-
hammedan.

These facts greatly disturb the
fundamentalist, For he cherishes
the notion that only his “‘truth’
is truly inspired and absolutely
free of all earthly erroxr. He
would have us believe that fallible
men have been able to receive
through experience, transmit, and
interpret an infallible revelation
without infringing upon its infall-
ibility, Convictions are not facts,
Beliefs are not truths, Without an
objective demonstration, the fun-
damentalist’s thesis rests upon
faith, For truly the burden of
proof is his. The Bible is not in-
fallible until provenfallible (though
this is easily done); indeed, the
converse is true,

Perhaps the greatest innova-
tion in Kor’s saucer framework
is the suggestion that the saucer
phenomena originate from the
same realm responsible for re-
ligious manifestations, The ap-
parent technical connotations to the’
saucer saga are overtones of our
scientific culture - projections,

if you will, of individual and col-
lective patterns of thought which
dominate this age. This realm
transcends our three dimensional
world and intervenes upon us under
special conditions,

Specifically, some of the con-
tactee stories exhibit the same
‘‘intercessor motif’’ mentioned a-
bove, Christ or Buddha has be-
come a spaceman and the flying
chariots have been transformed
into flying saucers, Whereas the
Christian’s vision usually deals
with Biblical insights andthe King-
dom of God - and the Buddhist’s
experience deals with the attain-
ment of Nirvana - the contactee
hears a 20th century sermondeal-
ing with atomic bombs and the
prospects of peace on earth,
Each participant explains the ex-
periences of the other in terms of
his own special understanding, It
is no wonder, then, that Messrs,
Beasley and Erdmann explain fly-
ing saucers as products of the
Devil. Unable to commit the
heresy of endorsing doctrines un-
specified by their source book,
they have no choice but to force
the raw saucer phenomena into
their Christian framework as
falsehoods instigated by Satan,
Their understanding of the saucer
saga was predetermined by their
fundamentalist commitment, This
is, of course, exactly what Kor’s
hypothesis would predict,

On page 41 of their article,
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Beasley and Erdmann claim that
this hypothesis actuallydestoys it-
self - they maintain that if it is
applied to Kor, his ideas can be
explained in terms of the ‘““modern
rationalism’” which pervades sci-
entific thought today and maintains
the relativity of truth. Several
points must be made here, First
and foremost, the hypothesis ap-
plies to the SPECIFIC EXPLANA-
TIONS of mystical experiences,
not to the phenomenal experiences
themselves. Kor is not suggesting
that the experiences are subjective
creations, but that the understand-
ings generated by those experi-
ences are organized in terms of
the psychic elements which are
present.

If Kor were to come forth and
fill in his framework by “‘identify-
ing’’ who the ‘‘intercessors’’ are;
by ‘‘locating’ their point of ori-
gin and purpose in intervening’’;
and by explaining the flying globes
of light which accompany them -
then, indeed, his own hypothesis
would testify to the relativity of
his claims, But Kor has not
filled in his framework. He has
testified that intercessors, flying
things, a hidden realm, and amas-
ter purpose DO EXIST, But that
any attempt to ABSOLUTELY
KNOW the what, how, and why will
fail,

So the criticism is based upon
a misconception, Kor’s hypothesis
is not an explanation of existential
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frameworks per se’, but of the
various contents which fill those
frameworks, In fact, the theory
proves that the SAME basic frame-
work has been repeated throughout
history, Since our fundamentalist
friends are committed to the
Christian version of that frame-
work, they naturally are unsatis-
fied that Kor’s ideas do mnot give
precedence to their belief,

Second, the hypothesis rests
upon the FACT of similar mys-
tical experiences within different
cultural milieus, The fundament-
alist is bound to invoke Satan
as a moral excuse to ignore the
significance of this fact. An ob-
jective appraisal cannot afford to
be so intolerant, It must take the
facts as they are discovered, not
twist them to conform to some
a-priori conviction,

Three, even the logic exhibited
by Beasley and Erdmann is er-
roneous., For if Kor’s hypothesis
could be used to explain itself,
its very use would prove its ac-
curacy. Any theorem invoked to
disprove itself must be true in
the first place, If it wasn’t true,
it could never effectthe proof.

Let us now move on the more
specific criticisms, Our critics
agree that men are never perfect
in understanding - that there is
always room for growth, But they
do not admit the possibility of
growing beyond the elements of
their own belief. They quote scrip-



ture to prove the scripture, ac-
cepting the Bible as a FINAL
AUTHORITY concerning the nature
and purpose of existence.
There is certainly nothing wrong
with such an acceptance insofar
as one recognizes that it is based
upon faith and not proof. The
basic Biblical truths ‘‘that never
change’’ are nothing less than
the existential propositions without
which Messrs. Beasley and Erd-
mann could not live a meaningful
life, That others might find mean-
ing without recourse to these be-
liefs does not even dawn on them -
indeed, they are so prejudiced by
their own existential requirements
that they would project them upon
all men everywhere,

On page 42, the authors point
out what they term a ‘‘contradic-
tion’’ in Kor’s remarks, To quote
them: “‘In one place he argues that
a person’s reaction to or inter-
pretation of mystical experiences
depends onthat person’s condition-
ing, yet he also states that those
who have such experiences are
compelled to consider the very
ideas they once regarded as
absurd’, Again, Beasley and Exrd-
mann have only succeeded in des-
troying their own misconception,
To illustrate their misunderstand-
ing, let me point out that the ex-
planatory conviction of Richard
Shaver that physical Dero inhabit
caverans in the earth was certain-
ly revolutionary to his thinking,

But his materialistic conditioning
predetermined the nature of his
deductions about the strange ex-
periences which intervened upon
him. Likewise, our venture into
space colors the saucer phenomena
even though specific individuals
might have never seriously thought
in terms of life on other planets,
The example given by the authors -
the conversion of Paul -is another
case in point. Regardless of how
one explains the phenomenal vision
itself, the very fact that Paul
persecuted the Christians served
to PSYCHOLOGICALLY  PRE-
PARE him for conversion, For
the elements of that early Chris-
tian movement become imbedded
in his psyche from where they
could be readily projected upon any
strange intervention,

The proof of Kor’s perspective
is in the fact that the Buddhist
never ‘‘sees’ or “‘talks’’to Christ
in a vision, nor does a Christian
ever encounter Buddha, Each ex-
periences in terms of his own
background and cultural context,
If the Christian experiences are
the only true ones, we wonder
why they are restricted to Chris-
tians? We wonder why a Buddhist
or Moslem (knowing nothing of
Christ) never encounters Christ?
We wonder why a particular mys-
tical experience never goes beyond
the historical and religious per-
spective of the participant?

It may well be that the realm
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testified to by Kor’s studies in-
cludes various factions which can
be evaluated as “‘good’’ and “‘evil’’,
I have not gone so far because
it hasn’t been my purpose to ex-
press my own value judgments, but
only to explain the bare frame-
work which is revealed by an
objective appraisal of the evidence,
That this realm contains various
components of phenomena is ob-
vious, The ‘‘voices’ are not
identical with the phenomenon ex-
perienced as ‘‘etheric beings’’ -
these are apprehensions of two
different components, the one man-
ifesting itself ‘‘vocally’’, the other
“‘visually’’. Neither are all sky
phenomena necessarily the same,
Silver ‘‘flying shields’’ and flash-
ing discs may, indeed, be ancient
and contemporary explanations for
the indentical component. Similar-
ly, ““flaming chariots’’ sound very
much like glowing lights of today,
But “‘sky crosses’’ are, of course,
not the identical component as
“flying discs’’ - indeed, some of
these phenomena might not be re-
lated to the Hidden Realm at all,

Messrs, Beasley and Exrdmann
suppoxrt their fundamentalism with
this statement which appears on
page 43: ““While there are doubt-
less many who, like Kierkegaard,
only have a blind faith, and that
even in things which may seem
absurd, there also are many who
are led to their faith primarily
because this faith is to them the
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most reasonable and logical out-
look on life which they have been
able to find’’, But I must hasten
to point out that it is precisely
because people do not agree about
what is ‘“‘reasonable’’ and ‘‘logi-
cal’”’ which insures the relativity
of existential explanations which
Kor has been writing about. You
can only determine what is rea-
sonable on the basis of what you
know and how you think about what
you know, Is it any wonder, then,
that various perspectives of the
same problem yield various solu-
tions?

