One such person remarked: ‘‘Don’t
you know it’s a sin to usethe Bible
for anouija board?’’ Another typi-
cal response was: ‘‘It’s witchcraft,
You're selling your soul to the
Devil.’’ One skeptic was consider-
ably more demonstrative, He
showed me how the trick could be
performed with other books, even
though my psychic mentor swore
that only the one verse and chapter
of the Bible would cause the turn-
ing. But whether the experiment
was a hex or a hoax, one fact
remained clear: The Bible was an
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inappropriate  tool for what
seemed, at this point, a mere
parlor trick. 1 felt that God was
telling me it was wrong, because
little unpleasant things began hap-
pening in my formerly happy
household.

he book ETIDORHPA, by
John Uri Lloyd - written,
oddly enough, in the late
1800’s when a spate of such books
were making their appearance be-
fore the reading public - is alittle
known and almost forgotten mas-
terpiece of literature. It is, as it
were, a prototype of all the hollow
Earth books, both factual and fic-
tional, unequaled by any of its
rivals, even the best.

living within the Earth’s interior.

Almost every reader of far-out
adventure yarns must have en-
countered - and immensely enjoyed
- Edgar Rice Burroughs The Moon
Maid and Pellucidar, regarding the
caves under Germany, and his Tar-
zan’s Journey to the Earth's Core,
all of them imaginative master-
pieces written for a certain popu-
lar level of readers. Others will

surely have hung on every word
of Jules Vemrne’'s, the French
writer’s, Journey to the Center of
the Earth. A fewwill have searched
for, found, and read George Willis
Emerson’s The Smoky God,**
Lord Edward Bulwer-Lytton’s The
Coming Race, and perhaps even
Lloyd’'s amazing ETIDORHPA.

That a hollow Earth, inside
which there may be conditions that
most “‘‘enlightened’” Americans
and others in the West have never
even considered or thought about,
is not at all far-fetched is amply
proven now by the fact that the
{Jnited States government and
others are seriously thinking about
a crash program to study ‘‘inner
space’’ equally or exceeding that
devoted to the conquest of ‘‘outer
space’’,

Some few months ago, a major
American magazine carried awell
written article on plans to use the
laser beam to bore, or melt, ahole
ro the Earth’s interior to see what

is there.

It has been suggested that ¢‘fly-
ing saucers’’ or UFQ, or at least
part of them, originate inthe inside
of the Earth, coming out through
secret openings, in inaccessible
parts of the globe, as for example
the polar regions, the Himalayas,
and perhaps also the Andes or
the Matto-Grosso, Also, that they
originate in outer space, probably
other galaxies, and are merely
based in and carryontheir Earthly
actiyities from inside the Earth.
These suggestions are not at all
unreasonable, particularly since
enormous areas of the Earth are
still unmapped wilderness about
which, if we were honest, we would
have to admit we know next to
nothing, in spiteof our great scien-
tific and technological advances!

Intriguing as these and other
similar questions are to the indi-
vidual with the slightest degree of
the questing spirit and the least
bit of curiosity, we are now con-
cerned with another matter almost
entirely: the ethical and philo-
sophical significance of John Uri
Lloyd's magnificent, once-in-an-
age masterpiece, ETIDORHPA,

As the agile-minded reader will
discern at once, ETIDORHPA is
‘*Aphrodite’’ spelled backward - a
fact that carries with it tremendous
meaning for those able to compre-
hend it, Aphrodite, if you recall,
was the goddess of pure, gross
physical sexuality, adopted by the
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Greeks and then the Romans, who
made her the goddess of love and
beauty - still physicall Pierre
Louys, in his novel, Aphrodite,
clearly and graphically sets forth
this about Aphrodite, showing how
she and her worship were thecen-
ter around which there existed
a thriving business of temple
prostitution. As Louys reveals it,
Aphrodite worship was a vile and
most unpretty thing - a thing of
perversions and disgusting com-
mercial exploitation of the sexual
natures of both man and woman. It
was, as are so many things today,
cheap, gross, lewd and animalistic
trading upon what should be and at
its best is the grandest and most
sacred element in human life, the
sex urge. Etidorhpa, a contrast,
at the other extreme from Aphro-
dite, is the sublimation of, the
etherialization of, the deification
of woman’s sexuality; her feminin-
ity.
Lloyd implies, but does not say
outright, that the adoration of ideal
womanhood is what keeps the
wheels of civilization - of all civili-
zations - turning. It is what gives
men, any man, ambition and drive.
To achieve, for awoman he idealiz-
es, to add glamor and romance and
glory to her life, is the mainspring
of a man’s ambition. So much of
world commerce hinges on the
beautification and idealization.of
womanhood! The perfume indus-
try . . . cosmetics . . . fashions
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for both men and women . . . home
furnishings . ..alltheseactivities
and many more would collapse if it
were not that man need and must
have the stimulus of an admirable
woman, For her they buy perfumes.
For her they pay from a few
dollars to thousands for exclusive
gowns and mother-hubbards, imi-
tation caraculs or the rarest mink,
For her they furnish a home . .,
from a parlor-bedroom-and-sink
with shoddy furniture from the
bargain store, to the most expen-
sive and most beautifully furnished
mansion. For her it is that they
schedule jet f{flights around the
world, take vacations onthe Riviera
or in Hawaii, or the Alps or Rioor
you-name-it. For her they bolster
up their flagging spirits after each
soul-trying defeat in the business
and professional worlds, weather
the back-stabbings dand foul-play of
everyday business, and fight and
struggle, clean or dirty, for pro-
motions and the cool green-stuff
that goes with them - not for self-
satisfaction, which is NOT
ENOUGH!

