To most people, when youare

foolish enoughto informthem
you are ‘‘psychic’’, an entirely
different word registers in their
mind - the word ‘‘psycho’’., In
short, to the average person, you
are mentally unbalanced, strange,
crazy, a kook, dangerous, and in
general, an ‘‘odd ball’’, The one
thing you are NOT, in their esti-
mation, is ‘‘normal’’, But, canyou
blame them? After all, what is it
you are claiming to be? Maybe you
told them you can predict the fu-
ture; that like Jeanne Dixon, you
have visions such as her prediction
of John Kennedy’s assassination.
Or you have dreams that come
true, or you can travel to far
places in those dreams, Perhaps
you say you can leave your body
and travel ‘‘in spirit’’ in an astral
fashion, Or you can make it rain
by concentrating on the formation
of clouds, Or you have hunches,
and know which horse will win the
race, or that the plane you in-
tended to take was going to crash,
Or you have experienced mental

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telepathy., You have extra-sen-
sory-perception (ESP) and cancall
the cards without seeing them to a
percentage too great to be pure
chance - in which case nobody will
play cards with you,

When you claim these things,
you can be sure of one thing - your
listener will challenge you to ‘‘put
up or shut up’’. And that’s where
the going gets tough. If you fail, you
are completely discredited, and if
you succeed, you are in trouble,
There will be a variety of re-
actions: one, you will be feared,
because you are doing something
the ‘‘average’’ person cannot do.
You will be envied, if it seems the
things you do give you an unfair
advantage. Or the result of a per-
fect demonstration will be com-
plete disbelief, and you will be
accused of ‘‘being lucky’’, of fraud,
or of pure chance operating as a
coincidence - .and you will be chal-
lenged to ‘‘do it again’’, You will
fail (eventually) and your challen-
ger will say triumphantly: *‘I told
you you couldn’t doit REALLY!"’

Every time a ‘‘psychic’’ ac-
cepts a challenge, he has lost the



game before he starts. And to re-
fuse to demonstrate is just as
certainly defeat, So, what should
you do? The answer is a hardoneto
accept - if you ARE psychic, the
thing to do is to keep it secret.
Those who don’t believe inpsychic
phenomena won’t accept you
anyway; and those who dowill want
to USE you! Tell them which stock
will go up, so they can getrich, Or
join them in a money-making
scheme where you perform ‘‘for
a price’’, sell tickets, hold
‘‘seances’’ or some such gim-
mick,

If you really have psychic
ability, you probably already know
this. If you don't know it, and your-
self sell tickets, you are probably
a fraud, Many people swear by
Jeanne Dixon, She is often right,
But more often, she is wrong. Her
supporters maintain that the times
she is wrong are immaterial, be-
cause what is really important is
the times she is right! What does it
matter if 19 out of 20 predictions
are wrong if the one correct one
predicts the exact time and place
of the assassination of a president!

So Jeanne Dixon is psychic?
Let’s examine the value of her
powers: First, if you were to ACT
on all her predictions, you would
lose your shirt, onthe average. For
example, if you ground a big jet
plane, because she says it will
crash, naturally it won’'t - but you
can’t halt the operation of an air-

line for something that won’t hap-
pen - and if you had flown anyway,
regardless of Jeanne's prediction,
the chances are very muchgreater
that it would have flown safely to
its destination. The only one, upon
serious reflection, who ever bene-
fits from Jeanne's predictions is
Jeanne herself, for hard, cold cash!

The real answer is in what
‘‘psychic powers’’ really are. In
the first place, if one human being
can do it, it stands to reason any
other human being can do it; we
are all alike in our general overall
construction, What a psychic really
does is nothing ‘‘extra’’ - itisonly
an extension of a ‘‘normal’’ power.
We see with our eyes, but it is
really our mind that sees. To see
something a mile away is not diffi-
cult. To ‘‘see’’ something a thou-
sand miles away is more difficult,
we agree, but it is, after all
‘‘seeing’’.

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This is true because physical
action releases the weakest form
of energy, whereas mental and
spiritual action releases the high-
est form of energy.

by your editor. It is this one:
“Must we wait until the stark
horror of a ‘monster’ is thrustin-
to our own household?”

A few months ago, a true ““mon-
ster” story hit the headlines and
gave the world a chill and a shud-
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very sad remembrance only be-
cause there is a terrible reminder
constantly before their eyes - this
reminder being in the form of a
beloved, but horribly misshapen,
son or daughter. Most of these
human “monsters™, so pitiful in



their deformity, which consists of
missing arms and legs for the
most part, are to be found in Ger-
many, because it was there thatthe
drug ‘‘thalidomide’’ was most
widely used by pregnant women to
alleviate the discomfort of their
‘‘morning sickness’’. The drug is
no longer being used today, and in
this country it was never used ex-
cept to a minute experimental de-
gree because one of our alert
guardians of public health had not
sanctioned the drug in the first
place in spite of its wide usage in
Europe. For this sheistobe highly
commended.

But just recently several very
odd facts have cometolight. One of
them is a statistic. It reveals that
out of the 4,000-odd ‘‘thalidomide
babies’’ born in Germany, only 25%
of the mothers actually took the
drug. The physician who presents
us with these-official figures asks
a quite natural question: ‘‘What
caused the other 75% of deformi-
tieg?’’

The other fact is the result, in
part, of a several-year-long sur-
vey conducted by this writer, and
the published opinions of several
doctors who have apparently been
conducting their own survey - en-
gendered by a suspicion instilled
in their minds by certain trends
noted in their daily practice of
treating patients. It might be best
to begin at the end with this bit of
information, and give the most

recent experience of this writer,
as a graphic illustration.

Recently, your editor hecame
ill. The illness took place about
three weeks after the United States
demonstrated that the atom bomb
can be used peacefully to build such
things as harbors or to remove
annoying mountains, You will re-
member the underground test
which left a large crater in the
earth, You will be able, if you are
sufficiently perceptive, to link this
explosion with one mentioned inthe
1955 article which vaporized an
entire island, and which ‘‘scared
hell’’ out of the scientists who
thought they had ‘‘gone and done
it’’. The result of that earlier
test was to throw into the atmos-
phere millions of tons of radio-
active dust which will take from
fifteen to twenty more years to
finish descending to the earth and
completing its ugly job of contam-
ination (as the second dirtiest bomb
on record - the first was a Russian
test which scared the Russians
worse than ours scared us),

The point to be made here is
that just as the first test was
dirty because it hurled millions of
tons of dangerous radioactive dust
into the atmosphere, so did this
latest test add to the fatal cloud
over our heads, Your editor won't
live to see the last of this cloud
come down, but it will come down.
On his children and upon yours!

