From 1881 to 1969 is quite a long 
time. But something happened in 
1881 which is directly related to 

1969; something which should be of 
particular interest to readers of 
Search. Just this month (October, 
1969) The National Geographic 
published an undersea map of the 
Pacific ocean, made possible as a 
result of explorations by soundings 
and sonar and various other scientific 
means that came about as part of the 
International Geophysical “Year” 
which began in 1957 and ended in 
1967 (although some of the work is 
still going on). In 1881 John Ballou 
Newbrough wrote a book by what he 
called “spirit control” called Oahspe, 
in which he included a map designated 
as Plate 59—“Outline map showing 
the locality of Pan, the submerged 
continent.” (Also drawn by spirit 
control’) We have reproduced both 
maps on the following page. 88 years 
ago, the “spirits” drew an entirely 
accurate map of the bottom of the 
Pacific ocean, except that the features 
now under as much as 18,000 feet of 
water were once a continent above the 
water. A casual glance at both maps 
will show the startling agreement as to 
topographical features. They are so 
identical as to preclude any possibility 

that the “spirits” didn’t have the facts 
at their disposal! Wc leave it to you to 
carry on your thinking from there. 
However, we do suggest that 
everything in Oahspe would deserve 
the same deep thought, and would 
take on the same criteria of accuracy.

This is not the first time a National 
Geographic map has confirmed one of 
the books we publish. The map of the 
undersea topography of the Atlantic 
ocean is also incredibly identical to 
the maps shown in that remarkable 
book by L. Taylor Hansen, The 
Ancient Atlantic. Both writers 
produced maps accurate in almost 
every detail of the area of Earth’s 
surface not possible to visualize in the 
day they were drawn.

It is interesting to contemplate 
these two incidents. One of them falls 
into the psychic realm—we have а man 
who has trained himself as a spiritist 
medium by a strenuous fruit and 
vegetable diet for ten years until he is 
“capable” of being used by “spirits” 
who then proceed to guide his hands 
with incredible speed and accuracy for 
the first primitive typewriter 
keyboard, and to cause him to make 
drawings and artistic paintings in total 
darkness. One of the drawings is a 
map of the now-sunken (and judged 
by scientists to be mythical and 
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imaginary) continent called Pan (or in 
modern parlance, Lemuria). This map, 
compared 88 years later with a highly 
scientific and accurate map made by 
scientists using the greatly 
sophisticated devices of modern 
science, proves to be totally accurate. 
It makes no difference what we call 
this phenomenon—real spirits who can 
control a living man or the man 
himself with some strange human 
power we don’t yet understand. The 
fact is, the map is correct. It urges us 
to consider the rest of this 
tremendous book of nearly 1000 
pages with the possibility that 
everything else it presents may be 
equally accurate. Such consideration, 
to date, reveals that hundreds of other 
things have also proved to be accurate 
in the light of discovery since the 
book was written. The most 
fascinating consideration, however, is 
that Oahspe tells things that are to 
happen in the future; in fact, in the 
immediate future, if these, also, are 
accurate, their importance cannot be 
overrated. We won’t take a look at 
them now, in this editorial, but we 
certainly will cover certain facets of 
them in future editorials.

The other incident involves only a 
human being, a scholarly scientist, 
who has drawn us a map of ancient 
Atlantis (the bottom of the Atlantic 
ocean) which proves to be identical to 
the map produced by The National 
Geographic. The interesting facet here 

is the fact that the map is the result of 
the study of ancient legends. Thus, we 
have another source of true history, 
the legends that science has scoffed at 
and called “fantasy”. Apparently 
they, also, are far from fantasy. They, 
too, should now be studied with a 
new viewpoint.

There is an old saying that “in the 
latter days, babes and fools shall 
confound the wise”. Most likely the 
writer of this editorial comes under 
the category of fool, because he has 
been told he’s nuttier than a fruitcake 
by many degree-holders and scoffed at 
many times for the weird things he 
writes. But it has been true that many 
times we have succeeded in 
“confronting the wise”. These two 
maps are only two examples. Perhaps 
it is literally true that in this day of 
profuse scientific knowledge and 
advancement, we will discover that 
“knowledge” is not exclusive with the 
student, but is also a faculty of the 
“idiots savant”. We have to 
acknowledge that the ignorant 
“heathen” or the savage “Indian” or 
the ancient “Maya” may have known 
all about the profound things we are 
“discovering” today in our lofty 
scientific civilization; and indeed, may 
have known the truth about some of 
the fallacies we accept today in our 
own brand of “ignorance” and 
“stupidity”. Maybe we have to do 
with a computer something that an 
Australian bushman did with his
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instinct as a matter of commonplace 
performance. Perhaps we are 
incapable of comprehending what the 
ancient races “just knew” to be true. 
Or, to our embarrassment, our 
civilization may actually be “small 
potatoes” when compared to those 
now dead and gone.

On our front cover this issue you 
will find a very appealing young lady. 
Many of you know that the editor has 
published the pictures of his entire 
family at one time or another on the 
covers of his magazines. Our two 
daughters, Linda and Jennifer, our 
son, Raymond, wife Marjorie, and 
even (egotistically) myself. Actually, 
when we publish this present picture 
of the baby daughter of one of our 
favorite nieces, even though there is 
no attendant article in the magazine, 
it is in itself one of the most 
significant things Search has to say. If 
we were to write an article on “Love”, 
what would we say? How do you 
describe love, in all its ramifications? 
Millions of words have been written, 
but nobody really has pinned it down 
to specifics. However, how could 
anyone fail to love this little girl, 
instantly, upon sight? We know that 
you have experienced a very pleasant 
and tender reaction upon seeing little 
Vickey on our cover. Easy to love, 
isn’t she?

The. real reason your editor has 
published so many pictures of his 
family is because it is one more way 

of saying “I love you”. There is a very 
special thing about love in the family 
sense, but in Search, through the 
years, it has been more than that.

STARS?

> Important technological benefits can 
be expected from the manned space 
program just as past achievements 

have contributed to the nation’s 
prosperity. Dr. Wernher von Braun, 
Director of the Marshall Space Flight 
Center at Huntsville, Alabama, has 
said, “The real payoff does not lie in 
mining the moon or in bringing gold 
back from the moon, but in enriching 
our economy and our science in new 
methods, new procedures, new 
knowledge, and advanced technology 
in general.”

The space program is generating 
revolutionary improvements in 
fabrication processes and materials, 
biological and medical knowledge, 
system management techniques, and 
in communications such as television, 
radio, and telephone. The time lag
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between invention or discovery and 
public application is telescoping 
rapidly.

The manned spacecraft program 
already has contributed significantly 
to the scientific knowledge, prestige, 
security, and technological progress of 
this nation in many ways, only a few 
of which are known to the public. A 
great portion of the dollars being 
spent on manned space exploration 
will provide technological benefits 
that will be used here on Earth long 
after the lunar landings.

Some of the technological 
achievements that have resulted from 
Project Apollo are briefly described in 
this presentation.

The economic mark of the Apollo 
development to date can be 
appreciated by the $1.4 billion of 
purchase orders to some 7000 
suppliers, in 48 states—space funds 
that have substantially heightened the 
nation’s industrial capability and 
braced the country’s economy.

The most profound return is in the 
developed knowledge and skills of the 
individual engineers, technicians, and 
production support, and management 
personnel, of fundamental importance 
to the future of the United States.

The agencies and contractors of the 
national space program have created a 
completely new American industry. 
Without this space industry in place, 
the nation today would have but a 
scattered and ineffectual response to 

foreign confrontation of space-led 
technology leadership.

The space program has developed 
large, very versatile teams of highly 
trained managers and scientists, 
competent to design and implement 
large-scale systems to help overcome 
critical shortages of community 
facilities, critical overcrowding and 
congestion, critical pollution and 
accumulation of wastes.

The advances in computing 
technology resulting from activities 
related to the national space program 
provide useful applications in all areas 
of industry.

Virtually every aspect of human 
endeavor has been enhanced by the 
commercial application of the digital 
computer. Computerized air traffic 
control, industrial process control, 
engineering design, automated 
hospitals, and sophisticated medical 
diagnosis techniques have helped 
elevate the overall living standards of 
man.

