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EDITORIAL

Why was I born? That’s a
question many people ask, or

maybe we should say that’s a
question everybody asks; for life is
quite a mystery. Today, more than
ever, the reason for our existence is
being questioned. The young, faced
with a terribly complex and
incomprehensibly awry world, find it
difficult to understand what their
place is in this welter of confusion,
war, hate, pollution, prejudice and
crime. When they picture themselves
as being against all these evil things,
they reason that if they are against
them, they ought to show it, do
something about it. But when they
declare themselves, protest the war for
instance, they find themselves
attacked both with criticism and with
force. They are bewildered.

There is an answer, of course. But
finding answers is not just a matter of
analysis—because the factors
employed in making that analysis are
in themselves deceiving because they
are the very things we have listed in
the foregoing paragraph. And if we

use these as the basis for our
reasoning, we will only come up with
an answer inherent in those things—it
cannot be but an evil and discouraging
answer. It will come out something
like: we were born to fight, hate, kill,
cheat, lie, discriminate, etc. And that’s
what we invariably do! So, why resist
it, say some of these confused
youngsters. In the university, such
basics are taught as “survival of the
fittest” and it does come out “kill or
be killed”. If that is true, say the
questioners, then why not choose the
top of the heap, the victory, the
spoils, rather than turn the other
cheek and inherit the tombstone?
Well, the answer lies in a precedent.
But before we give the precedent, let’s
give the answer—we were born to die!
Psychologists have an explanation
for what’s going on in the world today
(or any other day); a cause for the
business of rushing as a people into a
suicidal war in which both death as an
army and death as an individual is the
result. They call it the “death wish”.
They say there is something in our
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makeup that causes us to want to die.
We don’t admit it consciously, but
deep down somewhere in our psyche
there exists this fatalism that says “I
want to die.” It is a reasonable
explanation for war, for ignoring the
risk involved in setting a speed record
on the salt flats or on water or in the
air or even an attempt to reach the
moon. Any racing driver knows that
as the records climb, the chances of a
fatal smashup increase—there is a
point where a land-driven vehicle, for
instance, will disintegrate; it may be at
750 miles per hour, and the present
record is 607. Yet, the drivers will
continue to try to raise that record to
the fatality point. It is that
subconscious death wish, say the
psychologists.

But they are wrong. It is in the
precedent that we find the answer. If
we want to see the future, we must
look at the past. If we want to see
what is above, we must look below. If
we want to see what is afar, we must
look nearby. So, what is the precedent
for the premise that we were born to
die. It is in our birth. In the beginning
we were a fertilized egg. An ovum in a
female was impregnated with a sperm
from a male. The result of that union
is a human being whose sole purpose
while in the womb is to be born—we
might say the fetus has a “birth wish”.
Why was [ conceived?”, we would be
asking the identical question we now
ask: “Why was | born?” And the

answer would be—to be born. When
we enter the world outside the womb,
we are placed in a new environment.
It is a developing environment, just as
the womb was a developing
environment for the foetus. We grow
to larger size, and we develop in many
ways. Our mind, our talents, our
physical and mental proficiency
develop? And when we are confronted
with the prospect of death, and the
destruction of all of this to no
purpose whatever except to return to
the primal dust out of which it was all
constructed, we have good reason to
ask why.

When we consider the foetus, we
find it obvious that the purpose of
that womb-environment existence is
preparatory to an event-birth. There is
no mystery here. We can see that the
foetus could not possibly develop in
any other way, and the end result
cannot be anything other than birth.
We can, probably, construct an
artificial test-tube sort of
environment, an imitation of a womb,
and develop a fertilized ovum in it,
but it would still be a womb in effect,
and we would have to “give birth” to
the developed foetus eventually by
removing it from the test-tube
environment. Why, then, should we
reason differently when we ask: “Why
was I born?” The answer is just as
obvious—we were born to develop in
the ecological environment we call the
planet Earth. And we have a specific




“time for development” that amounts
to an average of 70 years, just as the
pre-natal period is about 273 days.
When our 70 years of pre-mortum
period is up, we die. It is the purpose
of our 70 years of life. That is the
answer to our question.

First we asked: “Why was I
conceived?”” Then we asked: “Why
was | born?” Can there be any doubt
that when we die, we will ask: “Why
did I die?”

We die to inherit the promise of
creation—ours and the infinite
universe. Would we raise a race horse
to the time we bring him to the

starting gate for his first race, then
destroy him with a bullet through the
head? Would we build a rocket to go
to the moon, then blow it up on the
pad? Would God bring a man to the
point of death, then annihilate him?

We were born to die—and as a
climax, it should be as important and
as glad an event as our birth. We
celebrate our birthday, and it seems
logical that there will be even more
cause to celebrate our
deathday—when it happens, and
celebrate both for an eternity
thereafter.—Rap.

It is now common knowledge that
the other planets of our planetary
system cannot support complex forms
of life. Venus is too hot. Jupiter is too
cold. And the atmosphere of Mars is
too thin, despite some evidence that it
contains both oxygen and water
vapor.

But is this “common knowledge”

scientific fact or simply the
suppositions of men limited by their
own earth-bound experiences? All life
on Earth from the simpliest one-celled
plant or animal to man or a stately,
centuries-old redwood is composed of
carbon. But what if there was life out
there somewhere based on another
element, one which could withstand
the intensities of heat and the rigors

of cold as no carbon-based life could?
The most likely possibility is silicon.

Carbon and silicon are
closely-related elements with many of
the same properties. They both fuse
easily with gases and other elements, a
quality important to the creation of
life. In fact, silicon fuses so easily that
it is not found in a pure state
anywhere on Earth but always mixed
with other elements, minerals, and
gases. They are both versatile and
adaptable which has led to their wide
industrial use.

But it is their dissimilarities which
caused the creation of life on Earth
based on carbon while silicon has
remained lifeless and inert. These
differences are largely technical having

to do with the atomic and electronic
structure ofthe two elements. But the
results are easily understood.

Carbon is soluble in water, but
silicon except in certain unusual
circumstances is not. This has meant
that carbon molecules can maintain
their independent structure even when
vaporized or dissolved while silicon
molecules merge into mass substances.
Scientists have pointed out that given
the degrees of temperatures on Earth
at the time life first originated, it is
not at all surprising that it was based
on carbon and not silicon.

Secondly, carbon atoms become
more complex in relation to other
carbon atoms while silicon atoms
require the intermediate activity of



oxygen atems. Paradoxically, this has
eliminated the possiblity of silicon life
on a planet containing plentiful
sources of oxygen.

But these very disadvantages might
work in another direction under
different environmental and
atmospheric conditions. Earth’s
unlimited supplies of water, either as
liquid or vapor, has worked against
the life-producing possibilities of
silicon. But what would happen on a
planet where water existed in some
unrealized form and reacted to its
surroundings in a way which would be
inexplicable to us on Earth?

The question of oxygen or other
gases could also be considered in this
light. If plentiful supplies of oxygen
have kept silicon lifeless, what would
be the effect of a thin atmosphere like
that of Mars? Or even an atmosphere
which contained no oxygen such as
the ones which exist on the majority
of other planets in our planetary
system? Gases are volatile and often
unpredictable. So how would other
gases react to silicon in an oxygenless
environment?

What biochemical changes in silicon
could be wrought by drastic
temperature changes on other planets?
One of the most common of all

scientific facts is that gases and
elements are influenced by
temperature.

This is not necessarily the imagined
ravings of a gifted science-fiction
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writer. Two scientists of the late
nineteenth century and early
twentieth century, the German, Julius
Scheiner, and the Frenchman, Camille
Flammarion, speculated on the
possibilities of silicon life. Professor
Scheiner was Director of the Potsdam
Observatory when he demonsgrated
just what could be done with silicon.

While most silicic compounds are
insoluble in water, there is a
combination of silicic acid and
potassium which is soluble. Scheiner
added to this mixture a tiny amount
of silver nitrate inducing the transfer
of one liquid to the other and
artificially creating a form of osmosis.
As any high school biology student
knows, osmosis is the process which
enables food to pass from the
digestive tract into the blood stream
of animals.

