One of the most fascixwting aspects of the fa-
mous Shaver Mystery, 1 find, is the Mantong Alpha-
bet.

After looking cloaelv at the formation of
English words, | here come to the conclusion that
the underlying foundation of sore words contain
clues to an existence in the past of a civili-
sation more advanced than our own.

In this old culture--whlch may have been the
fabled W— they appear to have utilized RA or
pcwer fron the sun, to drive their machines.

Interestingly enough, our own names for trans-
port systems today still retain a trace element
within them iron that former time-

Now words such as eetraffic*’, "‘train’. and
“trailer’ take on new significance, each containing
the old name BA label-

It could be that because of the dim memories
steaming fran that solar age, the later cultures,
particularly the sun kingdcms of South America,
came to look on the Sun as their god.

An apparent symbol of sun power is the ruler’'s
crown or tiara. This suggests an obvious con-
nection between both RA and 80.

The latter word according to Richard Shaver
means "‘controlled". - .such words signifying a
monarch or ruler either contain RA or BO in them#
it seems, as do the following: Royal, Wrperor,
Pharoah, and Tyrant.

There is an indication that crossing of various
animals and men may have been achieved, ie- MU-
TANTS, In the distant past. Perhaps, here is a
clue, a connection, with VU. As well as being used
for work purposes, to "amuse" (freak shows) seems
to have been one other of their tasks. This may
explain the word Mu-e-W (them). This agrees in
part with Shaver's explanation concerning the myth-
ological beings, Centaurs etc. of the Greeks.

These ancient people appear to have known of
the wave foxm generated by the human voice. This
might account for such words as "row", "whistle"
and "wail”. Now, the W Is the comnon denominator
in these three words,and for good reason as we
shall see.

Book Review: WAR INTHEAIR

Richard 3. Shaver blared all wars and other
human tragedies on dero and their ray machines. Is
there a master plan to destroy our civilization?

If such a plan exists, has It been published in books
or in other literature in the past? There is seme
evidence that the great British writer, H.G. Wells
had access to the dero's master plan to destroy
Western Civilization.

Wells liked to predict the future In his famous
sci-fi novels. When he wrote THE TIME MACRIIB In
1095, he Informed the public in an indirect way that
the dero were Kkilling and eating humans. By having
the main character travel 70,000 years into the fu-
ture, he shows why civilization was destroyed and
why the VVorlocks were eating the Hoi. Of course,
Shaver claimed that this existed at the present time
and has existed for thousands of years. At any rate.
Wells did seem to have knowledge of dero activities
at the turn of the century.

H.G. Wells was able to foresee the serious
problems of the 20th century Including overpopula-
tion, air pollution and the World Wars decades be-
fore they became evident. The American people are
not aware of these prophecies because the two novels
which contain roost of them have not been published
in the USA. These novels are THE WAB 11 THE AIR
(1908) and THE WGRU) SET FREE (1914). In this book
review, the WAB Il THE AIR will be discussed and a
future article will review THE WCRUD SIT FREE, the
world's first book to predict thecoring of the a-

tcmic age including a description of anuclear war
and nuclear-pcmered rockets travelling to the stars.

New Pyramid Found

CAIRO, Egypt IuPl) -
Archeologists havediscovered
a new pyramid buried beneath
the sandsofthe desert
south of Cairo ack to
the year 2560 B.C., the new-
spaper Al Akhbarsaidtoday.

The newspaper said diggers
have uncovered 65 feet of the
pyramid, which appears to
have been constructed ona 60-
square-yard base. The discov-
ery was made by a Czech
archeological mission, but
confirmation was not
available from Egyptian
authorities.

The newly-discovered pyra-
mid was eaid to date to the
Egyptian fifth dynasty, which
would make it younger than
tlie famous Step Pyramid of
the third century Pharaoh
Zoser. also located In the
antiquity-rich Saqqgara desert
15 miles southwestof Cairo.

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A Mysterious
'‘Dinosaur’ Lurks
In Congo Swamp

Chicago

An elephant-sized animal with
claws, a long neck and tail seen in
the swampy jungles of western
Africamay be a dinosaur, an expert
on "hidden animals” said yesterday.

Scientist Roy Mackal of the
University of Chicago said inhabit-
ants of a remote section of the
Congo call the swamp-dwelling
beast "Mokele-Mbembe.” They de-
scribe it as 15 to 30 feet long with
large, clawed feet and lengthy neck
and tail.

"We don't know exactly what it
is we’'re talking about,” Mackal said.
“A small dinosaur fits the picture.
But we hesitate to claim that You
can make an equally good case for a
large monitor lizard."

Mackal, author of a book on
“hidden animals,” has spent more
than a decade searching for Scot-
land’'s legendary Loch Ness mon-
ster.

He and James Powell, a herpe-
tologist living in Plainview, Texas,
spent February traveling through
swampy jungles in a largely un-
mapped area asking the inhabitants
about "Mokele-Mbembe.” They plan
to return next August.

Mackal and Powell did not see
any of the creatures, but the
natives told them the animals have
smooth, brownish-gray skin, a long
and flexible neck, a very long tail
and threeclawed feet as big as
frying pans.

"We would show them picture

books of normal animals — buffalo,
elephants — and they would identi-
fy them. We would also show them
pictures of reconstructions of ex-
tinct animals. When they saw a
picture of the brontosaurus, or of
any of the sauropods, they pointed
at it and called it 'Mokele-Mbembe.'

“The response cut across ail
ethnic, geographic, cultural and
educational lines. We admit we're
biased by the consistency of the
description — we think it's a real
animal rather than a bogey man
type of thing.”

The brontosaurus and other
dinosaurs are believed to have died
out 70 million years ago.

Science 80 Magazine, published
by the American Association for
the Advancement of Science, said
in an article printed yesterday that
the creatures reportedly feed on
the nutlike fruit of a riverbank
plant and keep to deep pools and
submerged caves in the area.

Mackal said there have been
reports on the creatures for two
centuries and the best came in 1969.
when pygmies allegedly killed one
that was disturbing their fishing on
Lake Tele. He and Powell have
offered a reward for any bones
from that animal.

The two researchers hope to
return to the Congo next August 1,
at the start of the rainy season, and
take their equipment into the re-
mote area in dugouts to set up a
base camp for the search.
