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PITCH A TENT AND BUILD

Abraham and his people were
wandering shepherds. They lived
in tents which were easily taken
down when they moved the sheep
to places where the grass was more
abundant. They represent the hu-

man race in the second period, 2 -

step ahead of savagery, but not yet
what we call civilized. The distin-
guishing characteristic of civilized

man is that he builds homes and

cities. . His industries are establish-

ed and he brings the raw material -

to his place of business instead of
moving his place of business to his
source of raw material. His home
becomes a house or a castle rather
than a tent. His altar, if he has
one, becomes a church or a cathe-
dral. ;

In Bible symbology, the tent, the
house or the castle represents tha
abode of man; while the altar, the
church or the cathedral represents
the dwelling place of God. A
study of man’s homes shows the
progress of the race from savagery,
through barbarism to the present,
and toward the future. So, a study

of altars and temples reveals the

progress of the individual soul

toward its ultimate perfection.
We know that the human body.

is the real Temple of God. The

early caverns in which religious

rites were celebrated and later the

vaulted chambers and domed cathe-
drals were replicas of the human
anatomy. This applies to the tem-
ples of Egypt in which the various

rooms and passages weré symbols |

of the various blood and nerve pas- |
sages, the glands, and organs of the

body.

The temple of Solomon at

Jerusalem was unquestionably an

anatomical temple, and its plans re-

veals the physical, astral and spirit-

ral bodies of man and their co-re-
