Message # 2.---- NOVEMBER 7th EXPLAINED.

The following transcripts were made from a tape recording received by your editor 
from Rev. Marc Norman, -1928 Oak Bay Ave., Victoria, B.C., Canada.

MESSAGE 1/1.

How do you do, fellow seekers enthusiasts. This is Rev. Mark Norman speaking. I 
bid you-greetings from the Universal Fellowship of Victoria, British Columbia, in Canada. 
I wish at this time to record to you an experience of the evening of August 16, 1954. At 
that time, my wife and I were visiting some friends in Vancouver and, as usual after 
dinner, we relaxed and our conversation drifted along the lines of metaphysics ^and related 
subjects. Somewhere in this discussion, Adamski's book on flypng saucers was mentioned, 
^and its merits debated. A renark was then made to the effect that would it not be wonder­
ful if we were able, in Canada here, to receive a message from one of the space ships, so 
that we coule find out first h^rá as to their purpose, mode of life, etc.

I, being of somewhat psychic nature, as we use the term, and having been studious 
along the occult path for many years, felt this could be possible, but I stated that 
unless we were situated in a favorable location, such as Adamski and others who had made 
such contacts, I did not think our situation was conducive to communication. I might add 
here that, whilst I accepted the fact of the UFO's actinities, I did not think for one 
moment that we could be favored or even recognized. However, it was not long after this 
phase of our discussion that we all heard a sort of clicking sound, faint ^and yet distinct. 
It sounded like a telegraph key tapping out a morse code. MY friend looked up from the 
paper he was reading ^and said to his wife, "Did you leave the radio on, dear?" And she 
replied, "No, I did not." At the same ti:ne, I felt a sort of pressure on my head and I 
said, "Wait, I think I'm getting something through.’’

Now I want you to realize here that I am not a spiritualist, ^and I have never been 
particularly interested in any of that type phenomena. MY line of research has been 
more along mental telepathy, and ESP, related lines of investigation. Well this 
pressure that I received is a sort of a feeling as if a great silence is coming over me, 
and then I know that some form of message is coming through. So after I'd made this re­
mark, we all sat back in our chairs and relaxed. And shortly afterwards I heard by 
thought-impression the following words:

'^K27 calling. (Now this was repeated about three or four times and that was fol­
lowed by:) This is flight 15 of planet 99 of the constellation Canis Major. Antrim 
speaking. Your request, as spoken earlier, has come to our attention, and as we had 
been tuning in on your planet, we decided to attempt contact with you. I must first
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state that you and your friends have been under consideration for some time, by reason 
of your varied interests. ^nd as there appear to be no other persons in your immediate 
vicinity who qualifY for inter-relationship activities, it was considered by us that 
you might be eligible for contact ^nd indicated a willingness to co-ordinate with us, 
relative to future plans.

We realize that it would be important to you, should you be in a position to receive 
communication from such a source, and to compile information as regards our activities, 
mode of life, plane of existence, or any other details as we may be privileged to accord 
you. Unfortunately we are not able at this time to relay specific data regarding the 
mechanical and technical details of our craft, but this can be given at a later date, 
but sufficient for the moment if it be that we can receive confi^rmation as to your sin- 
qerity and desire to assist in an interplanet^y project which may have to be instigated 
in the very near future.

However, for your immediate information, allow us to mention that the me^^ of com­
munication with you is by what can be called an electronic thought-tr^wmitter. It is a 
mechanical device into which one speaks. The impulses are then tr^ansmitted to the vicin­
ity and the wave-length adjusted to the particular auric field surrounding the individual 
receiving. But we'll give you more of this later on.

As members of the Interplanetary Committee of the Council of Orbits, we are most 
naturally concerned with ^ny or all activities that may take place, whether it be on your 
planet or ^ny other within our jurisdiction. ^ur greatest concern, during the past few 
years, has been and is the mis-use of coswic forces which your scientists have experimented 
With in the form of nuclearweapons. As the law of the Cosmos is such that we cannot 
interfere unless it becomes evident that serious repercussions may occur in other planes of 
the same system, we have not as yet attempted to prevent the use of such mechanisms, for 
we realize that eventually your scientists will discover the benefits of their use.

