I have to speak, before 1 have done with the phenomenal
aspect of the subject, of one of the most remarkable instru-
ments tho world has yet come in touch with, who has been
reared in this country of ours; 1 mean J. J. Morse, because he
is perhaps the best expression of the spiritual medium, whoso
life is the outcome of spiritual supervision.  The leap from the
normal man of 20 or 25 years ago to the inspired orator was
simply marvellous ; nothing more like miracle could be recorded,
and yet be within the realm of natural law. The story told by
his spiritual guides is that they saw at, or before, his birth, a
rare organism, through which it might be possible to proclaim
the new and living thought of spiritual progression to mankind.

The people of the other world are not satisfied that darkness
and doubt should prevail, they feel the world needs light, and
with an elevated and loving spirit they work continually to
spread tho truth. Aching hearts continually supplicate for
consolation; the drear, dark outlook of the materialistic thinker
causes him to call for help and light, the grotesque ideas which
prevail regarding heaven and hell need to be displaced, and the
hereafter painted in true colours, and therefore many of the
elevated spirits of all nationalities spread the truth through the
avenues that they can open up, feeling that in thus working
they perform the true will of tho All of Being.

A philosophic Chinese spirit, with a band of others, have
been the controlling intelligences of J. J. Morse, and for over 25
years there have been delivered discourses on all manner of sub-
jects which, Alfred Russoll Wallace has said, for high and
sustained eloquence, noble thoughts and high moral purpose,
surpassed the best efforts of any lecturer or preacher within his
experience, and this was said at a time when J. J. Morse was
but a youth, with only tho most limited education, without
knowledge of books, or any ideas beyond those of tho average
person. His lifo had been rough and oheerless, oast amid
strangers, and although ono of the great unthinking mass, ho
was pressed into spirit service by those who had waited for the
full time to arrive. Almost from the first time that he was
brought into contact with tho subject he was controlled, and
became tho mouthpiece of wise spirits who spoke out thoughts
that tho world needs. As one who has known this remarkable
medium for over 20 years, coming into close and frequent
contact, and listened to the commanding intelligence,
I am able to speak of tho normal man and the
inspired speaker, and know how great the difference is in
capacity and style, between the two. Sergeant Cox, a London
magistrate and a capable literateur, onco said of him, ‘I have
heard an uneducated ' barman,” when in a state of trance,
maintain a dialogue with a party of philosophers on “ Reason
and Foreknowledge, Will and Fate,” and hold his own against
them. 1 have put to him the most difficult questions in
psychology, and received answers always thoughtful, often full
of wisdom, and invariably conveyed in choice and eloquent
language. Nevertheless, a quarter-of-an-hour afterwards, when
relieved from the trance, he was unable to answer the simplest
query on a philosophical subject, and was even at a loss for
sufficient language to express a common-place idea.’

This is not overstated by any means. It demands on the
part of thinkers examination and verification, and, once
admitted, opens up mighty possibilities of light and knowledge,
flowing from the spheres of spiritual life. It is not now the
time to speak of the nature of the teaching that flows from the
lips of inspired mediums. I simply treat of the phenomena of
a high and rare grade, whioh followed those first raps at Hydes-
ville and Rochester.

There are other' trance mediums who, perhaps, lack the
eloquence and oratorical gifts which are expressed so fully by
'the workers 1 have named, who are no less worthy of being
mentioned, men and women who have dictated volumes while
in this trance condition. Glasgow has one of the most cele-
brated in Mr. David Duguid, from whose lips have fallen state-
ments claimed to be historical and also descriptive of spirit life
that make up the wonderful volumes, entitled, * Hafed, Prince
of Persia,” and ‘Hermes.” 1 know the normal man as well as
it is possible for one man to know his fellow after years of close
personal oontaot, and 1 know the normal man has no capacity
for literature, and yet these volumes furnish intensely interest-
ing reading, and require cultured study for their complete
understanding. A well-known literateur has said of him
that *Even had he had at oommand large libraries of books,
with some experienced scholar to point out to him the volumes
that he required to consult, it would still be a matter of impos-
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sibility that he could have stored his mind sufficiently with
facts to enable him to respond to the questions detailed in these
pages. Such a state of culture would require certain preliminary
training, an intelligence above the average, and a considerable
amount of time in which to pursue the application.” Mr. S. C.
Hall said of ‘ Hafed ”: *Its thoughts are pure, its incidents
thrilling, all may read it with delight and with a possible
stimulation of the highest emotions.” Evidence here, surely, of
external powers using the speech of an earth dweller to proclaim
the great truth of continued existence. But tho men and
women | havo named thus specially are not isolated cases,
thero arc thousands who under control give forth the spirit’s
message. The bare fact of such transpiring should be suffi-
cient to awaken men’s minds to tho possibility that it is only a
thin veil which separates the workers on the spiritual side from
brethren still in the fleshly tabernacle.

Another phase of mediumship associated with the spiritual
movement, and which it is perhaps difficult to separate from
that of Trance, is what is called Inspirational speaking.  Here
we have the 'instrument* conscious of the inflowing of thought,
the breathing in of sentiments which he, or she, interpretates
and expresses.  Some may say this is not evidence of spirit
working, but surely it gives a hint of how the so-called sacred
literature of the world was produced, of how the prophets were
moved by an intelligence which they could not identify with
their own, that they believed to be divine. 1 know there
is difficulty in separating this phase of mediumship from the
work of men of genius, and 1 certainly for ono would make no
such.distinction, for I believe this form of inspiration has been
common in all ages, and that the masters of musio, among
others, were cognisant of it. Beethoven said, in explanation of
his great gift, * From the focus of inspiration, 1 feel compelled
to let the melody stream forth on all sides’; and Mozart, the
marvellous man, who sang wisdom, says: *Whence and how
the ideas come | know not, nor can I force them. My soul is
fired and the subject enlarges, becomes methodised and defined,
and tho whole, though it bo long, stands complote and finished
to my mind, so that I can survey it like a fine picture or a
beautiful statue at a glance. 1 hear the parts, as it were, all at
once. What a delight this is 1 oannot tell. All this inventing,
producing, takes place in a pleasing, lively dream." This is
perhaps tho best gift 1 have my Divine Master to thank for.*

The world has been filled with men we call illustrious,who were
largely played upon, as instruments aro, by residents in another
sphere of being, who knew nothing or but little of the source of
their power. All persons are really illuminated acoording to
their condition, and I feel certain when the panorama of this
life is unfolded, we shall readily recognise how often the action
of super-mundane peoplo affected us here. It should be easy for
tho world to admit the fact of inspiration. No great mon or
women over claimed that they shone with powers that were
theirs alone, but each one was conscious at times of a pouring
in of wise thoughts, melody of oxpression, or new truths in
nature; Tho inspiration of genius is the best key to modern
spiritual inspirings. Ancient literary efforts, master-pieces of
art, some of our wonderful scientific discoveries, havo un-
doubtedly came from the spirit sido. 1 know, of course, what
organisation does for a man, what cultivation will bring forth,
but these only help to bring out a dearer message, or a richer
and sweeter melody of truth. All poets have had a feeling, more
or less vivid, that they were aided from above; the unspiritual
poet is as yet unborn. Burns wrote continually of the outside
power that made him sing—

Know the great genius of this land

Has many an angel band,

Who all beneath his high command,

Harmoniously as arts or arms they understand,
Their labours ply.

