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MANIFESTATIONS, HOME CIRCLES, AND 
MEDIUMSHIP.

1. The evidence of Spiritualism rests on pure manifes­

tations, and these are demanded at all times, and by 
all individuals, whenever their thoughts are directed to 
the next life by the death of those beloved. Mediumship 
is the only channel through which we can converse with 
these departed ones, and such conversation is not, necessarily, 
any more a waste of time than conversing round the 
hearth-fire while they were on earth. If we believe that 
these departed ones hold for us the same affection, only 
intensified and purified by their angel lives, how glad must 
they be of the opportunity to converse with us. The 
measure of their eagerness is shown by their persistent 
efforts to converse through imperfect channels, when they 
must know in the beginning that their ideas appear 
distorted, or even falsely rendered. If we desire to hear 
from them, they most assuredly desire to communicate 
with us,, and the hour we spend in this sweet intercourse 
may brighten years of a lonely life.

2. To ignore the manifestations, is to rob Spiritualism 
of all its living vital force. We accept it because it says 
to us that the fountain of inspiration has not run dry, but 
gushes forth as clear and bountiful now as in the past. 
You need not be furnished through Moses and the prophets, 
or pagan sages; but you may go to the fountain, and 
directly slake your thirst. If Moses and Elias could return 
two thousand years ago, our friends may return to-day and 
converse with us.

3. If such be the object and value of the manifestations 
the more we have of them the better, until the two worlds 
are brought face to face, and death, disrobed of its terrors, 
be known as it is : the passing forward of the spirit to a 
higher sphere. Of course we mean genuine phenomena, 
and not the spurious, which have been deservedly censured, 
and because anxiety to hear from those who have gone 
from us made us ready to receive even counterfeit testi­
mony, have been used to Bhow that it were better to 
discard all.

4. As mediumship is the only channel of communica­
tion between the two worlds, it cannot be when rightly 
understood an undesirable possession. All its dangers 
arise from ignorance. It is a sensitive condition of the 
spirit, and the birthright of every human being. It is 
possible for all, but exists in various degrees of intensity. 
Some only are sensitive in sleep, others when sick, or under 
the influence of drugs which deplete the physical 
forces. Others are constitutionally sensitive, and their 
brain responds to ideas as the sensitive plate in the camera 
responds to light.

5. This faculty is susceptible of cultivation to an extent 
only bounded by the sensitiveness of a spirit freed from 
the physical body. How to effect this desirable cultiva­
tion should be the study of every medium. It in no wise 
demands the casting aside of reason, but on the contrary 
its greater activity, and the comprehension of every new 
impression calls for more and more ability.

6. The cultivation of mediumship should be the 
absorbing study of every medium. It is not a gift 
bestowed by miracle, but is governed by fixed laws, and 
subject to unchanging conditions. Its functions are fraught 
with infinite consequences, and are too sacred to be trifled 
with. Its possession should be prized above all price, and 
elevate the medium into a pure spiritual atmosphere. It is 
asked how can sensitiveness be cultivated ? In and by means 
of the circle, usually; sometimes, but rarely, by sitting alone. 
The circle has produced nearly all noted mediums. The 
home circle is the nursery of Spiritualism, and has produced 
more converts than all other sources combined. Around 
the family table, where sympathising hearts meet, one 
desire for departed friends held in common by the sitters 

ascends, which of itself is a potent magnetism attracting 
those friends, and the doorway through which they can 
enter. There is intense desire to receive on one side, and 
to bestow on the other, and under such circumstances, even 
a low degree of sensitiveness will become exalted, until 
responsive to spirit presence and spirit thoughts.

7. In this culture I have alluded to two methods, the 
first by becoming simply a passive instrument in the hands 
of the spirits. This leads to a remarkable sensitiveness, 
but is the destruction of the individuality of the medium. 
The same sensitiveness is liable to impressions from widely 
different sources, and persons in this life exert their influ­
ence even stronger than spiritual beings. The medium is 
not safe from these influences, which may be bad as well 
as good, and may at any time fall under the most destruc­
tive, and run with swift feet to ruin. It will be seen that 
under these circumstances, the more acute the sensitiveness 
the greater the danger. In fact a spotless moral character 
is almost impossible with such conditioned sensitiveness, 
even though the moral faculties are well developed; for 
at some unguarded moment, it will be employed either by 
spirits or mortals and become the means of the 
gratification of selfishness or passions. Such mediumship 
is too much fraught with danger to be desirable, for 
although a circle of earthly friends may surround and 
shield, they cannot be ever present, and although spirit­
friends may guard, there are times when the medium, by 
circumstances they cannot change, passes from their 
control. The second method of culture is to receive this 
sensitiveness as a most desirable factor of the mind, and 
cultivate in the same manner as other mental qualities; 
holding it subservient to its uses, and amenable to reason 
and conscience. In this manner the tribunal which decides 
the conduct of life is everpresent, and whatever influences 
are brought to bear the sensitive remains steadfast and 
unswerving.

8. While this view does not justify immorality on the 
part of mediums, it palliates their shortcomings, and 
teaches us charity. Wrong is wrong under all circum­
stances, and while we, in our eagerness to hear from our 
spirit-friends, will accept of a single drop of water in a 
mass of slime, or drink from broken pitchers, overlooking 
the most untoward surroundings, we desire and demand 
that the channels of communication be as pure as the 
source. Further, we affirm that a continued high degree 
of sensitiveness is incompatible with immorality. Medium­
ship of itself is not dependent on moral character any 
more than the sense of vision or hearing, but the character 
of the communicating intelligences may be ordered as 
the will may determine what the eye shall see or the ear 
hear, and that the mental results shall be if those organisms 
see and hear, that which might prove detrimentaljto purity 
and uprightness of life. It is a law that like attracts like, 
and if mediums fall under harmful influences, they are not 
justified by throwing the blame on the spirits. They are 
either weak, or there is a sympathetic cord in them which 
vibrates to the touch of spiritual beings still on the plane 
of the appetites and desires. They are victims of 
erroneous mediumistic culture, or of organisation.

The home circle in the main fulfils the essential condi­
tions of a selected one. As to the promiscuous circle, it 
ehould be avoided, as certain to yield unsatisfactory 
results. Each sitter is accompanied by related spirits, and 
there is confusion in the control if not in the circle.