The authors go on to say that
fulfilled prophecies are also a
means of establishing faith, and
they criticize those who reject
prophetic evidence on the basis
of small errors and uncertainties,
I must take exception to this posi-
tion. If the fundamentalist did
not claim infallibility, the ‘‘small
errors’” and ‘‘uncertainties’’
would be of no consequence., But
if he were to admit fallibility,
the fundamentalist knows that his
whole belief could then be logically
called into question. Once com-
mitted to infallibility, the least
error and uncertainty becomes ex-
tremely significant. For small or
big, ANY ERROR destroys the
claim of perfectionfor the over-all
belief itself,

Commenting upon whether or
not human understanding can ever
fully grasp existence, Beasley and



Erdmann reply: ‘““This may be true
(that we cannot), viewed only from
the standpoint of our ability to
reason out or discover separate
and apart from God, But, , .if
God chooses to reveal to mankind
something of the nature and pur-
pose of existence and of reality,
who is Kor to say that God is
unable to do 80?7 And, in view of
the  afore-mentioned fulfilled
prophecies, who is Kor to say
that God has not done so?’’ Qur
critics neatly evade the real is-
sue here, For the question is not
what God can do; but rather, how
precise Man's understanding is
of what God can do and has done,
Who are Beasley and Erdmann to
tell us, with their limited exper-
lence and understanding, that God
has revealed Ultimate Knowledge
in the Bible? Who are Beasley and
Erdmann to assure us that Bibli-
cal errors and contradictions are
as ‘“‘true’’ and *‘‘sacred’ as the
evident truths in the same book?
Who are Beasley and Erdmann to
conclude that this Omniscient God
has not some further knowledge
and wisdom for this Earth? Who
are Beasley and Erdmann - what
with their religious bias - to con-
vince us that their fallible human
minds have PROVEN the Bible’s
infallibility? If God is truly om-
niscient, he must be capable of
anything and everything, Without
examining the logic of this, we
are on safe ground to think that

as Man GROWS in knowledge and
wisdom he will gain greater in-
sights into the nature and pur-
pose of things, To restrict God’s
Total Revelation to the discon-
tinuous ‘‘chapters’’ in aparticular
book - some of which are patent-
ly absurd - is close to true
blasphemy.

A man's Idea of God is shaped
by the nature and structure of his
own psychic constitution, That
Beasley and Erdmann believe what
they do tells us more about them-
selves than about reality. Kor
will not require the absolute en-
dorsement of God for his per-
ceptions, He will not claim that
God is ‘“‘on his side’ or that the
understanding put forth is final.
But criticisms from those dedi-
cated to ‘‘protect’’ their holy ism
at all costs are of little objec-
tive value. They arestatements of
faith, not critical analyses.

With an amazing naivete’ Beas-
ley and Erdmann go on to dis-
cuss the ‘‘fact of the empty tomb’’
as ‘‘proof’’ of Jesus’ resurrection,
This is not the place to indulge
in a critical examination of the
sources involved, Putting aside,
for the moment, what I may or may
not BELIEVE about this, let us
realize that the ‘“FACT” of the
empty tomb is no more than a
CLAIM of same as reported in
the Bible - reports, I must add,
which are not consistent with one
another. In the gospel of Matthew,
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for example, Mary Magdala was the
first to the tomb where she en-
counters an ‘‘angel’’. It isimpor-
tant to note that Mary is never
said to look into the tomb to SEE
whether or mnot Jesus' body is
there, even though the stone has
been rolled away. She BELIEVES
what the angel tells her and leaves
the scene without first hand knowl-
edge that Jesus had risen.

Whereas in Matthew the
“angel’”’ descended from heaven
and rolled away the stone in the
presence of Mary, Mark has Mary
approaching the grave AFTER the
stone has already been displaced,
The angel descending from heaven
is replaced by a youth sitting in-
side the tomb. He gives Mary
the same message which is put
in the mouth of the angel accord-
ing to Matthew’s version,

Luke agrees with Mark that
the stone has been rolled away,
but Mark’s ‘‘youth’ is replaced
by ‘“‘two men’’ in dazzling gar-
ments. John completely contra-
dicts the others by testifying to
no ‘‘angel’’ or men, and subsequent
message. Mary simply sees that
the stone has been rolled away.
She tells Peter and ‘‘the other
disciple’’ who investigate the tomb
and find it empty. Luke knows
nothing of such an investigation,
commenting only that the apostles
thought Mary’s report was non-
sense.

Though Mary Magdala is the
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common point between all of the
accounts, more severe contradic-
tions are encountered when we
find that Matthew has ‘‘the other
Mary’® accompanying Magdala to
the grave, Mark disagrees with
this, stating that Mary of Magdala,
Mary the mother of James, and
Salome’’ approached the grave.
Luke ‘“‘confirms’’ Mark that the
two Mary’s were present, but he
eliminates Salome and adds
‘‘Joanna.’”’ John says that only
Mary was present,

These contradictions could be
multiplied ad infinitum. The point
is that if such outright discrep-
ancies were to appear during a
court interrogation, the witnesses
would be investigated for perjury.
But our believers are perfectly
willing to ignore any and all con-
tradictions to maintain their faith,
The empty tomb is not a fact at
all, much less a proof of the
resurrection, It is a claim which
is testified to only by those who
already believed it when the first
and only records were made,
But what is more crucial: This
event ‘‘to end all events’’ comes to
us in contradictory versions, It
is useless to talk about ‘‘proof’
here,

As for the Jewish reference to
the empty tomb, this hardly es-
tablishes it as a fact. As most
scholars point out, the Jews were
engaged in debating Christian
claims and picked on the most



vulnerable points, Seeing that the
Christians obviously believed the
tomb to be empty - and knowing
that three or four generations (and
moxre) later there was no chance of
objective verification, they con-
fronted believers with the possi-
bility that Jesus’ body was stolen,
An accusation for whichthe Chris-
tians had no definite answer,

Neither is it accurate to say
that the apostles were conditioned
not to believe in the resurrection,
thereby proving the ‘‘fact’’ of the
resurrection, The apostles were
conditioned to the hope that Jesus
would ‘‘redeem Israel’’, and thatin
the ‘‘last days’’ there would be a
resurrection of the dead. Faced
with the stumbling block of a
crucified Messiah inthe face of this
hope, it is (to the contrary) per-
fectly understandable that an ex-
traordinary stimulus couldtrigger
the resurrection belief. Was not
the ‘‘risen Christ’’ the first fruits
of the general resurrection signi-
fying the last days?

It is important to realize that
our Biblical accounts do not tell
us WHAT HAPPENED, but what a
small sect of people BELIEVED
ABOUT WHAT HAPPENED, If we
are to a-priorily believe whatever
is written, then to be consistent
We must accept any and all things
without investigation, We must
believe that the Koran and Book
of Mormon are inspired because
the books, themselves, say so,

We must believe that Ulysses ac-
tually encountered the Cyclops be-
cause the Odyssey tells us he did,
We must accept the ‘‘fact’ of
‘‘dragon people’’ inside the earth
because there are ‘‘reports’’ of
same, We must believe Adamski’s
spacemen because he has written
about them,

No, this kind of blind faith
will not do. We must bring in-
dependent sources to bear on the
Bible (and other sources of en-
quiry) and apply the thought pro-
cesses without which we would be
mere animals, We must accumu-
late, study, and think, What is
sanctioned as true is a reflection
of conscience in the light of avail-
able evidence, Messrs, Beasley
and Erdmann hardly accomplish
this. They use any small frag-
ment as a ‘‘sign’’ that the whole
is true, The fact that Christians
endured all torture is usedtodem-
onstrate the ‘‘proven fact of a
risen savior’, They neglect to
inform us of what the Moslem’s
endured for their faith; of what
the Indians had to survive to pro-
vide for their own political and
religious freedom; and of what all
minorities are faced with to pre-
serve their cherished values,

But our critics reachthe height
of ridiculousness with these re-
marks: ““This (Kor’s) logic and
thought can lead us to some very
dangerous thinking and results,
Hitler, Lenin, Marx, Attia, and
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others of this notorious group -
and Jesus Christ were as surely
inspired by this same something
as each one exists,” Again, the
so~-called “‘logic’’ tells us about
Messrs, Beasley and Exdmann,
not about Kor’s framework. The
‘“‘something’’ referred to is a
transcendental realm within which
may exist multitudes of entities,
Kor has never said that the same,
identical entity intervenes at all
times, but only thatthe same realm
is involved. If you prefer to be-
lieve that there are *‘good’ and
‘‘bad’ entities - and that these
two.  categories inspired ‘‘good’’
and ‘‘bad’’ men - go right ahead,
Kor has not projected (as yet) his
thoughts on this matter. He has
not filled in his own framework.

Page 45 contains a rather long
quote attacking what the authors
consider to be dangerous liberal-
ism. Liberalism, in their minds,
is any idea or concept which does
not proceed from and bow down
to THEIR PARTICULAR RELIG-
IOUS BELIEF. It is this kind of
dogmatic intolerance which has
been responsible for much of the
.blood throughout history - all of
it in the name of “God’* and
“‘Righteousness’’, Implying that
Kor is a member of this ‘‘liberal
movement’’, the authors quote
their source (why didn’t theyname
him?) as identifying such a move-
ment with Communist principles,
We might have expected it, For

we have learned that the funda-
mentalist - unable to cope with
evidence - retreats to ridicule
by innuendo. What their source
neglects to report is that the early
Christian community was the best
example known of Communist prin-
ciples in action. The small sect
displayed Marx’s manifesto for an
Ideal Society to a tee. Of course
the Christians were not atheists,
but they nevertheless lived com-
munistically, This to remind us
that precise thinking is capable
of making DISTINCTIONS, and re-
sists the compulsion of the fun-
damentalist to lump all unbelievers
(in their ism) into one Satanic
Conspiracy.