If their comportment in life-
battles werefor their own satisfac-
tion only, all too soon men would
decide ‘‘What the hell! It isn't
worth it)’’ Without women, few men
would ever bother to bathe, get a
haircut, shine a shoe, press a shirt
or wear a dry-cleaned suit. Too
much bother . . . and for what?
For other men? Don’t be ridicu-



lous! Except that we like to out-
shine the other fellow as a sex-
object, we males wouldn’t give a
continental dad-gum how we look to
each other! We prove this last
statement when we takeoffonatwo
or three-week hunting or fishing
spree, at whichtime we turn primi-
tive and look like the devil himself
at his worst!

We see, then, that for asociety
or a civilization to hold the image
of woman as Aphrodite is degrading
and leads to its decadence and often
the complete downfall and disin-
tegration of all that man has ac-
complished. But for creating, for
building, for maintaining a thriving
civilization, Etidorhpa is the most
potent magnetic force conceivable,
drawing man onward and onward
against the most insuperable odds,
NOT TO OVERTAKE AND
POSSESS ETIDORHPA, HOW-
EVER! It would be utterly impossi-
ble for humanity to continue, con-
sidering our present mode of re-
production, if men should ever at-
tain complete celibacy and women
should ever become entirely un-
attainable. Unconditional chastity
in womanhood as a whole would put
an end to human life, as no new
human beings would be produced
thereafter. But still, Etidorhpa is
an indispensible ideal - a clearer
statement of the ideal even than
the writings of Arthurianchilvalry.
Without the concept of divine,
chaste female perfection, the world

as we know it or canevenconceive
it would collapse andfall into chaos
and we would all be back in the
jungles again, which may bewhere
we are presently headed!

It is for these reasons that the
hero of the book ETIDORHPA, is so
soul-stirred by Etidorhpa herself,
so hauntingly lyrical about her
when he beholds her, desiring to
attain and possess her for himself,
yet knowing that this is forever
impossible. For evenas he reaches
out to her, longing to embrace her,
to worship her but atthe sametime
have intimate physical contact with
her, Etidorhpa eludes his grasp and
recedes into the other-worldly
realm of pure ideals, of ‘‘spir-
ituality’’, where she ever reigns as
a flawless and irreproachable
queen, the Queen-of-Heaven.

Need one be preachy and say
that our cynical generation, and the
bewildered young people who we
insist are suchproblems andsoir-
reparably callow and devoid of
values, NEED to rediscover sucha
female goddess, such as a valuation
of chastity and idealized female
beauty? Not because such a woman
exists anywhere in this world or
would fit in if she did, but because
of the motive-force such as image
would provide us . . . a sense of
direction, a reason for existence
and for effort, which it always gives
to those peoples who hold it and
would give to us who now seem
to have all but lost it}

enough around the heads of the
saints to be actually seen), This
stream of energy moves parallel
to the spine, and flows from the
head-glands to form the ‘‘crook’’
of the symbolic ‘‘staff’’, InDavid's
‘‘Good Shepherd’’ prayer, it men-
tions: ‘“Thy rod and Thy staff they
comfort me’’, This was symbolized
by the sacred hooded cobra orna-
ment on the forehead-band of the
ancient Egyptian adepts and
royalty. The pituitary gland then
becomes the ‘‘cupthatoverflows’’,
This awakening and quickening of
the glandular system all up and
down the spine is the purpose of
living the noblest kind of virtuous
life. The difference between the
‘‘quick’’ and the ‘‘dead’’ isthatthe
former have reached the illumin-
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ation of wisdom by the ascent of
Kundilini,

The endocrine ductless glands
in the physical body control all
activities therein. They are also
the spiritual centers of the body,
the ingress and egress points of
contact for spiritual powers from
above. In the Bible’s ‘‘Revelation’’
the ‘‘seven churches’’ are related
to the seven spiritual centers of
the body, (glandular) in a symbolic
way. After all, our body is the
microcosm reflecting the Macro-
cosm, because we are ‘‘made in
His Image’’ (only spiritually), ‘‘as
above, so below’’, - which the two
intertwined triangles of the ‘‘Star
of David’’ symbolizes. There are
many other hormones and secre-
tions of the glandular system be-
sides the sexual, that are not only
important for the body’s vitality,
but also for the spiritual side, (in-
cluding the mental and emotional),
It is like electric currents, which
are accelerated by the main body-
motor, while being influenced by
our mind, (more or less).