True to government predictions
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of the imminence of a wave of
‘‘asian flu’’ (always predicted after
a ‘‘dirty’’ bomb test - if you will
take the trouble to checkthe timing
of the two for yourself), this editor
came down with it - and it was a
quite uncomfortable thing. Along
with it came an attack of what we
thought was ‘‘bursitis’’, whichis an
inflamation of things called bursa
in the shoulder joint, The condition
known as bursitis is the inflamation
in the joint caused by deposits of
calcium. ‘Sometimes deposits of
calcium will dissolve, sometimes
it must be removed by surgery. It
is hellishly painful. Infact, so pain-
ful was this attack that it seemed
more than bursitis, and we feared
it was actually an approaching
heart attack. So we had anelectro-
cardiogram and also complete
blood tests. The results were com-
pletely negative,

What was the verdict of the phy-
sician? It was quite an astounding
one.. He said flatly: ‘‘Atom bomb,”’
When he said it he was merely
confirming the research of three
years among physicians which we
have made inan effort to determine
if there is any growing conviction
among the medical profession that
atomic poisoning of the atmosphere
has reached the state of being posi-
tively recognized as the cause of
the mounting flood of ‘‘mystery ail-
ments’’ which are plaguing the
doctors’ diagnostic and treatment
powers, It is the fact (1) which we

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are now about to .give you, and
which we suggest that any one of
you can confirm beyond any doubt
by questioning enough physicians,
Let’s take the bursitis first, It
is a well-known fact that the two
elements calcium and strontium
are chemically related. They are
so closely related, infact, that they
are virtual twins, The human body
(and even a vegetable) is unable to
discern the difference between the
two, and will take up either one in
the impression they are both cal-
cium, necessary for bone building
and for good teeth, In the human
body, the calcium is deposited in
the marrow of the bones, where it
plays a part, not only in bone and
tooth building, but in the manufac-
ture of red blood cells. Any sur-
pPlus picked up by the body can be
deposited in the joints, or in the
walls of the veins, where it causes
hardening of the arteries in acon-
tributory fashion, Thus, it is that
strontium-90 can be deposited ina
shoulder joint, cause normal fric-
tional irritation of the delicate
bursa, which perform the function
of lubricating the joint, plus radio-
active ray burns which greatly



heighten the inflammation,

The manner in whichthe stron-
tium-90 arrives in the joint is via
the lungs. It is breathed in with
the air, and the rays, now in close
contact with the nasal passages,
the sinuses, the lung tissue itself,
cause burns very similar to sun-
burn or x-ray burns. These burns
produce the symptoms known as
‘‘agian flu’’, which are exactly
like those of ordinary virus flu,
Runny nose, swollen sinuses, a
cough, fever, debility, dull aches

and pains, particularly peritoneal °

and chest, loss of appetite, etc,
This atom bomb produced ‘‘flu’’ is
distinguished from virus flu by the
term ‘‘Asian’’ (from thefactthat it
was an Asian bomb test which pro-
duced the first recognizable epi-
demic of respiratory poisoningdue
to air-borne radioactives), Doc-
tors know fuil well that there isno
treatment for Asianflu but bed rest,
large doses of vitamins, soothing
syrups to allaythe rawness of nasal
passages, They know that with a few
days’ time the body will eliminate
the bulk of the poisonous particles
with the exception of those which
become chemically locked in the
bones and marrow fromwhichthey
will never be eliminated. They
know, too, that in older people, in-
asmuch as the bones are already
formed, little or no strontium-90
or calcium is deposited there; but
in the case of younger people, a
good amount is being deposited.

‘Thus, in the case of older peo-
ple, the discomforts and dangers
amount to temporary illnesses
such as ‘‘flu’’ and bursitisandkid-
ney-bladder-liver upsets, In the
case of younger people, to these
discomforts is added a futuredan-
ger that is much more ominous.
The radiating rays of the stron-
tium-90 will cause lukemia (blood
cancer), bone cancers, gene dis-
orders (the cause of birth deform-
ities and mutations), and sterility.

Now that we have mentioned
birth deformities, we can hear
many people, including physicians,
beginning to bridle, because they
anticipate that we are going to
blame the thalidomide monsters
on radioactivity. So let it be firmly
established that thalidomide does
cause this particular type of de-
formity, and is the cause of many
such monsters, The truefact inthe
linkage between thalidomide drugs
and radioactive particles is the
same as between radioactive parti-
cles andfluorine, It has been estab-
lished by the medical profession
that radioactive contamination
which ordinarily can be within
acceptable limits (which are ac-
ceptable only in the sense that half
a bullet through your heart is more
acceptable than a whole bulet),
becomes highly dangerous in
chemical combinationwith fluorine
which serves as a catalyst to boost
the activity to fantastic propor-
tions. In exactly the same manner
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does thalidomide boost the gene
damage results of radioactive
exposure to ‘‘monster’’ propor-
tions, The thalidomide alone can
cause these deformities of the
limbs, and radioactivity can cause
them. In combination they accen-
tuate them, The worst deformities
are caused by this interaction.

Today ‘‘thalidomide’’ deformi-
ties are still occuring in cases
where the drug has not beentaken,
and they will continue. These are
atom bomb casualties. The facts
are not getting publicity for avery
simple reason - the authorities of
the governments of the world haye
weighed the deformity of your child
against something called ‘‘national
safety’’, and have decided that the
bomb tests must continue. But be-
fore we examinethis premisetoits
logical conclusion, let's continue
with our list of physical ailments,

Since the advent of the bomb,
there has been a four-fold increase
in miscarriages in human births
over normal levels, due to the fact
of radiationduring the critical first
three weeks of incubation, Any doc-
tor can confirmthis for you, evenif
he is puzzled as to the causeof the
increase,

We all know that the incidence
of so-called ‘‘mongolian births’’
has increased, particularly among
the populations of Hiroshima and
Nagasaki where the increase is a
fantastic and horrible 800%|

Lung cancer is taking a very
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sharp upward trend. Cigarettes,
air pollution, radioactives are all
combining to make it a fearful
menace to the future health of the
world’s people.