Other possible applications include 
the prediction of the time and 
location of tornado and hurricane 
passages. Analytical tools for 
predicting the thermal degradation of 
various nonmetallic materials have 
general application throughout the 
chemical industry and can, for 
example, be used to evaluate fire 
protection and prevention materials 
for flammable structures. Computer 
programs capable of analyzing heat 
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transfer problems associated with 
high-energy heat sources can be used 
in the design of nuclear power plants 
to achieve improved utilization of the 
available thermal energy.

The techniques could lead, in the 
next five to ten years, to the era of 
the “instant cop” through highly 
sophisticated, well-planned, 
computerized systems of information 
use. communication, storage, and 
retrieval to speed up investigative 
processes to improve the quality of 
justice.

The system of information 
processing currently being analyzed 
for Redondo Beach, Calif., will be 
designed for use by other cities of 
similar size and population makeup, 
and for quick and easy integration 
into a computerized system. Many 
benefits are possible from the 
program. Properly correlated 
statistical information could provide 
the capability to predict when, where, 
and what kind of crime is going to 
occur.

System engineering techniques have 
been utilized for the 
multi-billion-dollar California Water 
Project, designed to transport more 
than two million acre-feet of water 
per year from Oroville Dam in 
northern California, over some 500 
miles of rivers, canals, and aqueducts, 
and a 4000-foot-high mountain range 
to water-poor Southern California.

Space computer technology will be

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able to provide practical, reliable, and 
efficient data management systems 
that can mean full optimization of all 
the water resources, maximum 
efficiency from the generator units at 
dams, and minimum power loss in 
transmission lines.

The successful accomplishments of 
the many NASA space programs have 
led to the development of various 
materials that have applications to 
industrial products. New alloys, 
high-performance lubricants, 
high-strength adhesives, spray-on foam 
insulation, and silver-zinc batteries 
with long storage life arc examples of 
noteworthy developments.

New metallic materials, developed 
for space vehicle applications include 
high-strength stainless steels; strong, 
weldable aluminum compositions; and 
corrosion-resistant weldable titanium
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alloys. Precipitation-hardened stainless . developments in a large variety of 
steels are now used in the fabrication ] electrical power-generating devices,
of aircraft, submarines, and ships.

Vacuum and radiation resistant 
lubricants employed to reduce friction 
of moving parts have been developed. 
These new lubricants offer high 
lubricity and can be used in 
high-speed turbines and other rotating 
equipment. In addition, the associated 
lubrication technology is leading to 
the development of high-temperature 
lubricants for jet engines ,and 
industrial machinery such as rotating 
kilns, driers, or roasters.

The development of high-strength 
polyurethane and polyimide adhesives 
offer suitable bounding agents for 
many space and non-space 
applications. A variety of aircraft 
structures being fabricated today are 
taking advantage of these new 
adhesives.

The requirement for cryogenic 
insulation of tankage in launch 
vehicles employing cryogens has led to 
the development of a highly effective, 
light-weight spray-on foam insulation. 
The new foam-in-place material is 
being considered for insulation of 
cold-cargo shipping containers, 
tankers, pre-fabricated dwelling 
construction, orthopedic splints, 
furniture packaging, and other 
applications where lightweight, 
rigidity or insulation purposes are 
required.

The space program has seen major 

including fuel cells, solar cells, nuclear 
devices, and batteries. The silver-zinc 
battery technology, for example, was 
developed originally for 
short-duration, high-energy power 
delivery required for military missile 
applications. However, silver-zinc 
batteries were short-lived and their 
recharge capability was quite limited. 
Space applications required batteries 
with storage capability of nine months 
in a charged state and then operation 
for about two weeks. In meeting these 
stringent storage and operational 
specifications, an improved silver-zinc 
stringent battery was developed which 
has storage capability in a charged 
state in excess of one year. These 
batteries have found usage in deep 
submergence vehicles and submarines.

One of the most important design 
criteria for space vehicles is that 
structural materials should have the 
lightest weight, the highest strength 
and stiffness, be able to operate in a 
wide range of temperatures, and 
submit to fabrication processes such 
as forming, machining, and welding. 
NASA programs have produced a 
variety of materials that satisfy these 
requirements. These include 
beryllium, titanium, stainless steels, 
super alloys, refractory metals, 
aluminum, magnesium, and 
high-strength steels. All are applicable 
to innumerable nonspace uses in 
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almost every metal-working indusfry 
for all sectors of o/u r 
econo my — tra nsportation, mining,, 
farming, refining, chemicals, electrical? 
communication, construction, and 
road-building.

Another Apollo material—the 
thermal control coatings employed to 
maintain a viable temperature during 
lunar crossings—has an excellent 
potential as a universal temperature 
conditioner. Once coatings that can 
resist normal wear arc developed, 
interior temperatures will be cooler in 
summer and warmer in winter without 
air conditioning.

One of the most significant and 
promising breakthroughs in industrial 
technology is the foamed-in-place, 
freon-filled polyurethane covering 
that insulates the super-cold liquid 
hydrogen tankage of the Saturn S-II 
(second stage) launch vehicle and 
prevents hydrogen boil-off during fill, 
hold, and launch operations. It can be 
used as a cryogenic insulation for 
tankers, ships, trucks, and freight cars, 
to name only the more obvious 
applications. It could even help 
provide an answer to the smog 
problem. A San Diego utility has 
demonstrated the smoglcss operation 
of a 1 iq u i f i ed-gas-propelled 
conventional automobile, but 
maintaining the gas at the -160 F 
temperature at which it is liquid 
remains a problem. Foamed insulation 
may be the solution.

Another non-space application of 
the foamed polyurethane foam is the 
rapid, simple construction of cheap, 
lightweight temporary shelters. Tests 
have demonstrated that a portable 
igloo-type 16-foot-diameter structure 
fabricated by spraying 1/2-inch-thick 
foam on a light framework is capable 
of maintaining a comfortable 
temperature for eight occupants 
merely by retaining their body heat. 
There are, of course, many other 
practical uses in military operations, 
disaster relief, Arctic exploration, etc.

In the medical field, the use of 
foamed splints for broken limbs 
would be a great boon. Lightweight, 
but sufficiently rigid, foamed supports 
can readily replace the heavy plaster 
casts now used to protect limb 
fractures. The medical implications of 
this application arc widespread.

Foamed resins have also been used 
to refloat sunken ships by deplacing 
the water in flooded compartments 
with the air-containing foamed cells. 
Foamed materials are also being 
studied for instantly-inflatable life 
jackets. The list of potential 
applications is far from complete.

Another Apollo material—the 
thermal control coatings employed to 
maintain a viable temperature in 
manned spacecraft during space 
voyages by dissipating internal heat 
and rejecting solar radiation —has an 
excellent potential as a universal 
temperature conditioner. Coatings
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with thermal behaviors similar to ’ 
those of Apollo external-coated 
surfaces can lower temperatures of 
cars, trains, buses, trucks, homes, and 
factories by as much as 10 degrees. In 
hot, sunny climates, the interior of 
structures exposed to the sun’s rays 
can be cooled by this concept. Once 
coatings that can resist washings, rain, 
snow, dust, and normal daily wear are 
developed, hot summers indoors in 
areas where air conditioning is 
infeasible may disappear. Conversely, 
specially formulated coatings can 
conserve heat in cold weather.

An Apollo-developed construction 
technology appears to be well-suited 
for building the cities of tomorrow. 
Forecasts indicate that low-cost 
housing, particularly, will feature 
strong, light, habitable structures that 
can expand or contract readily. 
Apollo honeycomb sandwich panels, 
used extensively in the spacecraft and 
the launch vehicles, already make this 
feasible. They can be translated 
readily into prefabricated but 
permanent-type housing on a 
nationwide scale. This same type of 
structural panel is also suitable for 
providing economical housing for 
distressed or disadvantaged areas 
throughout the world.

Adhesives developed for the Apollo 
program are now in more mundane 
service. An adhesive-bonded car that is 
as strong as conventionally joined 
autos is the dream of virtually every

automobile manufacturer. Elimination 
1 of hole machining in body panelsand 

« the assembly operations associated 
''with mechanical fasteners represent 
substantial savings. Further, water and 
salt that cause extensive corrosion 
cannot enter without holes and other 
openings. One auto maker has already 
used adhesives to eliminate fasteners 
on body trim on its 1968 models. The 
race car body that won the 1967 
24-hour Le Mans race was bonded 
entirely by adhesives.

Detroit auto makers are equipping 
many 1 9 69 models with 
explosion-proof, reinforced-plastic gas 
tanks as an added safety feature. 
Newsweek magazine of April 1, 1968, 
interprets the move as preparation for 
the 1970 model year, when plastic gas 
tanks may be on the national list of 
mandatory safety equipment for cars.