Flammarion was one of the most
reknowned astronomers of his time
and one of its great speculative minds.

He argued that silicon life under other

planetary conditions was not only
possible but probable. He pointed out
that there was no valid scientific
reason why body organs could not
evolve to accommodate gases and
food which would destroy
carbon-based life.

After all, even carbon-based life had
developed infinite varieties of body
organs ranging from those of the
sponge to higher animals capable of
sustaining life under an



equally-infinite variety of
circumstances. How little we really
know about life on this planet is
indicated by the fact that scientific
investigators have only quite recently
discovered that the brain of a porpoise
is as complex and capable of growth
as that of a man’s. His big relative, the
killer whale, is probably his equal, and
other whales are not far behind. Back
a few decades, who would have
thought that these containers of
blubber were potentially man’s
intellectual equals?

That even carbon-based terrestrial
life can survive—and what is as
important, function actively—in
essentially hostile environments has
been recently proven in a series of
experiments by Dr. Sanford M. Siegel
of the University of Hawaii. Dr. Siegel
has bombarded tarantulas with
ultraviolet radiation which supposedly
makes other planets uninhabitable.
Result: the tarantulas were even more
vicious, and very much alive. He has
subjected baby turtles to a simulated
atmosphere of 90% carbon monoxide,
and they survived. He has grown
cucumber seeds in mercury, usually
considered deadly poison. He has
taken a strain of bacteria and raised it
in an atmosphere composed of
ammonia, perhaps duplicating the way
scientists believe life originated on this
planet, but previously thought not
possible in organisms used to an
atmosphere of oxygen.

As in so many other ways, the
science-fiction writers may have been
there first.

Edgar Rice Burroughs (author of
the Tarzan tales) once described a race
of intellectual pterodactyltype reptiles
inhabiting the mythical inner-Earth
world of Pellucider. But even these
brainy lizards had their problems, for
to accomplish work requiring manual
dexterity, they had to capture a
dim-witted but nimble-fingered man.

The immutable laws of science keep
changing. One which was held for a
long time was that carbon-based life
could survive and grow only by eating
carbon-based food. However,
experiments by a team of University
of Pennsylvania scientists under the
supervision of Professor Alan F.
MacDiarmid have changed this, too.
They have developed a strain of
bacteria which can survive and
multiply only on a silicon compound.

The origin and survival of life on
this planet has been due to a series of
the most unlikely accidents. Consider,
for example: Methane and ammonia,
both poisonous gases, were essential
for the first beginning of life on Earth,
or the fact that without oxygen,
catbon-based life could not survive.
Yet, pure oxygen will kill with the
deadly certainty of strychnine.

Accidents have the unhealthy habit
of recurring, as anyone who has
stubbed his big toe twice in the same
day, knows.



WE THOUGHT WE WERE PEOPLE

hat is a people? Do you know?

A horse is a four-legged animal

which can be used to pull a
cart, carry a hunter on a fox chase,
carry a beautiful girl on his back while
she jumps through a flaming hoop,
win the Kentucky Derby, or provide
food for minks being raised to make
beautiful coats for rich women—or
even for hamburgers (and they are
good hamburgers) if you can get away
with it without the food inspectors
catching you. Whatever he is used for,
there is no doubt that he is a horse.
But how do you define a people?

The people is we. According to the
Constitution, We, the People, framed
a document that outlines a form of
government in which the people rule
themselves through elected
representatives, and they adopted a
Bill of Rights that defines what people
are entitled to. Constitutionally
people have the right to Life, Liberty
and the Pursuit of Happiness. In a
special “bill of particulars” people
have the right to own property, to
enjoy privacy, to speak freely, to trial
by their peers, and many others.
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They are the people.

Are YOU a people?

People are defined in the
Constitution as “individuals”. The

very concept of being free is of being
an individual. You are a person.
Collectively you and other persons
make up The People. But no matter if
you are a unity enmeshed in a whole
group, you are still an individual. All
of the People protect your rights to be
a person.

Except. . .

In the public interest by right of
eminent domain.

We, the People, hold that where the
welfare of the group is concerned, the
rights of the individual must be
subject to the group. For example, if a
highway is necessary for the
transportation of the people as a
whole, the right to own property is



subject to the people’s need—by due
process of law and by paying a fair
price the individual’s land can be
acquired in the public interest in order
to construct the road. There can be
little argument about this “right of
the People”, and in the event there is
some disagreement as to fair price, the
courts set up by the People are there
to assure “redress of grievances”. In
framing the Constitution, the People
took note of the fact that not all
people are fair. The courts assure that
the bully cannot overwhelm the weak
or the timid.

One of the rights the People have is
the vote. Since the framers of the
Constitution also realized that there is
strength in numbers, and that a
majority group of bullies can also
overwhelm a minority, they included
balances and checks against the vote
becoming “mob rule”. Presidents, for
example, are elected by an Electoral
College which is not bound to elect by
the will of the majority if it considers

that majority constitutes an unfair .

mob, a group bully. The House of
Representatives was also designed to
reflect the will of the people, both
majorities and minorities. Because of
free speech, public opinion is also a
powerful force. Of primary
importance was the “balance” and
“check” provided by that august body
called the Supreme Court. How
successfully all these things have
worked is not the subject of this

article, other than that out of it has -
come a definition of “people” and
their relationship to “civil rights” and
““human rights”. What we are
concerned with here is an effort to
decide if we (you and I) are “people”?
For the sake of argument, let’s say we’
are “‘persons”, ,‘individuals”, and that
this is synonymous with “People”.
You are a “people”; I am a “people”.

Let’s take me, first. As one of the
persons in this republic who
participates in its democratic action, I
managed to get an education in the
public schools, I also found a job in
the free enterprise system, in which I
made enough money to become even
more freely enterprising and started
my own business based on my real
talent and first love, writing. Writers
sometimes have difficulty selling what
they write, so it was an expression of
enterprise that I started a publishing
business and became a published
writer whose work reached the public
and was read because my enterprise
included “buying” my own writings.
Quite a thing, don’t you admit? Not
really possible in anything but our
form of government.

With some of the money I earned, 1
bought a broken-down farm on which
there was an earthen dam, a mill
pond, a trout stream, some 50 acres of
forest, some crop land. I cleared more
than 30 truckloads of debris and junk-
from the property, rebuilt the dam,
installing winch operated steel gates,
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restored the pond to a condition in
which fish grew prolifically, ducks and
geese found nesting places, deer and
otter and muskrats and many other
animals roved, and myriads of birds of
every species native to Wisconsin
congregated. | converted the trout
stream (not only on my own property
but miles downstream) from a sucker
and carp ridden morass of mud, to a
clear, sparkling, gravel-bottomed
stream literally teeming with native
trout (as opposed to “planted” fish
which die within weeks after planting
or are all fished out on the opening
days of the fishing season, and which
cannot reproduce themselves).

Need | tell you the result? As soon
as The People discovered the stream
and pond had been rehabilitated, the
right of the “public” to use public
waters was again exercised, and the
“sportsmen”, the “fishermen™, with
their gaudy paraphernalia and their
beer cans proceeded to rape the
waters, standing shoulder to shoulder
until all the fish were captured.

Because “recreation” is the business
of the Game Wardens, they also
appeared in numbers. Their main
business is economical, not ecological.
They are there to provide an
environment that is economical, not
ecological. They are there to provide
an environment that is conducive to
selling fishing and hunting licenses,
bring sportsmen into the area to prime
the local economy with the money
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they spend on their sport, which
includes equipment, food, lodging,
and all the many ways it costs money
to go fishing. To a game warden,
conservation is fish to catch and
animals and birds to kill. However, as
a “people” with the right to privacy,
your writer, along with many of his
neighbors, aghast at the litter, beer
cans, broken glass, cut fences,
destroyed pine plantations, stolen
property, arrogant trespassing, even
threats to property and life through
careless use of fire in tinder-box dry
forest areas (have you ever seen a
forest fire?), was forced to resort to
the legal protection against trespassing
by “posting” the property, thus
limiting the fisherman only to their
own legal rights, the rights to use
public waters (but not private land).