However, we do desire to warn you that, if it were not that we have been able to offset 
most of the radionic interpenetrices affecting the outer layers of your ionesphere, the 
results may have proved disastrous even at this time. WE ^ARE, T^^EFORE, ATTEMPTING TO 
ORGANIZE CONTACT GROUPS WHICH WILL BE MADE UP OF SINCERE PERSONS WHO, ALIGNING THEMSELVES 
WITH THOSE SEEKING A MORE HARMONIOUS ESTABLISHMENT OF INTERNATIONAL RELATIONSHIPS, ’^LL 
ENDEAVOR TO Co-ORDINATE THEIR ACTIVITIES AND STUDIES TOWARDS A UNDERSTANDING OF -
YOUR WORLD'S SITUATION.

A New Age confronts your people. This is not new, for there is ever a changing of the 
geographical and social structure of ^ny civilization^ for the Law of the Cosmos is pro­
gressive. You are therefore coming to the end of an Age, and •preparedness is the order of 
your day. Your Bible makes ^any references to the times in which you now live, and those 
written words are older than you realize.

Howbeit, we are not here to extol the virtues of the Cosmic Record, but to alert you 
to the seriousness of your ow.n situation. We needs must appeal to the intelligence of 
individuals who are seeking understanding and enlightenment as to future possibilities, 
for we cannot approach the masses of your world's populace as the majority are not ready 
for such experiences, and to do so would cause panic.

Therefore, our study and investigation of your planet, over the past few years parti­
cularly, has been mainly for the purpose of searching out those individuals who, over a 
period of years, have given some time to the study of matters epiritual and metaphysical5 
for it is only the,y who can accept and appreciate the higher value of esoteric release. 
AS OF THE MOMENT, ^ERS ARE SUCH GROUPS AND IND^UDUALS, AND IT IS OUR DESIRE TO ALIGN
BOTH INTO ONE A^ESAMATION, SO THAT EVENTUALLY ESTABLISHMENT CAN BE EFFECTED IN A PLACE 
DESIGNATED ^ALY FOR SUCH FORMATION. The main consideration now, is the
sincerity of all those comprising the various contact groups, including those individuals 

be attracted to them as time reveals the importance of such affiliation. This is 
necessary because of the ^imensity of the project under consideration, and the value of the 
material released as a New Age philosophy for study by those selected.
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Your Bible has a reference to this in a stanza recorded wherein it is written that: 
"Many shall be called, but few will be chosen." This is an occult truism, and one that must 
be fully realized by those seeking admission into the higher re^alms of spiritual expression. 
In ages past, we too had to choose as to whether we should proceed with our exemplars, or 
remain with the masses who preferred the delights of materialistic accumulation. Fortunate 
are we who have developed sufficient wisdom to make a right choice. A similar opportunity 
is being proffered those who,now discerning the portents clouding the horizon of established 
procedures, do seek a way of life enabling them to enjoy the full values of creative con­
sciousness within the scope of their own understanding. It is assumed that all present wish 
to be included, and are desirous of taking part in the establishment of the New Age previous­
ly mentioned. Therefore we appeal to the logic and reasoning of all concerned, for sincer­
ity of purpose is the foremost test that shall be presented, for THE TIMES DEMAND LOYALTY 
AND CO-OPERATIVE EFFORT.

But neither are we here to expound philosophy, but to convey to you some information 
relative to our paxticular operation in the higher realms of activity. It is most natural 
that many questions should arise in your minds, and that your curiosity seek satisfaction 
as to our experiences and functions. Therefore, in order to make these contact sessions 
interesting and enjoyable, it is permissible that we enlighten you as to various activities 
and other related information.

Perhaps you are interested to learn of our particular responsibility in our sphere of 
action. We are what might be referred to as Interplanetary Patrol Regulators. It is our 
duty to observe the vibrational i-rnpulses emitted by each planet in our system, for these 
vary in accordance with cataclysmic and subterranian disturbances. Acting upon the authority 
of Higher Intelligences, it becomes our responsibility to assure that the orbital motion of 
any sphere maintains its regularity within the electro-magnetic field of its own operation.