They Scotias race among them share ;

Some fire the sodger on to dare,

Some rouse the patriot up to bare
Corruption’s heart.

Some teach the Bard a darling care,
The tuneful Art.

The world wonders at the wondrous results produced by a
Shakespeare, with his limited opportunities, and seeks at times
to tear the laurels from his brow, attributing to other men what
has enchanted the world, because, without the recognition of
inspiration it seems impossible he could have given out such
transoendant light. Longfellow admits that he had to wait till
the angel said write. Victor Hugo was conscious of the other
side of life, and listened to its promptings. Wordsworth was
the poet prophet of spiritual life, and felt the sfAil of the universe
spoke to his, a spark of it, whioh feeling gave him the intima-
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tions of immortality, which helped him to bear cheerfully life’s
troubles.

I have felta presence thatdisturbs me with the joy of elevated thoughts,
A sense sublime of something far more deeply interfused,

A motion and a spirit that impels ]

All thinking things, all objects of thought, and rolls through all things.

Shelley and Keats alike show clear spiritual insight which
came from other realms than ours. How beautiful has Adelaide
Annie Proctor written her spiritual truths in ‘ Tho Lost Chord,’
and in words like these:

Why should’st thou fear the beautiful Angel, Death,
Who waits thee at the portals of the skies,
Beady to kiss away they strugqling breath,
Beady with gentle hand to close thine eyes.
Oh, what were life if life were all. Thine eyes
Are blinded by their tears, or thou would’st see
Thy treasures want thee in the far-off skies,
nd death thy friend will give them all to thee..

Milton says, * Millions of spiritual beings wall; the earth, scon
and unseen.” No one, however, reveals the close connection
between Spiritualism, as we understand it, and the works of
genius, more than Tennyson, who had a faco to face acquain-
tance with the phenomena. As Stead has said, in dealing
with the subject of his life, * The possession of certain psychic
gifts is almost invariable in prophets, founders of great religions,,
and the men and women who have been privileged to embody
in verse the sublimest aspirations of the race. They aro all
more or less seers, who dwell on the Borderland, seeing things
that are invisible to ordinary men!’

Some of the men 1 have named were more or less uncon-
scious of the-inflowing power, as to how it came, but with
Tennyson it was otherwise; he was aware all the time that his
best work was due to the intrusion of the other world into his
life, or rather to his ability to enter into that other, which to
him was more real than this. You see so many glimpses of
real knowledge scattered through his poems: hymns which we
Spiritualists sing because they are aclear statement of our facts.
At times, with St. Paul, he could say of his experiences,
‘ Whether in the body 1 cannot tell, or whether out of the body
I cannottell.’” The reality of J1e unseen was to him no specu-
lation but a conscious knowledge.  You get all I am claiming
in these lines of his in ‘ In Memoriam :

So word by word, and line by line,

The dead man touched me from the past,
And all at once it seemed at last

The living soul was flashed on mine.

You can see little or no difference in a man like Tennyson,
called a normal worker, and a woman like Lizzie Doten, who
calls herself a spiritual medium.  Krom her lips, under the
gush of the spiritual afflatus, have poured glowing thoughts,
which breathe of beauty or bum with sacred fervour. Poets
gone out of the body, like Poe, have come, and through her
organism given the most complete evidence of their identity.
It was not a case of catching his trick of method when dealing
with poetic subjects, but the man was undoubtedly able to
express himself in his old way. Had she but written as other
poets do, she might have had honour and renown.

‘If the churches and the chapels were filled with honest
souls, yearning to uplift the fallen, and bring the prodigal and
fallen sister back to the paths of virtue, they would have no
time for doctrinal disputation and questions of belief: they
would be too busy as true apostles of tho Nazarene seeking to do
as ho had done! The church-going-lady pulls in her skirts as
she steps to her carriage for fear of contamination with the
fallen one seeking for help. Would Jesus have done that?
What is to become of the poor, the fatherless, the husbandless,
in the underground cellars and top garrets of earth? Jesus
said, ' * There is more rejoicing in heaven over one poor brother
helped back into righteousness than over ten thousand righteous
ones.” Though England has a lot to boast of, she has many
good institutions, and many churches, the church-goers are
lacking in their duty.

‘There is a mistake in always upholding ““Jesus died to
save.” I interpret the words the other way, “Jesus lived to
save.” 1i he had not lived, the beautiful paths which he
opened to heaven might never have been known. Had the
people in his day accepted, then it would have been better for
Jesus to have lived longer, but itwas through tho wickedness of
the people that he died, and that martyrdom has been so twisted
and twined that it has come to be declared, ““ Jesus’ blood
cleanses us from all sin.” Paul, on his way to porsecute the
Christiane, was arrested by the spirit voice, “ Saul, Saul, why
persecutest thou me,” and he was confirmed in the power of the
spirit to take the part of the Christians. Jesus never said,
“ My blood shall cleanse ye from all sin.” At the Last Supper
with his disciplgs, he likened the bread to his body, and the
wine to his blood] but said simply, “ Do this in remembrance of
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mo ”"—as you have anniversary days. Jesus never said, “ My
death shall be the life of others.”  Until the fallacious teaching
is done away with you will never have responsible children.

‘ Are the Spiritualists any better, any wiser, you may ask?
Very little. What example are they setting to tho Christians,
as they are called. Tho Christians have one weakness, the
Spiritualists another. The latter depend too much upon quick
progress aftor death; but they will find stumbling blocks in tho
way. Many Spiritualists are not showing to the people of this
world any better life than before they know Spiritualism, somo
not so good; the one has a weakness for believing in the ' blood
that clcauseth from all sin,’ the other to depend too much upon
‘progression,’ though there is progression. To show that Jesus
was not willing to die the death what did he say concerning
Judas, his betrayer? *Yea it would have been better if he had
never boon born, or that a millstone were round his neck and
dropped into the sea.” If Christ had need of him to fulfil God’s
mission, he should have been more worthy of honour in fulfill-
ing it, and yet the betrayer was condemned, ‘ Better had he
never been born.” What was the poor mother of Judas to think
for God to give that supper to her son, and so bring about the
occasion which would condemn him to hell and its fires for
ever! And he had to fulfil a divine purpose! Where was the
love ? Oh, no; never such athing. But I am probably de-
taining you upon subjects | have no right. Let me at the close
of this discussion say: Ever try to live good, upright, honest
lives, os far as circumstances allow; look to Jesus as an example,
and follow in his way. As | might say, Don’t follow the
lantern, butfollow the light.*

* Was not Jesus God'’s son on earth ?’ asked Mrs.------

1Jesus was a son of the living God the same as thy beloved
husband. You see the Churches teach that Christ was .God’s
“only begotten son,” and that is where the error comes in.
You must understand, Mrs. ------ , it is utterly impossible that
matter can come from spirit. There is no man of science, not
even |, or greater than I, can explain what spiritis. 1 might
attempt to explain it, but am 1 right? Reverting to Jesus,
there have been many disputes in regard to who was his father.
Some say Joseph (a carpenter) was his father, others say Caris
(a Roman) was his father, but no matter who was his father, he
had a father, as thou hadst your father, under the same
laws, the BaTe conditions. But his mother, while bringing him
into existence, fasted and prayed earnestly that she might
bring forth a reformer, for the world needed one, the same as a
reformation is needed now. Spvritmatists are not giving the
spirits power to make a reformation, because they are not
livinglivestokeep the purer elements. Jesus,when onearth, was
full of the spirit his mother had prayed io God to bestow upon
him- Her prayer was earnest, her desires and motives were
good and pure, and the powers of the Lord God Almighty
answered her prayer. He was born into the same conditions
and under the same laws as others, but he possessed from
his very birth, and before his birth into this world, the power of
spirit, and exercised it. All the world’s temptations could not
upset it, for it was his nature; all the wealth of the world could
not. shake him, and that was why he was crucified: too good,
too holy, too pure in mind.’