At the home-circle, where the family gathers, the 
missing ones, take unseen their old familiar places, and how 
sweet to think they are still united with us in every feeling ! 
Most emphatically do we urge the holding of such circles, 
with absolute regularity and punctuality. The hours thus 
spent are not wasted although no manifestation be received. 
They are like holy communions, which fill our souls with 
quiet and restfulness.

The true missionaries of Spiritualism are its mediums.

“ PSYCHIC PHILOSOPHY.” 
By V. C. Desertis.

Part I.

All HARD-WORKING presidents and hon. secretaries in 
the great cause of Spiritual Truth will welcome this ex­
cellent work. It will form a strong wall against which 
they can place their backs in the encounter with those 
sturdiest of worthy foes—the truly philosophic.

Whatever our Socialist friends may say about the 
matter, it is tbo great minority that really rules, and this 
minority requires that a subject shall be presented to it in 
an orderly manner. Order is what is wanted to make 
Spiritualism irresistible. A handful of policemen govern a 
great crowd. At times the pressure bursts the cordon, 
but as a rule we allow ourselves to be guided and 
restrained by these appointed directors of our traffic, and 
on the whole the system answers. If you change the 
helmet and truncheon for the cap and gown you don’t go 
much beyond this principle; or, if you do, you are apt to 
bring yourself into analogy with the unruly mob of pre­
constabulary days, and, like an unruled mob, enact an 
uproar where peace is needed. This latter, in fact, is much 
the condition of the Spiritualists. The peculiar nature of 
the subject has brought into the ranks of Spiritualism a 
number of individuals with vastly different ways of moving. 
They drive their own peculiar beasts in carts of their own 
construction. They drive on the footpaths, and take short 
cuts across the private estates of certain old-fashioned 
folk who don’t appreciate such freedom. Their ’bus 
drivers take up any fares, at any price, and convey them 
to any place they like to mention, and they get there if 
they can! They are excited, and take any direction given 
them if they haven’t a particular way of their own. The 
good humour with which they start out gives place to 
violent apostrophe when they collide with one another, 
and won’t accept each other’s ways of thinking. In fact, 
they need Policemen, and Mr. Desertis has stepped forward 
in that capacity with a code of traffic regulations.

There are certain good lands that require tilling, says 
he, in his introduction, and the times demand that we 
shall proceed to till them. These are—The Sex Question, 
Capital and Labour, Creedalism, Authority, Ethics, 
Psychic classification, and Miracles. The old tools don’t 
seem to work. Let us then see what we have here. He 
proceeds to sort out the physical facts, and classes them in 
nine groups :—(1) Raps and taps, (2) force manifest with­
out contact, (3) movements of bodies in contact with 
medium, (4) levitation, (5) insensibility to heat, (6) 
writing, (7) visual phenomena, (8) chemical changes, (9) 
matter through matter. In each case good specimens are 
chosen and their soundness dealt with. Now these tools 
are for the most part tabooed because folk don’t under­
stand the machines that make them ; hence a chapter on 
Mediumship attempts very successfully the task of 
representing this new machinery. Four types are pro­
posed—(1) Physical, (2), Mesmeric, (3) Sensitive, (4) 
Enlightened. But we must not bring forward such out­
landish new tools and such extraordinary machinery 
without some warrant, and hence we must reconcile our 
notions with the ideas of morality in vogue. A very fine 
chapter on the Morality of Spiritualism therefore paves the 
way to Part II.,with which we shall deal in our next issue.

We cannot forbear, however, extracting two pregnant 
questions from those that summarise Part I.:—“Whether 

• is more calculated to give pause to the selfish : the theory 
that those whom we have wronged, engrossed in 
praise or pain, have forgotten us or our doings ; or the 
knowledge bred of observation, that the girl we have 
betrayed, the family we have ruined by our skilfully- 
floated bubble company, the companions we have enticed 
to excess, the men whose lives we have dragged into the 
mire by vanity and unfaith and ill-temper, are waiting with 
hearts corroded with hatred to pursue us there, till they 
too, have learned that lesson of love tó enemies, which we 
have done our best to render harder ? Whether is more 
deterrent: a hell in which no one outside the nursery 
believes, or the knowledge that the bodily desires culti­
vated in this life are a fire in the disembodied spirit, un­
quenchable, save by an effort for which it has no inclina­
tion, and barely enough power : that the empty head and 
vacant heart can never be filled save by personal effort, by 
knowledge of the laws of growth, and by love for others; 
and that paltering with the laws of God is impossible, for

They are a countless host, for to every one publicly known 
there is at least a hundred unknown beyond the immediate 
circles of their friends. These are constantly giving tests, 
and not a day passes but they add one or more to the 
ranks. We may regard it as we please, yet the power to 
convert is many times more powerful in the simple test 
medium than in the most eloquent speaker or polished 
writer, and the reason is plain. The people have had 
already argumentation, they now demand facts.

The humblest mediums are doing a vastly greater work 
than they deem, often amidst want, persecution, and self­
sacrifice. Truly they shall receive their reward.

It is thus evident that to neglect or discourage the circle 
is to strike at the root of Spiritualism. After the manifes­
tations, comes the philosophy and science of life, here and 
hereafter. The speculative mind may sit down and 
theorise, uncaring for facts —the manifestations; but the 
great majority are hungry for the phemoneua, nor will 
they be satisfied, as long as their friends in the Spirit­
world desire to communicate, or they feel that a channel 
is opened for them to hear from the dear departed. There 
is an incentive to visiting circles and mediums far more 
potent than being convinced of the truth of Spiritualism; 
it is to receive proofs of the identity and enduring love of 
those we love, gone before. This desire can never be 
satisfied, and is a foregleam of the joys we shall experience 
when all gather in those starry temples not made by hands, 
immortal in the heavens.

The great meaning of Modern Spiritualism is that 
mediumship is the common heritage of mankind; a faculty 
capable of culture, and the means whereby we can 
learn the nature of the next life. The circle is the 
primary school of such culture, and should be sustained by 
all Spiritualists. Talk about outgrowing the circle, or any 
given phenomenon, we never can outgrow facts. The 
tiny rap is yet the most conclusive manifestation, and 
will long so remain. If Spiritualists would meet in such 
home circles and develop their own spiritual perceptions, 
it would be better for them and for the cause, than to 
occasionally visit professional mediums. The latter have 
their use, but an oracle of inspiration outside of the 
person’s self, is contrary to the genius of Spiritualism, 
which advocates culture from within instead of from 
without.