Kor’s framework does not in-
clude value judgments so as not
to violate its objectivity. Be-
cause none are put forth does not
say (as Beasley and Erdmann im-
ply) that he has none. Values are
precious. They are what men
die for, Without them men would
not be men. Butto claimto possess
the only true values is an exer-
cise in stupidity., Such a notion
eliminates even the possibility of
GROWTH.

Messrs. Beasley and Erdmann
claim that their particular values
are endorsed by fulfilled prophe-
cies. But their case is extremely
weak when we discover that these
very same prophecies, interpreted
differently, were used by the Jews
to justify other values and explain



other historical circumstances,
And every age of Christian be-
lievers has successively re-inter-
preted those very same prophe-
cies in terms of thelr own his-
torical and religious milieu. How
does the honest fundamentalist put
his conscience to sleep about these
facts?

But the authors own statements
qualify their criticisms, On page
46 they remark: ““It is an ex-
tremely sensitive question as to
what and if the interplanetary the-
ory can be safely held in the
Bible.’’ Anything inconsistent with
their understanding of Biblical re-
ligion is automatically excluded
as truth. It is this type of blind
opposition which has helped to
erode the people’s confidence in
The Church, no matter what de-
nomination it may be. True re-
ligious conviction cannot have its
foundation In what a man’s mind
discovers to be ridiculous. Such
remarks as *‘‘, ., ,although men
can and do put subjective inter-
pretations on these (Biblical) writ-
ings, the writings themselves are
not subjective interpretations, but
direct, inspired revelations. ,,”’
are cases in point. Writing
is nothing in itself. It is only
when that writing 18 appre-
hended in the human mind
as meaning that writing becomes
something. That fundamentalists
apprehend that writing differently
than Catholics, and that the fun-

damentalists even disagree a-
mongst themselves onmany points,
proves what Kor has been talking
about. Namely, we approach real-
ity from a perspective which is
conditioned by our environment and
experience.

In conclusion, let me say that
Messrs, Beasley and Erdmann
have made some good points which
have made clarification possible.
But, at bottom, their basic criti-
cism is this: Kor's saucer frame-
work strips their fundamentalist
belief of the special status which
their faith requires. It is axio-
matic, therefo;e, that they must
reject the framework and thereby
reassert their faith, This is pre-
dictable. In contrast, the facts
of mystical experience (as re-
corded throughout history) form
the basis for the frameworkitself.

One crucial point must be add-
ed. Though the various expres-
sions reveal the same fundamental
existential framework, those suc-
cessive expressions are not with-
out permanent meaning, Each one
provides a basic insight into the
nature of things - but those in-
sights are not exclusive of one an-
other. This is one key to a vital
SECRET which has been the basis
of all Kor has written these past
years. The saucer framework,
itself, is a consequence of that
SECRET. And, believe it or not,
the ardent faith of our fundamenta-
list critics confirm it.

The photo was snapped by Tem-
pleton - a fireman - on a lonely
stretch of marsh near the Solway
Firth in Westmorland, England,

The marsh overlooks an atomic
works, a North Atlantic Treaty
Organization (NATO) radio-track-
ing base staffed by Americans and
Britain’s Blue Streak rocket-test-
ing station.

There was only Templeton’s
wife, Ann, 52, and elder daughter,
Frances, within miles when the
picture of 5-year-old Elizabeth
was taken,



But when the 44-year-old ama-
teur photographer had the film pro-
cessed, the ““creature’’ was tower-
ing in the background.

Templeton, who sometimes
does official photography for the
fire brigade in Carlisle, where he
lives, said:

“‘] immediately took it to the
police and they were completely
amazed,

““Their experts checked and
double-checked but all they could
tell me after afullday’sinvestiga-
tion was that it seemed to be a
man in a tight white suit about
7 or 8 feet tall and wearing pro-
tective headgear.

“But if someone like that was
there, I would have seen him”’

Templeton added:

““It certainly made me think.
You hear so many stories of flying
saucers and spacemen thatthere'’s
just no logical explanation to this
one.

‘“There was no one in front of
my camera except Elizabeth,

‘T have checked with the photo-
graphic firm and they tell me the
film was perfect.

‘“The photograph was so good
and clear they don’t see how it
can be a technical fault.”

Experts all over Britain have
tried to explain the picture but they
can’t,

The police are concerned that
it happened so near to so many
important bases,
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Detective Superintendent Tom
Oldcorn, head of the Cumberland
and Westmorland Criminal Inves-
tigation Department, took a print
for close study.

He told me: ‘‘It's a complete
mystery.

““At first we thought it was a
double exposure or some fault with
the camera., But it’s nothing like
that.

*“I don't read-science fiction
myself and I’'m still convinced that
it is a freak picture, But Mr.
Templeton is no hoaxer and he
says there was no one in front
of his camera except for the little
girl, It’s very puzzling,’’

Templeton has received hun-
dreds of letters from science fic-
tion societies, ghost hunters and
amateur cameramen since he took
the picture early last June,

He has been back to the iden-
tical spot on the flat, sprawling
marsh, and taken more photo-
graphs, But all he has seen are
fish and seagulls,

“I’m baffled,’”” he admitted.

Experts at Britain’s Ministry of
Defense examined Jim's camera,
the exposed film and the print. A
Ministry spokesman told The EN-
QUIRER on July 10:

“‘Maybe the figure is wearing
a space suit or a high-altitude
flying suit, Maybe it is acreature
from outer space.

““We can’t really say becauseit
is not really clear enough,”’

HE FOURTH dimension,

There are only three dimen-

sions that Occultism knows
anything about, The Astral Planeis
often called a “‘fourth dimension’’
because it interpenetrates the
physical world, but it is not a
dimension in the true sense of
the term, The old theory of Time
as a fourth dimension is wrong be-
cause Time is an illusory concept
dependent upon passing states

of sensation, and is wholly
relative, Happy  hours seem
like moments while painful

moments seem like hours. Man
is the only entity in the cosmos
who respects the illusion of Time,

The dematerialization and re-
materialization of objects involves
speculation on a “‘fourth dimen-
sion’’ but the phenomenon actually
concerns the disintegrationor dis-
persal of material atoms which are
not lost or destroyed or even
transferred to non-material
planes, The air we breathe con-
tains unseen particles of carbon,
which are invisible to us because
of their minute size, but under
certain conditions they can be
drawn together in such numbers
as to become visible, and may
even be used for writing materials,
In this way, written messages are
‘“precipitated’® upon paper, with
even the paper itself materialized
out of substances floating in the
air, The mysteries of apports and

teleportation are explained in the
same way. Living tissue, however,
cannot be dematerialized without
suffering destruction in the pro-
cess, :

Accounts of people apparently
vanishing into thin air, often in
full sight of others, have been
fully authenticated; but we must re-
member that there are suchthings
as hallucination, self-hypnosis,
and astral delusions, which could
easily explain many ‘‘disappear-
ances’’ as well as mysterious
‘‘appearances.’”’ Qur eyes canalso
play tricks on us, In the normal
process of seeing, the eye forms
an image on the retina, which
is a screen on the back of the
eyeball, The retina is a marvelous
instrument, supplied with thou-
sands of nerve endings all group-
ed together., The tip ends are
provided with thousands of photo-
sensitive processes which trans-
mit impressions over the optic

nerve to the brain - where the.

actual ‘‘seeing’ is done. Thus it
is quite possible to see objects (or
not see them) through purely men-
tal impressions. Normally, how-
ever, physical objects are seen
because of light rays which pass
from the eye to the objects and
back again to the eye. We do not
see the objects themselves, but the
images transmitted by the eye to
the brain.

Therefore, if by the use of Oc-
cult power the light rays can be
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caused to ‘‘bend’’ around a given
object, passing on to the back-
ground behind it, and then back
to the eye, the object will not be
seen at all, In this way a person
can be made to ‘‘disappear’’ while
others are looking directly athim.
This explains the ‘‘cloak of in-
visibility’’ which many adepts and
magicians are believedto possess,

It is generally believed that
during the seventh or eighth cen-
tury of the Christian Era, Padma
Sambhava, a noted Hindu teacher,
first introduced some of the Bud-
dhist doctrines into Tibet. Although
a great improvement over the
native Bon religion, they were still
tainted with lower Tantrik magic,
and far removed from the pure
teachings of Buddha.

In his Occult Glossary, Dz,
G. de Purucker writes: “The Tan-
tras are numerous works or re-
ligious treatises teaching mystical
and magical formulae, . .their ten-
dency for long ages has been dis-
tinctly toward what in Occultism is
known as sorcery or black magic.