As the Kundilini moves upward,
it passes through the cells of
‘‘Leydig’’, the motor power-point
of the body. There is a substance
called the ‘‘Androgen’’ which is
secreted in the cells of the Leydig,
which are the starting points for
the changes occurring at puberty
and again at the menopause. They
also relate to the male and female
balance, which gyrates betweenthe
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two extremes of the brute and
effeminate in males, and thecling-
ing-vine and masculine infemales,
We are incarnated in both sexes
as we need to develop the mascu-
line or feminine qualities and char-
acteristics suitable for the kind of
body we get. Going upward, the
adrenal glands (on either side of the
kidneys) secrete adrenalin, which
is poured into the blood at times
of stress faster and perform pro-
digious feats of strength! These
glands are related to the Solar
Plexus center, the great ‘‘sun’’-
center of the body. It is like a
second brain-center, and is one
of the great vitality points. That
is why a blow there can knock a
person out cold. Many spiritual-
istic phenomena are associated
with this center, from where the
ectoplasm oozes in mediums, for
materializations,

Above the heart lies the gland
called the ““Thymus’’ soimportant
to puberty, At birth itweighs more
but dwindles with age. There
spiritual centers are at the top,
and four of the lower centers of
the physical are below. The three
upper are the parathyroids and
thyroid, having to do withthe voice
and power of the spoken word; re-
lating to the will and driving forces
for decisions.

The ‘‘Pineal’’ gland, deep
inside behind the forehead is the
most important, spiritually
speaking. It is also called the:



““Third Eye'’. The Bible mentions
it thus: ‘‘If thine ‘‘eye’’ be single,
thy whole body will be full of light.”’
It means that if the Pineal is
opened, the light of understanding
will cover everything pertaining to
the mysteries of man - in time, as
one evolves ever higher. The fable
of the ““Cyclops’’ with one eye in
the middle of his forehead is sym-
bolic of the spiritual giant with a
working Pineal. It is the center of
soul-memories, (such as past in-
carnations), When opened, one
knows one’s real spiritual eternal
Self, ‘‘Man, know thyself.’’ This
is the meaning of knowing one’s
real spiritual name, whereby God
knows us. This is allegorically re-
ferred to in Revelation: “‘I will
give him a white stone, in which a
new name is written, that no man
knoweth save he who receivethit.”
Also, Ali Baba’s: ‘‘OpenSesame’’,
(in ‘‘Arabian Nights’’) symbolizes
the magic of spiritual wealth that
is brought by the opened Pineal
(when ‘‘rubbed’’ like the ‘‘Magic
Lamp’’). We have no conception
of the vast range possible in these
powers called: ‘‘magical’’ whereby
we can exercise psychic wonders.
We have only skirted the edges
with extrasensory perception, etc,
which have taken us only ‘‘onestep
beyond’’ so far. .

The Pituitary, the high gland,
above the Pineal in the center of
the head is the ‘‘cup that runneth
over’ (David sang about in the

Psalms), It is the master-motor
of the mind, when awakenied and
wedded to the Pineal. That is the
meaning of the ‘‘wedding feast’’
where the ‘‘water’’ of human limi-
tations is turned into the ‘‘wine’’
of godly powers, Christ said:
‘“Greater things thanthese ye shall
do!”’, but we’ll have to go some to
get ahead of his miracles! The
Bible says: ‘‘Who shall ascend
into the hill of the Lord?? Who
shall stand in His holy place? He
that hath clean hands and a pure
heart,”” This is symbolic of the
highest spiritual centers over-
flowing, controlling and cleansing
all the centers of the mind and
body, through sublimation of all
our forces from flesh to spirit.

The pyramid is symbolic of
the triangle of spirit and the
square of the physical, (three-
sided above, the four-sided be-
low). The goal is the ‘‘mount”’,
and from there (through exper-
iences rightly experienced) to the
“hill of the Lord’’ (the ‘‘hill”
is the head, meaning intellectual
illumination), for the discarnate
souls who long for (through need
of) reincarnation on the ‘‘mount’’
(ancient name for the earth). Then
the goal is to pull through this
planetary ‘school’s examinations’
- to graduate with honors, even-
tually! The way to do this is to
sublimate all our energies in the
sublime nobility of virtuous
living.
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his concept of cosmogony

was first promulgated in

1882. However, it has been
mostly ignored by scientists for
various reasons, but not because
it is illogical or untenable.