Lukemia is climbing steadily,
especially among the young, It isa
common occurence for a babyto be
born with lukemia, something not
heard of before the bomb,

Baldness is increasing. Haven't
you wondered why so many football
players now display that shiny
dome as well as the previously
familiar black gaps in their front
teeth? But it isn’t only football
players, but all of us who are
losing our hair, Particularlythose
of us who habitually go without a
hat.

Physicians the world over are
convinced of the truth, and very
many of them speak about it very
freely - there is a frightening a-
mount of radioactive poison in the
air, the water, the soil and there-
fore in the food we eat, It is causing
‘“‘new’’ diseases for which thereis
no known treatment. It is accen-
tuating knowndiseases. And what is
happening now is only the begin-
ning. This writer has in his posses-
sion newspaper clippings, maga-
zine articles, and private com-
ments by physicians positive evi-
dence and documentation which
could be reproduced in support of
this research, but they would only
be a waste of space needed to say
a few more things which are neces-



sary to say. Perhaps it would be
better in invite those physicians
among our readers who have some-
thing to say, either to support or
to refute our amateur research,to
write their opinions for publication
in this magazine, We know of at
least one physician who is so dis-
turbed by the situation that he is
writing a book evenwiththe knowl-
edge that no book publisher will
risk publishing the information he
intends to present, We would like
to assure him that whenhe finishes
the manuscript, we will not lack the
guts to publish it for him| The rea-
son he feels he cannot get a pub-
lisher is his convictionthat speech
is not really free any more in this
country, and that it has been sup-
planted by censorship under the
guise of ‘‘national security’’, From
this we gather his book is also of
high controversy in a political-
sociological vein, How many of you
readers would hold that against
him?

Let’s go back now tothe matter
of the bomb and contamination. In
the 1955 article it was pointed out
that there are many opinions onthe
number of bombs that can be ex-
ploded in any one period of time
(say ten years) before a contamin-
ation level is reached which might
be called the “‘point of no return’’.

Permissible also con-
tains the connotation ‘‘permissible
by whom’’, and the answer is ‘‘by
the military deciders inthe Penta-
gon’’, Today the matter of the wel-
fare of the citizen is a matter of
uniformed brass deciding which is
best: mass death in war, or slow
death by disease and poison, with
the added factor that the latter is
an unknown quantity which includes
in its unknowables the fact thatthe
glow death may be far worse than
the quick, and a hell of a lot more
certain and final, We might survive
a quick atom war, as humanity. We
cannot survive total suicide be-
cause the point of no return is the
ultimate point., A war might fall
short of the ultimate, A soldier who
takes his chances in battle can sur-
vive. A man who shoots himself
through the head with an elephant
gun cannot,

factors of amounts of contamin-
ation from each bomb test were
suggested (and recorded) back in
19547 Do you understand what it
meant by a ‘‘clean’’ bomb. Do you
understand from your sources of
public information that bombs now-
adays are clean? A clean bomb is
one that does not scatter its radio-
active dust over you. Thus a clean
bomb is one that explodes, possi-
bly, in outer space, or deep under-
ground with no eruption tothesur-
face. Inthelatter case, the contam-
ination of underground water
supplies is quite possible, Noother
bomb is clean, Radioactivity is still
the characteristic of exploded
atoms, Fusion is not as bad as
fission, But the choice betweenthe
two is academic, Whether you split
apart one element to make two or
three or join two or three to make
one is immaterial. The atomic ac-
tivity excites many elements, mak-
ing them  radiate for varying
lengths of time. Some only for a
fraction of a second, others for
thousands of years, A bomb which
radiates and hurls millions of tons
of matter into the atmosphere is
dirty, no matter if you call it hy-
drogen or uranium - fusion or fis-
sion,

The truth is that there actually
exists a point where the atmos-
phere, the water and the earth
can be contaminated to a fatally
poisonous degree, and the argu-
ment as to precisely how many
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bombs will do it is futile. Since
we are now testing without
counting, the point will be reached
inevitably. If SO0 bombs or 750
is the point, it has already been
reached, No one really knows,
The sad part is that those who ask,
and who would like to try to find
out, are ignored, and the ignorant
plunge on uncaring and unthinking
and irresponsibly. They point to
the nearby bear and discount the
tiger beyond the hill, This is a hu-

LOW RADIATION CUTS MICE
 LIFE, FERTILITY

A five year study of desert ani-
mals on the Nevada nuclear test
site shows constant exposure to low
dose radiation cuts the lifespan by
half and fertility by a third.

In the firstdisclosure of results
of an experiment with radiationof a
type that survivors of a nuclear war
would experience, Norman French
said:. ‘ L

‘‘Even such low level radiation
hastens the processes of aging,
shortens the reproductivity period
in females and reduces the number
of young per litter.”’

French, a University of Cali-
fornia at Los Angeles ecologist
heading the atomic energy com-
mission study, said the conclusions
were based on regular censuses
and examinations of more than 900
cheek pouched ‘‘pocket mice’’ and
hopping ‘‘kangaroo mice’’.

Low Level Radiation
‘“Most radiation studies have
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been concerned with the effect on
individuals of high level doses, the
type they would get immediately
after adetonation,’’ Frenchsaid.

““We set out to learn what hap-
pens to whole populations subjected
to low level radiation over long
periods of time, We are all subject
to more radiation - from fallout and
medical sources - than our grand-
parents experienced, but science
really knows very little about the
long term effects,

‘‘The radiation source used in
this experiment, cesium 137,hasa
long half life, that is, it remains
significantly radioactive for de-
cades.

2 X-Rays a Day

‘“The dosage was calculated at
one roentgen per day, equivalentto
about two chest X-rays a day - a
level people might havetolive with
for long periods of time after a
nuclear war or even after a reac-
tor accident,’”’

The experiment is being made
in Rock valley, just inside the
southern boundary of the AEC
proving grounds andabout 70 miles
north of Las Vegas, The surround-
ing mountains containthe radiation
within the test site, They also pre-
vent the planned radiation level
from being disturbed by occasional
venting during underground nu-
clear testing at Yucca Flats, 15
miles away.

Foxes Kept Out
French and his group erected



three 20 acre pens with mesh fen-
cing buried 12 inches deep to keep
the rodents in and desert foxes out,
The pens are open to the sky.