One important Apollo-generated 
material development has stimulated 
great interest among designers of 
fire-resistant structures. The novel 
material is a glass fiber-reinforced 
composite that will not burn in a 
100-percent oxygen atmosphere. The 
new laminate will be ideal for aircraft, 
automobiles, trucks, and many other 
vehicles and installations where fire 
constitutes a major hazard.

The achievements of this 
manufacturing development program 
can be typified in the fundamental 
industrial practice of welding. 
Through the Apollo example, 
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American industry is now able to weld 
aluminum alloys that did not exist 
five to eight years ago; it is welding 
complex shapes, materials of a few 
thousandths of an inch thick, and 
welding in areas inaccessible to 
humans, and welding to standards so 
stringent that they would have been 
considered impossible at the start of 
the program.

One task of the space industry was 
to conduct the research necessary to 
provide total life support for 
astronauts. Since this work involved 
understanding every element that 
influences man’s psychophysiological 
functions in space, important 
advancements have been made in a 
broad range of related fields :aerospace 
medicine, space biology, human 
factors, bioengineering, biophysics, 
and bioelectronics.

Important as these developments 
have been in determining what keeps 
man alive and functioning in space, 
many of their outgrowths may be of 
even greater significance in helping 
him live better on Earth. Solving the 
fundamental problem of survival in 
space has led to the development of 
techniques and systems that have 
socioeconomic importance far beyond 
the space program.

The medical monitoring 
requirements of space flight, for 
example, have resulted in the 
development of microminiaturized 
electronics which have found 

application in the development of 
cardiac pacemakers and assist devices; 
electroencephalographic sensor 
systems; and other compact, reliable, 
medical monitoring, and recording 
equipment. Temote-handling and 
manipulation-device requirements 
have led to the improvement of 
various prosthetic devices: artificial 
limbs, mobility devices, and 
servo-activated controls using 
muscle-electrical potential. Special 
heart-lung machines, artificial kidneys, 
and prosthetic devices for 
cardiovascular repair have been 
constructed. Cryogenic fluid handling 
procedures have surgery, bone and 
organ storage, blood bank 
management, and synthetic 
pharmaceutical processes.

The requirements for space 
food-management systems have 
resulted in the advancement of 
techniques for the preparation of 
foods by the freeze-dehydration 
process. This process makes possible 
the long-term preservation of food in 
a highly palatable, lightweight form 
with high caloric value, for application 
to survival rations for military, civil 
defense, and recreational purposes.

Technologies developed in the 
design and construction of spacecraft 
environment control and life support 
systems have increased the knowledge 
and application of the techniques of 
air conditioning, atmospheric 
contamination control, and water 
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purification. Finally, closed ecological 
systems technology utilizing 
microorganisms have been applied to 
civil waste—management systems to 
provide sewage control and high 
protein by-products suitable for 
animal feed.

In the biomedical field, Apollo has 
made significant contributions. One is 
the bioinstrumentation that monitors 
the astronauts’ physiological 
functions, including pulse, respiration, 
blood pressure, and temperature. This 
system is readily applicable to use in 
today’s hospitals. Biosensor 
information can be made immediately 
available locally, or can be displayed 
at a central station to enable a single 
attendant to monitor the condition of 
a number of patients. Thus, dangerous 
indications detected in the monitoring 
of patients after surgery, severe 
illnesses, or in intensive-care wards can 
signal for prompt remedial action.

An inch-long primitive worm found 
in ponds may play a modern role in 
preparing man for extended flights in 
space. Research specialists are 
studying the worm, called planaria, in 
an effort to predict how fast wounds 
will heal under conditions of 
weightlessness.

The planarian has all the tissue 
layers that man has, but unlike man, it 
can be cut into any number of 
pieces—crosswise, lengthwise, or 
diagonally—and each piece will 
generate into a new planarian. 

Research specialists are investigating, 
step by step, how fast the 
regeneration and reshaping of the 
planaria occurs on Earth. It has also 
been exposed to environmental 
extremes of temperature, vibration, 
and shock beyond those which will be 
encountered in space flight. Under all 
conditions they continue to 
regenerate. It is planned to extend 
these studies into higher forms of life, 
such as salamanders, which are 
capable of regenerating whole limbs, 
and later to mammals.

Although produced primarily for 
aerospace needs, sensing and 
monitoring systems have logical 
commercial applications. These 
systems include physiological 
monitoring devices, mathematical 
models of the heart, artificial kidney 
machines, instrumentation for 
artificial kidney machines, and a 
temperature conditioner for the 
human bladder.

The knowledge we’ve gained, 
specifically from the Apollo fuel cell 
contract, has enabled us to move into 
other new and advanced areas, 
including some with definite 
commercial possibilities. For example, 
there is room for fuel cells in some 
oceanographic applications like the 
long-time undersea living quarters 
where there is need to convert fuel 
into energy with as little machinery 
and space as possible. The fuel cell 
would be the basis for a powerplant 
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that would be economically 
competitive, silent, and smokeless.

The foregoing instances are only a 
few of the thousands that could be 
mentioned. Man’s problems are, most 
of them, due to the complexity of his 
scientific advancement, and the 
solutions of them can come only from 
the stimulus of such things as the 
fantastic problems of exploring space. 
However, there is another reason to 
look toward the stars, not at all 
associated with our “creature 
comforts” and the problems of 
mastering our physical environment. 
There is the matter of man’s own 
nature. He is not an animal. He is 
something additional. Philosophically, 
he must always advance in knowledge 
of a more abstract nature. In simpler 
words, he was given curiosity and 
imagination. Also, he is a “spirit”. It is 
useless to debate the nature of that 
spirit, but whatever it is, it drives him 
always toward the limits of his 
imagination.

Perhaps a good example of some of 
the non-physical benefits to be 
obtained from space exploration may 
be exemplified in the comments of 
the astronauts who observed Earth 
from far out in space, and notedhow 
small it was, and how “unseparated” 
all the races of man really are, existing 
in microscopic contiguity. The 
concept of war over the possession of 
any tiny area of that tiny speck in 
space falls apart when viewed from 

the lofty viewpoint of a greater 
reality. It was the first thought of 
man, seeing his planet as it really is, 
that man’s insignificance makes 
warfare extremely silly. Rather, these 
men became convinced that man’s 
efforts should be directed toward 
placing himself in this limitless 
universal cosmos rather than to fight 
over a single speck of dust. There is a 
change necessary in man’s growth, 
toward a larger spectrum of existence 
and toward physical and spiritual 
values that transcend his own rapidly 
shrinking planet. Already we can see 
that on our present course, we will 
destroy ourselves trying to perform 
gigantic feats of science on the head 
of a pin.

There 
have been two or three adults I’ve been able to talk to but most 
will not even listen. I would be very thankful if you were to publish 
the article and give myself and teens in general a chance to speak 
to the adults.

THE TROUBLE WITH PARENTSIS-

KURT GLEMSER

I feel I can speak as an expert on 
this subject as I am one of 
today’s teens. A lot has been 

said about the generation gap. The gap 
is a difference of opinion between the 
two generations. 1 feel there should be 
no gap of understanding between 
parents and their children. It certainly 
is not the children who do not 
understand their parents. My parents 
have told me their opinions and 

beliefs for seventeen years. It is about 
time they listen to me in return. It is 
they who are turned off, not myself.

The first mistake adults make is to 
treat this generation the same as any 
other. The authors of Sex and the 
Teenaged Girl, H. T. Leathern and H. 
Jones, stated the following in their 
book: “Today’s teens are different, 
vastly different, than were the teens 
of the fifties and this is somewhat 
akin to repairing a 1967 model car 
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with a 1957 mechanic’s manual.”
There is one big problem between 

teenagers and their parents. This is 
rebellion. The rebellion is evident 
everywhere. There is university and 
high school unrest. Teens have an 
appearance far different than teens of 
ten or even five years ago. Most adults 
disagree strongly with the way the 
guys wear their hair.

I have below the shoulder hair 
myself. It is a way of expressing 
myself. My parents feel my hair 
should be cut for no other reason than 
they do not like it. This is easily 
opposed—I like it. My hair is always 
clean and combed. My parents 
consider this my only bad point. I 
think this, is ridiculous. I have done 
sufficient good to easily overlook this 
“bad” point. I have 100 articles to my 
credit. I have never failed an exam, 
nor have I ever written a final exam. 
One other person I know has the same 
record. That is my friend Carl Nagel. 
He has hair an inch or so shorter than 
mine. It is downright stupid of my 
parents to tell me what to do with my 
hair.