The right to use public waters
extends to many others besides
sportsmen. Water is not solely for
fisherman. It is also for boating and
swimming and other esthetic uses.
One of the uses we put our water to,
our pond, was to build a sandy beach
(at a cost of S700) and with the
cooperation of the local school board,
we instituted a swim-teaching program
for children under the auspices of the
Red Cross, and taught more than 900
children to swim. But did you know
that sportsmen and game wardens
hate children and sandy -beaches in
fishing waters? Accordingly, they
united and strove legally to have my



pri\"rate dam condemned and removed,
forced me into court at great expense
to defend my right to own property,
arrested me for making repairs on the
dam (they called it illegal deposit of
material in the bed of a navigable
stream—it was actually in a mill-race
200 feet from the stream) and 1 am
still to appear in court where I will no
doubt be fined heavily because it will
be impossible to get a fair trial in this
“loaded” citation. If these “People”
had been able to make their “rights”
stick, the only place locally where
children can get free lessons on how
to swim would have been eliminated,
and their rights to the use of public
waters would have been abrogated by
an arrogant pressure group.

We, who thought we are also
“people”, have been threatened with a
beating, been cursed, subjected to
incredible harrassment by a game
warden who cannot be classed as
anything but an invading enemy and a
totally prejudiced little tin Hitler. He
is very dangerous to us, and has
publicly stated (in court) that his
intention is to destroy our dam and
“all other similar dams everywhere”. I
will see him in hell first!

Now to go to you. Perhaps you
have heard of the new National Park
that has been set up which includes
the famous Apostle Islands in lake
Superior? You may also have heard of
the attempts to take away the legal
and tribal and treaty rights of the

Indians who live on the shore of lake
Superior (they failed, happily!). But
have you heard of the treatment given
home owners in the area, after more
than a century of family living,
thrown out with meagre recompense,
and shown how little rights they have
as people in the face of the rights of
“The People”, preservation of our
natural resources, safeguarding of the
ecology and preserving public
recreational areas from private
monopoly? Prior to this new National
Park, this area was unpolluted,
beautiful, undisturbed in its natural
state. You know what will now
happen—a huge public dump heap of
garbage and beer cans and bottles, and
the sad retirement of the local people
from the area, heartbroken over the
destruction of their homes and the
very things the People say they are
trying to preserve.

No, there is nothing wrong in
establishing National Parks. Nothing
wrong in preserving some of the wild
areas of our nation in its original
primitive and undisturbed beauty. But
this is not the purpose of The People.
The purpose is economy, not ecology.
And the masses will once more ride
roughshod over the individual.
““Undisturbed wild areas” is a
misnomer!

In reality, it is not The People who
are committing these acts of
aggression against the individual, but
the government itself.
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What Louis Cassels, writing in the
Milwaukee Journal, said about the
subject dramatizes it about as well as
anything we’ve read. We reproduce his
comments with apologies to him and
to the Journal for filching his very
aptly turned sentences; he makes our
point too well to refrain from quoting
him! Says Cassels:

There are not even ruins to mark
where Ellenton stood before it got in
the way of a government project 20
years ago.

The project was, and is, the
Savannah River plant of the Atomic
Energy Commission. It’s where they
make plutonium, the essential
ingredient of nuclear weapons and
power stations.

To build it, the government
seized—that’s the precise legal term,
seized—more than 200,000 acres of
land in the western part of South
Carolina. There were three little
villages, including my hometown of
Ellenton, within the site that
engineers considered most suitable for
the plant.

Living in and around the three
villages were 6,000 people. Most had
lived there all their lives, as had their
parents and their parents’ parents on
back for seven or eight generations.
They had farms and businesses that
they had spent years developing. Most
of all, they had large and intricate
networks of human ties—family
relationships, friendship, a deeply
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shared sense of community.

But the engineers said this was
where they wanted to build the $1.3
billion plutonium factory.

The people didn’t protest very
loudly. The patriotism of the Deep
South is an instinctive thing. These
people had given their sons when their
country said it needed them to fight
wars, and they would not balk at
giving up their homes when their
country said it needed them to
prepare for possible future war.

The government said it would pay
them well for their property. But the
people discovered that when the
government wants your land, it
doesn’t bother to negotiate. It just
takes the land, and deposits to your
credit the sum that it has unilaterally
determined to be what it calls a fair
price.

If you feel that the price is
disgracefully low—as most of the
displaced folks did—you can go into
federal court and sue for additional
compensation. But you’ll have to wait
a long time, and’ the lawyers will get
the lion’s share.

The government ended up paying
about $19 million for the three little
towns and the 200,000 acres of field
and forest land around them.

Today, the AEC reports with
obvious pride that there is more than
$28 million worth of timber on the
land it seized.

You think about things like that



when you look for the place where
your father’s general store used to be
and find nothing but a rank and
tangled mass of kudzu vine.

For some reason, all traces of
former human habitation have been
removed in the area. Not even a privy
has been left standing. The worst part,
I think, was when I finally located the
spot where my grandfather built a
dam across Four Mile Creek to create
a lake. 1 spent a good part of my
boyhood in, on and around that lake,
and I thought surely it would still be
there.

Well, it is, in a way. But when [ saw
it, vapors of steam were rising from its
surface, like a scene in Dante’s hell.

My AEC guide explained that huge
quantities of water are pumped out of
the Savannah River to cool the giant
reactors where nuclear fission
produces plutonium and other
elements. The hot water that comes
out of the plants is dumped into Four
Mile Creek to cool off a bit as it winds
its way back toward the Savannah
River. That way, the AEC doesn’t get
so many squawks about thermal
pollution of the river.

But Four Mile Creek is so hot that
all of the trees around grandfather’s
lake have been killed. The dense,
towering cypress swamp in which I
used to fish and play tag with water
mocassins is now just a grim forest of
dead tree hulks.

My guide must have seen the

expression on my face, for he began
to talk very rapidly about all of the
good, constructive things that are
being done with radioactive elements
that are produced at the Savannah
River plant. He assured me that
plutonium will be the nation’s chief
source of energy by the year 2000,
which is only 30 years away. But all I
can see is that kudzu vine, and the
steam rising from the dark, swift
water of Four Mile Creek.

Some simple mathematics reveals
the true picture; and a startling
picture it is! First, the government
paid the owners of these 200,000
acres $19 million; which figures out to
$95 per acre. Not a bad price, you
might say? (Except similar land sells
for $200 per acre in the private
market) But what about the $28
million in timber? That is worth $140
per acre. If the owners had cut that
timber and sold it, they would have
had $45 per acre more than the
government paid them, and they still
would have owned the land! After
cutting (the government let the trees
die), the land could then have been
sold for $95 per acre, netting the
owners $235 per acre. The difference
between what the land was worth
($47 million) and what the
government actually paid ($19
million) is $28 million which the
government acquired from these
people in a high-handed brigandry so

arrogant as to be unbelievable. And
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they brag about it!

There is the case of renter Wilbur
Jensen in Omaha, Nebraska. He came
home from work one night to find his
home bulldozed to the ground, his
clothing, furniture, tools and private
possessions destroyed in the wreckage.
The reason? The city had ordered the
owner to make certain repairs
(needed, by the way) to bring the
property up to zoning standards, and
when the work had not been done six
months later (Jensen knew nothing
about the situation), the city ordered
the building destroyed. Did Jensen get
“redress of grievances”? Was he a
People? No. But he did learn one
thing—you can’t fight City Hall. .