Now this may be somewhat difficult for you to understand, inasmuch as you have been 
taught that all nature responds to a Higher Law, and thus broods no interference from indivi­
duals. This' indeed true, insofar as motion and cycles are concerned. But natural forces
in themselves have powers which, when released, impinge upon all bodies within the system, 
and tend to change the molecular polarity which, if not rectified to some extent, would 
precipitate catastrophies far ahead of their normal expenditure. Thus, we determine qy 
special inst^nents, the degree of differentiation, and rectif.y it by means of certain rnys 
which induce equilibrium. This then, is our normal duty and occupation, and we are respon­
sible to the Council of Orbits, under whose jurisdiction we operate.

In addition to this we have certain considerations relative to your planet, which 
correlate to the aforementioned duties. For instance, when an atomic explosion occurs on 
your planet, the reverberations activate electronic particles which produce corresponding 
reactory disturbances in atmospheria, and from thence to other bodies in the aame orbital 
plane. Such experiments, being of extreme interest to us, we immediately investigate the 
area of disturbances, noting then the severity (or otherwise) of radionic fallout. We are 
forced to disintegrate these particles with another method termed "Thermo-Active Fireball 
Range". If this was not undertaken, the reaction as regards your earth and all life upon 
it would be of serious consequence.

Consequently it is the aforementioned Council of Orbits who determine the extent of our 
interference, and if your authorities proceed beyond a point of considered safety, we should 
have no recourse but to disintegrate all your nuclear components. This we dislike to do 
because we realize that such an act would be considered as one of aggression, and we have 
no desire to arouse emnity between ourselves or any other peoples in the same system. Then 
too, we are cognizant that such experiments ^alle, at the moment are being considered as 
weapons of war, the.y ^^l eventually be directed towards implements of peace. We are not 
too much concerned as to your own international relationships, your warlike attitudes towards 
each other, for we realize that these conditions will also eventually be overcome and a more 
harmonious relationship exist, as your science advances in its skills.

But for the moment, until this actually occurs, we c^mot permit investigation 
into realms be.yond your capacity to understand, for if it be impossible for you to conduct 
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yourselves in a brotherly maruier between peoples and nations of your own plane, how then do 
you expect to extend the hand of friendship towards ourselves and other peoples of the other 
worlds?

Therefore do we seek to find those of understandin8 nature and friendly spirit, who 
have ? experienced the inter-exchange of ideas and principles between one world and 
another. For this evening, then, we feel that sufficient intelligence has been conve.yed to 
you enabling you to arrive at a decision as to future plans and operations.

Before leaving your contact, we beg leave to introduce the other members of this 
craft's crew. This is an Interplanetary Space Patrol Craft. I, Antrim, can be likened to 
control officer. Kilmar functions as recording specialist. Pontor has charge of ray 
i?stranents; Cato, as operative engineer. These are names we have given you so that you 
night understand, but are not the real ones that we use. For this perioc. then, Selas."

Well friends, there you have it. My wife had her pad and a pencil hanqy, and copied 
it down exactly as I received it, and that's exactly as it is recorded. You take it, or 
you leave it. If any of you are interested and would li e more information, and would 
like a copy of this recording, you may address me to: Rev. Norman, 1928 Oak Bay Ave.,
Victoria, British Columbia, Canada. I tndak you.

MESSAGE #2.
Now here we have telethought message number two, which was received on Nov. 9th, 1956, 

at 1 P.M. I was sitting in my chair after lunch, relaxing, and my mind wandered over the 
conditions relative to the Mon a-message that was supposed to be released on the evening 
of Nov. 7th. I was sort of wondering why such a. message had been given, considering that 
perhaps the Monka source was not authentic, and if it was, why should such a statement be 
made. As for myself, I had reasoned' at that time that such a message might cause some 
disturbance, and I really didn't expect it, but I did wonder why such a thing had been 
stated. So that was my thought at the time that I was sitt^ing relaxing, and then I recei­
ved tlrls impression again, and in came the tele thought message from the same source as 
before.