‘Do you think it possible for Christ to come again, arid
manifest himself ?’

“Not on ecurth I Jesus was a great one—the fact is, he was
the very greatest development, the purest in spirit, in the days
when he lived, and since he has been crucified to satisfy those
who craved it he has not stood still; he is still higher.’

‘ Then will there be a *“ second coming ” ?’

‘No, never to earth | But his love, transmitted, may be
felt by those who love him, If every man and every woman
would become a Christ, or try to become Christ-like, what a
beautiful world it would be, and if every Spiritualist would
become spiritualised, how sublime, how much greater would
be the manifestations. . The Atheist asks for facts, manifesta-
tions, but not even the Spiritualist has the power to say, ‘ Come,
and I will give them to you,’ because they lack in spirituality.
Jesus had “ power,” as he showed his followers on the Mount of
Transfiguration. But he could ‘ do no mighty work because of
their unbelief?  Spiritualists should be able to do so, but they
are not purer, not better, the generality of them, than if they
knew nothing.’

‘We spirits have had tremendous difficulties to surmount
for our work here on earth; but God has given us forbearance,
and we hope arid pray in heaven the time will come when
Spiritualism and the Spiritualists will be able, by the higher
power, to make manifest the truths of the future life to dis-,
believers. They must work for it and live for it. My mission
here, through which my spirit will be lifted up, is to the sick
and the suffering, a proof that in this 19th century God has not
taken all the good things from His people, as the church would
have you believe. God is the same to-day as when Jesus lived,
and there are children born to the world now as then, who, if
brought up in spiritual knowledge would have the gift 'of healing
and many powers of the spirit, giving relief to sick and suffering
humanity] as of yore.’ :

‘What was your own earth life, Doctor?’ 1

I don’t think it would bo very interesting. Had 1 done my
duty, as | have been impressing upon others, I would not have
come back to do this; but it is because 1 did not do it that |
have come back to Beek an instrument through which 1 may
glorify God.’
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“ What will it do for your medium ?’

“ 1t will help him to climb the ladder of progress and not be
a wandering spirit. 1 am thankful that the laws of God, which
I am not in a position to explain, admit of this inter-communion
between immortals and mortals. The ““healing power " is greater
in the world to-day than at the dawn of tho Christian era,
because there are more people in it. It is a gift of the mighty
Father of all men to his children on the earth plane. As soon
as spiritual culture becomes more universal its manifestations
will be known of all men. When 1 lived I lived the life of what
Christians would call “wild man?”’; but, thank God, the
“ happy hunting ground ” does not end all. There is work for
us and progress for all, whether we are red, black, yellow, or
white. We are under the one Father, and the day will come
when all will be as one family! How long? There is no time
in eternity 1’

Important Facts Regarding the Bible.

Mr. William Emmett Coleman, in an able article in the
Banner of Light, recently summarised the results arrived at by
the earnest and critical students who have been inquiring into
the Origin, Nature, and Accuracy of the Bible. Replying to the
question, ‘What does the Higher Criticism show the Bible to
be’? he says:i—Simply this: a human fallible book, a collection
of writings of widely varying merit and character, written by a
variety of authors, the names of most of whom are unknown.
Very few of these books were written by the persons whose
names they bear. The books of the prophets, aside from Jonah
and Daniel (the latter being a pious forgery of four hundred
years after the time of Daniel), were written in whole or in part
by the prophets themselves, and some of Faul’s epistles were
written by him. Aside from these, no one knows who wrote
the rest of the Bible. The Pentateuch and Joshua were not
written by Moses and Joshua, but principally by four widely
variant authors, the earliest living overfour hundred years after
the tim'e of Moses, and the latest about eight hundred years
after Moses. David did not write the Psalms, nor Solomon the
Proverbs, Song of Solomon or Ecclesiastes. The book of
Isaiah is a much-mixed composition. A large part of the
earlier portion of this book was written by lIsaiah himself.
Another large portion, at the latter part of the book, was
written by an unknown author, nearly two hundred years after
the time of Isaiah; and interspersed through the book are a
number of sections written by a number of other authors at
various dates.

The little book of Zechariah is the work of three authors,
the firet eight chapters alone being written by the original
Zechariah. Not one of the four Christian gospels was written by
the one whose name has been attached thereto. There is little
doubt that each of the first three Gospels contains much that
was written by Matthew and Mark, but the books, as we have
them now, are later compilations from various sources. The
Gospel of John is a forgery, written long after John was dead.
The apostles of those names did not write the Epistles of John,
Peter, James, and Jude, and a number of the Pauline Epistles
were not written by Paul. Luke wrote neither the Gospel nor
the Acts. John, the apostle, may have written the Revelations,
but this is very doubtful in view of the latest researches into
the nature and date of writing of this peculiar book.

Taking the Bible as one book, as a whole, it is probably the
most contradictory book ever produced." It teems with exag-
gerations, misstatements and inaccuracies, and much of it is
positive falsehood. There is scarcely a vestige of historical
truth in Genesis, and very little in the other four so-called
books of Moses. Fiction predominates in Joshua, and to some
extent it permeates Judges. The books of Ruth, Esther, Job,
Daniel and Jonah are all pure fiction, romances, destitute of
historical truth. The Gospel of John is also almost wholly
fiction; a few historical events in the life of Jesus are woven in
it, but invariably perverted and distorted; but aside from this
little bit of real history, everything said and done by Jesus and
the rest in this book is deliberate, intentional falsehood, written
by its unknown author for a fixed dogmatic purpose. Very
little real history is in the Acts of the Apostles, except in the
parts where the writer uses the term ‘we.” These seem to bo
extracts from the narrative of one of Paul’s companions, and
they have been interpolated into the work of the otherwise
largely inveracious author of this collection of myths and
legends about the apostles. A substratum of true history runs
through the Acts, but in varioue cases the facts of history are
purposely perverted and falsified to carry out the author’s design
in writing the book.