As to the frauds perpetrated in the name of Spirit­
ualism, investigators are as much at fault as mediums, 
for they have been so insatiate and urgent in their demands 
for impossible manifestations, that the impressible medium 
has yielded, and often the frauds with which he has been 
charged are but echoes from the circle. All the frauds, 
and mistakes have grown out of ignorance of the laws of 
control, or demanding more than is possibly to gain. They 
offer a premium on fraud, and it is only surprising 
that there are not more. Because of the deception, 
the genuine should not be discarded, but we should 
use the means placed in our hands to investigate the laws 
and conditions of future life, and the system of moral 
philosophy which it reflects on this.

Mbs. Е. B. Duefey states:—“I have watched, 
questioned, studied and compared evidence, and I am 
satisfied that many spirits—all those indeed, who on earth 
had no spiritual life—have scarcely a conscious existence 
when they first enter the other world; they only come to 
full consciousness when—still belonging to the earth 
sphere—they can obtain control of some medium, and so 
for a brief period resume their physical life. These spirits, 
rather than relapse into the almost nothingness which awaits 
them, cling to mediums, and thus frequently become what 
is commonly known as the peculiar “ control.” These 
spirits are not necessarily evil or vicious, though they may 
be so, or they may be peculiarly innocent; but they can 
be in no sense beneficial. Their spiritual natures are weak, 
and they are ignorant and undisciplined. Many mediums 
whom I have known seemed to have a dual nature. They 
felt they were doing right in yielding to their “ controls,” 
and thus their own individuality was weakened, and they 
became in a certain sense almost irresponsible beings. 
That these undeveloped spirits eventually grow in spiritual 
stature, and come to have a separate conscious existence, 
I hope and believe, justified in so doing by the immutable 
law of progress which governs the spiritual as well as the 
material world.

Selecting one, he unlocked a door in the passage he had 
just traversed. This was the opening to the cellar. 
Descending the steps, he carefully picked his way until he 
stopped before an opening, which was blocked up with 
old packing cases and other lumber.

The house was extensively cellared ; many parts being 
quite unused and rarely if ever entered. In one of these 
cellars, reached by the passage at which De Benham had 
just stopped, was a large safe which had formerly been in 
the strong room ; but becoming old and out of order, it 
had been removed to the vaults below.

Half-an-hour’s toil laid the safe practically bare. Then it 
took some time to open the heavy door, the hinges of 
which had become exceedingly stiff from disuse. “ If the 
body is doubled up,” he said, “ it will go in.”

A RIYAL MESSIAH.
There was born in Cappadocia, a few years before the 
time of Jesus, a man of great intellectual distinction, who 
was his contemporary. This sage, Apollonius of Tyana, 
was unquestionably a man of great wisdom and nobility of 
life. Though the common people of his own time regarded 
him as a worker of miracles and a divine being, he never 
seems to have laid claim to any supernatural gifts or 
qualities, unless, indeed, it be a power of reading the 
future. Around him, however, there gathered a whole 
mass of legend and romance. When quite a youth he 
became imbued with the Pythagorean doctrines, and- 
renounced the ordinary pleasures of life. Abjuring the 
use of flesh and wine, he lived on the simple fruits of the 
soil, wore no clothing but linen, and no sandals on his feet, 
suffered his hair to grow, and slept on the hard ground. 
He also observed the Pythagorean penance of five years 
silence, suffering often the most painful trials of his 
patience without a murmur.

He spent some time in the cities of Cilicia and Pam- 
phylia, and then, influenced by a desire for knowledge, he 
extended his travels into the East, and wandered on foot 
over Assyria, Persia, and India, conversing with Magi, 
Brahmins, philosophers-and priests, visiting the temples, 
preaching a purer morality and religion than he found, and 
attracting wherever he went admiration and reverence. 
The account of his exploits in India reads like the tales of 
the Arabian Nights. Prom a visit to the Hill of Sages, he 
returned an accomplished sage himself, and, according to 
the legend, able to foretell earthquakes and eclipses, to 
cure plagues, to summon spirits from the unseen world, 
and to restore the. dead to life.

On his return from the East he had the greatest rever­
ence paid to him by Greek priests and oracles. He went 
to Rome, but was expelled on a charge of having raised a 
young lady from the dead. He then made a tour through 
Spain, Sicily, Egypt, Ethiopia, Greece, and Asia Minor. 
He finally settled at Ephesus, where he taught till the end 
of his life, at the age of nearly 100.

The manner of his death is uncertain. Philostratus, 
his biographer, could not ascertain whether he died at 
Ephesus, or vanished at Lindus or Crete. He leaves it, 
however, to be supposed that Apollonius disappeared from 
this world in a supernatural manner, for the life says, 
“ Here endeth the history of Apollonius of Tyana. Con­
cerning the manner of his death, if he did die, the accounts 
are various.”

Philostratus relates so many wonderful stories about 
Apollonius—how once, for instance, he silenced a tumult 
by merely waving his hands, how he performed many 
miracles with a word, and knew all foreign tongues without 
having learned them—that some have questioned his very 
existence, but this seems fairly well authenticated, as he 
was worshipped as a god for four centuries after his death.

Thomas well says : “ It was not the book that was in - 
spired, but the men.” “ But,” says a writer, “ a man in­
spired is only a man intensified, and he must of necessity 
speak or write according to the laws of his being. If he 
know nothing of grammar, God through him must speak 
ungrammatically ; if he speaks of science, it must be the 
science of his day; he is quite likely to speak of the whole 
world, and mean only the provinces he knows of and to 
utter, only with intense emphasis, the theology he has 
been trained in. Spiritualists get illustrations and proof 
of this every day. ‘ Scripture is profitable for reproof,’ 
etc. Yes; so is every record of man’s act, opinion or 
emotion relating to spiritual things. All sacred books, 
that is, all books so considered, help in the progress of the 
world. All books that deal with spiritual experiences of 
men are valuable, and no book is so rich in these as the 
Bible. Its‘place’is in all our homes—its ‘value’just 
what we can get out of it, and we get out of it always 
what we put into it.”
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TWELVE LECTURES ON MENTAL SCIENCE.