““The origin of the Tantras un-
questionably goes back to a very
remote antiquity, and there seems
to be little doubt that these works,
or their originals, were heirlooms
handed down from originally de-
based, or degenerate Atlantean
racial offshoots. There is, of
course, a certain amount of pro-
foundly philosophical and mystical
thought running through the more
important tantrik works, but the
tantrik worship in many cases is
highly licentious and immoral.”

From time to time reforms
were attempted with varying suc-
cess, but it was mnot until the
fourteenth centurythata very great
Adept, Tsong-Khapa, appeared on
the scene and purified the re-
ligious conditions by exiling some
40,000 self-seeking monks and
lamas who had been commer-
cializing Buddhism, He was one of
the highest of the Eastern Occul-
tists to work publicly in the last
2,000 years, and was a member of
the ancient Himalayan Brother-

hood.
Lamaism in Tibet represents

the Two Paths or aspects of Oc-
cultism, with some monasteries
teaching the true spiritual wisdom,
and others dedicated to psychic
development and outright demon-
ology. Unfortunately for Western
visitors to Tibet, it is almost
invariably the latter element which
they encounter because the dugpas
and necromancers are constantly

on the alert to snare and mislead
the ignorant Occidental who ven-
tures into their mysterious pre-
cinets.

But Tibet is still holy ground
because, high in the snow-capped
Himalayas, is the home of the
Masters where for millions of
years the elect of humanity have
lived, periodically sending forth
Messengers to keep alight the
fires of Truth. Their retreat is
secret, inaccessible to outsiders,
and impregnable, Nothing man-
made, including the deadliest hy-
drogen bomb, could ever penetrate
the invisible walls and ceilings that
protect it.

DREAMS. An ancient Occult
record states: ‘‘The nature and
function of dreams cannot be un-
derstood unless we admit the ex-
istence of an Immozrtal Ego in the
mortal man, independent of the
physical body., Dreams are often
like stray pages torn from the ex-
perience-record of the deathless
Mind, the dim recollection of whi(‘ih
at the moment of waking becomes
more or lessdistorted by the phys-
ical brain. In the thoughts of the
Immortal Ego the pictures of the
Past and Future are as the Pres-
ent. The person upon awakening
thinks that he has lived throughthe
dream-experience, not knowing
that it is the thought-actions of the
True Ego which he dimly per-
ceives, It often happens that one
is conscious and knows that he is
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dreaming, which proves that man
is a multiple being on the inner
or thought plane, capable of sep-
arating himself into two or more
entities, and holding a dialog in
which he speaks with, through,
about, and to himself,”’

Only the Initiate in Occult Sci-
ence, with a highly trained clair-
voyant faculty, can interpret
dreams and visions correctly,
Many dreams that we suspect of
having great mystical significance
are born of simple indigestion, or
woven from the memory-fabric of
the day’s adventures, True dreams
and visions are spiritual messen-
gers from our Divine Self which
dwells on its own lofty plane; and
as we progress along the Path of
Unfoldment, becoming more re-
sponsive to the influence of the
God Within, our dream-impres-
sions will become more pleasant
and beautiful, In a certain sense,
Life is a Dream, and we are the
Dreamers, y

Esoterically, there are seven
classes of dreams: (1) Prophetic
dreams, which are impressed up-
on the memory by the Higher
Self. These are generally plain
and clear - either a voice heard
or the coming event foreseen,
(2) Allegorical dreams, or hazy
glimpses of realities caught bythe
brain and distorted by our fancy.
These are usually only half true.
(3) Dreams sent by Magicians, good
or bad, by mesmerizers, or by
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the thoughts of very powerful minds
bent on making us do their will,
(4) Retrospective dreams of events
belonging to past incarnations. (5)
Warning dreams for others who are
unable to be impressed them-
selves, (60) Confused dreams, the
causes of which are mentioned
above, (7) Dreams which are mere
fancies and chaotic pictures, owing
to indigestion or some mental
upset,

LEMURIA. Before delving into
the fabulous history of Lemuria
we should point out that the life-
term of a Planetary-Chain em-
braces seven circlings of the Life-
Wave around the seven Globes,
on each Globe the Monad-Host
enjoying experience in the seven
Root-Races, each on a continent
of its own,

In the First Round our Earth-
Chain and all the beings on it
were ethereal. Gradually, as
Rounds Two and Three were in
progress, consolidationtook place,
and in Round Four (our present
Round) Globe D (which we now
inhabit) settled and hardened into
what we know as Earth,

The continent of the First Root-
Race was in the region of the
North Pole - the ‘‘imperishable
Sacred Land’’ which will be our
home at the end of this Planetary-
Chain Manvantara. The continent
of the Second Root-Race was far-
ther south, embracing part of
Greenland,



Tremendous changes took place
during the Third Root-Race on the
continent of Lemuria, which now
lies beneath the Pacific Ocean.
Here the human form passed
through various transformations,
including the hermaphrodite or
androgynous state, and finally di-
vision into the present sexes.

But the most important event in
. the Third Race was the coming
of the Manasaputras or Lords of
Mind that had graduated from hu-
manhood to godhood on the Moon-
Chain in the previous Manvantara.
Three Rounds and nearly one-half
of the Fourth had passed in pre-
paration for this tremendous
event - the awakening of the dor-
mant minds of the Lemurian hu-
‘manity.

It is stated in The Secret Doc-
trine that without their help we
should still be as little children
living in a day-dream. The Lords
of Mind, by quickening our sleep-
ing Manasic faculty, raised us to
the state of reason and moral re-
sponsibility,

Lemuria appears to have been,
in some respects, a wondrous
fairyland of surpassing beauty (the
“Garden of Eden’’ of the Old Testa-
ment) with cities of lava and stone
which later expanded into unbe-
lievable magnificence. Under the
direction of Divine Rulers who in-
carnated among them, the Lemur-
ians became adept at the arts
and sciences, including mathe-

matics, astronomy, and architec-
ture, Indeed, so glorious was
their civilizationthat the splendors
of Egypt, Greece, and Rome were
as nothing by comparison,

But all things are obedient to
the great Law of Cycles and Per-
iodicity, and the Third Root-Race
was on the Descending Arc of in-
creasing Materiality or involve-
ment in Matter, Therefore, be-
fore the close of the [emurian
period the greater part of man-
kind had lost its earlier innocence
and spiritual purity and fallen into
sin and selfishness,

The descent of the Manasapur-
ras, and their infilling with the
flame of intelligence the child-
like Third Race humanity, brought
pain and suffering to the lower
egos, but also the possibility of
advancing into  self-conscious
spiritual selfhood through the ex-
ercise of free choice. Man, who
had been a simple “‘nursling of
Nature,’”” was now a responsible
being capable of directing his own
evolution through ‘‘self-induced
and self-devised efforts,’”” What
had been an irrational animal was
now a potential god.-

The doctrine of the Manasapu-
tric Host is of paramount im-
portance, In awakening our dor mant
minds, they did not actually in-
carnate in us (the average hu-
manity), nor did they become a
permanent part of our being,
Nevertheless they became identi-
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fied with us forevermore.

The human constitution is
sevenfold, each part or principle
derived from one of the seven
elements of the solar system,
Thus we have a Solar element,
as well as a Lunar element, Our
Mind or Manasic principle is, as
we know, twofold, Its higher as-
pect (the Sun-part) will when e-
voled forth make of us a Solar
Deva or God, while its lower as-
pect represents merely the Lunaxr
element which came over with us
from the Moon-Chain,

The Manasaputras, as said,
were the advanced Monads from a
previous Manvantara who had at-
tained to Dhyan-Chohanship or
Godhood before the Moon-Chain
entered into its Pralaya. They
waited in their own realms until
we reached the Third Root-Race
in the present Fourth Round and
were ready to receive the Divine
Fire of Mind,

In similar fashion we too shall
become Manasaputras when our
Earth-Chain reaches its end atthe
close of the Seventh Round (IF we
run the race successfully), and it
will then become our duty to quick-
en the sleeping minds of the hu-
manity of the next reimbodiment of
our Planetary-Chain. Where and
what is this future humanity today?
The answer is that this future
Monadic Host is now enjoying ex-
perience in the present beast-
hierarchy just as we - as evolving
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Monads - were members of the
beast-hierarchy of the Moon-
Chain,

Each one of us was enlightened
by some particular Manasaputra,
and a karmic bond with that sub-
lime being will endure forever as
it pursues its own evolutionary
journey through the higher king-
doms of Nature. And as it moves
on, we too shall follow the ancient
Pathway leading ever more inward
to the Heart of the Universe,
becoming with each step less per-
sonal and more compassionate, un-
til, merging at last with the pure
essence of Divinity, we find Nir-
vanic rest, And then, after long
eternities have passed, we shall a-
waken, and - re-emerge as shin-
ing Gods to build the worlds anew.