One reason is probably that
Oahspe purports to have been
spirit-inspired, which immedi-
ately condemns it in materialist
minds. Another reason might be
the very human trait to refuse a
new. idea that contradicts long-
accepted theories.
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THE
BIRTH

OF A
-STAR

That which we call outer spate,
both interplanetary and inter-
stellar, is not a vacuum. This
premise is pretty generally con-
ceded in this space age. Impercep-
tible and intangible substance
exists throughout the apparently
empty spaces ofthe universe.

And this universal substance
exists in various forms: As in-
visible vapors; as barely discern-
able nebulae; as denser clouds; as
comets, stars, planets, moons, as-
teroids, and meteors.

There must be something -



some power - which holds these
combinations of matter in sus-
pension;, some force exterior to
substance that makes it behave as
it does. Gravitation seems not to
be the answer,

The popular theory that all
bodies in the universe tend to move
toward one another of their own
volition 1is wuntenable, Besides
their inert nature, modern as-
tronomical observation indicates
that the distant galaxies of stars
are constantly moving away from
each other. One famous astrono-
mer has called this divergent ac-
tion ‘‘The Expanding Universe’’.

Perhaps this moving part of
the galaxies could be reasonably
explained. It seems possible that
in this apparent travel each gal-
axy spirals around an incredibly
remote point on a many million
years cycle, which, from Earth,
would apparently takethem farther
apart at times, and nearer to each
other at other times. If we could
observe them a hundred thousand
years from now we might seethem
converging, instead of diverging,

Also, knowing the circular
movements of all astral bodies,
it seems unnecessary to have a
great explosion at the center of
the universe (wherever that is)
to catapult galaxies away from
that center, and thus account for
their present divergence.

On the other hand, why as-
sume that inert matter has an in-

nate power to attract other matter,
or to move itself? Can material
substance shape or move itself by
its own volition? It has no power
in any direction whatever; neither
of attraction nor cohesion, be-
cause it is formed, propelled, and
held together by an exterior force,

There may be an invisible,
sublimated medium permeating all
space and all substance, solid or
vaporous, which Qahspe calls
ETHE. It is the enveloping, all-
pervading soul of force and mo-
tion. In ethe all things - all sub-
stance - float and have their be-
ing. Ethe is the essence of exis-
tence,

Take a lump of table salt, for
instance, Drop it into water and,
dissolving, it is lost to vision,
Though we know it still exists we
can see through it, So perhaps is
ethe the solvent of substance,
holding it in suspension; some-
times transparent, frequently
gaseous, sometimes opaque. And
all through outer space, in sub-
limited vapors are to be found
all the various elements we know
on Earth, and besides these, per-
haps, numerous elements not
known on Earth, In oahspe it is
said there are two kinds of things
in the universe: ethe and corpor.

Somewhat after the manner that
the air holds the substance of
clouds, which is water in solution,
ethe holds all forms of matter
in solution. Some clouds in the
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atmosphere are so rarefied as to
be imperceptible, while others are
opaque, and even black; so are
the comparative conditions of mat-
ter in ethe,

It is axiomatic that the quan-
tity of substance in the universe
neither increases nor decreases.
Stars and planets come into being,
exist for millions of years, and
then disappear. Whence and
whither? They do not come out
of nothing, and go back into nothing.
Matter exists all through space in
many conditions and forms.

So may it not be assumed that
ethe is ubiquitous and perpetually
in motion? When it is slow and
even, like water flowing through a
smooth, almost level tube it holds
matter in solution, transparent,

When in more turbulent motion,
like the rapids in a great river
rushing through steep, rocky chan-
nels, forming maelstroms, whirl-
pools-and eddies, does the creative
ether gather up unseen vapors and
condense them into stars, planets,
comets, and nebulae of various
shapes and densities.

If we are asked what starts
this more violent motion of ethe,
we can only answer, tell the first
cause of anything and you have ans-
wered your own question,

So now we come to vortices
‘and vortexian force (which Oahspe
calls vortexia),

Without air there could be no
whirlwind or tormado. Without
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water, no whirlpool, Without ethe,
no etherean vortex. Without an
etheric vortex there would be no
star, planet or moon - nor atom,
When etherean clouds of vaporized
solutions of elemental substances
start whirling and condensing into
spherical bodies it is because ethe
is onthe jobin the form of vortexian
currents of force,

Somewhat similar to the whirl-
wind on Earth, which picks updust
and light objects, sucking them to
its center, and then casting them
out at its poles, the great etherean
vortex precipitates matter to its
center by centripetal forces, as it
turns and writhes and contracts
upon itself,

There are many shapes and
sizes to etheric vortices; they form
stars, planets, moons, comets, as-
teroids - yes, eventiny atoms. And
every one is whirling, every one
describing an orbit around a cen-
tral point within the vortex of some
larger body. Also do the galaxies
travel in a vast orbit within a huge
vortex.