In the center of one of the pens
they put up a 50 foot pole topped
by a canister of cesium, designed
s0 that an equal amount of radia-
tion strikes all parts of the pen.

The canister is lowered into a
shielded vault once a month so
the scientists can go in and ex-
amine the tagged and marked ro-
dents,

Live Off Lond

The other two pens have been
left radiation free for comparison,

The mouse population varies
greatly from year to year due to
climate changes, but the mice re-
ceive no food or water from the
scientists. They have tolive off the
land.

The life span of the mice inthe
radiation free pens has averaged
four to five months. In the irradi-
ated pen, it averages two and one-
half months., The average span of
fertility - the number of months
when a female mouse can repro-
duce - has been cut by a third in
the irradiated pen, The litter size
also is smaller as aging is accel-
erated, but statistics-on this are
not yet available,

SAYS NUCLEAR TESTS CAUSED
BABY DEATHS

A 25 per cent increase in the

rate of baby deaths since the be-
ginning of nuclear testing in 1951
‘‘strongly suggests that even a
small nuclear war would be the
biological end of the present gener-
ation,’’ a scientist says.

Dr. Ernest J. Sternglass, a
radiation scientist at the Uni-
versity of Pittsburgh, reported his
findings recently at a meeting of
the Federation of AmericanScien-
tists at Carnegie-Mellon Universi-
ty.

He said the deaths of infants
under one year old increased by
375,000 between 1951 and 1966,
The rate of infant" mortality,
which is growing by 34,000 deaths
a year, has fallen slowly since the
ratification of the 1963 test ban
treaty, he added.

In the foregoing pages you have
just read a reprint of an article
published six years ago, and in it
are references to omne published
fourteen years ago. Often in
SEARCH we publish articles on
prophecy. Readers like to be told
what is going to happen in the fu-
ture, Seers like Edgar Cayce and
Jeanne Dixon are-almost revered.
Everybody exclaims over their
correct predictions, and conveni-
ently forgets their incorrect pre-
dictions, But over the years, in
the magazines edited by myself,
particularly in editorials and in
special articles (such as this one),
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subjects have been pursued and ex-
trapolated (that means projecting
a present-day set of facts into a
possible future development of
them) which turn out to have been
much better and more accurate
prophecy then is performed by the
“‘mystics’’, Extrapolation is
nothing mystical, It is largely com-
mon sense and shrewd analysis
and competent forecasting, That is
what we have done in the present
case.

However, unlike the Cayce-
Dixon type prophecy, which gets a
lot of publicity, the prophecy made
in these articles is a very hush-
hush matter with the news media,
largely because it is a terribly
hush-hush ‘‘secret’’ with the
government. It is because of this
‘“secrecy’’ that our articles are
written - someone must stand up
and ask to be counted because this
is more than a matter of predicting
the future - it is a matter of our
personal liberties and rights as
citizens of the only country in the
world in which the people govern,
The trouble is, this ‘‘secrecy’’ is
fateful evidence that the govern-
ing powers of the people have been
abrogated. It is our intentionto tell
you how this has come about, and
why it is vitally important - not
just a matter of politics, national
security, and ‘‘civil’’ rights.

If you read the foregoing arti-
cles and news clippings carefully,
you must already know the facts,
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But if you haven’t fathomed them,
we will itemize them as simply as
possible:

1. Atom bombs fill the atmos-
phere with radioactive dust (or
ocean salt).

2, This dust floats in the stra-
tosphere for decades, and descends
slowly, mostly in the form of the
nucleii of raindrops (because with-
out a particle of dust - orsalt - no
raindrop can form).

3. These radioactive particles
are of various kinds, but the prin-
ciple kinds are strontium-90, ra-
dioactive iodine, and some of the
heavier elements.

4. These particles, principally
strontium, are taken up by growing
plants, thus are ingested by eating;
transfered to cows’ milk, and drunk
by adults and especially, children;
they are breathed into the lungs via
the air; they fall on our skin and
sometimes are not -carefully
washed off,

5. Strontium is chemically akin
to calcium - so akin that the human
body, in its need for calcium for
bone and teeth maintenance, cannot
distinguish between the two, and
therefore will deposit strontium in
the bones and teeth; also in joints
and tissues where calcium often
causes such things as bursitis, ar-
thritis, etc.

6. Since thestrontium is radio-
active, having a half-life of many
years (even centuries), it emits
rays which damage tissue cells



and even alter genes and chromo-
somes. In the bones, it radiates
the marrow where red blood cells
are formed, radiates the cells
themselves, and can damage them
or mutate them into cancer (leu-
kemia) cells. In the placenta, the
same radiations caninjure the foe-
tus, particularly in the early
weeks, causing deformities, leu-
kemia even in the unborn infant,
and to a very alarming extent,
cause abortions (miscarriages).
7. Despite official proclama-
tions by the government, which
weigh the business of war against
the individual right and decides
that it is better for thousands to
die of leukemia, abortion and mu-

No one knows exactly how
many it is, but there IS SUCH A
POINT, and it would CERTAINLY
COME in an atom war, Actually,
there is no tolerable amount of ra-
diation. ANY radiation is too much,
The government apologists tell us
there is a ‘‘normal’’ background
of radiation always present in the
rocks of Earth and the atmosphere
which amounts to a ‘‘number’’ of
roentgens per year, and since the

levels present from the bombtests
fall within this range (and the
“normal’’ radiation is ‘‘toler-
able’’), this also is ‘‘tolerable’.
But it is NOT. Although disease
and accident play a part in de-
termining the lifespan of man,
death is really caused by radia-
tion, and radiation alone. With
disease and accident included, we
have, today, an average lifespan
of seventy years. Without disease
and accident it might be a hundred
years, But without radioactivity, it
would be A THOUSAND YEARS
OR MORE, or even approaching
immortality, Whether we wantim-
mortality in the flesh is an aca-
demic argument, however, we
would all like to live healthy lives
for a thousand years!

8. Strontium in the bones is
gradually eliminated (just as is
calcium - which is why it needs
constant replacement in the diet),
but we have, today, a new element
which ig disastrous. In our efforts
to prevent tooth decay, we are in-
troducing fluorides into our water
supply, and the effect of combining
fluorides with strontium is to
““lock’’ the strontium chemically
into the bone structure, thus it
cannot be eliminated, and radia-
tion of the blood becomes athingof
permanence all through life.

tium is unavoidable, except by
drinking distilled water. But to
make sure that everybody has the
strontium locked into their bones
is sheer folly.