My mother shocked me recently 
when she did not know what grade I 
am in! My parents also did not know 
when any of my exams occur, I write 
articles, my marks, my school 
activities, etc., etc. I think somebody 
who knows as little about me as my 
parents should keep their mouths shut 
about my hair. I have always done 

everything on my own, without my 
parents and I don’t need their 
ignorant comments now. I don’t hate 
my parents, however. I like running 
my own life. My parents just are too 
darn busy with their own lives. This is 
the problem nowadays. People are too 
busy with themselves.

Two friends of mine and I were 
barred from one class recently because 
the teacher did not like our long hair. 
He had no right to do this, as our 
school allows long hair. Russell Baker 
had the following to say about long 
hair in his column in the New York 
Times: “A man’s right to wear his hair 
as he wants to is one of the glories of 
a free society, and one of the first 
actions of tyrants is invariably to 
groom their subject males in a 
uniform haircut. Prisons and military 
training camps begin their job of 
reducing the individual to a cipher by 
shaving the head bald. The Nazis used 
the crewcut. The modern 
business-organization man is marked 
by the corporate trim—a hint of 
sideburns, no hair hanging over the 
collar, no forelocks more than three 
inches long.

Prisons, drill sergeants, Nazism and 
the modern organization all have a 
common goal in their need to suppress 
individualism. Schools should be less 
concerned with unorthodox hair 
lengths, and more concerned with 
why they are turning out so many 
orthodox minds willing to submit to 
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the corporate haircut.
The schools needn’t fear turning 

out a generation of individualists. 
Society has plenty of other weapons, 
from prison to the corporation, to 
outfit these boys in cipher haircuts 
and uniform brains.”

A psychologists, F.M. Castator, of 
California, told me the following: 
“The psychological study of the older 
generation’s reaction to hair is 
fascinating. I have never seen such 
outright hatred as when a person of 
50 to 70 sees long hair on a youth. My 
own view is that this reaction has 
several factors. . .all subconscious: 
1) Long hair represents a rejection of 
the older generation’s values 
(including such cherished institutions 
as war, racism, exploitation, and 
super-patriotism). 2) Long hair on 
men seems to represent an unconcern 
with continually proving one’s 
masculinity (a hobby that has 
preoccupied men for the last few 
decades). However, recent 
psychological tests have shown that 
men with long hair are the ones who 
are most assured of their masculinity,' 
and don’t feel the need to constantly 
demonstrate it to one and all. It is the 
ones who are so afraid of 
nonconformity who are unsure of 
themselves! 3) Long hair symbolizes 
life and growth. To an old, aging 
person, this can be a real source of 
resentment. To sanctify their own 
condition of creeping senility, they 

reject youthful growth.
It is amusing that most “clean-cut” 

types go to church each week, nod 
their heads in approval when the Ten 
Commandments come up (none of 
which they believe in!) and think 
reverent thoughts about Christ for 
sounding strikingly like some of those 
horrible young people with long hair, 
(i.e. “peace and love”). Then they 
come home and in righteous 
indignation beat their sons on the 
heads for grooming themselves like 
Christ must have looked! The whole 
thing is a fantasy and very typical of 
the shallowness of most people.

I’m sure most school administrators 
would rather we all wore uniforms. 
The easiest way to maintain a power 
base is to destroy individuality. If you 
recently saw “Fahrenheit 451” on TV 
it will give you an idea of where this is 
going.

Educators too often confuse 
“knowledge” with “regimentation”. 
You run into this right through 
college (especially in the required 
courses).

Apparently school administrators 
are more concerned with the length of 
a student’s hair than the amount and 
quality of knowledge they are getting. 
It begins to look like the real function 
of public schools is to make one fit 
nicely into the society. . .whether it is 
a communist, facist, capitalist, or 
1984 society.

This whole social revolution thing 
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seems to be quite promising. The 
older generation certainly does not 
have any answers. For all their 
assumed knowledge, we still have war. 
if there is any hope at all. . .it is 
certainly with the younger people 
(and those whose thinking stays

The saying goes, “The army makes 
a man out of you.” I would like to 
know what is manly about killing, or 
solving problems by fighting? Some 
say it is only human to have wars; it is 
not. Millions of people have never 
fought in wars or have ever wanted to. 
That is almost as stupid as saying at 
least wars keep down the population. 
The world could be living in 
prosperity if it wasn’t for wars. Have 
you ever looked at the defense budget 
of the U.S.A.?

Draft dodgers are not the cowards 
many make them out to be. It is their 
right to live their lives their way. 
Many draft dodgers risk almost 
certain arrest and many resist openly. 
The sentence for dodging the draft is 
six months to five years in military 
prison.

In Canada the citizens were 
promised mace wouldn’t be used 
unless there was a legitimate violent 
revolution. By July 23, 1968, some 35 
Canadian police forces had mace, and 
those in Preston, London, Waterloo, 
Stratford, Windsor and Hespeler had 
used it. But, still no legitimate violent 
revolution.

Everyone seems to be wanting law 
and order. How can you have law and 
order when everyone stands by and 
watches crimes being committed 
without lifting a finger?

This is the world our parents are 
giving us and saying, “We’re looking 
to your generation to solve the 
problems.” This is a world full of 
hate, war, ugliness and injustice. A 
world where you must have a slip of 
paper before it is right to have sexual 
intercourse. It does not matter if the 
people indulging in the sex act love 
each other—the thing that matters is if 
they have that slip of paper.

The way most adults treat the 
subject of sex with their teens is to me 
extremely amusing. My older brother 
and I were never told anything about 
sex by our parents. Fortunately, our 
knowledge of the subject is certainly 
not lacking. This is the case in the 
majority of families.
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One girl I went steady with was 
asked by her mother if I had made her 
pregnant yet. I was overwhelmed by 
her mother’s ignorance, to say the 
least. Her mother never told her 
anything about sex. She was, however, 
given a book about the subject at the 
age of thirteen. I hate to shock some 
of you adults out of your fine 
self-centered worlds, but it is far 
before 13 that sex education is 
needed. I received mine (from my 
brother) when I was eight. My 
youngest brother is seven. He came 
home with his education from the 
streets. These educations are often 
false. Luckily he got his straight—from 
his eight-year-old friend!

The girl I am going steady with, at 
the time of this writing, is living with 
foster parents. Her foster parents had 
asked me to help her study for her 
finals. Fine. The exams started 
Wednesday. I got out of school 
Tuesday afternoon. We went to her 
foster home and into the living room. 
The drapes were wide open and 
anyone who cared to could look in 
and see us. The babysitter was also 
there. We studied through the entire 
afternoon. The babysitter left and five 
minutes later my steady’s sister came 
home. I didn’t kiss or touch my 
steady all afternoon. Her foster 
mother came home and gave us a 
lecture. We were told she trusted us, 
but she told us “I know what can 
happen.” This made me wonder how 

can she trust and not trust us at the 
same time. Another thing puzzling me 
was how she expected us to do 
anything “bad” (which is what most 
of you inhibited adults call it) when 
the curtains were open and people 
were in the house except for five 
minutes. I came to the conclusion that 
she either had me figured as an 
exhibitionist or a fast worker. I had 
her figured as a dirty old lady and a 
nincompoop. The reason for the 
preceeding is that the first thing she 
thought of when she saw us was sex. 
The reason for the latter is that she did 
not realize she had contradicted herself. 
Also she seemed unaware of the fact 
that if a couple nowadays wants to 
have sexual intercourse they will get 
the chance somehow. You can bet it 
won’t occur in the setting we were in.

My awe turned to pity. She told us 
she was against my visiting her foster 
daughter when there was no 
supervision because the neighbors 
would start talking. So here was the 
normal mother of a teenager trying to 
set three people’s lives after what 
others thought. She never said she was 
against it, she said she was against it 
because the neighbors might get to 
thinking. She also said she was sure 
my mother wouldn’t like it if her 
daughter was to be at home alone 
with me. This happens to be incorrect. 
My mother allows girls in the home 
even if she or my father are not at 
home. That is trust.
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Another strange attitude I have 
come across is the one some adults 
have against going steady. They feel 
one gets to know less people if one 
goes steady. They also feel that it’s 
too early to get tied down or too early 
to get serious. To begin with if you 
are around with one person, such as 
when going steady, you know the 
person far better than if you date him 
or her two or three times. It is not too 
early to get tied down. It gives 
experience in living with another 
person and teaches responsibility. The 
first person my mother went steady 
with (at the age of 21) is my father. 
She was fortunate to have a happy 
marriage—how many others don’t?