What about the Oklahoma couple
who found their farm home
repeatedly broken into and robbed
while they worked at their jobs in
town? They rigged a shotgun inside
the house and succeeded in wounding
the next intruder in the legs. They
were sued for $30,000, forced to sell
their home to pay up, left destitute,
and The People, in the form of the
courts, decreed that the suit was
justified, and that a property owner
cannot booby-trap his home and
endanger the person of anyone else,
no matter if he is trespassing or
robbing or destroying. His right to be
safe from bodily harm supercedes all
this. He is a People. The home owner
and his wife are not. They are criminal

individuals.
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Who are these People whose right it
is to benefit from the heartaches of
others, and who can invade their
Constitutional rights without
compunction? How did it happen that
the victims lost their status as People?
Is it because it is no longer a “right”
to be an individual, to be a person?
Do we no longer rule ourselves as The
People, but have come under mob rule
by savages and criminals? Is this the
result of the “one man, one vote”
principle so foreign to our Republic
and its Constitution? Has the enemy
our forefathers recognized, and
attempted to guard against in
instituting our form of government,
finally won victory over us?

- In this great Republic, the rights of
the individual are deemed paramount.
But the day has finally come when
that right has been superceded by the
rights of The People who are now
called The Public. The public interest
is now paramount. And the pounding
fist of the bully, or the wrecking ball
of the wrecker, has become the law of
the land. Is this “progress”? True
progress is an individual thing, and
comes from the heart. As persons, we
have hearts. As The People, we are
heartless, cruel, and terribly
dangerous. Divided we stand, bloody
and bosed; united we are doomed to
fall (by our own hand). Where did we
go wrong?

Who are The People? Not you? Not
1? Then who!

A REPORT OF SOME VERY MYSTERIOUS

APPEARANCES AND DISAPPEARANCES

By Kurt Glemser

’I\eleportation is a two-way

phenomenon. It involves an
involuntary, unexpected and certainly
undesired transference from our
three-dimensional world to the
unknown one of four dimensions, or
even vice-versa.

Around the year 1200 in Bristol,
Gloucester, England, a knife fell
through a roof-window. The lady of
the house recognized it as that of her
husband. When her husband returned
home from sea she discovered the
knife had accidentally fallen from the
ship the same hour and day as it fell
into the house.

On the morning of October 25,
1593, a soldier appeared on the Plaza
before the Palace in Mexico City. Gil
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Pérez was of the regiment which was
at that moment guarding the walled
citadel of Manila in the Philippine
Islands. The soldier said that the
Governor of the Philippines had been
killed the night before. It was puzzling
as to how the soldier could travel
9000 miles in one night. The soldier
said the teleportation took “less time
than it takes a cock to crow”. Two
months later news arrived from the
Philippines that the Governor had
indeed been killed. Passengers of the
ship that brought this news had seen
Pérez in Manila the day before he
appeared in Mexico City.

In 1817 a strange girl suddenly
appeared at the door of a cottage
near Brislington, Bristol, England.
She spoke an unknown tongue which
no linguist could identify and even
wrote unknown glyphs.

A boy appeared in Niirnberg,
in 1833. He was named Kaspar Hauser
by the Germans. He gave a Herr von
Feuerback the impression, so
complete was his deficiency in
terrestrial customs, that ‘“he might
have been a citizen of another planet
transformed by some miracle to our
own’”,

In the New York World, March 25,
1883, is told a story of a girl, the
daughter of Jesse Miller, of Greenville
Township, Somerset County,
Pennsylvannia, who was transported
several times, out of the house into
the front yard. It was her belief that
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apparitions were around.

In August, 1887, two green
children walked out from a cave near
Banjos, Spain. People alive today still
remember this incident. Their skin
was deep green. The boy died within a
month. The girl died five years later.
There are documents still in existence
which are sworn statements of people
who met the odd pair.

Two brothers, named Pansini, 7 and
8 years old had a runin with
teleportation in 1901. At 9 a.m. they
were in Ruvo, Italy. Half an hour later
they were found wandering dazedly in
the gardens of the Capuchin Convent
at Malfatti—thirty miles away! How
had they been transported that
distance so quickly? Such a thing
could very easily be done nowadays
with our cars but in 1901 it was
miraculous.

The following story was sent to the
Shaver Mystery Club. In California a
band was playing at a mansion of a
local citrus baron. At the end of the
party the band carried out their
instruments. The drummer walked off
through the surrounding orange
orchard. That was the last anyone, as
far as is known, has ever seen of the
man! He left a wife and family, social
position, good living, etc. and just
vanished! The law and private
investigators could uncover no clues as
to his whereabouts nor as to his means
of disappearance. Apparently he
entered the orchard, dressed in black



evening clothes, carrying a bass drum
on his back and never left the orchard.

No clues could be found until years
after when someone read a copy of
Charles Fort's work. There is an
account of an Australian party
encamped in the vast desert on the
interior of that continent. Into the
light of their campfire, about which
the party was gathered, strode a white
man. immaculately clad in evening
clothes, and carrying a bass drum on
his back. He seemed not to be dusty
or tired. He showed no evidence of
having walked more than a few yards
through the wilderness. He could not
tell how he happened to be there, how
he arrived, nor did he know his own
identity. He returned to civilization
with the party and Fort states that his
identity was never established.

On June 1, 1968, two couples were
travelling to Maipu from Chascomas,
Argentina. One couple was following
the other in their car. Suddenly the
second car was enclosed by a heavy
fog and the next thing they knew it
was 48 hours later and they were in
Mexico. The people who were caught
by the fog were a well-known Buenos
Aires attorney and his wife. When
they became concious it was daytime
and they were parked in an unknown
lane. Both had a pain in the back of
the neck and both had a sensation of
having slept for many hours. The car
was burned as though by a blow torch
but the engine was in running order.

Their watches had stopped. After
going to the Argentinian Consul in
Mexico city, their car was shipped to
the United States for investigation.
When the misplaced couple arrived in
Buenos Aires, the wife was
hospitalized for apparent deep
nervous shock.

On the same night the Vidals were
teleported a man was admitted into
the Maipu Hospital.

Would
you extend me the courtesy of letting
me know more about this new
subject. Like anybody else with this
trouble, | am perfectly willing to eat
weeds if they will bring me a little
extra strength.

Answer: It was good to learn that
you are interested in wheatgrass and
what it might be able to do for your
health problem. Wheatgrass is the
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grass from ordinary wheat. It is a
food-medicine which is generally
grown indoors. You spread the wheat,
you have soaked in water over night,
thickly on the top of the soil. You
cover the seeds with several
thicknesses of wet newspaper. In
about three days, the sprouted wheat
begin to push up the paper. The paper
should now be removed and the
container placed in the light. In about
three or four days more, the
wheatgrass is ready to cut. 'The
chlorophyll may be extracted with a
juicer. This wheatgrass juice should be
diluted half and half with water. A
suggested drink would be about two
ounces of the mixture three times a
day. Before meals is preferable. Meals
which might well accompany the
taking of this chlorophyll consist of
sprouts, greens, softened seeds, grain
and fruits and vegetables. These



foods must be eaten
alive—uncooked. Such nutrition is
Mother Nature’s tested tools which
help to build bodies to health. The
body does the hedling. If living food
were universally adopted, probably
ninety per cent of illness would
disappear.

Dear Dr. Ann: I just read your
answers in the January, 1971 issue of

amount taken is. about six ounces a
day, divided into three drinks.
Wheatgrass can be grown on any good
soil, spread thickly on the surface and
covered with wet newspapers. The
wheatgrass chlorophyll is a cleanser
and builder—no fasting is necessary. It
is better to juice your vegetable tops.
Wheatgrass therapy should work
splendidly with your sister because
the body heals any adverse condition
when assisted by Mother Nature. But
you must provide Mother Nature with
the tools she needs. The problem of
your sister was probably brought on
by eating too much dead food. She
needs living, uncooked food.

DROWNED

THE STORY OF AN UNSOLVED MYSTERY CONCERNING
THE DEATH OF FRANK PODMORE,A CRITIC OF SPIRITISM

The most outstanding writer and
critic of +his time on psychical
research, Frank .Podmore’s life and
mysterious death have received
surprisingly scant attention in
parapsychological circles. This is
strange indeed inasmuch as the
circumstances surrounding his death
are so unusual that they could be used
for .a basis for a mystery story,
possibly even a ghostly one.