And the introduction was "UK27 calling", which was repeated three times, followed by: 
"Greetings from your brother in space. I felt it incumbent upon me at this time to attempt 
contact with you, seeing that you were, for the moment, relaxed and in a position for such 
inter-relationship. It would appear that the evening of Nov. 7th, your time, was one of 
contradiction inte^ninglnd with certain disappointments amongst those who were .^anxiously 
awaiting a message from one called Mon a, of the planet Mars.

First allow me to say, that while acknowledgment can be made as to this individual's 
identity, his authority does not exceed that of the Grand Council. We,of the Interplane- 
t^V Patrol Services, were aware of the information released, and were surprised that such 
a statement should have been made by one of this position and understanding. However, we 
are assured that this statement was made in all sincerity, and w.i th the desire to afford 
the peoples of your planet same encouragement as to the intent ions of those operating in 
other realms, and to establish the fact that friendliness is the basic factor of all investi- 
tigations wi th in _ the bounds of your planet, and at the same time being desirous of impart­
ing same information as to further possibilities.

This was indeed Moakath intention and he would have thus proceeded, had he not been 
advised by the Grand Council that such a procedure was not in keeping with the present 
plans of said Council. Therefore, he was warned against such an undertaking. At the 
same time it was realized that, by reason of the vast amount of publicity accorded such an 
event, and that thousands of your earth people would be looking forward to hearing a voice 
from outer space, that, if some p:lenomena did not occur, it would indeed be an embarrassing 
situation for those of the UFO groups who have aligned themselves with those advanced souls 
seeking eulightenment and instruction regarding your times.

It was therefore decided that one of our craft should be in the general vicinity at 
the appointed time, so that confirmation of such a sight^ing would reassure ail concerned, 
and at the same time dispel the ^all force of those of your earth who are bound by the 
ether forces and inclined towards ridicule and criticism. If nothing had occurred at this 
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historic period, for such it can be t^raed, then the resultant reaction would have minimized 
all the benefits that have so far been established by the various contacts previouslY made. 
Thus, you see, certain arrangements had to be undertaken to restore faith and confidence in 
us.

On the other hand, let us assume that said message had been allowed. In the first 
instance, what could have been said that would cause a calm reception? If the message had 
contained merely a greeting from outer space by Monka, it w^ould, to many people, have 
appeared as if a God-like release had been expressed to them, and in case, some form of 
p^hic would have resulted.

ON THE OTHER HAND, IF THE MESSAGE HAD CONI'AINED A DEEPER ASPECT OF TRUTH, THEN SUCH 
A REPLETION AT THIS TIME \l,QULD MOST CERTAINLY HAVE CAUSED SERIOUS ^REPERCUSSIONS ON YOUR 
PLAINT, AND THE H.ESULT WOULD HAVE BEEN A COMPLETE UPHEAVAL OF EXISTING ECONOMIC, POLITIC­
AL, ^RELIGIOUS, AND SOCIAL ORGANISMS. So you realize, dear friends, that such contacts 
as these are prohibited, a t least for the time being.

No, we feel for the present that it is far better that small groups of serious ^and 
yet enthusiastic persons be established first, and then personal contacts can be arranged 
later on. 'Vhen such contact groups are formed, and it is gener ally known that tele thought 
communicationscan be, and are, established, then the masses of the earth's people will 
be more receptive to such comm^hications and other possibilities, and any disturbances 
then can be averted. And then, too, the phase of earth experiences now being undergone 
by the people of your planet, prevents any interference on the part of other people sit­
uated on any of your sister planets.

Therefore, in parting, we trust that this brief explanation regarding the circ^um- 
stances of your Nov. 7th incident gives a satisfactony understanding of the events that 
led up to the episode. But we do feel that it did accomplish its parpose in establishing 
proof, if be needed, as to the existence of space craft. Incidentally, it was a 
tubular vessel. In peace, Pontor."