The religious and moral teachings of the Bible, in both
Testaments, are in many cases defective and untrue. God is
often represented with most ungodlike attributes; many kinds
of mean, silly, and petty things are attributed to him in speech
and action; and, as a rule, he is conceived of and described as a
sort of big man, sitting on a throne, jealous, arbitrary, revenge-
ful. The God of the New Testament is of much the same
character as that of the old. He damns in everlasting hell-fire the
wicked and non-Ohristian; he is the creator of the arch-fiend
Satan and his host of minor devils, who tempt and draw to hell a
large part of humanity. Taken as a whole, the God of the
Bible is a puerile, pitiful conception of the Infinite Spirit of the
Universe, the God of Soience and the God of Spiritualism. It
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is true that there are in both Testaments a number of grand and
lofty sentiments expressed regarding God—his purity,
holiness, mercy, and truth; but these are so intermixed
with the mass of gross and degrading views of the
Deity that, taking the biblical God as a whole, the
representative of the Divine Existence is a farcical carica-
ture of the Great Reality. Even in its highest aspects the God-
idea of the Bible is grossly anthropomorphic. A personal God
with human attributes, magnified and exaggerated, such is the
Biblo God in his every aspect. In the New Testament this
man-like God has an only begotton Son; a port of himself
overshadows Mary and procreates a son, Jesus, which son, in
John, declares himself one with the Father. The God of Jesus
is an anthropomorphic deity, to whom Jesus prayed, and whom
Jesus regarded as ready to perform miracles at any time in
answer to prayer, and to subserve his arbitary purposes. A
God of Law, to whom miracle and violation of natural law is
an impossibility, was never conceived of by Jesus. Nowhere in
the Bible can we get a just conception of the God of Nature,
the God of Spiritualism.

The Labour Problem from a
Spiritualist Standpoint.

WHAT IS THE SOLUTION ?

Important as it is to know what the Labour Problem really is,
and how it has arisen, the probable solution of the problem is
of supreme importance. 1 am not prepared with a cut-and-
dried panacea—a perfect cure alll  We have had enough and
to spare of quack nostrums, of palliatives, of patchwork, and
jerrymandering nonsense. We want something sound and
enduring. The evils are the outgrowth of centuries, and cannot,
therefore, be settled by a stroke of the pen or the councils of
an hour |

We want men to live—and to live at every pore. + We want
the whole race to attain the higher spiritual, consciously
virtuous, and happy life. To feel a common interest and
sympathy in the difficulties of their fellows.'

The Labour problem may be an *economic question ”; but
it is more—it is a moral and a religious question, and by
*religious ' 1 mean spiritual. 1 do not ignore or despise the
economic Socialists, but I fear they will neverinspire the people
with that fervour and enthusiasm which preludes suocess. To
some of us Spiritualists it is more than a mere bread-and-butter
question. It does not stop at gas and water politics. While it
includes them, it is beyond and above material and animal
advancement. It must move the very highest powers, faculties
and attributes, in enlightened, intelligent, conscious spirits. If
man has a divine or spiritual nature, as 1 believe, it must stir
that nature to its loftiest aotivity.

Highly as I should prize the establishment of Collectivism or
Nationalisation in their widest ramifications, 1 do not look for
human salvation or the complete solution of the Labour
Problem by their adoption. Physical agencies are but means
to an end—tools to work with, and instruments of vast useful-
ness. 1 grant we must have the lesser before the greater, the
lower before the higher, but Collectivism is not the ne plus
ultra of Socialism. | believe with Emerson that * civilisation
depends upon morality,"' and all the best, strongest, bravest, and
most consistent Socialists appear to gravitate ultimately to that
opinion, no matter from what point they started. Early on in
his Socialist career, Robt. Blatchford said, ‘ Socialism is not a
religion, it is a science of Government. But Mr. Blatchford
has evolved, and has since publicly stated that Socialism is love
for humanity and to him a religion. He was never ‘ strong.." or
*sound’ in economics, according to Bernard Shaw and Earl
Marx, and so he has arrived at the stage of Altruism.

As a sign of the times, which is pleasing and gratifying from
a Spiritualist standpoint, 1 notice the Clarion, on Oct. 9,1897,
in the leading article by A. M. Thompson (‘ Dangle’), had the
following sentence: | Socialism, to us, represents not so much a
political project or party programme, as a fundamental faith and
religion.” That is exactly, how we Spiritualists look upon it. It
must be more than the dry bones of economics and Collectivism
—it must be a living, vital principle, ennobling the lives and
exalting the ideals of the people. There is no ultimatum, no
finality, to Socialism; it is to be eternal and progressive in its
evolution, developing as the race climbs higher in the scale of
consciousness and spiritual self-possession. Social salvation is
a matter of ethics quite as much as of economics. The mental
and moral status of menwill have to be changed With, or before;
the changed conditions and environment to be established under
Socialism, otherwise people will still be too ignorant and too
selfish to profit by their improved surroundings.

HOW ARE HUMAN BEINGS TO BE CHANGE® ?

Our orthodox religious friends are strong on this point, and
claim that there is but one way. You are well acquainted with
their pronouncements, their panacea for all ills, viz;: uFaith,
prayer, repentance, belief, etc., etc.

As a Spiritualist, and as a firm believer in Evolution, I have
little sympathy with, Or belief in, the doctrine of man’s total
depravity. Man is wiser, better, nobler, stronger; purer, now
than ever he was, and I claim that he is so owing to the
operations of the laws Of evolution, and not through a miracle

By
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or faith in any man or GocL-man. Humanity has not fallen,
but risen, and the race is still ascending in the scale of
intelligence, knowledge, wisdom, truth, love, and justice.

Men who simply pray and sit upon the fence, who have faith
and merely believe in anything or nothing, will never set the
Thames on fire, neither will they reform the individual nor
society.

Two things are essential to the realisation of the progress
you seek as Socialists. The declaration of a principle and its
incarnation in action. Now, the. highest principle you can
declare for is.Freedom | and you can embody that in your daily
deeds. You want freedom, and are fighting for it. Freedom of
thought, speech, and notion. Freedom to live as men, not
animals. But you also want to make friends and brothers of all
mankind, and there can be no true friendship where you have
‘master’ and ‘servant.” There must be terms of equality | Not
that 1 expect to see, under Socialism, all men and all women as
indistinguishable and as undistinguished as a row of pins or a
box of toy soldiers. No! I mean the equality of opportunity.
Justice is “the equal balance between opportunity and capacity!’
But here, again, without moral culture and altruistic service
rendered by the strong, the intelligent and tho spiritually gifted,
the old conditions of inharmony and hatred, of assumed
superiority and ambitious uso of power would speedily reappear.

With Freedom will come this equality of opportunity, and
with it must also come tho opening up of the avenues to a truer,
sweeter, nobler, purer, gentler and more loving and helpful,
fuller life; then monopoly and privilege willbo banished, and the
gatee of prosperity swing wide open to a free and happy people.
The institutions for human elevation, and mental, moral, and
physical development will be free to alll United effort—hard,
incessant, honourable, loving, intelligent effort, will move the
world upward and onward, and then the melancholy poet will
no longer sing:

* Truth for ever on the scaffold,
Falsehood ever on the throne.’

The
broader view of federation is still a dream, although recent
bitter experiences are bringing it nearer.

The only method of regeneration
vouchsafed to the human family.
instrument of mere criticism. It generates nothing; it destroys.’