Lesson X.—Continued.
God ia strength ; I am strong because Í am God’s child, 
and being such I can never know weakness. Here, for 
instance, is an example of a pattern formula, it is a 
good model and deserves careful study. If you wish to 
test its efficacy in cases of weariness, the best way to 
experiment is to take it up and hold it, repeating it over 
and over until the language interprets itself to you and 
you feel the power of the idea which created such speech 
as its symbol garment. God is perfect peace. I, his child 
can never know strife or feel the least disturbed, no matter 
what may happen ; this is another sample form of affirma­
tion coupled with denial of error which necessarily grows 
out of it. Use this likewise and feel the rest and sense of 
security it will bring—then branch out beyond all stated 
words and use whatever words come to you. If we would 
let in the songs of birds and odours of flowers as well .as 
the light and air, we must open our casements. If windows 
and doors have been tightly sealed for a long time they are 
often hard to unclose, but the effort required to open them 
the first time is the greatest we shall have to make; they 
will soon open easily if opened frequently. Most of us live 
in cages behind bars and as we were born in captivity we 
take our confinement as a matter of course, still as our 
caged condition is unnatural, we suffer like birds and 
animals in captivity from numerous artificial disorders 
unknown in a state of nature. Anybody can free you from 
the outside if you are willing to be freed, but the mere act 
of taking you out of prison does not furnish you with 
strength to walk or means to earn a livelihood. It is better 
to drop chains gradually than to have them taken off by 
another and then put them on again or let some one else 
put them back for you. Spectacles, ear-trumpets, band­
ages, trusses, etc., are all impossible to anyone who has 
clearly seen the light and means to walk in it. Medicines 
are detestable to persons in a healthy mental condition ; 
but all these things must be discarded by the patient him­
self when he has grown to see a better way.; to take 
them away from him while he continues to believe in their 
efficacy and therefore wishes to hold on to them would Ьэ 
to arouse antagonism and fasten his affection upon them 
all the more. A question often asked us is, Can you treat 
in conjunction with a physician ? Our answer is, We do 
not recognise medicine, therefore its use is no obstacle to 
our giving mental treatment when asked to do so ; but 
were we asked to pay clandestine visits to a doctor’s 
patient and be smuggled into the house unbeknown to the 
family we should decline to be parties to a deceitful act, 
the result of which could only engender fear of detection 
and other base emotions in the patient and the persons 
who summoned us. We regard medicine as worthless in 
the presence of truth acknowledged; but we do not 
esteem cowardice a virtue nor will we countenance 
duplicity. Another query has reference to treating people 
without their knowledge or consent; there’s another point 
of difference among scientists. We stand for straight­
forwardness all the time and should no more desire to take 
mental than physical liberties. Offer your services wherever 
you choose, but never force them; and bear in mind that 
coercion is utterly unscientific, and though hypnotists 
under various names effect temporary сигев, they are not 
healers when they work in the dark, for they do not per­
manently benefit their subjects. The average health of 
most people is very unsatisfactory, therefore it is not a 
herculean task to restore people to their so-called normal 
health which is far below par. Spiritual healing means lifting 
one to a height never before scaled ; it is not a mere sub­
stitute- for a footbath and hot compresses in case of cold, 
or in place of ice on the head and hot baths for the feet in 
fever. Our ordinary negative condition keeps us in a state 
of chronic depletion and liability to derangement under 
the slightest provocation; we desire to be made whole, 
which .means that we would fain reach a higher level than 
any we have gained yet. A Spiritual healer and teacher 
is not content with curing a cold or headache, or driving 
away pains from any part of the system; his aim being to 
induce the real self of the sufferer to respond to an intelli­
gent appeal and put his own house in order. In house­
keeping if yOU are a sioveil! though a neighbour is 
always _ coming in to tidy you up, your rooms never 
remain in order, for you soon disarrange their contents 
your body is like your house; you have the managemen 

of it and must learn how to keep it in order after your 
friend who has been treating you has been trying to help 
you. Lessons learned in a cooking school give us a hint 
how to set about healing ; any good teacher of the culinary 
art does a thing herself and then shows the pupils how to 
repeat the experiment successfully. People too lazy to 
learn and too indolent to apply the science of health must 
call upon mental healers when they are ailing, which is 
likely to be often, but strong, vigorous thinkers who are 
resolved to master conditions for themselves will find 
how unnecessary it is to be always on anyone’s books 
or in anyone’s-hands. I will here give you an item of 
personal experience. The writer of this lesson was a 
public lecturer at sixteen years of age, travelled extensively 
and spoke under inspiration ; but though mental illumina­
tion was rarely lacking, physical conditions (draughts, wet 
feet, etc.) would induce severe throat difficulty often 
disabling from work. Several' years ago someone lent me 
“ Science and Health ” by Mrs. Eddy, and from the very 
hour I grasped the underlying truth of “ Christian Science” 
I saw the way out of colds and hoarseness, and year by 
year I grow freer and freer from even the slightest 
tendency to any pulmonary or vocal difficulty. Both my 
parents were afflicted with bronchial trouble and other 
nervous affections, which I seemingly inherited, BUT I 
HAVE CONQUERED THEM and in days to come I know I 
shall vanquish whatever remains for me to put down, with 
the firm foot of determined resolution. I find myself able 
to accomplish hundreds of things I could never have done 
had it not been for my resolve to live down the errors 
which hampered me and seriously impeded my progress 
through childhood. [To be continued.'}

A REPLY TO MR. A. KITSON’S QUERY.
Sib,—A long spoil of influenza and sickness in my family has 

made this reply rather tardy. However, it is better late than never. 
Mr. Kitson says that Mosos was at least one thousand years bofore 
Buddha. Chronologists differ as to the precise date of Buddha's 
appearance on earth, in fact all ancient chronology must be taken 
with great rosorve. Our ignorance of archeology ond paelontology 
until very recently made us despise the first and nogloct the latter. 
This contempt for ancient chronology applies also to tho chronology 
of the Old and New Testament, most especially the Bible, which is 
ono mass of mis-statements, interpolations, and chronological errors, 
I especially mean our Christian version of that book in whioh Moses 
was supposed to live. Eminent Egyptologists make him live during 
tho reign of Rameses П. (second) ; that the Israelites entered Egypt 
sometime during the 77th dynasty of the Pharoahs. Rameses II. 
would in that case be the oppressor, and tho Deliveranoe was affected 
during the reign of Meneftah I. I think Egyptologists are more 
likely to be nearer tho truth than the old translators of the Bible.