The early Third Root Race pos-
sessed spiritual vision, the organ
of which is the Pineal Gland or
“Third Eye.”” But with the fall
into generation the gland atrophied
and receded into the middle of the
head. By the end of the Fourth
Root-Race, due to sex and sorcery,
it had ceased to function at all.
Only by a return to the purity of
the early Third Race will the
““Third Eye’’ again function. It is
the loss of this spiritual faculty
which prevents the remembrance
of past lives. No sexually active
person enjoys spiritual clairvoy-

ance, He ‘‘sees’’ only with the
lower, animal clairvoyance of the
solar plexus chakra, and his



“‘yisions’’ are sporadic, confused,
and largely meaningless.

ATLANTIS, The problemof At-
lantis has always been a thorn in
the side of Science because its
archaeologists, engineers, and
physicists in particular find it
painful to contemplate past civili-
zations that outshine their own,

But if we are to respect the
Esoteric Records as given in The
Secret Doctrine, supported by the
traditions of Antiquity, Atlantis did
exist, and Lemuria before it, each
in its hey-day bright with a glory
of accomplishment compared to
which our own is crude and primi-
tive,

What are these ‘“‘Esoteric Re-
cords’? Says The Secret Doctrine,
Vol. I, pages 272-3: ‘. . .the
system in question is no fancy of
one or several isolated individuals.
That it is the uninterrupted re-
cord covering thousands of genera-
tions of Seers whose respective
experiences were made to testand
to verify the traditions passed o-
rally by one early race to another,
of the teachings of higher and
exalted beings, who watched over
the childhood of humanity, . .No
vision of one adept was accepted
till it was checked and confirmed
by the visions - so obtained as to
stand as independent evidence - of
other adepts, and by centuries of
experience,”’

As one tangible proof of At-
lantis we can cite the great sub-

marine mountain range running
for thousands of miles under the
Atlantic Ocean and rising nine
thousand feet above its bed. In
the Azores the mountains penetrate
the surface to great heights, They
are also volcanic, and geologists
note that the dredged-up lava was
not crystallized under water. The
mountain range appears to have
been the backbone of the Atlantean
continent which joined some of the
Eastern and Westernhemispheres.

According to an archaic Com-
mentary often quoted from in The
Secret Doctrine, there are two
chief causes for the cataclysmic
destruction of continents. One is
the tilting of the earth from its
normal position. The other is a
variation in the speed of the earth’s
rotation. By slowing down, the
““centrifugal’” force is reduced,
causing ocean waters inequatorial
regions to fall and new lands to
rise, Simultaneously, lands in
more northerly and southerly lati-
tudes are submerged. Thus, At-
lantis was no chance happening, but
an inherent part of orderly plane-
tary processes obedient to Nature’s
rhythmic pulsation and cyclic law,

The Masters tell us that it
was some eighteen million years
ago that humanity graduated from
the Thired (Lemurian) Root-Race
to the Fourth (Atlantean) Root-
Race on the continent which ex-
tended over the surface of what
is now the Atlantic Ocean. It was
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a highly important period because
the Fourth Race midpoint marked
one-half of the life-term of our

planet, and also the closing of
the door between the human and
animal kingdoms. Also at this
time we experienced our lowest
descent into Matrer, and began

our ascent on the Luminous Arc
of Spirit.

Unfortunately not all of man-
kind responded to the upward im-
petus of this Luminous Arc (nor
do all now), and the AtlanteanRace
separated into parts with two dis-
tinct tendencies - those who fol-
lowed the Pathway Of Compassion,
and those who, persisting in their
worship of Matter, descended into
sorcery. 1

It should be mentioned that
Root-Races overlap, and that our
own Fifth Root-Race had its true
beginning at the central point of
Atlantean civilization, which was
the Kali-Yuga of the Fourth Race,
some four and a half million yeaxrs
ago. (We are now 5,000 years into
our own Kali-Yuga, which lasts
for 400,000 years, and the be-
ginning of the Sixth Root-Race is
already taking place.)

Our present Fifth Root-Raceas
a whole, will, before its close,
develop Manas or Mind beyond
the highest point reached by the
Atlanteans, but not until the Fifth
Round will Mind be fully unfolded,
at which time humanity will be

compelled to make a great choice _
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between following the upward Path
to Godhood (to be reached in the
Seventh Root-Race of the Seventh
Round on our present Globe D),
or the downward path to annihila-
tion. _

It is interesting to note that
we. now have five senses, each
developed inone of the Root-Races,
The First Root-Race corresponds
to hearing, the Second to touch,
the Third to sight, the Fouth to
taste, and the present Fifth Root-
Race to smell, We will unfold two
more senses in the Sixth and
Seventh Races, which will be of a
spiritual nature,

It was at the middle of the
Fifth Sub-Race of the Fourth Race
when, in keeping with cyclic law,
the doom of Atlantis struck, How-
ever, it was not destroyed over-
night, but sank in parts, Blavatsky
mentions the sinking of the great
Pacific Island Ruta 850,000 years
ago, and the last island, Posei-
donis, referred to by Plato, sank
some 11,000 years ago in one day
and one night, with its entire
sorcerer population,

EASTERISLAND, Easter Island
is a remnant of Atlantis, and pre-
sents another problem to irritate
Science. In The Secret Doctrine,
Vol, 1I, page 224, we read: ‘“The
Easter Island relics are, for in-
stance, the most astounding and
eloquent memorials of the prime-
val giants . . , and one has but
to examine the heads of the colossal



statues that have remained un-
broken on that island, to recog-
nize in them at a glance the
features of the type and character
attributed to the Fourth Race gi-
ants,”

On page 331 of the same volume
we learn that most of the statues
on the mysterious island *‘are all
between 20 and 30 feet high. The
statues found by Cook on Easter
Island measured almost twenty-
seven feet in height, and eight feet
across the shoulders.” And “‘we
are told that it is after the des-
truction of ‘Lemuria’ by subter-
ranean fires that men went on
steadily decreasing in stature.””

Easter Island’s greatest mys-
tery is probably the means of
transportation of the huge statues
(some weighing up to fifty tonsl)
from the sculptor’s workshops in-
side the steep walls of the crater
of the Rano Raraku volcano to
their destined sites miles away.
The makers of the statues and the
builders of the vast platforms on
which some of them originally
stood have left no trace of their
working methods, yetthese ancient
engineers performed feats which
would tax the most powerful ma-
chinery of modern times to equal,

THE TRAGEDY OF THE AN-
THROPOQIDS. In the mysterious
wastelands of the Himalayan moun-
tain range lives a strange crea-
ture known to the natives for
hundreds of years as a Yeti, Shook-

pa, Kang-Mi, etc., and dubbed by
Western explorers as the ‘“‘Abom-
inable Snowman’’ - a half-animal,
half-human biped of remarkable
intelligence.

The creature first attracted
attention in 1887 when a British
mountaineer, Col. W.A, Waddell,
came upon a mystifying set of
tracks on a snow field in Sikkim,
He described them as seemingly
the footprints of a man of gigantie
size. In 1906 a noted botanist and
Himalayan explorer, Henry J.
Elwes, not only found a Yeti's
tracks, but saw a great hair-
covered biped vanishing over a
ridge in the distance. In 1921,
while attempting to scale Mount
Everest, Lt, Col. C,K, Howard- -
Bury sighted what appeared to be
an unclothed, hairy but human
figure walking slowly across a
snow field. In 1925 an Indian bot-
anist, A,N. Tombazi, saw near his
camp in Sikkim a creature that
““walked upright like a man and
occasionally stooped to pull up
roots and herbs,”

It is to be hoped that our sci-
entists never capture the Yeti
because if they do he will share
the wretched fate of other anthro-
poid apes - public display in zoos
and cruel laboratory experimenta-
tion and torture, But there is a good
chance that they will fail because
he apparently represents the high~
est development among thg an~
thropoids and may enjoy a greater
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intelligence than is suspected, He
is wise enough to make his home
in the least accessible part of the
world where contact with human
beings is at a minimum,

Science still hopes to find its
long-sought “‘missing link” be-
tween the human and animal king-
doms, ignoring what Occultism has
been teaching for thousands of
years - that there is no  missing
link. Monkeys and apes are man’s
descendants| As the brilliant Eso-
tericist, Dr, Henry T. Edge, once
wrote: ‘‘A special case has to be
made as regards the two classes
of simians, the anthropoids and
the monkeys. . .they differ from
other mammals in the way in which
they were derived from the human
stem. The early Race of mankind
spoken of as being ‘mindless’ allied
themselves with certain of the
animals existing at that time, and
from this union sprang a hybrid
race which is the ancestry of the
present monkeys,"’

The ‘“‘early Race’ was the
Third Root-Race on Lemuria be-
fore Manas or Mind was awakened
by the Manasaputras. On page 729,
Vol. II, of The Secret Doctrine,
mention is made of ‘‘the monkey’s
development from the Third Race
Man,”’

Dr. Edge continues: ‘“As to the
manlike apes, thelr history is as
follows, At a later date, during
the Miocene period, when the
Fourth great Race - the At-
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lanteans - had passed its cli-
max, certain degenerate remnants
thereof repeated the act of the
‘mindless’ by allying themselves
with the then existing simian stock;
and thus sprang the anthropoid
apes, This act was, however, one
of bestiality, a sin, because these

humans were not mindless but en-
dowed with self-consciousness.