For instance, in the beginning of
our solar systemits etheric vortex
probably was elongated and spiral,
somewhat like the Network Nebula,
known to astronomers in the cata-
logs as NGC 6960 and 6995,

Its vortex was perhaps three
hundred billion miles long and pos -
sibly fifteen billion, or more,
broad. It began turning andspiral-
ing like loose strands ofarope, Its



strands gradually tightened up as it
hurtled through space, writhing and
heaving like a wounded snake,
shooting along at the rate of a hun-
dred miles, or more per second.

The force of its momentum and
swift spinning, acting on its un-
gainly, elongated shape, causedthe
ends to start curling back on it-
self, somewhat like theletter ‘‘S’’.
Many hundreds of thousands of
years later, shortened and con-
tracted into a spinning sphere, the
etheric currents formed aconcen-
trating pressure, which, by centri-
petal force, precipitated sub-
stances to its center, and by pres-
sure and friction partially solidi-
fied it into a molten, flaming mass,
and formed the sun,

However, in this great vortex
there were cross-currents and in-
dependent eddies here and there
which formed sub-vortices within
the master vortex and built satel-
lites to orbit around the central
body. These satellites (planets)re-
volve around the central star
roughly in the shape of a disc, in
line with what might be called the
equator of the vortex. For illus-
tration note the greatdisc knownas
H.V. 1, Ceti, in Cetus - or like that
nebula in Bootes, N,G,C, 5866, and
others. While the spherical vortex
is invisible, we see only the dense
bodies it carries in a band around
the central star,

The sun is the center of a great
vortex, in which floats his family

of planets, each in its sub-vortex;
while their moons, in their sub-
vortices, sail around in the plan-
ets’ vortices, Wheels within
wheels, ad infinitum, Even the
great galaxies are carried in
an immeasurably great vortex.
For all astral bodies go in cir-
cles.

The commonly accepted belief
is that the solar system, -along
with the galaxy of stars (the
Milky Way, of which it is a mem-
ber) revolves arounda far-off cen-
tral point, So we have the Earth
revolving around the sun, the sun
circling a distant galaxial cen-
ter, and probably the galaxies,
themselves, all traveling around
a still more distant center. Which
would mean that our solar system
is today thousands of billions of
miles from its incipient starting
place.

Now, while we are told that
interstellar space is filled mostly
with hydrogen gas, when our pha-
lanx of sun and planets came into
being, so many light years of dis-
tance from where it now travels,
we do not know what elemental
clouds of gas, or dust, went into
its formation,

The spectroscope, or other
means of analysis, could not indi-
cate the kind of etherean ele-
ments at that distance - even
if we knew where to look.

Possibly the sublimated sub-
stances captured by the vortex
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which formed the sun and planets
were of a much more complex
and heavy nature than the reputed
surroundings of hydrogen vapor
now reported.

There might have been great
clouds of all the elements we are
familiar with, maybe isolated in
extensive bunches, which formed
the planets, while the hydrogen
core of the sun was forming.

But, even should we assume
that the entire solar system could
have originated from hydrogen
gas, as current thinking postulates,
it still does not necessarily fol-
low that we need to have a second
star explode to form the planets
and their moons. There might be
a simpler, and more plausable,
explanation,

In the boiling, churning mael-
strom of the master vortex there
were doubtless minor eddies and
cross-currents which formedsub-
vortices and which began to rotate
on independent axes of their own,
carried around inthe primary vor-
tex. Suppose these sub-vortices
were composed largely .of hydro-
gen, The centripetal pressure and
friction of their own vortices
would likely make them into minor
suns, And, as it is claimed the
sun is doing now, they began to
consume their hydrogen and con-
vert it into helium, and from he-
lium on up the atomic scale into
the various heavier elements.

Probably such transmutation
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would cause condensation into
more or less solid bodies, which
would have probably shrunk hun-
dreds of times smaller than their
original sizes, :

Such a theory should not ap-
pear more untenable than to have
a twin star blow up, to send its
fragments revolving around the
still existing twin., Furthermore,
the twin, triple, and multiple star
clusters do not revolve around
one member as an axis, but all
revolve around a point central to
the whole, contained in a mutually
shared vortex.

The explosion of one, if its
fragments did not all fly off into
space, would merely create more
satellites to revolve around the
vortexian center - not around one
member of the star team,

That there is mutual attrac-
tion of mass to mass is only an
unproved theory. All things con-
sidered, it seems unprovable.

All vortices do not close their
ends. Some are open at one end,
as a comet, which spills out solid
and semi-solid matter. When
Earth passes through the orbit
of a comet it is showered with
so-called shooting stars., Some
vortices are open at both ends,
as the moon. The moon’s vortex,
while holding it together, is open
on both ends and therefore does
not turn it; so it floats around in
Earth’s vortex with the denser
side toward the Earth.

girl in Columbus, Ohio.

She had gone to call upon a
friend, an older woman, On
approaching the house she heard
the piano being played very skil-
fully, Thinking there were guests,
she went around to the back door
instead of using the front entrance.