9. When our government talks
about ‘‘atomic bomb defense’’ and
says we must spend 90 billion
dollars to install an ABM system
(anti-ballistics missile defense to
destroy incoming bombs), we are
talking sheer nonsense. The
ghastly truth is that we can never
have an atom war without commit-
ting world-wide suicide, What we
have is a ‘‘deterremt’” in our
‘‘overkill’”’ of bombs, Both sides
know that neither canattack without
dying themselves, but both sides
are arming anyway, because IN
COMBINATION with our space ex-
_ploration, which both sides hopeto
achieve to the extent that the
‘leaders can repair to the moon or
another planet, then use the bomb
(if the blackmail threat of it does
now work - and it WOULD), those
madmen who speak of ‘‘tolerance
levels’’ feel they have a ‘‘hide-
out’’ from which they can emerge
after the radioactivity level falls
once more to ‘‘tolerable’’ levels,
and take over the world they have
‘‘conquered’’.

The conclusion which applies to
the subject at hand is not warfare
at all, but the problem of the ra-
dioactive poisoning of our environ-
ment to the point where the present
level of damage being done (as an
example, in abortions and leu-
kemia) does not reach that mind-
numbing point of no return, Thatis
why our government called a
‘‘testing moratorium’’ (treacher-
ously violated by the Russians),
and why now we want a ‘‘non-
proliferation’’ treaty to prevent
still more nations from making
the repetitive tests we have al-
ready made, possibly already near
an ‘‘intolerable’’ level, which will
CERTAINLY raise the level to
that fateful point of no return, If
Israel tests, and Africa tests (its

NEFERTITI

ueen Nefertiti, the wife of the
Pharaoh ~ Amenhotep IV
(Ikhnaton), was one of the
most beautiful women in the world,
as evidenced by a portrait bust
made more than 3,000 years ago.
But the proud queen had arival.
Ever since 1907, when arche-
ologists uncovered a mysterious,
gold-embellished tomb in the
ancient burial grounds ofthe Egyp-
tian pharaohs, scholars have been
trying to decide who was buried
there. Then in 1922, at EI Amarn,



located a long way from the tomb
on the Nile, a luxurious palace
was found. According to inscrip-
tions, it belonged to Mi Yot, daugh-
ter of Nefertiti. But a Soviet stu-
dent of ancient Egypt, Yuri Pe-
repelkin, had doubts about the
authenticity of the inscription when
he saw it close up on a recent trip
there. What made him suspicious
was the careless, untidy way the
hieroglyphs were placed. Would
this have been done to last for
millennia? As Perepelkin searched
the ruins of the ancient palace, he
came upon the remains of an in-
scription that must originally have
appeared on the facade of the build-
ing. It was a name - Kiya. Mentally
putting two and two together, the
scholar hastened to the site of the
tomb on the Nile. There he ex-
amined the inscription and found
what had been troubling archeolo-
gists for years, a half-obliterated
name under some later hiero-
glyphs. It was Kiya.

Further inspection ofthe inside
of the tomb vyielded inscriptions
proclaiming that Kiya was the be-
loved of the Pharaoh who had had a
palace built for her. Recovered
from the grave were four magnif-
icent alabaster vessels. The cover
of each was decorated with the
sculptured head of a woman. The
face, with wide cheekbones, was
fine with large dark, slanting eyes.
“There is something inspired

It is the ball lightning that held
my interest the most. Gaddis dis-
cusses them at considerable
length, and imparts the following
information.

Meteorologists have become
nail bitters over the rare phe-
nomena of “*ball” (or “globe”)
lightning, also known as “fire-
balls’”. Unlike ordinary lightning
bolts, which have been artificially
created in the laboratory withten-
million volt flashes, ball lightning
cannot be likewise duplicated. They
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(3) Moving slowly in compari-
son with lightning bolts.

(4) Changing shape while being
observed.

(5) Existing for an average of
five seconds, and sometimes up to
five full minutes.

Another variance is in des-
cription. Always luminous, their
diameters vary from a few inches
to a foot, and their colors are of a
wide range. They usually perform
silently, and expire by either ex-
ploding or simply fading out of
sight. Also, they have been photo-
graphed by scientists. Professor

periences listed below:

April, 1924,

A luminous globe of grape-
fruit size entered anoccupied bed-
room through an open window,
moved about and left by the same
means of entry. This was during
a storm, and the pop-eyed occupant
was a Northwestern University
student, Miss Harriet Allyn,

April, 1931,

A Reading Railroad train stood
motionless in the Atlantic City,
New Jersey station, The rear
coach in which six passengers
were present were struck numb
when a ball ‘‘the size of a base-
ball’’ entered the door, It exploded
harmlessly.

1931,

As though thinking of itself as
a golfball, a yellow fireball (about
two inches in diameter) rolled
through a Jamaica, Long Island
home as atransfixed girl watched.

August 10, 1937,

Mary Ethel Hunneman of Fitz-
william, New Hampshire, saw a
ball of lightning during an after-
noon storm. It was a ‘‘round,
bronze, glistening ball withgleam-
ing rays shooting from the top and
sides; by its beauty and brilliance
reminding one of an ornament at
the top of a Christmas tree.”’ As
the ball descended to seemingly
strike her house, all fuses blew

out,
March 11, 1946.

Globular lightning in the shape
of “blue balls of fire’' appeared
during a ‘‘peculiar thunderstorm’’
and broke twenty windows in a
residential area of Joliet, Illinois.

March 6, 1952,

While anelectrical stormswept
Santa Clara County, California,
fireballs not only bounced along
power lines, but through San Jose
houses as well. This also happened
in Gilroy, twenty-eight miles south
of San Jose,

1959.

In her Kansas City, Missouri,
home Mrs. Lillian Mack heard a
sound like ‘‘crushing glass’’ dur-
ing an afternoon thunderstorm, In-
to her room shot an object about
two feet long and one inch in diame-
ter. While hovering, its shape
changed to that of a ball. Half a
minute later it dissolved, and while
doing so the sound of breaking
glass became audible . . . ‘*but no
glass was broken . . . sparks flew
from the falling dust-like stuff and
the (object)looked like hot metal.’’

This case is odd because nor-
mally ball lightning operates
noiselessly. As Gaddis points out,
the sound of breaking glass is
similar to the sparking sound of
high-voltage electricity.