Some parents also like to overdo 
rules. My steady’s foster mother wants 
her to be home on time. I brought her 
home seven minutes late one day. She 
was punished for that. Seven minutes 
are easily lost. It could be a difference 
between watches. No excuses 
though—she has to be tight.

The same thing happens at school. I 
was late twice last school year. Once 
by five or six seconds and the second 
time by 30 seconds. I had to get a late 
slip. This procedure takes five minutes 
and ends in a half-hour detention. The 
teacher can be late and he holds up 35 
students. I’m late by a few seconds of 
my time and I am punished. The 
teachers are late 5 to 15 minutes and a 
few times they don’t show up.

Parents are pressuring many teens 

to go to church. I don’t know one 
single teen who enjoys church or goes 
voluntarily. One long-haired friend of 
mine went voluntarily till the pastor 
told him he doesn’t want bell-bottoms 
in church. This is stupid. How could a 
pastor actually do such a thing? I’ll 
tell you. It’s the same way he can 
support the war in Vietnam- The same 
way the church has been supporting 
“our boys” in every war. The church 
for me is pure bunk—religion, though, 
is not. I don’t understand how adults 
could be overlooking this unless you 
are really vegetables, as I have been 
suspecting.

Yes, brothers, let us build a five 
million dollar church for the Lord to 
show him our love. I say take the five 
million and give it to the poor and the 
needy. What you need for a church is 
a place to assemble and a preacher. 
Have meetings in a field—you’ll feel 
closer to God. Most church buildings 
are unnecessary and downright 
wasteful. A church is where you go 
dressed up in your best. It’s where 
you show your rivals in the rat race 
your new possessions. You go there so 
you are looked upon as righteousjust 
because you are there. I remember 
when I went to church—involuntarily. 
The last time was over two years ago. 
I daydreamed through every service 
and so did the rest of the teens I 
talked to. I enjoy services such as 
those by Billy Graham on TV. Here is a 
man who realizes what is going on. He 
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realizes the faults with churches.
Our pastor told us that nude 

photographs were bad and sinful. Yes, 
fellow believers, the nude body is bad, 
it is sinful. I’ll tell you church-goers 
something. God made that human 
body—it is beautiful. If you weren’t so 
up-tight about nudity all those ‘girlie’ 
magazines wouldn’t be on the 
newsstands. By the way, what are 
you looking at them for?

God is not the Lord of many of 
you. The Lord is money. With money 
you can buy power, love, people and 
anything else you want. I’m glad my 
generation thinks far less of money 
than yours. I could have received a job 
this summer. I didn’t take that job. 
My father had everything set up for 
me. All I had to do was say yes. My 
hair was to be cut by ten inches. Not 
much—just so it doesn’t go over the 
ears. I said no. This job had been 
picked for me by my father even 
without me knowing about it. I wasn’t 
to “bum around” this summer. Here 

are the typical parents pushing their 
teen into adulthood. It’s too early, 
according to some adults, for me to go 
steady, but not too early to work. 
I’ll get my fill of work yet. I had a 
job for two years already. I quit it so I 
could have some fun and enjoy that 
part of one’s life which is supposed to 
be carefree.

Our parents are mostly snivling 
cowards! They only stand up to 
people they can defeat. If the boss 
asks Mr. Joe Money slave to stay a few 
hours more Friday night he’ll do so. It 
may mean delaying a vacation plan 
but he’ll get a couple of bucks more. I 
hope all of them die happy knowing 
they have got a couple of thousand in 
the bank. Too bad they never enjoyed 
it or their life.

I think the hippie philosophy is the 
greatest. It has been said hippies are a 
reflection of our sick society. A few 
of you dummies thought it was the 
hippies who are sick. It’s your society 
that’s sick, sick, sick.

You hear a lot about the younger 

generation today. As a group, 
they arc getting in the news to a 

degree unheard of in previous years 
(“the olden times”, as they say.)

True—our teen-agers today are 
wonderful. They are healthier (thanks 
to their parents), they are smarter and 
better educated (thanks to their 
parents), and they are not so 
mercenary (thanks, or shame to their 
parents who gave them so many 
material things that the “things” and 
the effort required to make possible 

those “things” arc no longer 
appreciated).

In spite of all of these advantages 
and disadvantages most of our teens 
are truly fine people, quietly working 
hard to develop their lives to the best 
of their ability. They are human, 
however, and they make many goofs 
just as their parents do.

A good, hard working teen-ager 
hates to be publicized as “bad” just 
because a certain percent do bad 
things. He is rightfully indignant to be 
lumped with the worst. He knows he 
is not entirely perfect, but he is NOT 
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as bad as the worst. Likewise, we 
parents know we are also human, and 
are far from perfect, but we are also 
rightfully indignant to be lumped with 
the worst of parents by our teen-age 
children.

It is next to downright impossible 
to be considered a good parent by 
many teen-agers.

Teens complain that parents do not 
trust them—especially with the 
opposite sex.

The parent 
must not cite past examples when 
their trust was misplaced. On the 
other hand, the teen-ager feels no 
obligation to trust the parent’s voice 
of experience because, “Look at the 
bad things parents have done. They 
are not perfect.” Thus the teen’s 
reasoning seems to be: Good parents 
must trust their teen-agers, ignoring 
any past or present imperfections. 
Teen-agers need not trust their 
parent’s judgment because their 
parents are not absolutely and totally

Young people today apparently 
really believe the publicity they get. 
They really believe they are a special 
breed of humanity, far superior to the 
preceding generation. To use an old 
fashioned, parent-kind of term—they 
have “the big head”.

And now we come to the saddest 
and most worrisome comment of all. 
As a group, the younger generation is 
being used, and that is dumb. They 
are being used most effectively by 
those who want to destroy our free 
society. The idealistic young person is 
still far above the grubby workday 
world of striving, failing, .and striving 
again. Thus, he clearly sees all the 
terrible flaws of our society. 
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Naturally, he is ‘agin’ the whole 
stinking mess. When someone cleverly 
points up the many injustices, and 
gives him the heady excitement of 
strikes and riots where words such as 
“pig”, “imperialist”, and 
“establishment” are glibly shouted, 
then many young people are “taken 
in”, believing they are going to make 
over the world. They may be rebelling 
against war and the draft, rightly so, 
in my opinion, but they should first 
stop and ponder a bit.

SOUTH BEND. Ind.-A new Notre 
Dame University course in violence 
and nonviolence has been expanded 
more than tenfold before it even gets 
under way.

The course, titled “Program for the 
Nonviolent Resolution of Human 
Conflict,” will be offered at the start 
of the fall semester.

Originally it was planned to have 
one section, limited to 20 students.

The student leaders propose a study 
of nonviolence and Father Hcsburgh 
approved.

“I think you’ve put your finger on 

something,’' he said. “Billions are 
being spent annually for what is 
ultimately violence. Surely someone 
must be interested in investing in 
nonviolence.”

The Gulf Oil Corporation, 
impressed by Father Hcsburgh’s stand 
on student unrest, awarded Notre 
Dame an unrestricted grant of 
S100.000.

A committee of students and 
faculty fashioned details of the 
program and has assembled 700 books

SAILOR VANISHES IN 
TWILIGHT ZONE

Bill Verity hasn’t been heard from 
since August 14.

Coast Guard officials reported no 
contact Friday and confirmed that 
Verity’s 20-foot craft may have fallen 
victim to a treacherous stretch of sea 
called the Twilight Zone.

The zone, a mysterious patch of 
ocean in the triangle between San 
Juan, Miami and Bermuda, has been 
suspected for almost 100 years of 
gobbling up sailors and even pilots.

Coast Guard officials don’t think 
Debbie did him in, however, and 
instead the Twilight Zone will be the 
prime suspect if Verity does not 
appear.

Over the years, ships have 
disappeared in the zone with no 
traces. In 1945, five small Navy planes 
took off from Fort Lauderdale for the 
Bahamas.

A couple hours later a radio 
message from the air group said: “We 
don’t know our position. We don’t 
know where we are.”

They were never heard from again. 
The same fate befell another Navy 
plane that went to search for the
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Bill Verily

missing five.
Veteran aviation experts claim 

there is a dead spot in the Twilight 
Zone where radio communication is 
almost impossible.