Even more curious is the fact that
the coroner at the inquest, after an
open verdict of “Found Drowned,”
remarked that it was as an “unsolved
mystery” without apparently taking
any steps toward solving it.

Still in the prime of life at 54,
Podmore on August 10, 1910 went to
a rather isolated inn at Malvern Wells,
England, where he had stayed before,
presumably to rest and play golf. On
Sunday, August 14, he disappeared
and was not again seen until his body
was found in a lake called New Pool, a
considerable distance from his
lodgings, on August 19, five days
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later. According to the testimony of
his landlady Podmore had gone out
the evening in question about 10:30
P.M., saying he was going for a walk.

Another strange fact is that at his
funeral the following day at Malvern
Wells, the Society for Psychical
Research, of which he was still an
active member, sent no representative
to the ceremony. One cannot but
wonder whether this omission was in
part due to the acrimony of
Podmore’s criticism of the validity of
the physical phenomena produced in a
recent series of seances with the
Italian medium Eusapia Palladino
sponsored by the Society. His severely
critical views on the report had been
published in the Society’s Journal,
and in the August, 1910 issue of the
same Journal the investigator of the
series, Mr. W.W. Bagally, replied in
terms of equal acrimony.

Frank Podmore was born in 1856,
his father being the Rev. Thompson
Podmore, Fellow of St. John’s College.
After attending Haileybury College he



went on to Oxford and won an open
scholarship and honors in natural
science. After Oxford he entered Civil
Service and was active in the Fabian
Society. Along with his interest in
social problems, Podmore became
impressed with the phenomena of the
Spiritualism of the day sponsored by
many men of high standing.
Influenced by the results produced by
the American medium. Henry Slade,
at an early age he wrote several
articles dealing with Spiritualism such
as “The Modern Miracle,” *“The
Rationale of Spirit Intercourse, and
the Constitution of the Spirit World,”
and “A Voice from Laodicea,” among
others.

In 1888, Podmore, together with
F.W.H. Myers, was appointed
Honorary Secretary of the Society for
Psychical Research, a post he
continued to hold until 1897,

Ronald M. Sherin and wife, Esperanza

continuing to serve on the council and
holding membership in the Society
until his death in 1910.

In 1886 he co-authored with
Edmund Gurney and F.W.H. Myers in
the production of the work
“Phantasms of the Living,” and in
1894 appeared his book “Apparitions
and Thought Transference: an
Examination of the Evidence for
Telepathy.” “Studies in Psychical
Research” followed in 1897. In 1902
his major work was published in two
volumes under the title “Modern
Spiritualism,” which in 1963 has been
published again by the University
Books, Inc. with the new title
“Mediums of the Nineteenth
Century” and with an Introduction by
E.J. Dingwall, to which we are
indebted for much of our knowledge
of Podmore’s life history.

In 1908 appeared “The

Long interested in scientific matters, Ronald
Sherin was one of the pioneer science fiction
writers for AMAZING STORIES Magazine. “The
Lost Comet” and “When The World Went Mad”
were some of his stories. He also had articles
published in various local papers, both English and
Spanish, as well as CURRENT HISTORY Magazine,
a part of THE NEW YORK TIMES.

While working as a translator in Mexico from
1940 to 1948. he met his present wife, Experanza,
formerly of Guadalajara. He says, “She has been a
great help to me in my work™.

Now retired and living in the Rio Grande Valley
of Texas, he has time to read, study and write
about his favorite subjects, science fiction, ESP and
psychic phenomena—and, if they feel like it, he
and Esperanza go fishing.
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Naturalization of the Supernatural”
followed a year later by “Mesmerism
and Christian Science’” and
“Telepathic Hallucinations.” His “The
Newer Spiritualism™ was published
posthumously.

The difficulties mentioned with
certain members of the Society for
Psychical Research stemmed from
Podmore’s highly critical attitude
toward physical phenomena occurring
during seances and in this particular
case the genuineness of such
manifestations at the series of sittings
with Eusapia Palladino, already
mentioned. In fact his adamant
attitude toward mediums producing
physical phenomena has been the
cause of much criticism by writers in
the field.

To quote Mr. T.J. Dingwall:

“It is in his treatment of Home and
other cases of a less spectacular kind
that Podmore has been accused of
both inaccuracy and lack of fairness, a
charge which at times can be
substantiated.

“Podmore’s position denying the
genuine character of any physical
phenomena opened the way to serious
objections to which he was never able
to reply. To him D.D. Home was a
riddle to which he saw no real
solution, just as today we are no
nearer to any explanation of the
phenomena said to have occurred in
his presence. Every explanation, then
as now, is unacceptable to the modern
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mind; and Podmore’s theory is now
probably less acceptable than it was
when Home was still alive. The
apparent inability of Podmore to
adopt an agnostic position relative to
certain of the physical phenomena,
was not the case when he was
describing the mental phenomena,
automatic writings and the
productions of the trance mediums.
This is to be expected, since he had
been for so long a close collaborator
with Myers and Gurney in their labors
on cases of apparitions and the
relations these bore to thought
transference, and this joint work had
convinced him that telepathy is a fact
in nature. . .

“Although as a historian and critic
of psychical research Podmore was the
outstanding figure of his generation,
he was not, and never claimed to be,
an experimenter. Had he been more
active in trying to do some of those
things which, when others did them
he attributed to fraud, he might have
shown greater hesitation before
coming to the conclusions he arrived
at regarding the physical
phenomena. . .Whatever may be said,
however, about Podmore’s failings
(and some of them were mercilessly
castigated after his death) he remains
the most formidable critic that
Spiritualism has ever encountered; and
it is above all in this book that he
displays his learning, his
fair-mindedness and his critical



acumen.”*

*(Introduction by E.J. Dingwall,

It is difficult to follow all the
reasons leading up to Podmore’s
reluctance to admit the validity of
physical phenomena at seances while
accepting the genuineness of mental
or telepathic manifestations inasmuch
as at the start of his career he
apparently had no reservations,
writing in 1875 criticizing the attitude
of scientists toward the manifestations
of Spiritualism and its phenomena.

In his “Mediums of the Nineteenth
Century” Podmore has written one of
the most comprehensive treatments
and histories of Spiritualism extant.
Beginning with its earliest
manifestations under the sub-head
“Pedigree of Spiritualism,” he goes on
to ‘‘Poltergeists,” ‘‘Mesmer,”
‘“‘Spiritualism in France,”
“Clairvoyance in England,” “Early
American Spiritualism,” “Trance
Writing and Speaking,” and devotes an
entire chapter to Andrew Jackson
Davis, sometimes called the
“‘Poughkeepsie Seer,” a much
publicized figure around the middle of
the past century.

“In “Early American Spiritualism”
and “General Survey” are found data
little known to the present generation
concerning the beginnings of the
spiritualist movement in America and

reveals the surprising number of
adherents it acquired between 1820
and 1850. Podmore explains this
phenomenal growth owing to the
peculiar conditions existing on the
frontier in America at that time.

Returning to the mystery
surrounding Podmore’s untimely
death we are struck by the seeming
apathy of the part of the authorities
as far as conducting any investigation.
Apparently no question of suicide was
brought up. According to the
testimony of an acquaintance he
dined with earlier in the evening he
was in good spirits. His financial
position was sound. He was in good
health at the time. Obviously there
were no marks on which to base a
suspicion of foul play. Yet even in the
year 1910 it seems rather peculiar that
no autopsy should have been
performed or a more thorough
investigation carried out considering
the extremely strange manner of his
death. The verdict of “Found
Drowned” is indeed vague, and the
coroner’s remark about an “unsolved
mystery’’ even more so.

So there remains only speculation.
Whatever happened that August
evening in the lonely English
countryside will forever remain a
mystery. Could it be that the spirit
controls of the mediums whose
physical phenomena he criticized so
harshly finally took their revenge? We
will never know.

For the past six years, Dr. Gofman
and Dr. Arthur R. Tamplin, have been
making a scientific study of radiation
effects on the human body at the
AEC'’s request.