MUCH WORK YET TO BE DONE

The above message contains the answer to why absolute, positive proof of the 
existance of spacecraft and space people cannot be given to the masses of earth's peoples 
as yet, until SQfficient numbers of people are adequately informed and or g ahized, and have 
acted to establish the procedures for preventing the destructive situations that would 
occur,were such proof offered before such preparations have been made.

So you see,fellow brothers and sisters of the light, there is yet much work to be 
done before our wishes of open contact and affiliation with the space people can be 
achieved with all the wonderful benefits to be derived therefrom.

Lei us then resolve to work together, and in unity we will hasten the achievement 
of our common goal of Peace on Éarth, Goodwill and Brotherhood Among All Men.

TUBULAR SPACECI^ST PHarOOHAPHED OVER L.A. NOV. 7th.

Issue No. 1 of TKC contained an article noting the hundreds of sightings reported to 
your editor of spacecraft sighted over Los Angeles on Nov. 7th. Even though hundreds of 
sightings were reported to the newspapers, wire services, ground obser/er corps, Force 
Filter Center, radio and TV stations, police and sheriffs stations, etc., no report of 
these sightings appeared in the newspapers or over the air.

In the majority of cases the persons making the reports were given the usual evasive 
and facetious treatment. They were given the usual hypocritical and irrational cover-up 
routine and were told that they were seeing clouds, balloons, car-light reflections, birds, 
phosphorescent insects, or halluc^inations.

As a result of this news-suppression, your editor received a number of letters from- 
all over the co untry a ski n g what did occur in L.A. on Nov. 7th. In many cases the writers 
just could not conceive of the idea that in this land where freedom of speech and 
the press are taken for granted, that such just does not exist when it comes to coverage 
of flying saucer nevro.

On page 9 is a reproduction of a photograph taken by photographer Richard Veloz on the 
evening of Nov. 7th, 1956 at about 10:4o P.M. This obiong or tubular shaped craft was 
photographed with a 4 X 5 Speed Graphic press camera at exposure at f 5.6
with a l52 mm lens and on K^odak Super Panchro Press Type B sheet f^lm which has an ASA 
film speed rating of 125 daylight and 100 tungsten. Two pictures were taken of the space­
craft in the pressence of Alda Van ^^en, Lester Evans, and the photographer's wife Connie, 
in front of the photographer's home.

The first picture was taken as the brilliant craft hovered bverhead. It then moved 
slightly back and forth in an oscilating motion and the second picture was a time exposure, 
taken as the craft shot straight up, then made a right angle turn and headed over the 
mountains to^ward Mount Wilson as the int^reity of the light faded out to nothing. This 
can be very well observed on the negative which I have personally ex^hined, ^and as a 
professional photographer nyself, found to be authentic and unretouched.

On the first negative of short exposure, a very few stars are discernible, which on 
the second time-exposure, naturally appear more pronounced. One of the most interesting 
aspects of these two photographs is that on the first negative there is a small grouping 
of seven light objects arranged in the follo^wing pattern: . • t which when connected by 
lines, can be made to form the Star of David symbol. yV, • • • The amazing thing is that
on the second time-exposure, only four objects miym * appear in the same place
as the others on the first negative as follows: • forming a double triangle,
(which ^mibol is of great astrological significance), . and the other three are
g°ne-

When the telephone poles and wires, and the TV aerials at the bottom of the negative 
are superimposed one over the other, the objects in both negatives are perfectly aligned. 
Were these objects among the hundreds of such small spacecraft from the mother-ship that 
were sighted that evening? The space people would like to know how much more positive 
proof we require.

GASRIEL BLOWS HIS HORN, IN_AN OPEN LETTER

I've just talked to the ovmers of the film, and. am printing this letter for the 
information of the other people who have made stmilar inqulmy. group paid $200.00
for the film rental alone when we showed it last October to our group here in Los ^ageles. 
Others have paid'as much as $300.00. However, now the owners of the film have consented 
to allow distribution of the film to saucer clubs for as little as a $50.00 rental fee, if 
enough interest is shown.

If all clubs and groups that would be able to pay $50.00 ren^ü fee for the film and 
would be interested in obta^^ng it for sho^mig, would write me a letter or postcard 
expressing their interest, we may be able to secure the film for this greatly reduced rate. 
Let me hear from you.