From the Spiritualist standpoint, the aims and ideals of
Democrats, Labour Party, Socialists, and Humanitarian re-
formers of all kinds can only be attained through the fusion of
forces. It is a sign of weakness to find that the two main
bodieb of Democratic thought in England cannot amalgamate,
and become a solid, unified, pronounced National Socialist
Party. But that fact only demonstrates the immature condition
of Democracy in this oountry. You cannot force or command
reformation; you can only guide and follow. The wrongs of
the past are not to be righted in a day. It takes time, and you
will have to be patient and tolerant.

On this point I speak as one with an experience.  Before |
became a Spiritualist, two or three of my previous years were
devoted to reading, studying, writing, and speaking upon
Socialism. I was enthusiastic, and almost believed myself a
heaven-born prophet. 1 imagined, like Prometheus, | had
etolen fire from heaven, and that the world—or at least my
own town, Stockport—would surrender, and run up the flag of
truce to our frenzied attacks upon the orthodox political parties
and our glorification of the Socialist ideal. =~ We threatened to
honeycomb the town with Socialism, to drive the enemy from
its strongholds, and plant our standard upon their ramparts.
The political wirepullers must have laughed up their sleeves;
and sometimes 1 blush when I think how rash and vain we
were. Tweedledum and Tweedledee are still secure in their
strongholds, and the ratepayers appear quite content.

That we did some good, and set people thinking, I am vain
enough to believe ; but to say that ‘we came, we saw, we
conguered,” would be a delusion, a flimsy creation of the imagi-
nation. At the present, in spite of organisation and work on
Socialist lines, two CQnservatives represent, or misrepresent (?),
our anoient and honourable county borough in Parliament,
which at one time looked to the late Richard Cobden as one of
its members; and there is not an Independent Labour man in
the Town Council. No, we have not yet arrived !

I am no pessimist, but sanguinely dream that our | Sleepy
Hollow’ will some day become progressive and democratic. We
attempt and expect too much. One man nannnt reform the
world. It is better that he should first reform himself, and
after that try the reforming process upon his neighbours and
acquaintances. If you do this, ‘one by one,’ the.work will be
easier, and finally the triumph will be complete, In grasping
at the shadows we miss the substance.

The Reformer, in every sphere of life, has found his task
like that of poor old Sisyphus, who, you will remember,
attempted to roll a stone up the hill; but as fast as he got it
higher, it all the more readily rolled back again. There is no
need for you to imagine you are Atlas, or to attempt to carry
the world upon your- shoulders. All you have got to do is your
duty as one man. Do that as well as you can, and others will
finish the task. Keep on sowing, somebody is sure to reap by-
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and-bye. 1 believe in compensation and retribution; in sowing
and reaping. We are reaping the harvests that were sown by
others—crops of good and evil, truth and error, right and
wrong, love and hate, justice and monopoly. We are all sowing,
and just as we sow, so shall we and others who come after us
reap. That is all the more reason why our seed should be of
the best and purest quality, that the harvest may bo rich and
ood.

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A SPEAKER’S EXPERIENCES.

Sir,—The letter from | Speaker’ which appearedin your last
week’s issue must fill with shame the minds of all Spiritualists
who are concerned for what may be called the * honour ’ of their
cause. At the same time it seems to me a matter of regret that
speakers will minister to the cupidity and meanness which un-
happily exists among certain classes of Spiritualists by accepting
engagements for paltry fees. They are not assisting the cause
of true Spiritualism by such action; they are, on the contrary,
fostering conditions entirely opposed to tho growth of spiritual
health, and if societies cannot (which means in plain truth that
they will not) pay such a fee as a self-respecting man has a
right to demand, then, in my opinion, those societies ought to
disband themselves, for their profession of !brotherly love ' is
nothing more than a sham.

On the other hand, the societies paying a decent fee, say
10s. 6d. and expenses per service, should be careful to engage
none but those who value and cultivato their mediumship. To
render themselves capable of expressing clearly the thoughts of
the higher discamate intelligences means devoting time and
energy to study, perhaps to learning English grammar and the
correct pronunciation of words. The man who presumes to
address and exhort his fellows from the platform assumes a
responsibility far too lightly considered, and until that responsi-
bility is recognised by both societies and mediums, 1 fear little
improvement will be effected.

In the matter of providing places for holding our services for
the worship of the Most High, any ‘two-pair-back’ kind of
place seems to be thought good enough; and the pity of it lies
in the fact that Spiritualists are not ashamed to worship their
God in buildings that they would not ask, .nor expect, any
eminent man-to visit. This apathy and want of reverence is
plainly apparent in the attitude of many of our people during
the services. | have seen persons lounging carelessly in their
seats during the invocations who would have been all deference
and politeness in the presence of a town-councillor, and the
question is forced upon one, *What is Spiritualism to such
persons ?’

The answer comes from the noble army of martyrs—I mean
secretaries, ‘ We must have phenomena or people won’t come !’
True! If you do not provide a certain amount of entertain-
ment at your meetings, if you do notpander to people’s curiosity,
do not give them as much amusement as they would get at a
threepenny gaff, you will have ‘a beggarly array of empty
benches.'

Friends, lot us wake up to a sense of the honour and dignity of
our position as Spiritualists! In the olden times Seers were
venerated, were honoured by the titles * Prophets’ and ‘ Men of
God ’; and they lived in a manner befitting their high calling.

We have among us to-day, men and women upon whom God’s
spirit might be poured out as bountifully as has ever been in the
history of the world; but we must provide the conditions
necessary for such outpouring, we must rise above the sordid
cares of earth, we must free ourselves from the bonds which
fetter us and prevent our realising the best that we might be;

But this was no concern
of those who employed me to leave my home and all its rest
and comforts to go and minister to their intellectual wants.
My own experience has taught me. to keep a sharp look out on
my front teeth, lest some greedy body, having got my best
service on the platform, would leave one in such a condition
that they would be secure against the cost of my supper. 1
cannot say 1 sympathise very much with * Speaker,” because a
man’s first duty is to himself, and next to hiswife and children.
However zealous a man may be in the furtherance of a good
and noble cause, he is not justified in giving that which is
required by himself and family. On personal grounds he is not
bound to submit to any indignity. ‘ The labourer is worthy of
his hire,” and no one should hesitate in fixing his price nor
scruple to receive it when offered. There is no lack of stage-
struck dunderheads; if they like to air their vanity in the
presence of the stingy and the credulous, leave the course clear
for them. I have always been able to find useful work near
home, which I could better afford to do without payment than
to travel scores of miles by rail to work at the same price.

Ayoung dissenting minister, a conscientious man, consulted
me not long ago in reference to the subject of Spiritualism. He
had read the literature of the movement, had lost his young
wife and child, and had seen his spirit wife clairvoyantly." He
seemed as though he would leave the ministry and join our
ranks, but | had to warn him not to think of, such a thing, as
some of our oldest and best speakers could not live decently in
the movement. 1 had the bitter experience of tho Rov. C.
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Ware before me, whom | have known since he threw in his lot
with the movement. 1 have the late A. D."Wilson in my
mind, who went to a premature grave after serving the York-
shire Societies—I suppose on their own terms. 1 can namo
others going grey and withered, who dedicated their lives to the
spirit world, and who, if it were not that they have originated.a
sourco of income apart from what they could obtain from
lecturing, would be bordering on a state of poverty. Shame on
those parsimonious pharisees who would treat their servants
thus. With what face will they meet them in the other life
after starving them to death in this world ?