The oldest philosophy, or, if you like it better, the oldest 
mythology, of whioh we have certain information, is that of Buddha of 
the eastorn nations—Hindostan. For it is unquestionable that Egypt 
borrowed all hor Theosophy and laws from India thousands of years 
bofore Mosos was ever dreamt of. Beyond doubt there was frequent 
intercourse between India and Egypt by means of oaravans, by way 
of Arabia and Persia, as well as by tho Red Sea and Persian Golph, 
anterior to tho time of Abraham.

It is supposed—at least our version of the Bible tells us, that the 
Egyptians oppressed the Israelites, and made them make the bricks 
for building purposes, and find their own straw. So dire was the 
oppression, that the suffering of his compatriots awoke compassion 
in the heart of this Moses, the favoured of the Pharoah of that time, 
supposed to have been Rameses II. Now this Moses was an Israelite, 
adopted by the Pharoah, and learned in all tho learning of the Egyptian 
priesthood, whioh was of Buddhistic origin—almost pure. This is 
openly declared by no less an authority than Godffrey Higgins in his 
“ Anaulypsis.” The same is also admitted by Sir Wm. Jones in his 
work on India. Sir Wm. Jones had all tho preconceived theologioal 
prejudices of a Protestant, who will swallow a cow and choke on its 
tail if that tail will not slide into the theological niche bigotry has 
made for it.

The mild tenets of the Buddhists in their belief in Metem­
psychosis naturally made the slaughter of animals repulsive to them, 
when this doctrine was sincerely believed by them. But then we 
must remember that the onslavod Israelites were a long way from 
being a clean living nation. They hankered after the flesh pots of 
their oppressors beforo they wore three months away from them, 
therefore it takes no great stretch of reasoning to find out that the 
simple fare of the Hindoo would not prove palatable to a people so 
corrupted, who after a time took to the sacrifices of the firstlings of 
the flock.

This is expressly given in the second book of Genesis, or as 
Higgins calls it, the Book of the Generations, or 11 regenerations of 
the planetary bodiee,” which I think is a Brahmin work, they are 
allowed to be usod for sacrifice. In the third book of ths Genera­
tions or Regenerations (tho Adam) they are allowed to bo used for 
food.” While in the first Book of Genesis, or “ Book of Wjedom,” 
which is probably of Buddhist origin, the slaughter of animals is 
prohibited or not allowed.” So says tho learned and painstaking 
author of the “ Anacalypsis,” a man who never took anything for 
granted, nor had any theologioal fads or prejudices to bolster up. 
From these premises it will be easily understood why Moses per­
mitted the slaughter of animals for food. He found tho custom 
already in force, and know enough of the people to seo it would be 
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impossible to prohibit what had boon so long a custom. Moro than 
that, the priests had the lion's share, only the blood was poured out 
upon the altars of tho Lord ; tho flesh was not b{trned, it was roasted, 
and what tho priests could not consumo for thomselvos and thoir 
families was sold.

Mr. Kitson contends that Buddha was ono thousand years later 
than Moses. That, according to what may bo formed tho Christian 
mode of chronology, which had always a lie to uphold and a theo­
logical shadow to imposo upon the vulgar. It was the opinion of the 
pious Sir Wm. Jones that a great nation of blacks formerly had 
dominion in Asia, whoso seat of ompiro was Sidon. Mr. Maurice 
believes these peoplo wore tho Cushites as described in Gonesis, and 
the opinion of the translators of tho Pentatuch, called tho Seventy, 
that this nation were black in skin, that thoir hair was long and 
straight as contradistinguished from the Nubians, whoso hair is crisp 
and curly. Of this nation wo have no account, save from circum­
stantial ovidonco ; certainly it oxistod long after tho Deluge.

The Toligion of Buddha is considered to have boon tho most 
ancient of Religions of tho Orient. To this day there are to bo 
found scattered throughout, in tho most anciont tomples of Asia, the 
imago of Buddha as black as jet, with thick lips, and curly or crisp 
hair. Two of these statues may bo found in tho musoum of tho East 
India Company. Buddha is represented brooding over tho waters or 
seated upon a coiled serpent. At what timo did this divinity in 
ebony flourish? Sir Wm. Jones, with all his theological bias, cannot 
get over this Black fact, and does not hesitate to 6ay ho flourished 
at Sidon as god of that black nation. Ho has been proved to have 
been before tho god Christna, or Cristna, whilo tho religion of this 
black Buddha extends over an immense extent, as far as to distant 
Britain, and to have had innumerable worshippers.

The fact that this black Buddha oxistod, and his worship still 
exists in Asia, will show that all and so-called Christian chronology 
is so utterly false or garbled as to render it useless. Besides, even 
the Bible, in its incongruous way, gives some notice of them, for it 
speaks of the Cushites in the Hebrew text of the Old Testament, and 
Ethiopians in the Septuagint. That they were not the Ethiopians of 
Africa is evident from a single passage, when they aro supposed to 
have invaded Judah in the time of Asa under their king Zerah : — 
"But the Lord smote the Cushites; and Asa and the people that with him 
pursued them unto Gerar, and the Ethiopians were overthrown.” 
That these wero the Cushites of Arabia and not the Ethiopians of 
Africa ie very evident.

These same Ethiopians or Cushites, who ате said to have been 
this black nation of Buddhists, according to Herodotus, camo from 
the shores or banks of the Indus, and eettled in Egypt about the year 
1615, before the Christian era, some four hundred years after the 
birth of Abraham, and 100 years before Moses rebelled against the 
oppression of the Egyptians, and brought the Israelites out of the 
House of Bondago.