““Such is the story of the origin
of the apes and monkeys; and proofs
of its truth are to be found in
a study of the anatomical features
of man and the anthropoids, which
will be seen to confirm the above
teachings rather than the view that
man has developed from a common
animal stock,”

The chief anthropoid apes are
the gorilla, orangutan, chimpan-
zee, gibbon, and the Yeti - half-
human creatures with human blood
in their veins, and actually the
vehicles for incarnating egos of a
primitive human order. They are
dimly aware of their identity with
mankind. Locked in cages and
tortured in the vivisection cham-
bers of medical schools, they stand
as terrible symbols of man’s con-
tinued bestiality and ignorance, It
is a heavy Karma that those guilty
of bringing them into being, and
mistreating them now, will haveto
suffer,

Another anthropoid has appar-
ently appeared on this continent
because during the past seventy-
five years many credible eye-



witness accounts of a strange half-
man and half-animal creature have
circulated in the Pacific North-
west. And the interesting feature
is that he appears to be closer
to the human species than his
Tibstan cousin.

In the northern tip of Van-
couver Jsland in 1901 a Mike
King saw a man-like biped ‘‘cov-
ered with reddish-brown hair”’
washing roots in a creek, It fled
at his approach, leaving tracks
which resembled a distinct hu-
man foot with unusually long,
spreading toes,

In 1941 the wife of a C,P.R.
section hand and her two children
saw what they described as a
“monster’’ walking in the yard
near their cabin. “It walked
easily erect like a man eight feet
tall and its ugly face was nearly
human.’”’ Tracks were found mea-
suring 16 inches in length and
8 inches across the ball of the
foot.

In October 1955 a trapper -
William Roe - saw, coming out of
some brush near TeteJaune Cache
in the western Rockies, a tall
female creature weighing about
300 pounds, She was covered from
head to foot with dark brown,
silver-tipped hair, and had ears
shaped like a human’s, He re-
frained from shooting her because
of her distinctly human appear-
ance,

It may be that this strange

anthropoid of our Pacific North-
west - known as the ‘‘Sasquatch’’ -
is the representative of some I.e-
muro-Atlantean ancestor maroon-
ed millions of years ago when the
northwestern part of our continent
was a solitary island rising from
the sea,

Not only did human-animal con-
gress in the Lemurian and At-
lantean Root-Races produce the
monkeys and anthropoids, but sub-
sequent unnatural unions produced
other half-animal beings superior
to the regular anthropoids. The
Secret Doctrine, Vol. II, pages
195-6, deals with this issue.

‘“The Secret Doctrine teaches
that the specific unity of mankind
is not without exceptions evennow,
For there are, or rather still were
a few years ago, descendants of
these half-animal tribes or races,
both of remote Lemurian and [.e-
muro-Atlantean origin., The world
knows them as Tasmanians (now
extinct), Australians, Andaman]s-
landers, ete.”’

-In a footnote Blavatsky men-
tions ‘‘. . .a mountain tribe in
China, the men and women of which
are entirely covered by hair, They
were the last descendants in a
direct line of the semi-animal
latter-day Lemurians referred
co'!l‘

SECRET WORLDS OF THE
U.,F.0. Through all ages the
strange and unknown have excited
the imagination of man because he
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instinctively feels that earth and
sky contain many unfathomed mys-
teries. But where can he turn for
right knowledge?

When confronted by the inex-
plicable, the average person looks
to religion, orthodox science, or
government officialdom for an an-
swer, But these bodies, having
no Occult understanding, are as
much in the dark as the layman.
Religion is aghast at the idea of
other planets being inhabited be-
cause such would upset its super-
stitious theologies; science re-
fuses to consider anything that
clashes with its established dog-
mas; and government heads are
drawn from ordinary walks of life
where ignorance is theorder of the
day. For an explanation of UFO
phenomena we must look else-
where.

Says The Secret Doctrine, Vol.
I, page 149: ‘‘Where have the
many attempts made by Science
to bind, to connect, and define all
the phenomena of organic life by
mere physical and chemical mani-
festations, brought it to? To specu-
lation generally - mere soap-bub-
bles, that burst one after the
other before the men of Science
were permitted to discover real
facts. All this would have been
avoided, andthe progress of knowl-
edge would have proceeded with
gigantic strides, had only Science
and its philosophy abstained from
accepting hypotheses on the mere
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one-sided Knowledge of their Mat-
ter
Continuing with The Secret

Doctrine, Vol, I, page 133, we
read; ““The refusal to admit in the

whole solar system of any other
reasonable and intelligent beings
on the human plane, than ourselves,
is the greatest conceit of our age,
All that science has a right to af-
firm, is that there are no invisible
Intelligences living under the same
conditions, as we do. It cannot
deny point-blank the possibility of
there being worlds within worlds,
under totally different conditions to
those that constitute the nature of
our world; nor can it deny that
there may be a certain limited
communication between some of
those worlds and our own. . .To
the highest, we are taught, belong
the seven orders of the purely
divine Spirit; to the six lower ones
belong hierarchies that can oc-
casionally be seen and heard by
men, . ..

Note that Blavatsky speaks of
“worlds withinworlds’’ and ““‘com-
munication between some of those
worlds and our own’’ and of “‘hi-
erarchies that can occasionally be
seen and heard by men.”’

In the light of the above, whois
to say that the phenomena of UFO
may not be a direct manifestation
from these unknown and invisible
spheres which - some, at least -
are companion bodies of our own
physical Eaxrth?



And when we consider the
teaching that the humanities on
these higher globes are untold
millions of years ahead of us in
intellectual and spiritual unfold-
ment, is it fanciful to speculate on
their having instruments, vehicles,
etc, which, compared to our best,
would bear the ratio of a jet plane
to a wheelbarrow?

As Major Donald E. Keyhoe,
USMC, Ret., - aleading spokesman
for the ““Flying Saucer Movement'?
and the most prolific writer onthe
subject - has stated: ‘‘Since the
explosion of the first A-bomb,
hundreds of officially verified re-
ports, by pilots and other techni-
cally trained observers, have
proved that intelligently controlled
machines, superior to any earth-
made craft, are systematically ex-
ploring our planet,”’

There can be absolutely no
doubt that Major Keyhoe is right,
and, moreover, that air-vehicles of
an extra-terrestrial origin have
been seen in the skies through all
ages, some in recent times being
observed by tens of thousands of
people in various parts of the world.
In several instances the popula-
tions of entire cities have watched,
spellbound, while gigantic flying
machines hovered at low altitudes
in clear, sunlit skies,

Where do they come from? It
seems very likely that they are
exploratory devices from the in-
visible globes of our own

and neighboring Planetary-Chains
whose inhabitants periodically
survey our Earth, ‘‘stepping down”’
their vibracions and the vibrations
of their craft so that terrestrial
phenomena may become visible to
them - similar to the case of
astral entities ‘‘materializing”
part or all of their bodies in
order to make contact with the
physical plane.

There is another possibility
that some of the *‘Flying Saucexrs’’
do have an Earth-origin. In The
Secret Doctrine, Vol. I, page 426,
we learn that from the Atlanteans
our early Fifth Root-Race received
valuable instruction, ‘It is from
them that they learnt aeronautics,
Viwan Vidya (the ‘knowledge of
flying in air-vehicles’) and, there-
fore, their great arts of meteor-
ography and meteorology. It is
from them, again, that the Aryans
inherited their most valuable sci-
ence of the hidden virtues of
precious and other stones, of
chemistry, or rather alchemy, of
mineralogy, geology, physics and
astronomy,"’

In the Commentary whichfol-
lows (page 428) we read about the
use of flying machines at the time
of the destruction of Atlantis (four
and a half million years ago) when
‘‘the nations that were led away,
were as thick as the stars of the
milky way.”’

The ‘‘Secret of the Saucers’’
is one of the many mysteries and
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wonders that lie buried in the
archaic Past, In The Secret Doc-

trine, Vol, II, page 430, we read:
““If modern masters are so much
in advance of the old ones, why do
they not restore to us the lost
arts of our postdiluvian fore-
fathers? Why do they not give us
the unfading colours of Luxor - the
Tyrian purple; the bright vermilion
and the dazzling blue which dec-
orate the walls of this place, and
are as bright as on the first day
of their application? The inde-
structible cement of the pyramids
and of the ancient aquaducts; the
Damascus blade, which can be
turned like a cork-screw in its
scabbard without breaking; the
gorgeous, unparalleled tints and
beams in the windows of ancient
cathedrals; and the secret of the
true malleable glass?”’

THE VAMPIRE MOON. Accord-
ing to the teachings of Occultism,
our space-hungry scientists are
promised some embarrassing sur-
prises when, if ever, they reach
the Moon - a dead kamma-rupic
body, from which all life has
fled, except a chemical and quasi-
physiological activity of the mole-
cules, Although of astral sub-
stance, we see it because our
Globe D of the present Earth-
Chain is one sub-place higher than
Globe D of the Moon-Chain.