-but that there is injustice in the
world and I must be ever on the
alert to protect myself as best 1
could from injustice. But, I found
that there are two kinds of people,
the takers and the givers. 1 had
to be one of the givers because

When 1 was a child I had very
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that is my nature, Now, being a
giver is not a bad thing, neither
is being a taker, The harshness of
the giver-taker game is withthose
who take too much, or take what
they can’t use, just for the sake of
keeping it from someone else. The
dog in the manger set, Big business
is built upon the theory that the
more profit it can make on the
labor of the workers the better
that particular business man is,
He does not need such great pro-
fits because he has millions of
dollars already, But it is good
business to take as much as hecan
from everybody he can. This is in-
justice, and there can be no other
name for it, They bhave another
nice name for it, Theycall it ‘‘free
enterprise’’. They say that anyone
in this country can be in business,
But, just try and you’ll soon find



out how easy that is, how the natural
resources of the United States are
controlled and capitalized on by a
few,

Labor has always had to fight
for enough to exist on, In times of
extremity the workers have been
asked to make sacrifices, but it is
unthinkable for capital to make
sacrifices. It never occurs tothem
that they can take a cut in profits,
but always how they can lower the
wages of the workers. When you
go to work for a company you
must understand that the company
will pay you half of what you earn
and keep the other half, Every
business operates that- way. It is a
tradition. They explain it different,
that’s all. They say to you, ‘‘You
must be efficient enough so that
if 1 pay you $20.00 you must earn
$40.00 for me’’, They share. Oh,
my goodness how they share] Share
your money with you. Because all
the money they make, you, and your
co-workers, make for them. They
do not make any money for them-
selves,

But, that is.not all, When the
product is finished by you and sent
to the market, that market consists

of the workers mostly. The priceof
the wage that was paid, the halfthat
you received, i8 included in the
selling price. When you buy the
product you have worked for noth-
ing and the company has made 100%,
profit on your labor, The billions
of dollars they thus stuff the vaults
of this, and other lands is of no
value to anybody. They can’t begin
to use it up, and it is kept from
those who can use it. For only
circulated money has any pur-
chasing power. Millions of working
people like this form a slavery.
And, since they do, the few of us
who would like to seethe injustices
that exist in thig giver-taker game
eliminated, can do but little about
it, We can only wait, or we can
march . .. We have waited a long
time. There have been marches
before. There have beencivil wars
all over this land. But the ‘‘free
enterprise’’ system is not modi-
fied. Each time they have to pay
the workers more, they sell ata
corresponding higher price. This
makes inflation, not equality. We
are no better off today than in the
days of deflation. How much longer
must this giver-taker game goon?

a dollar for my birthday gift.

With it ] bought a set of tools;
a tiny saw, a hammer, a screw-
driver and a pair of pliers, With
these tools I built myselfa ‘‘scoot-
er’” out of an old roller skate,
some discarded boards and apeach
crate; akite; a bird house; and a few
other playthings for my enjoyment,
Almost immediately 1 discovered
tnat there are numerous other
children who were very desiyous of
using my scooter, flying my kite,
suggesting my bird house be
installed in their backyard, and
playing with my playthings, I dis-
covered that they, too, had at one
time or amnother received varied
sums of money for birthday pre-
sents, The money had been gpent
for candy. When 1 refused to let
them use my scooter, they
“‘ganged’’ up on me and pushed me
aside, and not only rode on my
scooter, but they broke it. Then
they derided me, saying: ‘‘You've

When 1 was a child I received
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got tools - make yourself another
one!l”’

1 was also told: ‘‘Why shouid
you be the only one to have a
scooter? We want to rideonetoo!’’

It was my first experience with
‘‘equal rights’’ and with ‘‘unions’’.
I was willing to grant thatitwasn’t
fair for only one to have a scooter,
but 1 denied that those who did not
own one had a right to enforce
acquisition of it by forming a
“‘power bloc’’ and enforcing its
will on me by force, Yet, 1 was
willing to tolerate even this, since
it seemed that two factors had con-
tributed to this imbalance - one, 1
had ‘‘invested’’ my money in a
‘‘business’’ (that of constructing a
scooter); two, they had been foolish
enough to spend theirs for momen-
tary pleasure, taste gratification.
True, there were some children
who had not gotten any money for a
present, and therefore had no
chance whatever to get a scooter
to ride on other than by *‘joining



the gang’’.

1 later found out several more
things - giventhetools, few of them
knew how to make a scooter, and
some of them so badly they fell
apart,

1 repaired my own scooter and
made a few more, enlisting the aid
of some of the others by offeringto
give them one of the two scooters
they would make under my super-
vision, using my tools. Then 1
sold the surplus scooter to a child
who had a quarter to buy one. I
wound up owning a scooter, some
tools, and recovered my capital
outlay plus ten cents profit.