1961,

Alone in her kitchen, Mrs.
Doris Will of Cheltenham, Eng-
land, was watching a thunderstorm.
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Suddenly she had the feeling that
she herself was being watched. She
turned. There, behind her, was a
fireball. She ran screaming
through the dining room and headed
for the stairs to the second floor,
Not only did the ball follow her,
but, apparently playful, it passed
her in the stairwell.

In sheer confusion, she con-
tinued up the stairs, following the
ball, At the top, the ball entered
a room where her two brothers
were lying on a bed. The ball
streaked out of the open window as
it expired with a ‘‘crash like
thunder’’,

The famous French astrono-
mer, Camille Flammarion, tells
of the antics of numerous lightning
balls which accomplished the fol-
lowing.

(A) Pushed open adoor to enter
a house, (B) Exploded and killed a
kitten on a girl’s lap without harm-
ing thegirl,(C) Entered a bedroom
to slightly singe the pajamas of a
bedded woman.

In Marseilles during 1898 (here
we are given an actual date by
Flammarion) ‘‘a fireball entereda
room, advanced toward a young
girl who was seated on a table,
slowly arose and circled around the
girl, then darted toward a hole in
the ceiling that had been made for
a stovepipe. It tore its way through
glued paper that coveredthe unused
hole, moved up the chimney, and
exploded as it emerged in the open
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air.”’

Two more accounts are worth
quoting from MYSTERIOUS FIRES
AND LIGHTS.

First, ‘‘In another case a fiery
glove appeared at the top ofatree,
descended branch by branch and
moved slowly across a farmyard,
carefully avoiding pools of water.
It then came to the door of astable
where two children were standing.
One of the children kicked it with
his foot and the ball vanished with
a terrific explosion, The two child-
ren were uninjured, but several
animals in the stable werekilled,”’

Second. ‘‘Once a lightning ball
came down the chimney of a house
in Salagnac, France, and into a
room where there were three
women and a child. The ball rolled
along the floor into an adjoining
kitchen, passed close toand harm-
lessly past the feet of a young
peasant, into still another room,
and finally into a small stable,
There it passed through or very
close to some straw without ig-
niting it, and touched a pig as it
disappeared, killing the pig."’

Gaddis advocates the notion
of atmospheric ‘‘electro-animals’’
as a possible explanation for the
decidedly curious antics of at
least some lightning balls. Their
manner, at times, displays the be-
havior of shyness and a harmless
mischievousness,

Yes, curiosity seems to be a
distinct characteristic when in-



animate objects - as well as hu-
mans - are encircled by globular
lightning, and houses and other
structures are entered and ex-
plored, In what can only be
described as stubborn determin-
ation, lightning balls have been
seen to enter houses by contracting
in front of keyholes, then pass
through and expand on the other
side,

A low order of intelligence is
revealed, with an independent will,
and they act like inquisitive and
playful animals. They exhibit
either innate intelligence or con-
trol by intelligence at possibly
an animal level.

Another interesting aspect
is this, Though animals such as
cats, dogs and hogs have been
killed by ball lightning, there is not
one single case on record of them
having caused death to people. Hu-
mans may be injured by them, but
only very slightly.

Actually, humans seem to be
avoided, and especially is this true
of children. Not one account exists
of children ever receiving the
slightest injury.

As for their home, it has been
theorized to be in Earth’s rarified
atmosphere, or perhaps space
itself,

“In the electrical fields of a
thunderstorm,’’ writes Gaddis,
‘‘they can enter the range of our
limited sight and sound. After brief
vigits they must return to their

invisible, natural habitat, andtheir
temporary vehicles explode or fade
away."’

The term ‘‘fireball’’ covers a
large range of fiery phenomena,
Another type (not ball lightning
which requires, as we just read,
an electrified atmosphere inwhich
to appear within our visual range)
display some of the characteristics
of ball lightning.

Curiosity is shown. And mis-
chievousness. They enjoy teasing
and playing pranks - or so it would
seem, These distinctive balls have
even been fired upon, as is dis-
closed in the next case,

Beaver County, Oklahoma, was
the homestead of William Bathlot,
This farmer had observed ‘‘ghost
lights’’ more than once, and de-
scribed them as ‘‘yellow and about
the size of a toy balloon.’’ In fact,
so frequent was their appearance
in earlier days that pioneer resi-
dents ignored them. Cow ponies
and horses were frightened by
these lights which appeared and
disappeared at will,

One autumn evening in 1905
found Bathlot and his hired hand
looking for a lost cow. Bathlot
carried his double-barrelled shot-
gun, During the stillness of thedry
air (note the non-mention of stormy
skies), a globe of light silently
appeared just before them. They
stopped and watched it for awhile.
Their attempts to walk around it
were thwarted as it moved over to
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head them off. In walking forward,
it backed up. When they retreated,
it advanced.

Hovering about eighteen inches
above the ground, this prankish ball
of light some twelve feet away was
both transparent and silent. Every
move of the two men was per-
sistently checked. Bathlot finally
raised his shotgun to his shoulder
and fired point-blank with both
barrels. The light went out.

A later search at the spot un-
covered nothing unusual.

Suprising as it may seem, these
mysterious balls have saved lives.

The next case involves three
men, R.B, Davis and Tilden Davis
were brothers, the former from
Cedar Key, Florida, and the latter
from Chiefland. The third party
was Oliver Holmes, aretired rail-
roader.

One evening early in 1954 the
three set out by motor boat froma
Hall River camp for Cedar Key on
the Gulf Coast, When sudden strong
winds churned up the waves, their
boat began to ship water, then
finally capsized.

The outboard motor was re-
leased and sunk to keep the craft
afloat, This was R.B. Davis’s idea,
an experienced fisherman. The
men clung to the overturned boat,
and as it tossed and drifted in the
darkness, they lost all sense of
direction,

It was after midnight when a
strange object appeared distantly
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in the form of a red light that
moved silently back and forth as if
to catch their attention. The men
produced a paddle by breaking
loose a seat of the boat, Turns
were taken to paddle directly for
the light. But it proved elusive,
and remained ahead of them,
moving at all times., Mystified as
they were, they followed it gogged-
ly.

The sigh of relief the trio must
have heaved when they felt a reef
underneath their feet can be readily
understood. This was just prior to
dawn, and, with the approach of
daylight, they reached land.