Verity left from Fenit, Ireland. May 
22. His aim was to duplicate the trek 
that Verity claimed a monk took 
about 550 A.D. to the shores of 
Florida. UFO IN QUEBEC

According to Leo Paul Chaput 
saucers have landed at his farm at 
Chapeau, Quebec, 100 miles north of 
Ottawa.

■‘We were sitting at the kitchen 
‘round the back,” he said, “when we 
saw this big white light that lit up the 
field. It was just like day.” Chaput’s 
wife and eight children agree that

MALMOE, Sweden—A young

freighter more than 100 miles off the 
coast of Nicaragua clung to the back 
of a giant turtle for 15 hours before 
being picked up by a passing Swedish 
vessel it was reported recently.

Details of the incident were 
disclosed in a radio message from 
Captain Horst Werder, skipper of the 
Swedish motor ship Citadcll, to the 
ship-owners, Per Liljergrcn of 
Landskrona.

According to Werder, the 
unidentified Korean fell off his ship 
about 1 13 nautical miles off the coast 
of Nicaragua last Friday. The Korean 
spotted a giant turtle near by and 
managed to climb on its back. There

THE EAVESDROPPING GHOST 
By Andrew Lee

Although I had been expecting a 
certain ghost called “Williams” 
to become highly interested in my 

activities and maybe even to appear at 
my home, the manner and 
circumstances of his appearance left 
me somewhat shaken at the interest 
and knowledge that departed spirits 
can show in earthly affairs.

My previous experiences with the 
supernatural folk had almost always 
occurred within a “proper” setting, 
i.e., well into the night under 
conditions of no artificial 
illumination. However, this particular 
ghost chose to appear in a 
semi-darkened hallway, not for the 

purpose of haunting, but to 
eavesdrop, because my father and I 
had been discussing him as a result of 
a project I had undertaken.

To some the appearance of this 
ghost at that particular time might 
seem merely a coincidence, but that a 
ghost should appear after a long 
absence at a time when it is the topic 
of discussion smacks of more than 
coincidence; it shows that the 
departed take a very active interest in 
affairs concerning their haunts.

I live on a cattle ranch in central 
Washington approximately 30 miles 
west of Grand Coulee Dam. Rainfall is 
a scant 10 to 15 inches per year, and 
land, which settlers once attempted to 
cultivate with high hopes of success, 
has long since reverted to rangeland.

“Oldtimers”, still resident in the 
area, call upon their memories for 
stories of this region when it was a 
raw, booming frontier land and relate 
how the forbidding terrain and violent 
human passions of a bygone era left 
many spirits behind that still remain 
with the land for obscure reasons of 
their own.

It is from these oldtimers’ tales that 
I acquired the background of Williams 
and the dark deed he committed for 
which he still remains to haunt his 
former abode.

During the late 1800’s and early 
1900’s, parts of central Washington 
were made available for homesteading, 
and prospective empire builders 
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flocked to the region to avail 
themselves of the free land for the 
taking.

For several years after their arrival 
the settlers prospered, but, during 
several years’ drought, their topsoil 
blew away and the resulting poor 
yields forced them to abandon their 
farmsteads and attempt to settle in 
more hospitable areas.

During this time and for perhaps 20 
years afterwards there occurred the 
robberies and murders prevalent in 
any lawless frontier society. Many 
individuals, and on at least one 
occasion, a whole family, disappeared, 
never to be heard from again. Whether 
they were robbed and murdered for 
their possessions or were forced by 
lawless elements to flee for their lives 
remains as a matter of conjecture.

The haunting presently under 
discussion, by the ghost my family has 
known for 40 years as “Williams”, 
received its impetus on a small 
homestead located in an area of our 
ranch considerably hostile to 
productive cultivation. The house 
itself was located on a bench between 
scabrock and sage-covered hills to the 
south and similar rugged terrain to the 
north. Oldtimers are vague as to the 
date the farmstead was established, 
but believe it was sometime between 
1890 and 1900.

The homesteader was compelled by 
the nature of the land to seek 
employment elsewhere, leaving his 

wife along at home for long periods. 
During her husband’s long absences, 
the lonely woman often entertained 
neighboring men, and, since her home 
was located on a main wagon road, 
passing strangers also found a 
welcome and a respite from their 
travels.

“Williams,” it seems, was a frequent 
visitor to the lonely homestead, and 
became quite interested in the woman 
who occupied the house. For some 
reason, however, he murdered her one 
day in the house and buried her about 
a quarter mile away. His eventual fate 
after this is not known to the 
oldtimers’ knowledge.

When my grandfather acquired the 
site of the homestead in 1926 as part 
of his ranch, it already had a 
reputation among his neighbors as 
harboring the shade of the murderer.

On many occasions Williams was 
seen in the area, sometimes near dusk, 
often even in the daytime. My father 
and my uncles often encountered him 
during the heat of the day seated in 
the shade of a sarvis tree about a 
hundred yards from the site of the 
house. When approached, he either 
gradually faded from sight or spoke a 
few angry words before disappearing. 
These words were often, “Leave me 
and mine alone!”

For a time after my grandfather’s 
arrival, the haunting was rather 
moderate. My grandfather, however, 
moved the house about a mile’s 
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distance to a new location close to his 
house for use as a shed and 
unwittingly brought Williams home 
with him as an unwanted guest.

For the next thirty years Williams’ 
presence was often discovered at night 
in the vicinity of “his” old home. 
Most of the time he was discovered 
sitting part way up a utility pole by 
the bunkhouse, about a hundred yards 
from the present site of the building 
in which the murder occurred.

My father has often observed him 
at night sitting in midair some 
distance up the pole, but, whenever he 
has attempted to question the ghost 
he has received the same dark 
admonition to “Leave me and mine 
alone!”

Then Williams walks through the air 
to the chickenhouse, through it and 
thence into “his” house. Never has he 
given any indication of the reasons 
why he remains either at the house 
itself or at the house’s former site.

In 1956 an aunt from West Virginia 
visited the family, and, since she lives 
in an area where ghosts seemingly 
abound, she became quite interested 
in the tale of Williams.

One night my aunt and my father 
proceeded to the homestead site to 
attempt to establish some sort of 
contact with the ghost. Standing atop 
a small cliff overlooking the 
foundation, they began calling to 
Williams by name, beseeching him to 
speak to them and confide to them his 

reasons for remaining on the ranch to 
haunt his former abode.

For awhile there was no answer. 
Finally they heard some fearsome 
growling from the blackness below 
that seemed to gradually approach 
them. Then they were ordered in no 
uncertain terms by a voice originating 
close by to go home and stay there. 
Although my father will not admit 
that he was frightened by a ghost he 
had often encountered before this, 
they “got.”

In January 1968 I was home on a 
30-day leave from the Army prior to 
reporting for my new assignment in 
the Republic of Vietnam.

My encounter with Williams was 
the result of treasure-hunting activities 
in which I had been engaged. I had 
decided even before coming home to 
spend most of my leave hunting for 
treasures rumored to be in the area.

Accordingly, I borrowed a metal 
detector from a treasure-hunting 
cousin and proceeded to check the 
foundations of all abandoned 
homesteads and ranches to which the 
unpredictable winter weather allowed 
me access.

My search for hidden wealth finally 
led me to the site of the house in 
which Williams had murdered his 
mistress. The foundation of the house 
and a nearby cellar yielded me many 
rusty cans, tools, bottles and several 
well-preserved pots.

My efforts marked the second time 

49



that the cellar had been excavated by 
treasure seekers. One of my uncles 
had dug out part of the cellar in 1956. 
He states that, as a result of his 
digging, Williams was very much more 
in evidence around our house than 
was usual.

Therefore I suspected that, if the 
stories I’d heard concerning Williams’ 
desire for privacy were true, I might 
be visited by Williams himself with a 
warning to halt my search.

On the night of January 23, having 
spent the greater part of the day with 
my father digging in the cellar, I began 
preparations to retire about 10 
o’clock, which was an early hour for a 
soldier on leave. My father had 
stopped in the doorway of my 
bedroom to discuss the day’s 
treasure-hunting activities.

During the course of perhaps 45 
minutes, we discussed such aspects of 
the oldtimers’ recollections of 
Williams as whether there could have 
been any valuables secreted in the 
vicinity, whether Williams knew what 
I’d been doing, and the possibility 
that he might take some sort of action 
to halt my activities.