Because they have repeatedly
warned that 32,000 persons will die
every year from cancer caused by
radiation in the air, both scientists
have had their research staffs and
budgets cut and, according to Dr.
Tamplin, are about to lose their jobs.

Both scientists work at the
Lawrence Radiation Laboratory,
which is operated for the AECby the

Dr. John W. Gofman
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University of California at Livermore.
Dr. Tamplin said their six-year study
at the laboratory showed that the
present legally permissible amount of
radiation in the air encourages Killer
diseases like cancer of the blood, the
lungs, stomach, pancreas, bones (both
bone and marrow), the voicebox,
rectum, breasts and ovaries.

“This is man-made radiation that
can be controlled. It is a by-product
of atomic power-plants, nuclear-fuel
manufacturing facilities and the
underground testing of nuclear
explosives.”

Dr. Tamplin said the AEC claims it
would cost billions to cut down this
radiation by 10 times—a reduction
that would be the bare minimum for
the public’s health.

RUSSIAN PUBLICATION SAYS
MOON MAY BE SPACESHIP

Dr. Vasin and Dr. Shcherbakov,
both senior scientists, are associated
with the Moscow-based Soviet
Academy of Sciences Institute.

“Today, the moon can be either a
city of the dead—entombing the
remains of an ancient civilization in its
interior—or else be a shell holding
special devices that controlled it
automatically after it was abandoned
in earth orbit by its inhabitants in the
dim past.

“From Qur point of view, the moon
is a thin-walled sphere. Probably the
sphere’s shell is made up of two
layers—a loosely packed outer layer to
absorb the shocks of meteorite
impacts, with an inner layer of
20-mile-thick armor-plate.

“Beneath the armor-plate is a
region 30 miles deep that was
doubtlessly filled with gases which
formed an atmosphere to support
life—and which were also used for
technological and other purposes,
such as growing vegetables and various
other food plants.
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“Underneath this living area, in the
core of the moon, are the engines and
fuel tanks as well as a variety of
equipment required to provide light,

heat, air conditioning and other
enecessities to maintain the demands of
a totally self-contained civilization.

“Such a hollow internal structure
of the moon would explain why it has
only three-fifths the specific gravity of
the solid Earth.

Moon is hollow, say Soviet scientists, and it may
have a 20-mile-thick layer of armor-plate pro-
tecting it from meteorites.

Question: What are your views on
promiscuity, divorce, birth control
and use of devices by married and
unmarried?

The seed of
life is sown at the time of copulation
by spirit, (an existing life who is to
share the new life); this must be
accomplished to correspond to and
with certain physical conditions.
These conditions can only exist at the
time of the sex act. Should this union
conceive child is not decided by man,
as this is not his perogative; this is
only the right of the Father.

believe the spacemen from Mars

visited the earth periodically for
many ages. They just flew in for a
pop-visit, (without contacting
earthlings) to look us aver and see
how we were getting along. After all,
they had some responsibility for these
cross-breed earthlings, handed down
from aeons ago by their

ancestors—some of whom had mated
with the cavemen earthlings, (whose
descendents—us—are thus part simian
and part godling.)

But the Russian millionaire may
have taken Keely’s secret back to
Russia, and they may have built
spaceships in the mountain fastnesses
of Siberia, and established the “Iron
curtain” to keep out spying eyes. Was
this the secret reason why Jewish
laborers were sent to Siberia in
trainloads, (under a simulated
“pogrom” as an excuse for telling the
world they were being sent to a
concentration camp there?)

Was it like a good cook making a
cake (of ancient wisdom) and then the
waiter, before taking it to the table of
the customer (the world) stuck his
own raisins in the cake, (disguise of
Divine authority to back up a Judaic
scheme to control the world?) Will
time vindicate this theory by proving
it is right or, will time prove that the
Biblical passages quoted have a
spiritual meaning unrelated to these
suppositions?

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ON-BELIEVERS of flying
saucers often ask the questinn:
“If UFOs are real, and have been
visiting Earth for centuries, how
come, after all that time, not one
machine or its occupants have been

examined? How come they are
so.. . UNTOUCHABLE?
First, have any theories been

advanced that might suggest their
origin? Yes, several. As alien life
INSIDE our solar system is thought
by most astronomers to be highly
unlikely, the most popular origin,

THE

HUNDRED TRILLION
CIVILIZATIONS!

Though many UFO researchers
favor the interplanetary origin, many
others find this hard to take because
of one factor—DISTANCE. For stars
are separated by such awesomely vast
stretches of space that one wonders
how a journey to Earth can be made
within a reasonable length of time.

Serious students of UFOs are of
course familiar with such astronomical
statistics as the following:

As light moves at 186,000 miles per

therefore, among UFO researchers, is
INTERPLANETARY.

Our galaxy contains one hundred
billion stars. Billions of other galaxies
of larger and smaller size are known to
exist in the universe. What is not
known is the number of existent
planetary systems. But if only
1/10,000 of one per cent harbors a
technical civilization, the universe
would teem with more than ONE
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second (according to Einstein’s theory
of Relativity), it reaches outermost
Pluto from the sun in a few hours, but
arrives at the nearest fixed star, Alpha
Centauri and Proxima Centauri, over
four years later!

For a flying saucer to travel at
light-speed would be disasterous, as it
would disintegrate into pure energy.
However, traveling at 99% light-speed
from that neighboring binary star



system would have it arriving here in
over four years. Never sooner. Still
quite a length of traveling time.

But if their home planet lies many
thousands—or millions—of light years
away, their period of travel would be
that much more extensive. This being
so, why is even casual consideration
given to the interplanetary origin of
UFOs?

Well, those that advocate it believe
that journeys from one star to another
CAN be made within a very short
space of time—months, weeks, days,
perhaps even hours. But the advocates
have to rely on such unprovable things
as the utilizing of the hypothetical
fourth dimension as a possible
short-cut and time-saver.

The word “time” brings forth

another theory for interplanetary
origin.
Maybe the aliens visiting Earth,
though humanoid, differ from us in
one radical way. Maybe they live at a
different TIME RATE, and what is to
us a year, is to them but a fraction of
a second. Therefore, their Earthian
visitations of many TERRESTRIAL
centuries is, to them, no more than,
say, a few months or a week, or even
less. o

Still, regardless of these possibilities
(and others not mentioned) many
UFO researchers dismiss the
interplanetary origin. They feel that it
is much closer. Not on any alien
planet of our solar system,

but—ANOTHER DIMENSION.

Reliable UFO reports tell of
frequent maneuvers that would be
crushingly fatal to humans. Maneuvers
such as extreme right-angle turns, to
sudden stops of excessive speeds,
abrupt reversals at high velocities, etc,
all in open defience of the known laws
of inertia. .

Another puzzling defiance is
the lack of sonic booms of
radar-recorded flying saucers that have
surpassed 25,000 miles per hour, The
booms would be recognizable for any
PHYSICAL flying object which would
necessarily displace air to produce the
prominent sounds.

The non-existent noise indicates an
UNSOLIDITY of the UFOs. Either
that, or their substance-composition is
of a lesser density than the
surrounding air. That is, their passage
is BETWEEN the molecules of air
instead of FORCING ASIDE the
molecules.

Hundreds of recorded cases tell of
landed UFOs whose disembarked
occupants moved about outside,
reentered their ship, and took off. Yet
all this was done without their leaving
a single mark on receptive surface soil
of soft mud, sand, snow; etc.

How was this accomplished? Only
one answer. The occupied ships were
NON-PHYSICAL. A different density

would logically account for the
absence of creature-imprint or
craft-depression.
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This theory would reasonably
explain another aerial mystery. UFOs
have been seen to explode in mid-air.
Yet when a search for cast-off
fragments was shortly made, none
were found!

Aliens have been seen to act in a
manner so foreign to terrestrial laws
that obviously our gravity did not
affect them. One example was the
event of September 12, 1952, when at
sunset seven people comprising a
housewife and six boys of ten to
seventeen years witnessed a strange,
globular craft that had landed in
Flatwoods Hill, West Virginia.