Since you asked me to comment on your bulletin, I _ th^ink it's A fine job that
you are doling. Keep it up. I don't agree with everything that is printed in it, nnd I 
know that you don't expect me to, but it is still rendering a very valuable service.

In your recent UFO Neivsletter # 7 on page 13, you state that MDan coined the term 
senspacetional", although he personally claims never to have used the word in print. (I 
wouldn't have mentioned this point except that it provides me witi l introduction into a 
far more important one later on.) (Incidentally, Dan is entitled to all the good 
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publicity he gets, since he's doing a Great and impportant job.) I've been using the term 
in print for about a year new since it first popped into my head while working on an 
announcement of one of our first L.A.I.S.G. meetings.

I'm w11 aware of the possibility that hundreds of others could have received the idea 
for the word ^and used it long before I did, and maybe they did. (Example: Near s^imultan- 
eous discovery of the TV tube etc.) However, as far as I knew, it was original with me 
when I first thought of it, and it still is, to the best of my knowledge. \That is, if amy 
idea can be considered to be original.) Which is all highlyy unimportant and not worthy of 
this comment except in-so-far-as the general principle of mis-information is concerned 
with the whole saucer picture, which I believe could greatly be alleviated through better 
exchange of information and liaison between saucer groups.

The need for an amalgamation of flying saucer groups for the purpose of more effective 
dissemination of information on this vital subject of flying saucers and related important 
information, is pointed out in one of the communications from the space people printed in 
this issue. (See ffurther reference to this later on in the bulletin.)

As for the necessity of everyone having to think alike before ^unity or cooperation
can exist between groups, just the opposite may be the case• . (Although we may have to 
agree that it is alright to have different opinions and beliefs ^and still cooperate.) Do 
you ask a contractor what his religion is if you want to build a house? Can't we be of 
service to each other in spite of some difference of opinion? Can't we unite on our common 
areas of agreement while still retaining differences of opinion on lesser matters to the 
importance of our affiliation and cooperation?

I naturally cannot be expected to take the position of an anti-contact approach to 
the subject of flying saucers more that I would ^expect others to give up their approach,
if it is different from mine. If we did, we would all probably lose whatever effectiveness 
we now have with our readers and we probably vrouldn't be doing as good a job of condition­
ing and enlightening the masses as we are at present. There is of course still much room 
for improvement in our degree of effectiveness.

In the light of the ^^ormation being received from the space people by the various 
contactees throughout the earth, I feel that the whole story of the flying saucers ^wil 
never be understood unless the religious aspects are included in a researcher is investi­
gations. even though sone AC (Anti-Contact) groups still fail to realize that religion 
and science are one and the same thing,when understood. (Religious prophesies and 
pranises are being explained scientifically today.) (The initials AC also stand for 
Anti-Christ.) However, I feel that the AC groups are of the utmost importance in estab­
lishing liaison between the uninformed masses and the contact groups and individual and 
that it is just a matter of time until we all arrive at the saoe ultimate destination and 
understanding.

John Believer said, "Everybody is Something", meaning everyone has some service to 
render to his fell^man, and that we should look to see what people are, rather than what 
they are not. Everyone has some talent or ability that is needed by society that can now 
be used to help bring peace to the earth. Constituting a society of such a nature that 
this talent can be constructively utilized in all cases, is still a project to be achieved. 
But it is coming soon.

Misinformation is generally due to lack of adequate information, because the best 
source available is rumor>hearsay, etc. The free ? press won't give us coverage. It 
looks like the saucer groups of the world will have to do their own publishing of news, 
until the stranglehold of the silence groups is broken through it halving become popular 
to talk about flying saucers, due to gradual public acceptance.

Gradual public acceptance will come about large]¥ because of the efforts and actions 
of individuals and groups constantly and diligently working to b!ing it about. The .

The public press, the Air Force 
iron curtain, ^and all n^ews-disseminating agencies have aided in retard^ing the understand^ 
ing of our people in regard to the whole saucer picture. ^wough amalgamation we can 
more effectively carry our message to the people.