Our oldest, most popular, and once most belauded speaker is
at the present time languishing behind the scenes and slowly
drifting toward the shores of eternity, and no one seems to care,
although there are reasons for supposing the passage is not in
the saloon of a first-rate vessel. Some of the people who now
rail against the fees of speakers used to pay *celestial toll’ in
churches and chapels, but since they have discovered that
Spiritualism has knocked the toll-bars down they keep the toll
in their pockets. I say to all my fellow speakers, if your services
are not worth just and faithful recognition stay at home and
improve your own minds. A time will come when something
useful will come to your hand to do, and by prolonging your
life you extend your enjoyment and your usefulness:over a
greater length of time. Your bodies are your own, to be used
as seemeth best to you. They are the homes in which you
dweU, why make them unhappy by worrying over injustice in-
flicted upon you by others, while you have the meansin your own
hands to prevent it? Why thrust yourself where you are not
wanted? Always remember that skim milk is cheaper than
cream, and that each will always command their respective
prices. No doubt ‘ rat shop ’ societies get such as they pay for,
and so long as it meets their needs let them have it. The time
will come when mediums and speakers will get proper recog-
nition; a class of people will come into the movement by whom
they will be appreciated, and who will not grudge them a decent
subsistence.—l am, etc., Leotob.

Remarkable Seance at Birmingham
with the Read Family.

On Thursday evening last, at the house of a local medium in Small
Heath, the writer and a few privileged friends had the pleasure of
receiving a visit from Mr., Mrs., and Miss Read, the well-known,
highly-respeoted, and gifted mediums, who came, by invitation, for
the purpose of holding a private seance. The circle consisted of ten

ersons in all, including Mr., Mrs., and Miss Read and a gentleman
rom Wolverhampton, and was productive of very remarkable results,
to say the least. To those who may not have witnessed similar mani-
festations, the following brief account of the seance may be of interest.
The room in which the party assembled was an ordinary sized sitting-
room, the ohairs of the sitters being arranged in the form of a horse-
shoe in front of a pair of curtains, eight feet six inches from the floor,
which formed the cabinet.

Everything being in readiness, Mr. Read, who acted as conductor,
gave the signal for the gas to be lowered, sufficient light, however,
being left to see each other and the surrounding ob#'ects in the room

uite clearly. Later on in the evening the light from the gas was
ispensed with, the light from three or four illuminated cards doing
duty in its place.

The first manifestation of the presence of lin unseen force came
in the form of cool breezes felt on the hands and faces of most of the
sitters, the curtains at the same time being slightly shaken near the
ogening in the centre. The conditions being deolared highly favour-
able, in reply to a query, a promise was held out of good phenomena
to come in consequence, a forecast which proved entirely oorrect.
Raps being sharply and distinctly given in reply to questions, before
the questions, in some instances had been articulated. A small bell
was thrown in the cabinet, at the same time a musical box was set
going by the conductor; presentgl the bell could be heard ringing and
keeping time to the tune of * Auld Lang Syne,’ gla ed by the musical
box. At the request of one of the “sitters, the bell continued to'ring
after the musical box had ceased playing, the bell being plainly seen
movin? up and down in mid-air.  The musical box was afterwards
lifted from a small table by the spirit people and set playing, the
winding up process being distinctly heard. A tambourine and a
wooden pair of castanets, provided by one of the visitors, wore also
picked up in the same way and played upon. A materialised hand
was frequently seen at the opening in the curtains, the hand giving
place to other hands of varying sizes, a small hand, evidently belong-
ing to a child, being seen once or twice. ~The medium’s hands were
clearl%/ seen the whole of the time such phenomena were taking place.
Now followed what to some minds appeared to be the most con-
vincing part of the seance, viz., direct writing phenomena.  The
sitters one by one left their seats, and walked directly up to the
small table in front of thbe oabinet, each person having in his or. her
hand a penoil and a sheet of notepaper, previously provided. The
penoil in eaoh instance was taken from them by the spirit hand, and
a messac};e written in view of everybody present, while the sitter held
a part of the paper. Afterwards each sitter was allowed to grasp or
be grasped by the materialised hand of one or more of the spirits
present, two hands being held alternately by one sitter, a large hand
and a small one. The power by now having become nearly ex-
hausted, the seance closed by the spirits rapping out * Good night,’
accompanied by a small shower of raps and the partial lifting up of
the table in front of the cabinet, and so ended what one could not
help but regard as a vory remarkable and convincing seance.—J. J-

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The Warrington Debate.

~ No one who fully comprehends the universal truths of true
religion could ever so stultity these truths as to think the Bible
suitable for a nineteenth-century text book of religion.—W. E. Cole-
man.

The audiences were large, numbering upwards of a thousand
each evening, well-behaved, and on the whole fairly impartial.
The disputants, Bays the Warrington Observer, were * both very
accomplished debaters.” Old school fellows, the debate was free
from personalities, and that acrimonious spirit which too often
marks such encounters. Mr. Waldronwas the frankest, fairest,
and most gentlemanly opponent to -Spiritualism that we have
ever listened to in a public discussion, and the Spiritualists
frequently applauded his utterances as heartily as they did those
of their friend and champion.  So much for the debaters snd
the spirit in which they conducted themselves.

The strange thing of the whole affair was the extreme
difficulty one had to decide what Mr. Waldron’s Christianity
was. His ideaswere elastic to a degree. He declined to accept
Luther or Wesley; repudiated authorities (great names); de-
clared ‘ the Christian Church was built on the alleged fact of the
resurrection,’ and boldly affirmed his rightto freedom of thought;
‘ Truth was the only thing worth fighting for, and Truth was
what harmonised with the primal facts of consciousness, and
what was best adapted for the needs and nature of mn-nkind.’
He believed in a realm of law, and referrod to the operations of
heredity, in support of innate depravity, instead of affirming its
generally beneficent operations in the evolution of the race.
Still, he did admit, at least indirectly, the innate goodness of
mon, also that he is a spirit, possessing a body, and asked ‘ what
higher spiritual doctrine wae there to teach than that man was
a supremely spiritual being?’ He affirmed that religion was
the union between the soul of man and the infinite spirit, and
claimed that thus | God was in the world, saving them and
uniting them to Himself.” He accepted Darwin, and referred to
the progress of humanity out of superstition and ignorance:
*the further back we go the more ignorant and superstitious we
find the people, so that they believed spirits were everywhere,
and doing well nigh everything,’ therefore, he urged his hearers
not to hastily attribute what they did not understand to spirits,
when, possibly, by waiting and investigating, purely natural
causes might be discovered.