Tho exact time when this black people first came to Egypt was 
certainly long before the Israelites went out of it under the leader­
ship of Moses. No chronology can be admitted as evidence on this • 
subject. The many statues of Memone found in Egypt and Persia 
allow no room for doubt. Chronology may be permitted to instruct 
as to facts, but certainly nothing more. Therefore that wonderful 
production called the Book of Geneeis, ascribed to Moses as its 
author, and which all good Christians devoutly believe, bears un­
mistakable traces of Buddhist origin, and is perhaps a collection of 
different authors. The second chapter of the book gives a very woll 
known account of the origin of evil, which is a Brahnninian myth, in 
whose sacred books the principal events are to be found ; but to put 
the matter beyond doubt it ie only песеввагу to turn to the Figs. 2, 
3, 4, taken from the icons in the most ancient caves of Hindoetan 
excavated. These platee represent the same scenes long prior to 
what is considered the Christian era. This has been universally 
agreed.

The first represente the seed of the woman bruising the 
serpent’s head, the second the serpent biting the foot of her seed, 
while the Hindoo God, CriBtna, the second person in their Trinity ; 
and the third, the Spirit oi God brooding over the face of the waters, 
the black Buddha upon the coiled serpent brooding over the deep. 
How these early Christian Fathers Btole and lied 1 Ab in all other 
histories, religious history repeate itself. Whether Christians like 
it or not, the Buddhaism of the Book of Genesis is too clearly proved 
to need further refutation.

That the horrible practice of sacrificing both human victims and 
animalB was very general among the Egyptians at the time of Moses, 
and for long after, is a terrible fact. But tradition states it was 
never practised by the Buddhist in the'earliest £imes, and the Budd­
hists are the very oldest people of whom we have any sacred tradi­
tions, and to whom the first book of Genesis belongs. Buddha 
offered bread and wine as an offering to the Lord, while later and 
corrupter nations offered the firstlings of their flocks, and latterly 
their children, slaves, and prisoners.

So much for the religio historical account of Moses and Buddha. 
To my thinking the real truth must be found in its astro-theological 
aspect. All the Old and new Testament must be taken as astro- 
Mosaical allegories of the sun's circuit in the heavens, then one can 
understand the “ Lord ” the sun as a flaming fire and Christ as the 
Lamb in Ares, etc. Now I think Mr. Kitson’s query ie fairly 
answered. Е.

This того than anything olso hindors its 
progress. An institution for tho dovolopmout and training of sonsi- 
tivos has boon a long-folt want, but ovidontly tho timo is not ripo for 
it; yet something of tho work that such an institution would do may 
evon now bo done on a smaUor scale and in a quiotor way. Let oach 
medium who has tho timo select a fow modiumistio porsons from tho 
circlo of his acquaintances—his guidos will diroct his choico. Lot 
him treat them as his pupils, scholars, apprentices, undorstudios, 
cholas, or whatever olso ho may liko to call thorn, sit with them as 
rogularly as possiblo, and ondoavour in ovory way to bring out thoir 
latent mediumistic powors. For such sorvices tho loarnor should 
pay a premium down or make a periodical payment in advance. 
Some mediums may prefer to give thoir sorvicos froo, but а того 
excellent way would be to тако a chargo, and then devote it to the 
furtherance of the causo in the way they may deem best. This 
would servo tho doublo purpose of benefiting tho movomont and of 
putting tho pupil того at his oaso.

PROPOSED BRADFORD AND DISTRICT YOUNG MEN AND 
WOMEN’S SPIRITUAL PROPAGANDA LEAGUE.

Sib,—Recognising the importance of presenting the philosophy 
of Spiritualism in a more satisfactory manor than heretofore, and 
placing it in its propor position, apart from its phenomena, a 
movoment is now in progress to form a League, composed of tho 
younger members of tho cause in this district, so ав to carry on 
genuine aggressive work, to take tho form of monthly lectures by tho 
most prominent speakers of tho movement. It is not an attempt to 
form another society, of which we have more than enough, but to 
supplement thoir work by causing a groat spirit of inquiry, and from 
which the societies will naturally benefit. The League will also in a 
great measure bear the same relationship to the Spiritualist Society 
as tho Young Men and Women’s Christian Associations to tho 
churches. The League lectures also will be so arranged as not to 
interfere with the services of other societies. The following will 
give a general idea of the League’s mission and constitution:—First, 
to be composed of 50 or more members, and by co-operation pro­
vide monthly lectures by engaging tho most prominent speakers of 
the movement, in order to present to the public of Bradford and 
district the true philosophy of Spiritualism, apart from its phenomena. 
Secondly, lectures to bo well advertised on hoardings and in news­
papers, the reporters of the different journals being invited to attend 
the loctures. Thirdly, all speakers engaged to allow questions to 
be asked relevant to the subject discussed. Fourth,, the League 
will not operate beyond Shipley. Fifth, means for propaganda work 
to be met by weekly contributions of 3d. Sixth, no one admitted to 
membership under 19 or over 40. Seventh, concerts, picnics, or 
other arrangements made whereby the members can be in touch with 
one another for mutual help and sympathy.

The first business meeting will bo announced in the Two Worlds 
and from the platforms in the separate divisions of Bradford, for the 
election of officers, namely—president, secretary, and treasurer, the 
remainder of the members (it is suggested) forming themselves into

National Federation Missions.—Work of a sound nature has 
boon accomplished in the North of Lancashire by tho federation 
agent during tho past woek. On Monday, March 9th, Mr. Swindlo- 
hnrst spoke on “ Spiritualism in relation to political and social 
reform,” in the hall owned by the Barrow Spiritualists. On Tuesday 
evening a party of Barrow Spiritualists, amongst them Mr. Cox 
(president) and Mr. Howotson (secretary), assisted tho organiser in 
his mission work at Dalton-in-Furness. In days gono by there 
existed a good society in Dalton, but it has long ago ceased to be. 
Sinco those days the Barrow Socioty has come in existence, and con 
boast of the prettiest and brightest hall in tho movement, being their 
own. It is ten years since the last Spiritualists’ meeting was held at 
Dalton, some five miles from Barrow. The work of the Federation 
is “ to oxtend the causo in new districts and revive it where it has 
lapsed.”

THE LIMITATIONS AND PERPLEXITIES OF 
MEDIUMSHIP.

The time HAS come for a thorough sifting of the float­
ing ideas regarding mediums and mediumehip. We want 
the bottom facts. We need light and knowledge respect­
ing the nature of mediumistic qualifications and their 
culture. Surely the time has come for clear statement, 
for classification, for comprehensive and comprehendable 
treatment of thiB most important subject.