The Secret Doctrine teaches
that the Moon is a “‘shell’’ left
behind by our Earth-Chain at its
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last pralaya. In Vol, I, pages
155-6, we read about ‘‘the Moon
(our Satellite) pouring forth into
the lowest globe of our planetary
ring - Globe D, our Earth - all
its life, energy and powers; and,
having transferred them to a new
center becoming virtually a dead
planet, inwhich rotation has almost
ceased since the birth of our
globe. . .Constantly vampirized by
her child, she revenges herself
on it by soaking it through and
through with the nefarious, in-
visible, and poisonous influences
which emanate from the occult
side of her nature,

““For she is a dead, yet a
living body, The particles of her
decaying corpse are full of active
and destructive life, although the
body which they had informed is
soulless and lifeless, . .And like
all ghouls and vampires, the moon
is the friend of sorcerers and the
foe of the unwary, From the ar-
chaic aeons and the later times of
the witches of Thessaly, down to
some of the present tantrikas of
Bengal, her nature and properties
were known to every Occultist,
but have remained a closed book
to physicists.”’

It is well known that moonlight
has a pernicious influence; and
science will yet discover that
Eastern Occultists had more
real information  about the
genuine character of our treach-
erous satellite than all the



Western astronomers with their
telescopes,

The Moon, being our former
home, has an intimate relationship
with manand many terrestrial con-
ditions, Its influence uponthetides,
plant life, and the cycles of human
gestation and disease, are well
known. Less well known are its
effects upon certain emotional and
psychological natures, At the time
of Full Moon persons suffering
from psycho-nesuroses often have
violent flare-ups, and mediums,
lycanthropes, and sorcerers find it
easier tosucceed intheir nefarious
activities, The Moon is disinte-
grating, and will finally disappear
from the heavens. It can’t happen
too soon,

SEX AND OCCULT SCIENCE,
The Secret. Doctrine claims for
man a polygenetic origin, followed
by a variety of modes of procrea-
tion before he ‘‘desecrated his
human dignity by putting himself
physically on the level of an ani-
mal.”” - Vol. II, page 187 - and
fell into the animal method of
reproduction,

To understand WHY this hap-
pened, we must begin by stating
that the human Egos did not all
start equal on this planet, but were
of various degrees of unfoldment
in their last births on the Moon-
Chain, The history of Mankind in
its present sexual form goes back
about 18 million years to the
middle of the Third Root-Race on

the continent of Lemuria, At that
time the principle of Manas or
Mind began to operate, Until then,
man was an empty shell, the pro-
duct of two streams of evolution:
the Monadic-Spiritual and the
Vital-Astral-Physical.

With the awakening of Mind at
the midpoint of the LLemurian Root-
Race, a,third stream of evolution
was added to the Monadic and the
Material, Until then, man was a
mindless animal ‘‘over-shadow-
ed’’ by the Spiritual essence. He
was unaware of his Divine Ori-
gin because Mind was not ac-
tive to serve as the link between
Spirit and Matter. The Manasic
stream conferred self-conscious-
ness, reasomn, and moral respons-
ibility.

It should be remembered at
this point of our argument that
the early Sub-Races of the Third
Root-Race evolved by sexless
creative instinct an ‘“‘intermediate
race’’ in which the higher Dhyan
Chohans incarnated. They repre-
sented the full flowering of the
Mind principle. A second class of
Egos did not incarnate fully at
once, but waited, projecting only
a ‘‘spark’’ of Mind; and it is these
who constitute the average human-
ity today.

A third class of Egos deferred
incarnation until the Fourth or
Atlantean Root-Race, in which the
worst sexual Karma was made
becanse the Atlanteans renewed
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the “‘Sin of the Mindless”’ (see the
section on the Anthropoid Apes)
with full knowledge and respons-
ibility. The Secret Doctrine, Vol.
11, page 228, states: ‘‘As to those
‘Sons of Wisdom’ who had ‘defer-
red’ their incarnation till the
Fourth Race, which was already
stained (physiologically) with sin
and impurity, they produced ater-
rible cause, the Karmic result of
which weighs on them to this day.
It was produced in themselves,
and they became the carriers of
that seed of impurity for aeons
to come, because the bodies they
had to inform had become defiled
through their own procrastina-
clonte

We are now in the Fifth Root-
Race of the Fourth Round, By the
middle of the Sixth' Root-Race, men
and women as separate sexes will
exist no longer, and would not
today if we had heeded the warn-
ing of the Gods in the Third (Le-
murian) Root-Race when we fol-
lowed the example of the beasts,
The sexless form of reproduction -
intended by Nature for man - will
be reattained, as said, in the Sixth
Root-Race, It should have con-
tinued from the Third, through the
Fourth, and into our present Fifth;
and the sooner we get back to it
the better,

The Chela and Master repre-
sent the first step toward that way
of life in keeping with Nature’s
true plan for humanity, and AB-
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SOLUTE CHASTITY is a major
requirement. As we approach this
ideal state, Nature will gladly
make the procreative readjustment
in the right direction just as she
reluctantly made it in the wrong
direction in Lemuria when we
followed the example of the beasts,
forced her hand, and had our fall.

On page 197, Vol.II, The Secret
Doctrine, we read:; ‘““The Third
Race mankind is the most mys-
terious of all the hitherto developed
five Races. The mystery of the
‘How' of the generation of the
distinct sexes must, of course, be
very obscure here, as it is the
business of an embryologist and a
specialist, the present work giving
only faint outlines of the process,
But it is evident that the units
of the Third Race humanity began
to separate in their pre-natal
shells, or egos, and to issue out
of them as distinct male and female
babes, ages afterthe appearance of
its early progenitors,”

We now deal with a Blavatsky
quotation upon which our whole
argument rests, We believe that a
Karmic ‘‘X-factor’’ operated in
Lemuria when ‘“male and female
babes’’ began issuing out of the
eggs and thus establishing a hu-
manity committed to reproduction
by sexual union, The Secret Doc-
trine, Vol, II, page 262, states:
¢, . .it is the speechless animal
that first started sexual connec-
tion, having been the first to se-



parate into males andfemales, Nor
was it intended by nature that man
should follow the bestial example.”
(Italics ours.)

We do not think that the clever-
estsophist could twist the meaning
of that last sentence into anything
other than what is clearly stated:
that ‘‘sexual connection’’ was not
“‘intended by Nature’’ to be man's
method of reproduction, Therefore
it is idle to claim that the bestial
form was ‘‘ordained by God’’ or
any such nonsense. It was de-
finitely NOT THE INTENDED
METHOD FOR MAN., And still it
has existed for some 18 million
years. Why? That is the question
which we now intend to answer,

On pages 177 and 178, Vol. II,
The Secret Doctrineg, Blavatsky
writes at length regarding the
“polyps’’ (invertebrate animals -
corals, jelly-fishes, sea ane-
mones, etc.) which pass alternate-
ly from gemmation (budding) into
the sexual form of reproduction.
“Why not the primitive human
polyp?’’ she asks. ‘‘This striking
fact may assist many to under-
stand that a form may be evolved -
as in the sexual Lemurians from
Hermaphrodite parentage - quite
unlike its immediate progenitors.”’
And then she drops a hint which
we. believe is the KEY to the
separation of the: sexes:; ‘It is,
moreover, unquestionable, that in
the case of human incarnations,
the law of Karma, ractal or in-

dividual, overrides the subordinate
tendencies of ‘Heredity,” Ils ser-
vant.” (Italics ours.)

In other words, as we interpret
her lines, the Egos informing the
lL.emurian Third Race bodies car-
ried with them a Karma from the

Past - a Karma of animal lust
which forced a shift or switch-
over from the original Herma-

phrodite state, in which sexual
union was impossible, to that of
male and female, which accom-
modated it ideally.

Thus were the ‘‘subordinate
tendencies of ‘Heredity’ ‘‘- ob-
taining with the Third Race -
overriden (as Blavatsky explains
it) by ‘‘the law of Karma’’ in the
case of ‘“‘human incarnations.”’
What other conclusion can we pos-
sibly draw than that the Egos of
the Third Root-Race - previously
embodied on the Moon-Chain - had
there created a Karmaof bestiality
which came to fruitioninl.emuria,
interferred with Nature’s IN-
TENDED PLAN for human procre-
ation, and brought about the sep-
aration of the sexes so that the
Karma could be expended?

In the coming Sixth Root-Race
we shall once more inhabit bodies
truly representative of the human
hierarchy, and the present sex
problem will be no more, Until
then, let us try to respect each
other as spiritual beings, and rise
above the delusion of “male and
female.”’
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THE OCCULT VIEW
OF INTEGRATION

N OUR ERA as in so many

previous there is a great

deal of conflict. Easternpas-
sivity vs. Western aggressiveness,
democracy vs. communism, the
‘‘Black’’ races against the
“White’’ races, etc. All during
the time of recorded history these
same conflicts or their variations
have existed.