Strangely enough, none of the
other children got the idea - none
of them were willing to forego their
candy, risk their capital in asetof
tools, and build their own business,
make their ownscooter and a profit
besides. Instead, they decided that
they wanted to be paid a dollar
for their effort in making a scooter,
so they could buy more candy.
Also, they expected to buy scooters
for a quarter. The result was
predictable - 1 went broke! They
lost their jobs, there were no
scooters, and they didn’t have
money for candy,

There are two kinds of people
in the world - the doers and the
users. The users arethe majority.
And they consider it an injustice for
a doer to have more than a user.
‘““We are all created equal”, they
say, and to overcome this injustice,

they have banded together to force
the doers to provide them with the
means to be users, They point out
that without their labor in the fac-
tory, operating the tools owned by
the doers, that the doer would never
get anything done, and that all his
profit comes from their work. They
look at this profit, which is called
capital, and decide that in all fair-
ness, halfof it ought to be theirs.
Man being what he is (basically
self-centered and selfish), it is
inevitable that exploitation occur,
Those few who built factories and
employed workers, inthe begin-
ning, got too greedy and did pay
low wages, and drove their workers
to greater effort, which was suc-
cessful, because the worker hadto
eat, Then the workers united,
formed a union, went on strike
to enforce demands for higher
wages (a fair share of the capital
and profit). A balance was struck,
and eventually the exploitationles-
sened, But workers remained
workers, and enterprising people
went on creating new ideas, in-
venting new products, building new
factories with ‘‘risk capital’’, They
took chances, gambling on getting
more than the average man. Some
won, some lost, The worker, how-
ever, remained jealous, and
demanded more and more from the
enterprising, using force to obtain
it, When a factory owner waxed
rich, they got more money from
him in wages and insurance and
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retirement plans, and in vaca-
tions and other ‘‘fringe’’ benefits.
When a factory owner went broke,
they said cynically: *‘If he couldn’t
make a profit with his enterprise, it
served him right to go broke’’, and
it was better he was out of the way
so somebody who could make a pro-
fit could step in and employ the
workers,

Labor felt that it always had to
fight to keep up with capital, They
did such things as set ‘‘produc-
tion standards’’ - such as brick-
layers limiting the number of
bricks laid in an hour, which was
considerably below what they were
capable of laying, All thesetactics
caused the owner of the business to
charge the consumer more for
buying houses built of bricks (who
happened to be the very same
workers).

There certainly must be a fal-
lacy inthe statement that ‘‘employ-
ers’’ do not make any money for
themselves - their employees make
all of it, Without the employer’s
capital (which he acquired by work-
ing hard for wages during his early
days, saved rigorously, and then
risked his future greatly by invest-
ing in tools and raw materials and
buildings in which to manufacture
the product created by his inventive
and brilliant mind) none of the
workers would have anopportunity
to make profit for anybody,

I am an employer, I publishthis
magazine and others, I also publish
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books, I have a building, several
presses, binding equipment, a
small farm on which 1 have built
a home, and I have a small lakeon
the property where I can swimand
fish, 1 live in a style 1 worked
hard to attain, I have employees
who also have farms (some of
them), homes they either pur-
chased or built fot themselves, and
who live as they want to live, They
are good workers. But theytell me
that without me, the business could
come to a halt and all would lose
their jobs because none of them can
create the ideas that resultineach
month’'s magazines and the books
they manufacture in my printing
plant, When 1 suggest that they
write articles such asthis, editor-
ials, think up new subjects to cover
in books, they say they cannot do
this. And perhaps in my case I am
fortunate, because they do not say
that I do not ‘‘produce’’, They don’t
say that they make all the money,
that they wind up with nothing, and
my vaults are stuffed with millions,

But 1 don’t think they know, or
believe, that I can lose everything,
including my home, overnight, be-
cause it is all mortgaged up to the
hilt to obtain the capital to continue
operating this business of publish-
ing. They do not know that 1some-
times feel thatIwill go mad worry-
ing about the problem of how to
assure that the payroll will be met
on the first of the month; how to
pay for the paper 1 bought to pro-



duce the book for the 75th anniver-
sary of the church celebration
whose finance committee meets
every three months to ‘‘authorize’’
payment while the paper company,
knowing the size of my mortgage
through Dun and Bradstreet, de-
mands cash on delivery so that I
have to borrow for 90days from the
bank which also knows the size of
my mortgage and charges me 8%
interest while General Motors can
get money for 5% or less. Or the
problem of the customer who owes
me $10,300 and goes broke, thus
depriving me of not only capital, but
TOOm tO maneuver so as {o recover
my losses.

According to the article which
precedes this one, and to which
this one is a rebuttal, it is the
employer who is responsible for
the ‘‘plight of the worker’’ (who
thinks he should be paid for the
time he spends ‘‘by the hour’
rather than for the product he pro-
duces). Eachtime (says this article
writer) the worker gets araise, the
employer raises his price to ade-
gree that leaves the worker even
further behind the eight ball, The
‘‘free enterprise’’ system should
be modified, declares this writer
(who claims to represent the
‘“‘viewpoint of the worker”). It
seems that the solution offered is
to eliminate free enterprise. Free
enterprise is equated with in-
justice. In fact, this writer says
free enterprise IS injustice.