Rube Allyn, a reporter of the
St. Petersburg Times who brought
this true story to the public, added
the words: ‘‘And they never did
locate the source of the light.””

One of the strangestcases con-
cerning globes of light was told
by Charles Fitzhugh Talman, Now
deceased, he had long been asso-
ciated with the United States
weather Bureau as a meteorolo-
gist.

The incident happened in Eng-
land, on the south coast, at Ring-
stead Bay. The air was sultry on
this particular summer afternoon
(undated) and the distant sky was
occasionally lit up by sheet light-
ning,.

In this setting two ladies (un-
named) walked along a cliff edge.
‘‘Suddenly’’ (certainly the story is
worth quoting in full) ‘‘they noticed



numerous globes of light, the size
of billiard balls, surroundingthem
on all sides. They seemingly ap-
peared from out of the atmos-
phere, moving up and down. Some
of the globes came within a few
inches of the observers, but they
always eluded their grasp. At one
time ‘thousands apparently envel-
oped them’. Finally they faded
away.”’

Were these objects globe light-

ning? Gaddis thinks there could be
a possible kinship because of the
sultry and charged atmospheric
conditions,

Another thought expressed by
Gaddis will be used to end this
article about the baffling phenom-
ena known as ball lightning., And
that is that all attempts at an ex-
planation in terms of current sci-
entific knowledge meet withdismal
and exasperating failure,

This noteworthy event causeda
lot of serious thought on the sub-
ject of prolonging ones life through
a series of freezings. Perhaps,
even, immortality can be achieved
in this manner. A numiber of movie
stars were asked to voice their
opinions of freezing and the opin-
ion 1 liked best was Phyllis
Diller’s. She said: ‘“The only rea-
son I would want to come back is
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to see the progress that has been
made in, say the 2,000 years I'd
been flaked out. Not the wine,
women and song bit, that’s always
the same anyway, but the technol-
ogy and everything else would be so
fantastic.’’ Phyllis went on to say:
““I would certainly hate to come
back and be all alone, though. But
then, I make friends easilyandI'm
sure I wouldn’t be lonely.’’ Phyllis
ended by commenting that she
would like to meet Paul Revere,
if freezing had been going on for
centuries, since he had a little
‘‘dash’’ to him,

How do you feel about freezing?
Would you want to come back from
the dead, a stranger in an un-
known future world?

What if after they bring you
back you are dismayed by the
changes in the world? As Dante
wrote: ‘‘This is truth the poet
sings, that a sorrow’s crown of
sorrows is remembering happier
things.”’

Would Paul Revere be happy
with the America of today? I'm
positive he would not, There is a
psychological point of no return
beyond which we can not go without
committing ourselves irrevokably
to becoming an entirely new per-
sonality, Qur selves, adapted to the
future would not even be able to
recall our present selves which
instigated its continuation, We
would have had to become born
anew in the future age or sit a-
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round like an antique, good for
nothing but to satisfy an occasion-
al curious eye.

HE GREAT SPIRIT still rules  to join the old religious leaders who
over this land! From ancient  were beginning to question Lucero.
time we Hopi have followed ~ The Superintendent explained,
the instruction of the Spirit, angoday, Monday, May 20, 1968 -
we don’t need this white man’s
law to tell us how to live.” An old
Hopi was shouting at the U.S.
Government men as they rode by
him in the tractors and trucks,
bringing in heavy equipment and
loads of logs. He glowered at the
two road graders that were invad-
ing the village of Hotevilla, a
pueblo, about 125 miles Northeast
of Flagstaff, Arizona.
Eight policemen, one of them
white, and Joseph Lucero, the Su-
perintendent of Hopi Indian Agency,
and five white workmen, along with
fifteen Hopi puppet Indians were
coming into this village, into one of
the villages of Hopi Sovereign Na-
tion. "We have lived in this same
place, in this high desert for thou-
sands ofyears,” say the Hopi, ““and
our ruins and rock writings testify
to oursovereignty. Wehavebeenon
this land since the fourth world
began.”
Alarm was cried from the roof- Dam Katchomgv/k of

tops. Women ran from their houses Village, Hopilamd.
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today the electric power lines,
paved roads, sewers, telephone,
and the water pipes are goingto be
put into this village!”’

“No!’’ replied one old religious
leader, who speaks and under-
stands English. ““We do not need
these things. We have lived here
long time ago - many old people
here are still healthy. We don't
need water pipes or ’lectric lights,
or sewers, or pave road. We have
our good spring water, We have our
oil lamps. We don’t want ugly,
black, hard-pave in our village
for our people to walk on. We don’t
want telephone, Mr. Lucero, this is
our sacred village.’’

Then, Lucero talked andtrans-
lations were made into Hopi lang-
uage for those people who were
trying to understand what was hap-
pening. ‘‘Tell the people that these
things are being put into your
village for your own benefit. These
public works are good for the
Hopi.”’

“‘No,”’ said the old leader.
“These things are no good for the
Hopi. It only mean taxes that we
can’t pay. It only mean to live
like white-man and fight over
moneys and lose our homes for
taxes and be no more Hopi. We
were instructed by the Spirit how
to live. We know how to grow our
corn., We can take care of our-
selves, These public works all
coming in here - it must be
stopped!’’

Lucero argued, ‘‘You people
have been listening to outsiders
who tell youthesethings are harm-
ful. You have beentakeninbythese
bad people and influenced by these
no-good outsiders people.’’

The old Hopi explained further
to Lucero, ‘‘We followthe instruc-
tion of our Great Spirit who rules
over all this land, We continue to
care for our mother earth. We do
our duties and our religious cere-
monies. Only the Spirit has
authority totell us whattodo."’

Then Lucero waved a paper in
front of the people. ‘‘You are de-
feated,’’ hesaid. ‘“Youare defeated
by this petition with 90 names on
it.”’

‘‘But,’”’ said the old religious
leader, ‘“We Hotevilla Hopis did
not sign yes to this paper. We do
not need anything from the U.S,
Government. We have taken care
of ourselves for long time, from
long time ago. We have our own
way to live,”’

Arguments went on and on until
way after high noon. The police
lounged in the unmarked, agency
cars, Many of the village men went
out to the fields, thinking that
someone had gone out of the village
to have this Government works
stopped., Some of the young Hopi
conservatives stayed and watched.
They looked at the petition which
Lucero was claiming was the defeat
for Hotevilla - (this cedar hill,
where many Kivas still hold the
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sacred ceremonies, and where the
people gather in the plaza towatch
the Butterfly dancers of a hundred
people dancing at one time, Where
crowds will come to stand on roofs
of the sand-stone houses to watch
the Kachinas dance their ‘‘Niman
Home Dance’’ in little more thana
month from now, and where the
Snake-Antelope ceremonial will
take place in late summer. Hote-
villa, the last stronghold of the
ancient ways, the village where the
Great Spirit is helped to protect
and guard this whole continent from
destructions. If Hotevilla falls,
then the dire prophesies may come
true, and great suffering will be
across the land.)