Directly behind my father, as he 
faced me, was a hallway along which 

are located three bedrooms, including 
mine, and a bathroom. The light from 
my bedroom dimly illuminated the 
hallway.

Several times during our discussion 
I thought I had glimpsed something 
behind my father and to the right, 
partly hidden by the door jamb, as I 
was not seated in a direct line with the 
hallway.

I leaned sideways on these 
occasions to obtain a better view, but 
since I didn’t believe there was 
anything out of the ordinary in the 
hallway due to my father’s presence in 
the doorway, I didn’t try to obtain a 
good view along the hallway.

We finally concluded our discussion 
and my father turned around 
preparatory to retiring to his room. 
Just as he turned, he stated soon 
afterwards, he found himself 
face-to-face with Williams, not three 
feet away from him. As soon as his 
presence was discovered, Williams 
immediately disappeared. My father, 
who had seen Williams on many 
previous occasions, was quite positive 
of his identity.

Thus ended my excavation of the 
foundation and celler site. I had 
practically completed my work there

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that day. and, since Williams had 
shown so much interest in my work, I 
decided to call it quits.

The only plausible conjecture I can 
derive from his appearance during a 
time when he was the subject of 
discussion is that he was 
eavesdropping on our conversation to 
find out any further plans I might 
have concerning the cellar.

To me this experience proves that 
at least some ghosts possess great 

interest in temporal affairs concerning 
their former abodes and are both 
willing and capable of exerting a not 
insignificant influence upon these 
affairs. In the light of Williams’ strong 
disapproval of anyone’s tampering 
with what he so obviously considers 
his property, I sincerely believe that 
he would have taken strong measures 
to intervene had I persisted in my 
activities.

come by the dreamcd-prcdictions of 
three assassinations, each prediction 
coming almost exactly one year in 
advance?—the late President John 
Kennedy; his brother, the late Senator 
Robert Kennedy; and the Voice of the 
Black Man, Rev. Martin Luther King.

It is possible to imagine the past 
with considerable facility but for 
imagination to pinpoint those fated to 
die while in the pink of health, in a 
society which normally does not kill 
its members indiscriminately, is 
something the imagination is not 
supposed to do accurately; and the 
same is true for the theory of 
“decaying images” of past events. But, 
among others, the now legendary 
Edgar Cayce was exceedingly good at 
this sort of thing-even though his 
“dreaming” was via self-induced sleep 
(trance). The same laws may apply in 
all cases of unconsciousness.

So many have taken poor old 
Morpheus to task! They are so sure 

that the material substance is all there 
is. Yet Albert Einstein pointed out 
that there must be other dimensions 
than our own (and, in my opinion, no 
dimension would be complete without 
“substance” of some sort).EVERYONE DREAMS

Even the day-old infant and the 
lower animals dream. Since the 
beginning of time (presumably), man 
has been speculating on this 
sometimes startling phenomenon. You 
would think that anything universal 
would be clearly understood by all 
men, but very little of a concrete 
nature is known about dreams and 
dreaming.

While casually observing a sleeping 
pet, perhaps you have noticed it 
twitch and make snuffling or growling 
noises while its eyelids fluttered in an 
exaggerated manner. He was 
dreaming. This eyelid twitching, with 
man as with beast, is called “rapid eye 
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movement” (REM). It is indicative of 
the dream state and has been well 
established by many researchers, 
notably in New York City, Chicago, 
St. Louis, Durham, N.C., Los Angeles 
and certain other large cities. Many 
colleges and universities either have 
well organized or. are preparing to 
organize parapsychology departments. 
It is the “in thing”! And the 
occult—including dreams—is being 
investigated in a more than casual way 
by the University of Moscow.

For some reason, as yet unclear, 
concise recall of dreams is neither 
necessary nor particularly common. 
Everyone, though, dreams several 
times during the course of each night’s 
sleep, except those caught up in drug 
or alcoholic stupor. The newborn 
child does more dreaming than 
anything else for the first six months. 
And those born blind also dream. Of 
what the very young and the 
congenitally blind dream is ’a moot 
question, but it would seem right to 
assume that they “visualize” abstract 
forms. Yet dream we do; the 
electroencephalogram says so!

Even though much is being learned 
about dreams and dreaming in general, 
all scientists are justifiably cautious 
when issuing statements anant 
progress. They usually preface their 
remarks with, “In my opinion.. .” or 
something enigmatic. But it is 
becoming increasingly clear that good 
health depends much on the process 

of dreaming, calling to mind that old 
rule about eight hours sleep per night. 
It is suspected that dreaming is a form 
of instruction on the conduct of the 
physical life. And it is now known 
that the body produces a toxic 
substance which is dissipated ONLY 
during periods of real dreaming.

Ancient philosophers mostly 
assigned spiritual connotations to 
dreams, but modern philosophers, 
such as Emmanuel Kant, David Hume 
and others (from the 17th century 
A.D. onward) felt strongly that 
dreams were cast-off portions from 
aware thought, a kaleidoscopic 
potpourri of human experience.

Sigmund Freud, the first great 
psychologist, supposed that dreams 
were generally a hodge-podge of 
nonsense, a clearing-house for all sorts 
of guilt feelings, yet, occasionally 
were amazingly logical. He opined 
that all dreams could be interpreted in 
an ordinary, material sense, provided 
the stimuli was known. Above all, he 
believed that all dreams dealt with 
sex, or at least something pertaining 
to the primitive procreative force, as 
with an infant’s dream being the 
desire for shelter and nourishment in 
the arms of its mother as a means of 
alleviating inherited guilt complexes.

If science would spend half the 
time searching for controlling laws 
which it now spends in debunking, it 
might join together all of the loose 
ends we now have with regard to the
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dream paradox. This would the more 
quickly answer some of the questions 
now confronting us. For instance: 
Why do some persons have prophetic 
dreams while most do not? Are some 
better able to receive than 
others?—“on the beam”, so to speak, 
like tuning in a radio or TV.. .And

Let us conjecture, for a moment, 
that dreams are requisite for renewal 
of spiritual values and, or energy, as 
separate from energy absorbed from 
the food we eat; the one being 
necessary for the functioning of 
“mind” or whatever you wish to call 
the Ego (intellect), and the other 
being necessary for the operation and 
upkeep of the material structure.

It is immutably certain that when 
the Ego leaves, the physical body 
absolutely ceases to function—and its 
labors cannot be restored as an 
operating unit (even though, strangely 
enough, individual organs may be kept 
alive, sometimes for long periods of 
time). When the Ego departs, it is said 
that there is a sudden drop in body 
weight, so that, from this, it can be 
deduced that the Ego is something of 
a substance—but in WHAT dimension?

Although a dream must be, first of 
necessity, a psychological 
experience—a “something” dealing 
with the human psyche—it is, 
secondly, in some way yet unknown, 
also biological—as many philosophers 
down through the centuries have 

asserted; primarily biological, they 
have said. But there are certain 
disturbances occurring in deep sleep 
(without REM) which should not be 
included as part of dreaming. These 
are somnambulism (sleepwalking), 
narcolepsy (unnatural drowsiness 
during the day), enuresis 
(bed-wetting), and nightmares. These 
are antagonistic to natural sleep 
whereas true dreams are 
“second-nature” to slumber. The 
commonest form of such 
disturbance—the nightmare—is said to 
be associated with hypoglycemia, a 
condition of low blood sugar, and 
may be combatted by a relatively high 
intake of carbohydrates (sugars, 
starches) shortly before retiring.

Some dreams are said to extend 
into wakefulness, with the persons 
involved being aware of it. Sleep is 
very close to hypnotism. Mental 
disease or mental instability shows 
itself quite early in dreams.

“AND THE ANGEL OF GOD 
SPOKE TO ME IN A DREAM”

A great many confide that dreams 
seem real and must have definite 
though often esoteric meanings. In 
less sophisticated days, this belief was 
far more prevalent than now. The 
Bible says: “And the angel of God 
spoke to me in a dream, saying, 
‘Jacob!’ And I said, .‘Here am I,’ ” 
(Genesis 31:11) whereupon Jacob was 
shown how to act with subterfuge.
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Legend has it that Pontius Pilate’s 
wife had a dream of warning about 
Jesus of Nazareth. Long before that, 
in the heyday of the Roman Empire, 
Brutus dreamed of extending a 
helping hand to Julius Caesar—but, 
instead, he was the first to stab Caesar 
on that fateful day in March.