Nearby was a green-bodied creature
between ten and fifteen feet tall, with
a blood-red “face”, and eyes from
which projected greenish-orange light
beams. From the form came a stench
that later brought on violent sickness
to some of the witnesses that lasted
for hours.

When the fearsome creature that
might have been a robot or a
space-suited alien with claws—or
grapnels—slowly approached the
stupefied group, it “waddled with a
bouncing, floating motion”.

Many are the accounts of
extramundane craft of apparent
non-solidity in which (1) jets have
flown THROUGH (2) they were
transparent and transluscent (3) they
vanished in a twinkling while aloft or
grounded (4) they changed their size,
shape and color while flying low or
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hovering (5) they were invisible.

As for alien beings themselves, they
have been observed to (1) pass
THROUGH the solid walls of their
own space ship as well as the physical
solidness of house walls, cliff sides,
etc. (2) leap over high obstructions
with ease (3) become invisible.

The Hopkinsville affair of August
22, 1955, is a case in point of how
visiting aliens were unaffected by
Earthian laws.

About 7 p.m. of that date, a flying
saucer landed near a farmhouse eight
miles from Hopkinsville, Kentucky.
Big-eyed creatures about three and a
half feet tall emerged. Approximately
fifteen in number, they had oversized
arms, clawed hands, and huge,
elephantine ears.

Seemingly, the dwarfs’ locomotion
was by “floating”. They “leaped”
onto the trees and roof of the
farmhouse rented by the Frank
Sutton family, and peered into the
windows.

For- this they received shotgun
blasts from the men inside. Now an
incredible thing happened.

Each time direct hits were made,
the invaders remained unhurt! When
knocked over by the blast, they
immediately bounced upright!

Soon they retreated to their ship.

A police investigation found
nothing. No footprints or tracks
disturbed. the dry and dusty ground.
No scratches on the painted tin roof



of the farmhouse. However, an
inexplicably square hole marred a
screen door where a shotgun blast had
been fired from within.

The aliens returned the next
morning about 3:30, and were again
driven away by ineffectual gunfire.

Two days later, the Sutton family
mysteriously vanished.

Another account tells of a bizarre
incident that occurred to a couple of
rabbit hunters near the Trans-Andian
Highway between Chico and Cerro de
Las Tres Torres, Venezuela. They
were LorenzoFlores and Jesus Gomez
of Carova.

It was on December 10, 1954,
when they saw a bright object off the
highway. About one hundred and
fifty feet away, they thought it wasa
car. But a closer inspection revealed
its resemblance to a pair of metallic
soup bowls stuck together, lip to lip,
and was approximately nine feet in
diameter. It hovered some three feet
off the ground, with fire issuing
beneath it.

From its interior emerged four
hairy male figures about three feet tall,
with indestinct features.

Once the two humans were seen,
Gomez fainted. The aliens then tried
to drag him back to their craft.

Now Flores sprang into action.
Frightened though he was, he charged
the would-be kidnappers with his
unloaded shotgun (having no time to
load), and struck one creature with

the butt.

The shotgun broke in two as if it
had hit a brick wall!

Gomez had by now regained
consciousness. Both he and Flores
tore away.

Their story was told at the nearest
police precinct. The shirts of both
men were ripped to shreds, while their
bodies bore scratches and bruises.
That they were sane and responsible
individuals was determined after
psychiatric examination.

For a case involving a physical fight
between a human and an alien, we
return to the early hours of November
28,1954.

Gustavo Gonzales and Jose Ponce
left Caracas, Venezuela, for suburban
Petare via truck. Produce was to
picked up and sold in the Caracas
markets the following morning,

As their vehicle entered the
warehouse district, they saw an
object, both luminous and spherical,
hovering a man’s height from the
ground. With their way blocked,
Gonzales got out of the truck to
investigate. He headed for the craft
just as an occupant advanced toward
him. It was a male, roughly three feet
tall, hairy, with gleaming eyes.

Gonzales tried to grab him, but the
dwarf returned a blow that sent the
other spinning back a good fifteen
feet. Clawed hands extended, the alien
leaped at the human.

In defence, Gonzales drew his knife
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and stabbed at his adversary. Struck in
the shoulder, the knife did not
penetrate, but glanced off as if hitting
steel!

During the eerie fight, Jose Ponce
saw two other aliens heading along the
street for their hovering craft. They
carried something in their arms which
seemed to be rocks or dirt, and leaped
up into their craft through an open
side hatch.

Then another alien emerged
through the opening and pointed an
apparently metallic tube at Gonzales.
From it came a blinding light. With
that, the two aliens leaped back into
the craft which vanished skyward
within seconds.

Many UFO theorists believe that
outer space contains numerous
bands—or octaves—of vibratory
frequencies that are definite vibratory
motions of energy. These represent
different types of matter which
produce other planes of reality and
existence.

Matter and substance in all bands
are never nebulous, weightless or
non-solid. Each band with its own
“solid” matter has its own reality of
existence which is THREE-DIMEN-
SIONAL to those living there.

Higher and lower densities—or
frequencies—harbor creatures of all
types regarding size, shape,
intelligence, etc. They dwell in other
dimensions of time, with laws of
matter in motion where, to repeat,
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they are anything but vaporous or
evanescent, but are instead as solid as
Earthians.

Alien ships that visit Earth from
other frequencies must necessarily
convert to our particular frequency to
make those visitations. Otherwise they
would not be seen by us, nor would
they be touchable. In departing, they
would change their vibratory
frequency and thus become invisible
to Earthians.

In 1952, a Californian named Orfeo
Angelucci had a few contacts with
unearthly beings from what would
seem to be another frequency. They
did not appear to be solid and
tangible, for Angelucci described
seeing them clearly, but as though
through rippling water. It reminded
him of an improperly tuned television
set.

Then there was Cecil Michel. His
book, ROUND TRIP TO HELL IN A
FLYING SAUCER, described a
personal experience in his own auto
repair shop. This was the repeated
appearance and disappearance of two
humanoid aliens!

The preceding true accounts of
flying saucers and their occupants
reveals one fact very clearly. That the
encountered inanimate machines and
animate beings are NOT of terrestrial
density but are instead
non-corporeal—without solidity.

Certainly, as we have seen, they are
NOT subject to our gravity. Nor are



they of the same matter as Earthians.

Once again let us go over their
unorthodox behavior, but now with
more probing care.

The West Virginia monster was
observed to advance, not step by step
as is natural of a human, but by
“waddling”, using a motion described
as “bouncing” and “floating”.

“Floating.’ was also the way the
weird dwarfs near Hopkinsville
seemed to move. In gaining access to
trees and on the farmhouse roof, they
““leaped”. The direct blasts of
shotguns neither killed or injured
them, thus revealing an immunity to
deadly and accurate gunfire.

The alien dwarfs involved with
Lorenzo Flores and Jesus Gomez were
unbelievably tough, as witness the
breaking in half of a shotgun that
struck one of them.

So, too, was a similar toughness
displayed by another dwarfish alien
whom Gustavo Gonzales battled. The
human was sent reeling by a SINGLE
blow. His unpenetrable knife thrust

*merely glanced off the other’s
shoulder. -When the scrappy alien and
thrée of his companions entered their
ship, they did so by “leaping” into the
opening more than six feet high.

Orfeo Angelucci’s contactees had
““untangible” looks, while Cecil
Michel’s contactees repeatedly
“appeared” and “disappeared”.

All these actions of the aliens
showed how ungoverned they are by

the natural laws of our planet.

Rumors to the contrary, no flying
saucer has ever been shot down by a
jet. Nor has a crashed one ever been
found and actually touched by hand
in examination. Neither has a dead
alien ever been discovered.

True enough, there are documented
cases of landed UFOs that had left
evidential imprints of one kind or
another, like depressions, holes,
charred grass roots, etc. Footprints of
the occupants themselves have shown
up.
Obviously, in these instances, the
visiting space craft was changed from
its natural frequency to ours. Thus,
while here, they were as solid as any
terrestrial object. In returning to their
own frequency, they would become
invisible to us, and of course beyond
human examination.