On the second night Mr. Waldron claimed that the body
was sacred, and should be kept pure and healthy, ‘a tabernacle
fit for the indwelling of the Holy Ghost,” that men ought to lovo
one another, even to the extent of self-sacrifice. . That man
ought to use his intellect to prove all things and hold fast that
which is good! That man is a free personality, a being able to
chooBe and responsible for his choice, * was it not a.fact, war-
ranted by the history of allpeople and languages, that religion
wae the union, which the soul cried outfor, between itself and
the infinite eternal personal soul of the universe, which lan-
guage, in all ages, had described as God |  He spoke of Jesus
as the *man," and declared that priestcraft had been the enemy
of mankind; creeds had been wrong and the New Testament
had been wrongly interpreted. He held no brief for creeds, it
was not ‘ theology ' he was discussing, but religion; he rejected
iotai depravity, and affirmed that man has a religious nature,
and noeds religion becauee he is a religious animal.  As regards
the future life, he contended that man would be judged by the
deeds done in the body.

Now, the whole of this is good Spiritualism, and conse-
quently Mr. Bibbings had nothing to reply to here. To the
pointed questions put by Mr. Bibbinge to Mr. Waldron regarding
his belief re the various doctrines usually regarded as essential
by Christians, Mr. Waldron made no reply, or adroitly avoided
the declaration by asking questions in return; as therefore Mr.
Waldron declined to be bound by the creeds, would not support
historic Christianity, and rejected passages quoted from Mark’s
gospel, because the revised version said that certain ancient
manuscripts did not contain them, it was difficult to discover
what Christian system Mr. Waldron was defending. We doubt
if the Trinitarian Mr. Fleming would be pleased with his cham-
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pion, for if Jesus was a *man’ away goes the ohuroh’e sheet
anchor. If man is naturally a religious animal, away goes tho
boasted need for ‘ Bevealod and supernatural religion.” If man’s
intellect is to bo free to prove all things, what becomes of the
authority of the scriptures? If tho court of appoal as to what
is true is man’s ' consciousness of what is best adapted for his
needs and nature,’ and the standard and test of Truth is ‘ what
harmonises with tho primal facts of consciousness,’ then tho
Church and the Biblo must be submitted to bo judged
in that Court (the individual’'s consciousness) and by that
standard of Beason, Science, Conscience and Love, which is
divinely implanted in man’s spirit. Thus tho ‘light within’
must ever bo a higher authority than systems, churohos, priests,
books, or external ‘saviours!’' Mr. Waldron asked ‘What
higher spiritual doctrine was there to teach than that man was
a supremely spiritual being? Wo reply, none that we know
of, and therefore roe teach it. But Christianity has taught that
man is cursed, depravod, the child of Hell and the Deuvil;
unless saved by Divine graco, as the result of redeeming blood,
consequent upon personal ropentance and acceptance of the
proffered salvation, ‘ through the merits of the Lord and Saviour
Jesus Christ,” for, say Christians, quoting their Bible, there isno
other name whereby a man can be saved than that of the Lord
Jesus Christ. Only through his mediumslvip, say they, is it
possible to win favour in tho eyes of God, and receive the
‘blood-bought’ inheritance of eternal life and love. Mr. Waldron
rejects Spiritualism, because of mediumship—does he reject the
mediator (medium) of Christianity ? If not, why not ?

But Mr. Waldron makes the mistake (we do not think it is
wilful) of confounding religion, per se, with one mode of its
manifestation; he seeks to identify the Universal with the
particular—he wishes to make the lesser contain the greater,
instead of admitting that the birthplace of all religions has been
the religious consciousness of man; and that universal religious
consciousness—the cry for union with the Divine, which he
yearns after and cries for—is the proof of man’s Divine nature;
that he is a spirit, immortal, religious; progressive in the mani-
festation of his spiritual powers, and tho expression of his con-
sciousness of spiritual needs.

If it be true that .man is supremely a spiritual being, as
Spiritiialists claim, if it be true that man is a religious animal,
then every phase of the expression of his religious nature, or
his upward spiritual strivings, conquests, and voicings of the
God-consciousness within him, is but one of the modes of mani-
festation of the universal language of the indwelling spirit.
Consequently, Christianity is not religion, but Christianity is
one of the phases of human expression of religious desires and
aspirations. Religion is greater than any system Or Church,
because it isuniversal. Love, Justice, Truth, Bighteousness are
human attributes, they are the birthright of man-the-spirit.
They do not belong to any system or man. They are not solely
Christian any more than they are Buddhistic or Mohammedan.
‘Faith, Hope, and Love’ are human graces, and the evolution
of the religious consciousness is carrying the race upward far
beyond the sectarian lines of systems and Churches into the
recognition of Universal Principles and Universal Brotherhood.

Judging from his utterances Mr. Waldron is apparently a
theist; he knows something of comparative religions;
he knows that Christianity, as presented in the Bible, is
not totally separate and distinct from the other great religious
systeme of the world. It is manifest that he is already too
broad, too eclectic, for the sectarians. We greatly doubt if he
can stay where he is. The unthinking and unphilosophical
hosts of the so-called Christian community havo been taught to
‘believe,’ to accept ‘the blood,’ ‘to lay their deadly doing down,’
that ' God’s wrath is upon them,’ that man ‘at heart is deceitful
and desperately wicked,” * Beason untrustworthy,” * Christ alone
can save, etc., eto., and they believe they believe, so firmly,
that they are hardly likely to approve advanced ideas even when
presented by so clever a man as Mr. Waldron. But he is a
good illustration of the rapid revolution which is in progress.
Darwin was denounced as a heretic; to-day, he is quoted with
approval. Colenso was hounded down; to-day, men boldly go
beyond him, and remain in the church. The fall is explained
away, and the rise of man is admitted. Total depravity is
denied, and heredity is used to cover the retreat. Belief in
spirits is regarded as superstitious, and the superstitions of the
epirit devil, the literal burning hell, and endless torments, are
explained away. Even the God tragedy of Calvary, the
redeemer of the world mediating successfully’ between the
outraged and wrathful Father, and placating the devil and
buying happy immortality for the race at the prico of his
innocent life, is abandoned, and the man Jesus takes the place
of the second person in the Divine trinity.

What does Mr. Waldron' Ithow of Spiritualism?  What in-
vestigations has he made.? Has he ‘waited, examined, and
investigated? Clearly no. That was manifest to the veriest
tyro. He could quote with approval statements made in tho
newspapers or from Carpenter and the enemies of Spiritualism,
but the testimony of Crookes was slighted, Wallace, Barrett,
and others ignored.  The quotation as to the board being
defleoted by some one walking across the room, eto., was too
absurd, and shows to what shifts opponents are reduced. The
balance used by Mr. Crookes registered the expenditure of
force to the extent of six pounds.  Asto such force being ‘ miracu-
lously created,” and our attributing to spirits what we do not
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understand, the ignorance is on the side of Mr. Waldron. Does
he not realise that the most potent forces are in the spiritual
realm? Life and Willl Spiritualists do not recognise miracu-
lous creation—it is Christians who have been doing that. If
force is displayed, and, as Prof. Crookes says, is ‘associated
with, and governed by, intelligence—that intelligence demon-
strably other than that of the medium and the sitters, and if
the said intelligence claims for itself personality and identity,
and gives evidence in support of that claim, which on being
investigated is verified, then we have proof that the intelligent
operator is truthful, and to that extent reliable.