We need a manual on mediumship that shall give a 
lucid exposition of what mediumship is, and how it may 
be sought and developed. The dangers and difficulties, 
the duties and responsibilities, the limitations and per­
plexities, should all be fully, thoughtfully, and sympa­
thetically treated. At the present time there is not a single 
book that deals fairly, clearly, and fully with this subject, 
that gives the necessary instruction, guidance, and warn­
ing to the inquirer.

We are well aware that the subject bristles with diffi­
culties, but they are not insurmountable. We know there 
is no royal road to knowledge respecting mediumehip, and 
that experience is the best teacher; but surely, after 
nearly fifty years of close contact with mediums and 
spirits, there must be many persons—non-mediums and 
mediums—who can extend a helping and guiding hand to 
beginners!

Mr. J. B. Tetlow has suggested to us that we should 

invite articles from our readers on these lines; that 
mediums should give us the benefit of their experiences; 
spirits should tell of their difficulties and desires; obser­
vant non-mediums should let us participate in their 
observations and deductions, with a view to future 
publication in a “ Two Worlds Handbook ” for inquirers.

Scarcely a day passes but we receive one or 
more letters soliciting advice and guidance from 
inquirers, or asking for light upon perplexing ex­
periences. To reply to all is a great tax upon our time 
and strength (not a few correspondents, in addition to 
their demands upon us, forget even to enclose a stamped 
envelope for the reply they expect us to send them); but 
that so very many are groping their way to the light 
is a sign of the greatly increased interest in Spiritualism, 
of the widespread desire to investigate, as also of the 
pressing need of some book that shall embody the latest 
knowledge and the best thoughts of the times, which can 
be confidently recommended to the neophyte for his or 
her guidance and instruction.

We ask the assistance therefore of our readers— 
mediums and non-mediums alike. Letters, articles and 
experiences will- be welcome ; suggestions, instructions, 
and information will be gladly received. We may not be 
able to use all that is sent in, but we hope to be able to 
publish a series of articles of educational value, alike to 
mediums, students, Spiritualists, and enquirers. As a 
beginning, we commend the opening article in this issue 
by Hudson Tuttle to our readers.

MILE END.

218, Jubilee-street, is the home of the pioneer worker, 
Mr. Marsh. His familiar figure may have been seen 
Sunday after Sunday, for years past, in Victoria Park. 
He is not a talker, but one whose quiet work constitutes 
him a veritable pillar in the church. He recognises the 
fact that the man who provides the platform, or acts as a 
“ doorkeeper in the house of the Lord,” is as valuable in 
his place as the preacher. In times past he has tried hard 
to get a few Spiritualists to band themselves together for 
societary purposes. In the result he has often had to pay 
expenses which most certainly ought to have been 
borne by the society. He has seen much of the rough 
side of Spiritualism, but it has had its very decided 
advantages also. His spirit advisers, through the 
mediumship of his daughter, have • been able 
to render material as well as spiritual assistance. 
He was informed of a speciality, and the methods of 
its manufacture, and further advised where to establish 
the business. Location at the above address was the 
result. Even to superintending the repaii’ of machinery 
his spirit friends have proved their interest in his material 
welfare. Thus most emphatically Mr. Marsh is able to 
state that spirit communion confers material as well as 
spiritual benefits. Spontaneously and unsought the advice 
was given and acted upon, and in the result the spirit 
people have provided work for the worker and a meeting 
place for the Spiritualists. Instead of the usual front 
parlour being placed at the service of the stranger, we 
pass under the gas jet, which illuminates the name of 
Jubilee Hall, and are taken through the house to what 
at other times in the week is the workshop of Mr. Marsh 
and his assistant.

In no respect is there anything at the time of the Sunday 
meeting suggestive of the worker. Everything is neatly 
stowed away and screened from view, and the harmonium 
and platform placed in position. The seating accommo­
dation is usually taxed to the utmost, and a pleasant 
meeting with an average attendance of about forty is the 
result. The habitues are so satisfied with the manage­
ment that societary constitution, and consequent committee 
meetings, finds but little favour here, in spite of the occa­
sional prompting of the conductor, who knows that in the 
event of any misfortune overtaking him, there is a possi­
bility of his congregation being dispersed, and thus un­
doing much of the good that has been accomplished. A 
service is held regularly every Sunday, and a meeting for 
enquirers on Thursday, the resultant home circles con­
stantly adding to the members attending here.

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MRS. BUTTERFIELD.
The Spiritualists of twenty years ago will remember 
Mrs. Butterfield, then of Morley, as one of the small but 
valiant band of workers (martyrs one might almost say) 
who then, under the impelling power from the spirit side 
of life, carried the light to (and broke the bread of life 
for) the doubting and hungry-hearted people, who, in the 
main, failed to realise the heroism of these servants of the 
spirits, and met them with ridicule, scorn, and persecution. 
Mrs. Butterfield, Mrs. Scattergood, and Miss Longbottom, 
were a trinity of ladies who endured much for the truth’s 
sake, and to their labours, and those of some few other 
brave mediums, the Spiritualists of Yorkshire are largely 
indebted for their present knowledge and liberty.

Seeking out Mrs. Butterfield at her home, 23, Banks- 
street, Blackpool, the representative of “ our paper ” was 
grieved to find that not only was she suffering herself, but 
her good husband had been stricken down with illness only 
a few hours before, and was still far from well. It was 
quite pathetic to find Mrs. Butterfield felt that her days 
of active service on the rostrum were over, that she was 
getting past such labours, although, like an old war-horse, 
she felt as if she would like to be in the thick of the fray 
once again, and, said she, “ the spirits assure me that I 
have not done yet, and they are generally right—but— 
we shall see.”

I was living m Gawthorpe, Yorkshire, said Mrs. 
Butterfield, when Mrs. Swift, a good medium, and Mr. 
Kitson (my brother, and Alfred Kitson’s father) first 
introduced the subject of Spiritualism in 1869. My 
brother was a mediu m, as also were my mother and five 
or six members of our family.

That fact would indicate that the mediumistic tempera­
ment or qualification ran in the blood ?