In former times, however, the
knowledge of these conflicts was
held only by a minority, Now for
the first time as a result of mass
communication virtually everyone
in the world knows of the ideo-
logical and economic war being
faught today. As with all advance-
ments, there are both good and
bad results of such widespread
(mis) information. On the nega-
tive side you have; fear, mass hys-
teria, confusion, and a readiness
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to follow any self styled saviour
who promises a better life, On
the brighter side of things the
solution to a lot of these prob-
lems might lie in the fact that
S0 many people, being aware of
80 much more than in former
times, are ina position to do some-
thing constructive towards their
solution. Now we must all assume
the responsibility for things that
were once ‘‘that fellows job’’,

The specific problem that I wish
to deal with here is the one of
integration. Those of us who study
the Occult philosophy should have a
ready answer when askedfor some
light” on the subject. But do we?
Virtually all of the various Occult
organizations and systems pro-
claim the idea of universal
brotherhood. But at the same time
we are taught that there are younger
brothers as well asthe Elder ones,
That way it is practical,

Qur country has, however, been
preaching the doctrine of both
brotherhoods which makes sense,



and equality, which not only makes
no sense but in practice cannot,
does not, and will not ever exist;
because equality means identity,
and there are no two things alike
on this earth. We as good Ameri-
cans have been asked to believe
something that every thing in our
lives proves to the contrary. Most
of us wish to do the right thing
but in order to do so, we must
have a clear idea of what to do and
why. The result of trying to
perpetuate and blend two very
different ideals has resulted in a
lot of confusion for all concerned.

The average person, when ask-
ed, will answer (on the surface),
““Yes the Negro is my brother and
my equal’’; not because this is
what he think' . but because this
is what he at . good American
is supposed to think, Thus it: is said
with tongue in cheek, Because when
he is asked to put this brother-
hood into practice, we all know what
happens most of the time. We say
and approve one thing when we
believe and practice another, That
is why I shall try and define the
situation somewhat and show how in
the practice of true brotherhood
there need not be any conflicts,

In some of the Occultdoctrines
the theory of root races, sub-
races etc, is advanced, Thesethe-
ories may be correct and practi-
cal or they might not be. But
even to those who have not studied
the question of race from the Oc-
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cult point of view is very apparent.
There are differences in the vari-
ous races that go beyond the color
of skin, the type of hair, slant
of eyes etc, There are races
that are, on the whole emotionally
centered, and those that are in
the majority, mentally centered,
and those (few that they may be)
that are spiritually centered. This
is likely to be most apparent in
the native land of that particular
race or group, because here in
America, culture and education
tend to obliterate those distinct
traits and practices that once
marked someone as belonging to a
particular group or tribe. But even
though these traits seem to have
disappeared on the surface, have
they really?

We generally postulate that the
mind works through the physical
brain. If this is so then the type
of body and brainthat the individual
has would have a lot to do with
the type of person they are and
the extent of development of their
emotional, mental, and spiritual
faculties. Some observation will
show that the majority of the Negro
races are emotionally centered,
while many of the Teutonic races
are mentally centered. The white
man cannot understand the Negro’s
fondness for the things of the earth,
love of a rather primitive type of
music and dance and a religion
that is on the whole rather es-
capist. Many Negros on the other
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hand cannot understand the white
man’s concern for rockets, sky-
scrapers and a form of ‘‘civiliza-
tion’’ that seems mainly conducive
to mental breakdowns.

At the same time, however, the
Negro sees the new cars, houses,
the many gadgets, and generally-
useless possessions as Progress
and wants his share, which he is
entitled to as the just fruits of
his labor.

One of the keys to the fact that
so many of the members of the
Negro race being disliked is be-
cause they are emotionally cen-
tered, When we study the various
planes of existence, the lower ones
are generally classified thus; men-
tal, emotional, vital (etheric), and
physical. The fact that we place
the mental plane above the emo-
tional shows that it is generally
supposed to be more advanced, and
therefore more (superior) impor-
tant than the emotional plane. The
idea of the ‘““soul’” of the Negro
will thus occupy an inferior place
when compared with the abstract
thought of the white races. Since
the product is thought inferior, so
will the person or group producing
it be thought also., Yet at the
same time it must be remembered
that ‘‘above and below’’ are only
terms and that in reality the dif-
ferent planes co-exist and inter-
penetrate one another, thus pro-
ducing the whole, whether it is a
personality or anation, Sometimes



the emphasis is on one plane,
at other times on another. But
generally there is one plane that
most of us are centered on, and
live our lives through,

The point T wish to make is
this; just as in our lives we live
in three kinds of time, past, present
and future, so we also live in
three conditions, the actual, the po-
tential, andthe ideal. In our family
units we do not despise those
younger brothers and sisters that
we may have, because they are
young. We know that though they
are younger than we, they are
potentially as advanced or even
more so than we are.

Could not this also be consider-
ed with a view towards the treat-
ment of the Negro? Many thou-
sands of that race have proved their
capabilities, and have eagerly
joined the ranks of modern day
man. But there are hundreds of
thousands of my race who just are
not ready to prepare for the sci-
entific and technical training that
would assure them a place in this
system, The fact that many in my
race are not as evolved as those
in the white race does not infer
that they are in any way less
human, or that they do not belong.
In a sense they should have as much
of a chance, if not more, because
they represent the future.

On the question of that method
of education that would consider
the different types of people and

their needs, there arises this ques-
tion, of how far can the actual be
sacrificed for that which is to
come? It will not do any good to
send the childrenfrom the econom-
ically depressed areas to the
schools in the middle class neigh-
borhoods, because in the long run
both sides will suffer and there
won't be any progress. The only
way this could be done is on the
basis of intelligence and ability.
There must be one type of school
for some children and some for
another type. But these schools
should not be based on anything
but the ability of the individual. In
this way everyone would be placed
where they would get what they
need the most. I know that you can-
not suppress the actual for the
unfulfilled potential, yet at the’
same time the abilities of those
who are potential must be de-
veloped to fulfull its place in the
struggle towards the ideal. Each
has its necessary and proper place
on this earth, and each must exist
beside the other. And even if it
means that a little extra help be
given them it must not be forgotten
that the outcasts of today are the
leaders of tomorrow. When the
egos that exist in the bodies of the
negro race today take incarnation
sometime in the future, will it be
as a warlike race doomed to uni-
versal destruction because those in
power today bequeathed to them a
heritage of hate?

A woman I once knew came to
me after her death and said, ‘“You
knew, why didn’t you tell me?"’
Meaning about life after death.

Four days after Mother’s death
she came to me as an enveloping
mist - to comfort me. I felt very
badly because I did not get to her
before she died, One day I lay on
my davenport to rest and my soul
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left my body and I went up and
up - all was blackness, but in
this darkness were the souls of
my mother and my husband, Mother
said my name as plain as ever in
life, Once I went to her in a very
large building and we sat face to
face and talked and talked - she
told me she paid $2.50 per day to
remain or live in this building or
home, as it was - many people
lived there, I saw her various
times and always she was dressed
differently.

I was thousands of miles from
Dad when he died, but three days
later when [ did not know he was
dead he said to me, ‘“My dear,
good girl,”” Weeks later when his
affairs were in a desperate posi-
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tion he began to knock day and
night - I changed bedrooms, I
tried to go to sleep with a light
burning, but there they would re-
sume, In desperation I began to do
what I knew had to be done and
the knocks ceased and he has been
with me in the struggle to bring
order out of chaos,

Most of this comes at night;
sometimes it is in daytime. Once
I stood over a sink and these
words rang in my ears - ‘‘Babe
and the baby, The baby is dead.””
Babe is my niece and her baby
was dead.

How many people know Christ
did not rise from DEATH on Sun-
day? Who was one of the so-called
angels who sat in Christ’s tomb
when a witness saw him? In its
original form the first chapter of
Genesis says the earth was void -
meaning for a period of time, yet
it is not read that way now. Bible
niainly tells us to prove all things.
How many know Jacob wrestled
with Christ - not the father? How
many know Christ is GOD? God,
the Father is rarely mentioned in
the Bible. (New Testament), I think
people would go to church if they
were taught something besides the
ABCs, One should study to know
what the Bible says.

I had been
hailed out, and had no way of rais-
ing money; however, soon there
would be hogsto sell and as the date
was near for the payment I went
to town to tell the agent of my
affairs, First, I would go to the
P.O, There was an offer to buy
some timbexr I had upon landinlLa.
- just $600.00. I had prayed and
prayed over this and here was my
answer,

Once I was very ill, alone - on
a farm - too weak to go for the
horses in the pasture to go for

help. What was I to do? On the
Sunday before Labor Day I saw a
car drive into my gate. A man I
knew was in it along with a friend
of his who had brought him out,
He said, ““Every night for the past
week I have dreamed of you. Al-
ways you are in trouble. This
AM. 1 told my roommate I have
seen all kinds of machinery, but
I never saw anything like what I
saw last night, I came out to see
if you are sick, in trouble or if
anything is wrong,”’ I told him as
well as possible of my illness.