Finally, the question is asked:
‘‘How much longer must this
‘‘game’’ go on?”’

If this is truly the viewpoint of
labor, why not end it now? Why not
have all the employers surrender
their businesses to the laborers,
close their offices with their plush
easy chairs, join the ranks of the
union, and take their places as
‘‘producers’’ and ‘‘makers of pro-
fit’’, and place nut A on bolt B on
an assembly line? This will make
everybody equal. Why not let a man
limit his ideas to the same sort of
ideas produced by the least
creative of his fellows, soas notto
be unfair in using his brain more
than anybody else? Accordingtothe
statement made by the article wri-
ter: ‘‘the company pays you half
what you earn, and keeps the other
half’’; thus by eliminating this
business of the company keeping
the other half, all workers can
have their wages doubled, and the
company will go right onas before,
with one exception - we will all be
equal!

Why not? Can you (the article
writer) tell me why I should risk
losing my home to the bank, just
to buy tools and paper for you to
turn into magazines and books, and
thus earn a living? Why should 1
(when business takes a down-turn -
and it frequently does) earn less
than my lowest-paid employee, and
even lose as muchas $70,000 (such
as | did when the American News
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Company failed to inform me they
were planning to abandon their
news distributing business, andal-
lowed me to deliver more thanone
million magazines WHICH NEVER
WENT ON SALE)? These are the
kind of calculated risks any cap-
italist takes when he invests his
money in a business and a product
which may or may notsell, depend-
ing on the worker who just might
have spent his money for candy in-
stead of your scooter. Why should
anybody do such foolish things?
Why does your editor do them?
Would you really like to know?
First, he does them because he
LIKES to do the work he does, He
has never accepted a job he didn’t
like doing, simply for economic
security. He has never beenwilling
to surrender his individuality for a
sinecure, He is willing to accept
that he may wind up destitute doing
what he likes to do, rather than
wind up in the safe and totally bor-
ing rut of a socialistic mass.
Another reason is that hereal-
izes the unfairness of the situation
of some people, because we are
NOT all created equal; and he has
moved to create a number of jobs
that enable more than a dozenpeo-
ple to have the things they could not
otherwise get. But for this action,

these people would be unemployed,

It i8 not true that if my business
did not exist, these people would
work elsewhere, for some other
employer, because it must be real-
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ized that this is to make my
business an isolated case, when in
reality, all businesses must be
considered to be related, and thus,
if all these businesses did not exist,
the worker would have no place to
go. It is arbitrary to assume that
if all other businesses failed, their
workers could come to workinmy
business. It is illogical to assume,
therefore, that other businesses
are not subject to the same possi-
bility of becoming non-existent.
Fortunately, there are other busi-
nesses springing up constantly be-
cause there are other ‘‘indi-
viduals'’ who are notwilling to join
the rank and file of the ‘‘user’’, but
who want to be ‘‘doers’’, playing
the game for high stakes or disas-
ter, whatever the oase may be -
because it is risky.

Perhaps the best reason is that
1 realize, and it is proved by the
article that precedes this, that
somebody has to make some effort
to stir the imaginations and the
thought processes of the ‘‘users’’
so0 that they will not be trapped by
their own false ideas of ‘'equality’’
and ‘‘justice’’ into what willMOST
CERTAINLY become ‘‘slavery’’.
Every ant in an ant hill is provided
for by the system, But he MUST
conform, or he is eliminated, 1
believe it necessary to make people
THINK!!

If there is any ‘‘game’’ being
played which should come to an
end, it is the selfish viewpoint of



both factions, labor and manage-
ment, worker and creator, user and
doer. Instead, both should cooper-
ate to do the best job they can for
the good of all, and as an incentive,
allow extraordinary reward for ex-
traordinary effort and achieve-
ment,

To the man who ingists that he
be given what is his right, let it
be given to him. He will have noth-
ing at all - because as our article
writer says (to paraphrase) '‘in
order to give, you must take’’, We
were all born with nothing, and
there is nothing either to take or
to give. What we WERE born with
is the ‘‘opportunity’’ tocreate, and
in this we ARE equal, We can all
create something, be it only a hole
dug in the ground. Our inequality
comes from the fact that some of
us have more talents, more brains,
more individuality, more ambi-
tion. Thus some of us create more,
It is a sad thing to realize that
there are many ‘‘users’’ who be-
lieve it just and fair to ‘‘take’’
from the creative what he has
created, rather than to create
something themselves and give it
to him, Even the chairman of the
board can use a hole in the ground
for an outdoor toilet, Because we
ARE different, and unequal, there
will always be people who perform
both jobs. The choice is up to the
individual, and once made, he
should accept it, Why can’t he see
that if he uses force to bring the