The petition of 90 names held
more than half which were names
that the youth did not know, Some
names were recognized as families
who had moved away a generation
ago. Some were Hopi puppets living
inside the village, Some were of
people living in the white-man
towns, Some names were put down
more than once,

‘“These names are property
owners here,’’ said Lucerolamely.

‘“‘But only the Great Spirit owns
property here,”” was a reply.

It was getting well into the
afternoon, Police were again
standing around, and young Hopi
were eyeing them sullenly, Lucero
made a decision, He declared,
“Whether you people like itor not,
we are putting inthese paved roads
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today and the electric light poles
today. We are beginning all the
improvements today. Now, [ don’t
want anyone to interfere, You might
get hurt or arrested, 1 warn you
all ro keep away. Stand back!’’ He
gave the signal for the tractors
and the trucks to start,

Everything happened at once.
An old man stood in front of a
tractor to stop it, but he was pulled
out of the way by a puppet Hopi.
Pole-digger  machines began
punching deep holes in the mother
earth, The two road graders
scraped and gouged around the
narrow, little streets, Everyone
was in a scuffle - all the men and
women and youths and police and
puppet Hopis. Women placed them-
selves into freshly dug holes to
prevent the logs from being
planted, Trucks backed into po-
sition with their log-loads, andthe
pole-setter machines were pushed
into place. Men and women were
trying to block the trucks to keep
the logs from being unloaded. They
were dangerously pushed along in
an act of trying to run over the
people, while puppets were pulling
the Hotevilla Hopis away from the
trucks. The women in the holes
were getting half buried, and finally
a log was kicked by a workman, and
the log struck one woman in the
head.

That night, old DanKotchongva,
chief religious leader of Hotevilla,
and reported to be anywhere from



age 100 to 120 years, sent his
messenger out of the village,
Prayers wereofferedintheKivas,
Some loloma bahannas (friendly
whites) received the messages.
‘‘Kotchongva say for you to tell
everybody what happened to us
today.’’ This was Monday night,
May 20. Everybody was told, Tele-
grams went to the Secretary ofthe
Interior, to Commissioner Ben-
nett, to Senators and Representa-
tives. An editor of a paper in a
large town had some words with
Lucero. A quiet spirit appeared
and whisked old Dan Kotchongva
away to a far city, where, among
other things, he taped a T.V.show,
Both he and his interpreter can be
seen soononthe Steve Allenshow,

By Tuesday, all public works
in Hotevilla had come to a halt.
But the villagers hesitated to go
out to their fields. They partly
neglected work throughout the
week, apprehensive that Lucero
would be back,

One senator mailed some form
letters in reply totelegrams. They
stated, ‘‘I have contacted the
Bureau of Indian Affairs and
learn that about a hundred Hopi
Indians signed a petition asking
for street lights, road grading,
and other work in order that the
tribe may resolve the issue among
its own members.’’

By Friday, May 24, the Hote-
villa Hopis sent a message. ‘‘To
all our good friends who help us

stop this ugly works in our village
- we are so happy that you fast acted
about our trouble. We want to live
naturally with our own know-how of
a good way to live, It may_ have
been act of our Great Spirit and
all you people that Government
works has stopped. We hope it
be stopped for good.’’

Monday morning, May 27, the
trouble broke out again. The
Hotevilla Hopis had dug and tugged
out a few standing poles, which
had been successfully placed the
week before. They draggedthe logs
over to the highway and left them
as good riddance. But then argu-
ments ensued with the Hopi
puppets. The old religious leaders
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agreed to a counting of heads, the
white-man style, since Lucero had
agreed that the villagers could re-
solve the issue between them-
selves. Names were put on peti-
tions, and when counted, the Hote-
villa Hopis won, It was about 98
puppets against 130 Hotevilla
Hopis. The head counting went for
nothing.

At 1 p.m, Lucero rode in with
his police force and heavy equip-
ment, The Hotevilla Hopis met
Lucero in the road and showed
him the signed petition, He ignored
it, (After all, a majority of the
‘“‘tribe’’ could be named from any-
where,) The struggle was worse
than the week before, though no
one was seriously hurt or arrested.
The pole-digger machines dug fas-
ter than the women could fill the
holes with their bodies, struggling
as they were against police and
puppets, to reach the holes intime.
Then men and childrenweretrying
to get into the holes, Some made it,
but were yanked out. By sundown
an ugly road of posts lined the
road from the school house for a
mile into the village,

Knowing the Hotevilla Hopis
would stay up the whole night to
take out the posts and burn them,
Lucero left the village with a
warning, ‘‘We’ve strung live wire
on these posts, and if you try to
take them out, you will get burned
or electrocuted, It won’t be my re-
sponsibility if you get your own
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selves hurt.”” This ultimatum
struck fear into many, thoughsome
Hotevilla Hopis did not believe
there was any live wire,

They retreated to theKivas and
had serious discussions with
Masaw, The prophesies were
discussed anew and all were sad-
dened by the destructions taking
place all over the earth, because
they know that when their village
of Hotevilla becomes only a honky-
tonk little town like any honky-
tonk town in the United States, then
the Great Spirit of this whole
land suffers a mortal wound. For
then, there will be no more Hopi,
no more peaceful people any place
on this earth.

Addendum: February 18, 1969,
Hotevilla won that battle, the tele-
phone poles were removed, The
paving stopped, the ditches for
sewer lines and water lines were
filled in. The Indian Agent, now
days called ‘‘Agency Superin-
tendent’’ was removed and re-
placed in accordance with the
demands of Chief Katchongva,
Parents are still, as of February
18, 1969, refusing to sent their
children to Hotevilla Dayschool
which is owned and operated by the
Bureau of Indian Affairs, though
it is not known how many are thus
refusing, nor whether the other
villages are still continuing the
boycott of the schools.