Spencer Perceval, Prime Minister of 
England in 1812, dreamed that he 
would be assassinated in the House of 
Commons. Seven days before this, 
John Williams had the same dream. 
Perceval’s family tried to persuade 
him not to go near the House of 
Commons. But the duty-abiding 
gentleman insisted and paid with his 
life. He was shot by a madman.

James Watts, inventor of the steam 
engine, while trying to make shot a 
less costly process, dreamed of the 
way this could be done. The sewing 
machine, as we have it today with the 
hole at the bottom of the needle, 
came to Elias Howe by way of a 
dream in 1845.

On October 11, 1918 Bobbie the 
four-year-old son of the Beresfords in 
Buckinghamshire, England had a 
dream about a Mrs. Timms. The 
family knew no Mrs. Timms. But the 
little boy insisted that someone 
should tell Mrs. Timms that her son 
was killed—lay dead “in the mud”. 
Actually, Mrs. Timms lived some 
twenty miles away and had a son in 
uniform.

MORE PREDICTIONS

World nations trying to land 
astronauts on the Moon are 
sternly warned of a wide 

disaster which could wipe out much 
of the human race in 1 986, according 
to Paul Twitched, spiritual leader of 
ECKANKAR, the ancient science of 
Soul Travel; which Twitched describes 
as a world-wide movement with more 
than 150,000 followers.

In an exclusive interview during his 
recent eastern tour Twitched told us, 
“The Moon Plague, which is some sort 
of a virus, will have the same 
disastrous results as the Black Plague, 
which almost decimated the 
population of the European countries 
in the Dark Ages.

“Approximately a quarter of the 
human race will be carried off by the 
Moon Plague before the scientists can 
find an antidote to halt it. Perhaps 
100 million people will be affected by 
it.

“The only areas not to be touched 
by it will likely be New Zealand, 
Ireland, Iceland, parts of Australia, 
Mexico, and the lower parts of South 
America, Alaska, Scotland, Tibet, 
Northern Canada, Scandinavian 
countries and the desert areas of the 
United States, Central Asia and North 
Africa.”

The Moon Plague, as Paul Twitched 
cads it, will be some sort of virus 
never before found in the annals of 
human history. It will be brought 
back by those who return from duties 
on the Moon. These persons returning 
will be carriers of the virus. It will 
wipe out millions in Asia, Africa, 
Russia and parts of the Far East, 
where the population is heaviest and 
strike the European countries. Except 
for the large cities in the United 
States, most of the population will 
not be affected.

According to those that keep track 
of these things, Twitched has been 85 
percent right in his predictions. In 
another warning he has told the space 
agencies that they should look into 
the atmospheric conditions of the 
Moon and other planets which could 
be dangerous to the human body, 
before they are opened for extensive 
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explorations.
Twitchell is considered to be one of 

the leading figures in the field of 
prophecy today. However, unlike 
other psychics, he uses a method 
called ECK-Vidya, an ancient system 
of prophecy which can be 
accomplished during soul travel.

He explains that while “out of his 
body” he is able to see events long 
before they happen. To do this he 
explains all one has to do is travel out 
of the body and look at the Akashic 
records of an individual. These are in 
the form of a deck of cards which can 
be fanned out and read at will.

“We carry these Akashic records 
from one lifetime to another, building 
up a permanent record of events which 
we have done in each incarnation.

“What a reader will do is look at 
this fanned out deck of cards, or the 
Akashic records, and pick out specific 
points of certain lifetimes which he 
feels are important and thus when 
someone else gives the same person a 
reading it may be different because I 
will think one thing more important 
than another.”

Twitchell explains that readings 
more-or-less “depend upon the 
judgment and the ability of the reader 
and what he thinks is important, if 
you have a good reader he will give 
you some interesting information. If 
he doesn’t know what he is doing, or 
reads something wrong the 
information you receive will be of 

little value.”

THERE GOES CALIFORNIA
“I stood atop a mountain and could 

see the shores of California for many 
miles. The winds were whipping up 
the seas sending waves a half mile into 
the air. Suddenly the earth trembled, 
the ground shook with a mighty force 
and I could see the far off villages and 
towns glowing as fires blazed out of 
control.

“In a matter of minutes portions of 
California were slipping off into the 
sea with only the screams of a million 
persons filling the air.

“I then awoke in a cold sweat only 
to know that what I had just dreamed 
was a psychic impression of what was 
to come.

This vision is but one of several 
which has brought the subject of 
prophecy to the forefront of our lives.

future. When it does it will happen 
with little, or no warning and will 
change the shape of our west coast.

Actually the sleeping prophet. 
Edgar Cayce saw such events more 
than thirty years ago while in a 
semi-sleep like state. In fact Cayce 
foresaw a complete upheaval taking 
place that would change the course of 
the Mississippi and put both the coast 
of Southern California and New York 
City beneath water. He also told of 
seeing the rising from the sea of the 
legendary continent of Atlantis, as he 
put it “not so far away”—sometime 
before the year 2000.

certainly didn’t make any such 
prediction.” She was convinced that 
the late Edgar Cayce also had been 
misquoted.

In fact checking on this ourselves 
we discovered, talking with those high 
in the ranks of the Association for 
Research and Enlightenment, that 
Cayce had never set a definite date for 
California to sink. Several persons in 
the society we talked with were 
concerned that their “prophet” would 
get a bad name because of the 
publicity which has been given to the 
subject in recent months—especially 
after the date set by self-made 
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researchers of Cayce’s work who 
claimed that he had pin pointed the 
exact date, and even time, when 
California was due to meet its doom.

Several months ago, in a lengthy 
conversation, another noted prophet, 
Daniel Logan author of THE 
RELUCTANT PROPHET(Doubleday 
& Company) told us that as things 
now stand both California and New 
York would sink sometime before the 
turn of the century. However on a 
lighter side he commented that all this 
could be changed if people would just 
send out good vibrations and sweep 
away the negativity that seemingly has 
taken our nation by storm in recent 
years.

It is interesting to note that many 
of the great prophets of our time (i.e. 
Dixon, Logan, Cayce) all claim to 
have had visions of similar events 
which are yet to take place.

Both Jeane Dixon and Daniel 
Logan (who interestingly enough seem 
to be of different political ideals) see 
the next great war as taking place 
between Russia and the United States 
who will combine forces to fight Red 
China.

According to the Philadelphia 
Prophet, Ted Owens, the next world 
war will not be an atomic war as 
would be expected but will be fought 
with germs. In fact Owens, just like 
Twitchell, sees a period in the near 
future which will pit the United States 
against an attack by germs. However, 

unlike Twitchell, he sees this as a 
result of a secret, and silent, attack by 
Red China.

Another noted psychic, Malve Dee 
also sees the U.S. and Russia against 
China but points out that before then 
all things will not necessarily be all 
wine and roses. In fact she sees several 
problems including trouble over Berlin 
“which seems to cause a flareup of old 
hatreds and jealousy.”

In other world situations the 
Amazing Canadian Psychic sees the 
mid-east situation continuing to be 
explosive. “Peace talks and 
recommendations put forth by the 
United Nations will be ignored.

“Moshe Dayan’s aura shows that he 
is in a period of personal danger, and 
thus he should take care. A warlike 
man, and the quotation comes to 
mind ‘that those who live by the 
sword, shall most certainly perish by 
the sword.’ ”

England’s most publicized seer, 
John Pendragon through his American 
representative, Brad Steiger tells us 
that “The Dragon of China will move 
south with devastating effects. There 
is great danger coming from China in 
the more distant future.”

Joseph DeLouise whose prediction 
of the collapse of the famed Point 
Pleasant “Silver Bridge”, was 100% 
accurate says that “U.S. troopswill be 
involved in other Asian wars, 
including one that began in a small 
way in 1968, and will continue to 
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build up more in 1969 and 1970.”
Elaine Chambers, founder of the 

City of Light, told us in an exclusive 
interview that “Before long our cities 
will be practically destroyed in order 
that our people will have to learn to 
live, work and play together, a 
Brotherhood if you will. Many will 
come together before the end of the 
1960’s to do just that. People will 
begin to migrate to the Northwest, 
mountain and valley areas to begin 
with.

“They will come close to even 
destroying Washington but in the end 
Justice and the Destiny of the United 
States will win out.”

How will this war end? Well 
actually “Man will have to give up his 
war because Nature will begin another 
war with mankind. Hunger strikes all 
over the world—many will die of 
starvation.”