Would not this indicate that their
matter-composition prevents this very
examination? Like spiritual matter on
the physical plane, the aliens (and
their machines) are impervious to jet
bullets, shotgun blasts, hard physical
blows, knife thrusts, and so on.

Can this be the reason why, during
the long centuries of their known
existence, flying saucers and their
occupants have never (as far as the
public has been informed) been
actually examined?

Does this mean, therefore, that
they shall remain, always,

| DO NOT BELIEVE IN KARMA

There is a theory, which loosely
translated goes something like
this: If I am a Chicago policeman in
this life then in my next one I'll be
born a teenager with a McCarthy
button. (A caesarean) Then there is
another theory: If a man commits a
crime in this life, his next one will be
a good deal longer spent in a very hot
climate.

I think both of these theories are
products of the same mistake, the idea
of punishment for evil. But you can’t
have that and still have free choice.
They’re just not compatible.

As a child you were probably
taught the heaven and hell
philosophy. “You be a good little
boy, Bobby, or you’ll go to hell and
be tortured forever and ever. And if
you’re good you'll go to heaven where
you'll get to walk on clouds and play
the harp in the orchestra.” While it’s
true that that particular conception of
heaven if rather childish, adults who
teach the theory, never propose an
alternate description. It’s just
supposed to be a kind of instant
happiness. “Zap! Your're happy.”

The fallacies in such a theory are

so obvious it’s amazing that we could
have ever accepted it at all. First,
there’s sin. Every time we do
something wrong that’s one “sin.” All
wrong is divided up into neat little
packages of equal value, each called
one “sin.” And God sits up on cloud
14 with a pencil and paper keeping
scote. “Hmn, let’s see here, Mary has
six hundred and eighty two sins so far
and one mortal one. She’s going to be
baptized tomorrow so that will
scratch these, and then she’ll commit
319 more during her life. Sorry Mary,
thumbs down for you, pfft.” So Mary
has to go to the center of the earth
where it’s been hollowed out and
there be burned and tortured forever.
(It’s generally assumed that a special
fuel is used as the more common fuels
probably wouldn’t last that long.)

If the question was posed, “Who
was the cruelest man who ever lived?”
Most Americans would probably cast
their vote for Adolph Hitler, because
he murdered six million jews. The
murder of six million people is
generally considered to be a cruel act,
and perhaps could even be used as a
rule of thumb. That is, if someone else
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were to kill six million people he too
would be classified as cruel.

How much more cruel would it be
to torture people forever? If you had
designed the universe would you
include a system whereby
sub-standard people were tortured
forever? I sure wouldn’t. Does that
mean that 1 am more merciful than
God? Perhaps we could modify the
theory slightly and say that instead
of being tortured forever the people in
hell would be burned up and cease to
exist. I guess some religions have done
that. That would at least be less cruel.

It seems to me that here must be
something like a purpose to life, earth
life, or else there wouldn’t be any.
-Some say it’s to choose between right
and wrong, some say it’s to grow. But
irregardless, as long as you believe life
has a purpose, whatever it may be,
then it follows directly that if a
person is born dead he cannot do it,
achieve. it, whatever. He can’t. The
complaint is always that a loving god
would not take a new born baby and
throw it into hell. But it would be
equally illogical for God to zap him
into heaven, because that would mean
life, (earth life) has no real purpose. If
he can get by without it, why can’t
we? There is, of course, a good deal of
evidence demonstrating reincarnation
but this is my main reason for
believing in it. I know I’m sure going
to reincarnate, even if it doesn’t exist.
I’'m going to keep coming back until I
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get it right.

Man is weird. We abandon one
religion because we find hell
unacceptable then we accept
reincarnation and turn right around
and stick hell into it. Only this time
we call it karma. There are some
differences between the two. Whereas
in one the punishment is direct,
physical pain; in the other it’s more
subtle and varied, making the
punishment fit the crime. Such as a
slave owner in one life becoming a
slave in the next one. This actually
does happen but not as the result of
natural law, or the will of God.

Man has a free choice. A truly free
choice. We can do right or wrong or
anything in between; and no matter
what we do we will not be punished
or rewarded by God. God doesn’t
bribe you to be good, or threaten you.
If you obey me Ill buy you an
electric train, but if you don’t I'll belt
you in the mouth.” Then, if the boy
doesn’t steal because he’s afraid of
getting hit, that isn’t morals, it’s just
fear. Surely you would not say he had
a free choice.

I know what you’re thinking,
karma isn’t meant as a punishment
but as a method of teaching the
individual. But if a person knows
about it before hand, it’s a threat in
every sense of the word. And it
becomes a motive for behavior. Like,
“I don’t really like negroes but I'd

better not show it or I might become



one of them in my next life.” Here we
would have semi-virtuous behavior for
the wrong reason. The imitation of
virtue because of fear of punishment.
It’s not real.

One might think that to behave in a
virtuous manner even though it’s
insincere would cause that person to
become as he is pretending to be. This
is possible but it seems to me it would
usually work out just the opposite.
That. is, when you pretend not to have
a particular feeling when you do, you
actually make that feeling grow. For
instance, you feel guilty about
coveting your neighbor’s wife so you
try to resist, and the more you resist
the more you want her. Or again, you
decide to go on a diet and the minute
you decide you’re going to resist your
desire for food, that desire multiplies
itself ten times.

Besides failing to create this-desired
condition, pretense might make it
difficult to know your true feelings.
Which would be kind of like not
having any feelings. And we certainly
don’t want a world with nothing but
politicians, judges, and psychiatrists.

You must have freedom to grow. If
you punish and try to force a person
into a particular mode of behavior it
won’t be real. The way a person is, is
much more important than the way
he behaves. And you can’t force a
person to change the way they really

are. They must do that for themsleves,
when it’s what they want.

I can think of two reasons this idea
of karma may have survived. It’s not
unusual for a person to commit a
crime of some sort and get away with
it. So we might hope that he “gets
his” from God. In either the form of
hell or karma.

Or when we do something wrong
ourselves and later we regret it, we
usually want to do a penance for it.
We want to “pay” for our crime. The
word pay is quite accurate and
literally just what we want to do.
Purchase. We feel however illogically,
that so much pain will pay for so
much crime. And after paying this
amount of pain we won’t have to feel
guilty any more. Of course a crime
can never be paid for. It can only be
given, by the victim. Forgiven.
Undeserved, unearned, a gift.

Say you killed someone in a former
life and then later you remembered
and regretted it. You may want to do
a penance for it, feeling that you
would thereby somehow be less
guilty. It appears that a person has a
choice of where and when he will be
born. So having this desire to purchase
your crime you might be born in a life
where you would be the victim of a
similar crime. (This of course assumes
a certain amount of precognition but
how can anyone deny it any more
with Jean Dixon.) As you can see this
would have the appearance of being
karma when actually it would be
nothing more than choice. '

e You see how easy it.is to jump to
the wrong conclusion? Just because it
is a fact that the ice caps of Earth
have been located in different places
on the surface, you assume that the
Earth turned over. The FACT is that
the land areas of this planet, once one
large continent that broke up and
drifted apart, drift on the magma and
in the process have presented various
land areas to the poles, thus bringing
arctic conditions and ice caps that
formed as the land moved into the
area, and melted as the land moved
out again. There is no reason to
dictate that the planet turned over in
order to explain why the ice caps were
in different locations. If you've ever
played with a gyroscope, you
understand the difficulty of turning
the spinning toy on its axis. The Earth
is the same, and it would take more
than an ice mass at the poles to turn
it. There is evidence that the Earth
once did shift, or turn over, and you’ll
find the theory in Velikovsky’s
“Worlds In Collision” (with Comet
Venus which became Planet Venus).
That may account for the fact that
the polar openings are not precisely at
the geographic poles, but quite a
distance off to the side (more in the
case of the south polar opening).