Mr. Waldron objects to Spiritualism because of mediumship,
and declines to be * controlled by some familiar,” but do not all
manifestations of spirit, even the Divine Spirit, come through
media? Evidently, Mr. Waldron does not understand medium-
ship, does not realise intelligent, co-operative, and united effort
on the part of spirit and medium, does not understand inspira-
tion, does not realise the help that such association is to the
aspiring medium, does not know of the re-active and educational
results accruing from sympathetic, intelligent, and loving
fellowship between spirits and mediums. But ‘the best man,’
as he called Jesus, held a seance, and was ministered unto by
Moses and Elias and angels (messenger spirits), and himself
“manifested’ to his friends, or is alleged to have done so, and
the Revised Version declares that he acted as the spirit guide of
Paul, and ‘ suffered him not to go to Bithynia.” Surely, if his
,* exemplar ' could do these things, Mr. Waldron might do.them
without loss of freedom or dignity !

Now to come to the real crux of the debate—viz., the
superiority of Christianity or Spiritualism. Comparisons are
notoriously odious, and it seems to us that the first question to
settle is “Do spirits manifest?’ but, failing that, the debate
lacked coherence, because there was no mutually accepted
definition of either Christianity or Spiritualism.

What was presented was Christianity according to Waldron—
from which the known and recognisable features of historic
Christianity were conspicuous by their absence! Mr. Waldron
defined Spiritualism as * abelief in spirit manifestations through
mediums,’ but Spiritualists have defined it as ‘ the science of
spirit in all its manifestations here and hereafter.” The Spirit-
ualist, as Mr. Bibbings said, has ceased to believe in continued
life after death, he knows man survives that change, because he
has held intercourse with his friends who have departed this
life; they have made their presence known to him in a variety
of ways, and have established their identity to his complete
satisfaction.

Here then Spiritualism is superior to Christianity: the
Spiritualist has fulfilled the injunction, *add to your faith
knowledge.” The Christian's faith is based on the Bible tra-
ditions which contain ‘the alleged’ reappearance of one man.
Spiritualists are daily receiving evidence of human survival by
the intelligent manifestations (and test proofs of their identity)
of people they have known and loved. Christianity teaches
‘hope,’ Spiritualism says ‘investigate and know.” Christianity
says, ‘Inspiration, dreams, trances, visions, healings, wonders,
wisdom, unknown tongues, and other miracles were granted
by God to reveal His presence and His word, but they ceased.’
Spiritualism proves by the psychic experiences of millions of
people that the door has never been closed—that all evidences
of man’s,spiritual origin, nature, and destiny are as available
now as ever they were. God and the ministering angels are as
much present factors in the development of the race, aye, more
scientifically demonstrable—than in any bygone age.

He was traced to Cowbridge in the company of a
stranger, but, alas for the hopes of the parent and the “ skill ”
of the clairvoyant, the little fellow lay at that very time in the
Taff. 1 may be an unpardonable sceptic, and have a severely
practical and materialistic method of looking at things, but 1
must say that | have yet to learn of a single instance where
the clairvoyant or the nearly-related professors who tap the
spirit-world, have added a single fact to the world’s common
stock of knowledge. Widespread sympathy is expressed
with the parents, who seemed to have been filled with hope to
the ond that the child would be found well and under quite
other circumstances.’

Referring to the above, a correspondent writes: *‘ Again
have we to exclaim, “ Save us from our friends (?) ” and to raise
an indignant protest against* that loose exercise of their gifts,
which leads so many mediums to “jump at conclusions.”
When will they understand the absolute folly of giving any
description (?) at all, unless they can be perfectly sure that what
they say is accurate and capable of verification. Itis just this
kind of haphazard use of mediumship which has so terribly
impeded the progress of our movement, and which causes the
relation even of perfectly genuine cases of phenomena to be
received with an incredulous sneer.

The news of
Mr. Mendl’s victory being assured got to the ears of that
gentleman, and Mrs. Mendl personally visited Mrs. Trueman
and got it confirmed.

After the election Mrs. Mendl sent a note to Mrs. Trueman,
and a paragraph appeared in the Western Daily Mercury for
Friday, Jan. 14, viz.. ‘Mr. and Mrs. Trueman, the clair-
voyants, were right when they told Mrs. Mendl that her hus-
band would win with a good majority.”

A GOOD CASE OF SPIRIT IDENTITY.

Sir,—Seeing that we are just entering upon the Jubilee
year of Modern Spiritualism, T think it is the duty of all
Spiritualists to try to make this year a memorable one in the
annals of our movement, therefore 1 will try to relate to you
what, in my estimation, is one of the most striking cases of
spirit identity and continued life that 1 have come across
during my experiences.- Some 13years ago | became acquainted
with Spiritualism, visited meeting rooms, and was told to in-
vestigate for myself. I did so, and found | had a medium in
my own home. We were desirous of giving the knowledge we
had gained to other people, therefore whenever anyone wished
to have a cottage meeting we were ready to go and try to
demonstrate the truths of immortality. It was at one of these
meetings that a spirit controlled Mrs. Marshall, and, after many
attempts, seeing that he stammered very badly, he told us
through her that he used to be called * Old Joe Wheatley,” and
had lived at Shipley, was a handloom weaver, and a Wesleyan
in religion. For three years, whenever he had an opportunity,
he would control the medium, and whenever anyone asked him
who ho was he always made the same statements about his
name, trade, religion, and residence, but we never came across
anyone who knew him. 1 About this time we were asked to
take the platform at Shipley. We went; ‘ Old Joe ' wanted to
control his medium there, and tell his own story in his native
village. However, the medium had developed olairvoyance,
and could see those who wished to control her, she would not
allow him, seeing that he had not got rid of the defect of stam-
mering. Some two months after we went again, and he begged
so piteously that she allowed him to control her, and in a meet-
ing-room, where there were at least 150 persons, he told his
story, and said there might not be anyone present who knew
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him while in the body, as it was 25 years since he passed away,
but if they would make inquiries they would find aged people
still living in Shipley who had known him. | asked the people
in connection with the Society if they would make inquiries,
and let mo know whether it was correct or not, as | was much
interested in this case.  In about 10 days they communicated
to me that they had found six aged peoplo in Shipley who had
known ‘Old Joe,’ and knew that all the statements he had
made were correct, and that he stammered awfully whilo in the
body. Now, this proved to me that ‘Old Joe’ was a distinct
and separate individuality, and that after he passed away from
the body he still possessed that individuality, and could com-
municate with those who live in the physical, and that all the
theories that have been put forth by our scientific men, such as
the *thought form’ theory of clairvoyance, and that we ‘ get
nothing but what is in the minds of the sitters,” as far as 1 was
concerned, were all exploded.

We have often heard people speak about sins of the flesh,
but to my mind all the sins we commit and all the failings in
our natures are due to depraved spiritual conditions, and the
sooner we begin to develop ourselves and try to become more
en rapport with tho best and noblest that are around us, the
sooner shall we be able to understand the true Brotherhood of
Man, and so live that we shall be able to grasp the .true
Fatherhood of God.—Yours for truth and progress, ‘