Yes, it seems as if it were hereditary, she replied. 
We were living at Morley when I began to develop; 
we always sat round a table, and for eighteen months 
were regular in our attendance, always punctual, and sat 
in the same places, and to that fact I attribute, in a large 
degree, the success which resulted. Mr. Butterfield, 
although not a medium himself, was a splendid sitter for 
developing the mediumship of others; he was a very 
great help to me, most anxious to do everything he could 
to help the work, and ever willing that I should go out 
to carry the standard of our Cause.

Replying to my question, Mrs. Butterfield assured me 
she had seen spirits all her life; curiously enough, 
she had seen them more frequently before she knew about 
Spiritualism and became a medium, than she did after­
wards.

Mother and I were walking together one day, when an 
old woman passed us. As ehe did so I called to her, 
“ Now, Nanny,” and then turned to my mother and ex­
claimed, “ Eh, mother, I’d forgotten she was dead.”

Mother replied that she too had seen her, but did not 
say anything lest I should be frightened.

I have always been a worker ; when I was only eight 
years old I was working in the mill, so that I have had 
very little school education. Indeed, I used to still go to 
work after I had begun to develop. I tried to improve 
myself then, but I never “ read up,” never tried to store 
my mind, never planned out a lecture. A gentleman 
once followed me into the ante-room, after a public dis­
course, and wished to know what books I had read. I 
replied “ none, unless you call the Family Ileralcl a book.” 
“ Oh, nonsense, he exclaimed; you must have read a great 
deal to deliver such lectures,” and refused to believe that 
I had only spoken as the spirit had given me utterance, 
yet such had been the case. After we had sat in our 
home circle for 18 months I went to London at Mr. Burns’ 
invitation, and spoke in Doughty Hall and at Kingston-on- 
Thames for Mrs. Bullock, where I first met Mr. E. W. 
Wallis.

I had been a membei’ of the Primitive Methodist body, 
and afterwards both Mrs. Butterfield and I attended the 
Old Chapel and became members of the Independents, as 
they were called, but, after it was known we were holding 
“ spirit rapping ” meetings, we were treated to the cold 
shoulder, and a teachers’ meeting was called to consider 
what should be done with Mr. Butterfield; he forestalled 
their action by sending in his resignation from his post as 
teacher. Our house was sometimes surrounded by an 
excited and angry mob when it was known we were 
sitting, and “ Set the house afire,” “ Let’s smother em, 

“ There’s the devil among them,” etc., were some of the 
expressions we were compelled to hear. An effort was 
made to secure Mr. Butterfield’s dismissal from his 
employment, but it failed, for although his employer was 
a Methodist, he raised his wages instead and assured 
those who interviewed him, “ If all my men were like 
George Butterfield I wish they were all Spiritualists.”

The spirits gave many strange prophecies, warnings 
of pit firing and accidents, and once I firmly believe 
saved my life.

How was that ?
It was at the time when the opposition was at the 

worst. For about three years we, a neighbour and I, did 
not dare to go out after dark without our husbands. We 
got our groceries from the stores, and used to go for 
them on Thursdays instead. of Fridays so as to avoid the 
people and escape their insults. One Thursday we com­
pletely forgot, until too late, to go for our goods. But 
my spirit control came and said, “ If we can inspire you 
with thoughts we can take them away ; we did not want 
you to go.” Why ? “ Because, if you had, you would
most likely have been killed.” The next morning I was 
controlled, and with my husband was taken to a dark spot 
under a gateway, which we should have had to pass near 
by, where a heap of stones and turf had been put ready to 
pelt us with.

On another occasion when I went to Barnsley the 
police were warned that a plot had been arranged to 
crowd round the doorway as I came out after the meeting, 
and some one was to put out his foot to throw me down 
and the others were to press round and trample me under­
foot. I was greatly surprised after the meeting to find 
two policemen waiting at the door ; one placed himself in 
front of me and the other behind, and when a man tried to 
trip me the policeman caught him by the throat and 
threatened to lock him up. Ah ! those were days when 
Spiritualists had to suffer for Spiritualism ; “ there’s nowt 
like persecution to make you love your cause,” said Mrs. 
Butterfield, and her eyes lit up and flashed with remem­
brance of the trials and difficulties of her pioneering 
days. “ A quarter of a century of public platform work 
has not been gone through without a great deal of hard 
and rough work,” said she, to which we were able to give 
unqualified assent.

In addition to her public lectures, Mrs. Butterfield did a 
great amount of good work in circles, her controls, Bell 
and Lena will be gratefully remembered by 
hosts of friends. Much good healiug work was accom­
plished by them through their medium—one gentleman in 
particular who attended their home-circle had to get there 
on crutches at first; he had not put his foot to the ground 
for three years, although several doctors had done their 
best for him. Bell assured him, “ we can make you 
walk.” tie had been so often disappointed that he could 
not credit her statement, but, sure enough, as the result 
of the magnetic treatment given him by Bell through her 
medium he was able to walk, and was most grateful for 
the aid of the spirits, who not only cured his infirmity, but 
ministered to his mind and fed his spirit with information 
regarding spiritual things.

Speaking on the question of “ are animals immortal ” ? 
Mrs. Butterfield said that her spirit teachers say that 
“ when we love our pets, dogs, horses, or birds, etc., 
although their bodies die they live just so long as our 
thoughts, our love, and our creative force keep them alive, 
after that the spirit essence returns to the ocean of spirit 
energy.”

■ Rejoicing in the rapid spread of the knowledge of 
spirit return, hoping for the triumph of spiritual principles 
in the lives of future generations, and the reign of g’ood- 
ness and love; tired out physically, Mrs. Butterfield 
assured us that she felt she could patiently wait till the 
spirits come to take her home ; but her heart begins to 
turn hopefully to that land of light and beauty, where 
life in its fulness and freedom awaits those who, like her, 
fight a good fight and finish their course bravely and well.

The consciousness of duty done, of progress made, and of capacity 
for progress developed, of spiritual graces nurtured, of truer insight 
gained and wider fields of knowledge opened out—this is the spirit’s 
roward in the paet, its earnest of further progress in tho future.

THB'futnre life, differing from tho present one only in degree, 
and, in the states, immediately succeeding this, only in a very slio-ht 
degree, ie a life of continued progress, in whioh the sin-stained spirit 
will bo compelled to remedy.in sorrow and shame the acts of 
oonsoious transgression done in tho body.
