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A WORD FOR SPIRITUALISM, PRINCIPALLY
ADDRESSED TO THE INQUIRER.

NOT that Spiritualism requires any words of mine to
commend it to non-Spiritualists, for, according to reliable
authority, it continues, in spite of every obstacle, to make
steady progress throughout the whole civilised world. In
England and America alone its devotees are now num-
bered by millions. The Spiritualist flag, emblazoned with
the emblem of truth, is being carried into the camps of the
enemy, making converts from their ranks by the score.
Men of all shades of opinion, not a few Atheists and
Materialists among their number, are being reclaimed from
their erroneous way of thinking, and are submitting to the
inevitable. In this great work every Spiritualist can and
ought to help : the rich man and the poor man, the most
intelligent or the most ignorant Spiritualist in this respect,
has a duty to perform. It is obligatory on every one of
us who are satisfied of the truth of Spiritualism, to pro-
claim to others the blessings to be obtained from a know-
ledge of its glorious teaching. A service so rendered
brings its own reward; a chance word may cause your
Materialist brother to pause and think, and might be the
means of enlightening him upon a matter that may have
troubled him for years, and that when he hears of it, will
in all probability, change the whole course of his life, and
make a better man of him in every respect.

What is this Spiritualism, this religion, about which
we have heard so much? What does it teach ?

SPIRITUALISM TEACHES :

That God is the Supreme Father-Mother of all; that
we are his children; hence, that all men and women, of
whatever nationality, are our brothers and sisters.

That all of us are responsible for our actions to a very
great extent, and as we sow, so shall we also reap.

That there is no such thing as death in the sense as
looked upon and believed in by so many people nowadays.
Death, so-called, is simply the passing on of the spirit man
or woman into another sphere of existence; it is the body,
the fleshy covering only, that dies.

That the resurrection-day to every living soul immedi-
ately follows this life on earth ; according to the manner,
good or bad, in which we have lived here, so will our
condition be in the life hereafter.

Spiritualism gives proof palpable of a life beyond the
grave, by demonstrating the fact to those who earnestly
desire to prove it for themselves, and in so doing, topples
Materialism into the mud, never to rise again.

It proves to the sceptic, beyond the shadow of a doubt,
that the supposed dead are still alive, and are not lying in
the cold grave “ till the last trumpet shall sound.”

Finally, we know that our friends, whom we have
mourned so long as dead, are tasting the fruits of peace,
joy, and love, that they are progressing in knowledge and
purity, and are patiently awaiting our coming.

Nobody but the Spiritualist can imagine the amount
of consolation to be derived from this knowledge of the
reality of an after-life, for proof of which, as an eminent
Spiritualist says, so many people crave, and so many die
in anxious doubt.

Robert Owen, the great philanthropist, became con-
vinced of this reality after being an unbeliever nearly
half a century. Robert Dale Owen, hie son, the well-
known writer, was forced to become a Spiritualist through
the overwhelming evidence brought before him. Dr
AshbuTner and his friend Dr. Elliotson, both determined
Materialists, were induced to alter their opinions in favour
of Spiritualism. Scores of others, equally eminent, might
be named, were it necessary, who have thrown aside their
scepticism, after patiently investigating the claims of
Spiritualism, the evidence proving too much for them in
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almost every instance. In a lecture, entitled “ God and
Immortality,” delivered in the Glasgow City Hall twenty-
three years ago, Dr. George Sexton, M.A., LL D, made
use of the following remarks respecting his own former
disbelief in a future state \—

Bat the great truth haa coto back to mo with irresistible force,
and | tee now—not dimly in tho shado, but in the brightness of tho
noonday glare of spiritual light—that tho Bngor of God may bo
traced on each of His works, and that His fatherly caro is over all
that His hands have mado. This change in my convictions 1 owe to
SriniTUAITSM. By it | have been led to see that the materialistic philoso-
pht; is as irrational as it is cold and cheerless, and that the only real,
substantial, solid existence is that which pertains to spirit; and, what
is of still greater importance, that man’s career doos not terminate at
death, so called, but goes on for ovor in a brightor and happier
world, tho whole surroundings of whioh are far hotter suitod to tho
highost aspirations of the soul than anything that can bo found hero.
This is the grandest, noblost truth that has ever been mado known
to mankind.

(The italics in the above passage are mine.)

Weighty words these from one who was originally an
unbeliever, and worthy of serious consideration by those
who still doubt, and especially those who ignore and
snhatch at every opportunity to ridicule Spiritualism, who
claim to speak with authority upon a subject that in nine
cases out of ten they know little or nothing about!

« Similar testimony might be quoted, did space permit,
from men whose names are household words, who admit
they were sceptical previous to investigating Spiritualism,
but who afterwards saw just cause to change their minds,
and were honest enough to place on record their convic-

tions.

Under the influence of
my dream | am emotionally disturbed, a3 1 would be by
looking upon something most sublime in the landscapes of
earth, or of listening to passages of mellow music. |
write in the most feeling words 1 can find of that which
is made most feeling to me.  Like a painter of the land-
scape | have spoken of, the glory of the subject is
infinitely above me, and the resemblance is crude. The
grasp of the scene is here, within, mysteriously conveyed
by a flood of emotion through the soul, but the expres-
sion is sketchy in detail, imperfect in rendering, and
dwarfed into insignificance by reason of an attempt at
picture or reflection.

I said: What constitutes your heaven ? Make me to
understand and feelingly describe something of that life
beyond. And this is my dream ; these are the answering
words dictated to my attentive hearing:—

““Heaven”! what is heaven, but a rejoicing state of
the soul over its nearness to God? W.ith the nearness of
the pilgrim soul returning to its Creator through all the
trials and combats of what is called Life, there is a cor-
responding widening of horizons, whose brightness, purity,
and beauty are only conceivable when we think one
moment upon what must constitute the immanent majesty
of God.

As all goodness is beautiful, even to the minds of the
children of earth travailing yet below, so may it be readily
understood how much more beautiful must that goodness
be glorified by spiritual progress in heaven. Our great
white dazzling light here is the aura of God, and as when
you approach one another on earth in social intercourse,
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you instinctively sense the attributes of the person
approached, so in entering this sphere of God, we feel
Him what He is: love, holiness, and undisguised good.
As some parts of the earth are barren, desolate, dark, and
arctic; as some communities are savage, undeveloped and
barbaric, so here there are corresponding lands and
peoples. As you approach earth’s equator the ground
becomes verdant, fructifies its essences, and blossoms into
flower ; where the sun shines right overhead, everything
is most luxuriant and beautiful. This will illustrate my
own teaching: that where the Sun of God shines most
brightly, there is fructification and abundance of all good-
ness. Just as the-Esquimaux, travelling south towards
the paradises of earth, would find beauty, and beauty
unfold to his rapturous gaze, so in the spiritual pilgrimage
do we leave cold earth behind and approach glories beyond.
God is our Light here. Is He not the Father of Lights?
We have only one true sense in this heaven, and that
is the faculty of an enlightened soul for enjoying
all things beautiful.  As the soul then is the Divine
organ for the transmission of the beautiful,
and as it has struggled forward with us to purifi-
cation, all things are necessarily beheld in the same
glorious perfection as the nature of its now unsullied
essence. To the vision that is pure, all things are pure.
We see God in His attributes but not in person. | have
not seen “ Our Father” in mortal image, nor have any
spirits | have met from the seventh sphere. What is

beyond the seventh, or to be revealed there, we do not
know.

In heaven—in this sixth sphere—much of a strictly
earthly similitude has passed away. It is a new heaven
and a new earth, or earthly things so much glorified as to
be unrecognisable as pertaining to earthly things at all.
There are lovely far-stretching golden plains in the hush
of sweet silence, and blue mists in the dreaming distance.
There are gold and purple hills and beautiful streams, that
sing and purl away for ever in the glory-light of unending
summer. There are beautiful homes white and Bhining,
and of an architecture as graceful and beautiful as the
Bonis who conceived them. All that the soul thinks, when
we have so far advanced, is of the nature of glorified
genius, and so all thought takes lovely forms. We can
never grow tired, for there is this ever changing rapture
for us always. God’s most beautiful thought is about us
in expression, and our thought is also permitted divine
possibilities. We build up our homes as we desire, and as
you say, we have “ all that the soul can wish.” We are
filled to overflowing with gladness. We sing a perpetual
song. Thereis the harmony of our lives, actions, happi-
ness, thanksgiving, ascending for ever to God. Far
sweeter than unseen harps is the still, silent, and unspeak-
able music of this community. We are added brightness
to one another. All are a8 neighbours, friends, and well-
beloved affinities. \We are as one soul, and God the Soul
over us. There is rest here because the soul cannot know
unrest. Itis free from its earthly struggles and combats.
There is peace because God’s peace indeed passeth under-
standing. There is joy because inspiration is ecstasy.
There is holiness beoause all is pure. There is thanks-
giving beoause hosts of angelic pilgrims are drawing near
to God. And there are ministering spirits because the
Father hath given us charge concerning you.

It is our delight to lead others to drink of the waters
of life. What we enjoy so abundantly we desire that
others shall do. We love you because you are struggling
souls, as we once were. We would help you to come up
higher. The mother seeks her son, the father the father-
less, the wife the bereaved husband, the husband his
widowed wife, a friend, the friendless and lonely. All
bring comfort and counsel, and pray that you may heed
them. If any refuse the tender influence, the almost
silent voice, and their lives become a riot of sin, even
then we pity and do not quite desert them. We may call
them back to duty presently, or if on the bed of death
they gasp away life in remorse and terror, we receive and
quiet them beyond, and resume our ministries.

It is our Father’s will that none may fall by the way-
side without receiving help.  Insensible, we have found
them fallen, and we have borne them to streams of life
and bathed their brows, and taken them back to where
they have presently awakened into a first consciousness of
their condition. Perhaps this refreshment and work has
been the means of a blessed progress. Then we are

Jesus said, ““In my Father’s house are many mansions,”
and this is true. No two states (Heaven and Hell) could
in justice contain all the thousand and one complex phases,
good, bad and indifferent, of the human character, The
soul of man is in various stages of progression, and its
sphere, beyond and below, is according to its confined or
enlarged horizon.

Mr. WILLIAM H. ROBINSON, OF NEWCASTLE-
ON-TYNE.
A PIONEER SPIRITUALIST.

Desiring to include this gentleman in our album of pro-
gressive workere, our friend Mr. Cooper, of London,
waited upon Mr. Robinson, and the following was the
result of the interview :—

During a business visit to the coal metropolis | found
Mr. Robinson very busy amongst book-piles, distributing
literature of all kinds. His stock seemed to consist of a
large variety of ““top-shelf” books, representative of all
forms of thought. He and his sons seemed to be popular
caterers for the literary Novocastrians. | was informed
by the firm that they got through large consignments of
progressive literature, including spiritualistic, theosophic,
hygienic, scientific, and medical, also phrenological works.
I noted one important item: that Mr. Robinson catered
particularly for Mechanics' Institutes, reading rooms, and
the general working classes. He has by these means
introduced several of the best works on the spiritual and
progressive philosophy therein, and in many cases the
reading of such books has started pertinent inquiries.
During our chat about books in general, inclusive of buyers
and readers, with all cognate mysteries, we launched into
Spiritualism.

(1) “ How long have you called yourself a Spiritualist?”
I queried.

“1 arrived at my majority last October, being con-
vinced of real spirit existence and return in 1874. My
introduction was aided by Mr. J. T. Rhodes, a test medium
of London, and, becoming associated with the late Aider-
man Barkas, Mrs. Mellon, and Miss Wood, materialisation
mediums, and a goodly number of splendid investigators,
through and by whom the wonderful facts were estab-
lished by a rigidly cautious scientific process. These facts
are not alone classified in psychic laboratories, but, better
still, they are indelibly enthroned in the egoistic conscious-
ness of the hundreds who were privileged to witness the
same.”

(2) 1 ventured? ““You are not a doubting Thomas,
then?”

“ So clear, so palpable, so intensely real were those
repeated exhibitions, despite the most skilful interceptive
tests, that to doubt would be to sin.”

(3) “ What about your experiences ?”

“ Aye | you've ‘ struck ile’ there,” said Mr. Robinson.
“ With the poetry of childhood, I can sing :
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“ As by the light of opening da
Tho stars were all concealed,
So full-blown forms they fade away
Whon Spirit stands revealed."
I had spent some years looking into what | may term the
scientific or verifiable external facts, as witnessed through
mediums, not only in the North, but in many English,
Irish, and Scotch centres. My business during this period
led me to travel; but all this investigation led up to a
grand climax, the culmination of which intromitted me
even to other sights and sounds. Like the ancient apostle,
I have been confronted with things it is scarcely lawful to
utter, especially to those incarnates who are still unready.
I not only consider myself one of the '‘Grand
Army,” but such intromissions have annihilated doubt
for ever. You may even say that 1 look forward
to my second and final change with equanimity,
and | am singing every day, °‘It's better on
before.” 1 occasionally vary my lectures by relating some
of those experiences, and assure you they have often been
listened to with profound attention. The spirits, through
many mediums for years, assure me that | have a volume
to give to the world embodying such details, and therefore
you mustnotdraw me further in that department at present.

(4) “ Has Spiritualism been a real aid to you ?”

1““No mortal pen can picture the world of sacred sweet-
ness which is refracted by a practical study of the
subject. Understand me, | refer not to tests of the tied
and cabinet mediumship, or even to the so-called learned
investigations of Psychical Research Cults. Such re-
searchers may wear learned nominal affixes, etc.; but
those things do not lead into the interiors. A materialised
form, say to a chemist, must be almost a miracle. Such a
stupendous fact to a scientific inductionist must lead to
more wonderful generalisations ; yet to obtain a true con-
ception of the proximity of spirit we must almost die to
the physical, the spiritual brain must open to the music of
heaven ; in fact, to know of the reality of the unseen, one
must become one of their number, and participate in their
secrets. If people generally would but only experience
the ‘ powers of the world to come’ a great many silly
fads would melt, and reality absorb doubt.”

(5) “ Do you discover much interest in the subject
amongst your literary customers ? ”

“ Aye, you have put an important question there. |
have often chatted with advanced thinkers connected with
sectarian organisations, and even Dissenting ministers and
clergymen belonging to the Church. It would not be my
duty to tell tales out of school. Seeing | have been
honoured as a depository, on no account would | reveal
names ; but the onward movement grows apace. Churchal
dogmas in those advanced minds have but inspired disgust.
| regret to say that many individuals perforce must
smother the truth for | fear of the Jews.” Itis simply a
‘bread and butter”question. Church withdrawals would
in too many cases spell business and social dislocations.
Considering our poor humanity, how many can really sub-
mit to these lines ? Conversing with a minister only the
other day on the repeated inculcation of error, he admitted
the same, but intimated that if they could unitedly decide
to throw their false teaching away the revolution could be
accomplished silently, without suffering; single-handed
they could not afford to do it. Of course, you perceive a
study of spiritual ecience leads us insensibly on to such
lines.”

(6) “What is your opinion of the use and misBion of
Spiritualism ? ”

“ In this question you give me a large order. 1 should
say its uses are manifold and its mission universal so far as
applicable to humanitarian results. The scientific investi-
gator, by his methods, eliminates superstition entirely. His
keenest faculties are equipped, his instruments of know-
ledge are keen. Imposture, hallucination are ruled out of
court, and, despite the thousand and one objections con-
structed by Atheism and bigotry, the facts occur with
precision, and the simplest and most complete hypothesis
is the one maintained by Spiritualism. Seeing that the
facts occur under known conditions, we say such are
effects; the cause then must be scientifically inferrable,
as behind we get intelligence. Our senses tell us what
we know of matter ; it is incapable of thinking and acting
voluntarily. It is but another step to spirit. The objector
may say : We have not yet exhausted all our knowledge
of material manifestations. Such may be; but our friends
in the opposite camp are unable logically to negative our
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position, and we are right in sticking to this position until
they can really dislodge us by a process of logic equally
valid. We therefore say that if Intelligences manifest
in a rational manner and prove that they are our departed
friends, they must still be human beings, though acting
from a higher plane, and we infer that there are
still more advanced stages. Hence the Hebrew
symbolism of Jacob’s Ladder is not altogether a
myth. Such intermediate conditions indicate the
soul’s eternal progress from carnality to ideality, from
the materialism of earth-life to the transcendental exalta-
tion of sublimest heaven. So far as the mission of
Spiritualism is concerned, by liberating the soul through
the science of mediumship, eagle-like it soars through
thought-space, and makes all truth its own. It aims at
nothing less than the reconstruction of society upon principles
of a genuine brotherhood. The real Spiritualist is in sym-
pathy with every reform movement—educational, tempera-
mental, and religious. Caste, forms, ceremonies, creeds,
dogmas, and priestly authorities melt in the presence of his
intuitional culture. He is not anxious for definitions or fixed
postulates. He recognises no finalities in objects of attain-
ment. He knows full well that the truths of to-day may
be obliterated themselves to-morrow as fresh inspirations
are perennial and unlimited. No spiritual thinker
can be a sectarian. He is constantly yearning for ‘ fresh
fields and pastures new ' in thought realms. He desires to
work in every field of progress, but ever in unison with
his progressed consciousness.”

(7)* Are you in sympathy with the present public
methods of advocacy ?”

“Yes and No. Both are necessary. Private inquiry |
esteem as pre-eminently important. By this | mean select
family circles. Mixed circles are not of much utility to
developing mediums. In such highly sensitive conditions
the spheres are often inharmonious, and both mediums and
investigators suffer™ This is educational, as it teaches us
the real doctrine of psychic duality, which operates in a
rigidly scientific mode, and in such conditions we experi-
ence intensely the interactive law of natural attraction
and repulsion. Hence the medium ought to be either
isolated or at least associated only with affinitive natures.
So far as the public work ie concerned, we have an amal-
gam of ‘' silver’ and ! brass,” and | fear the latter too much
predominates. Many mediums would act with discretion
if they would cease to obtrude their mentally starved
minds, limited thoughts, and bad grammar before educated
listeners. The public clairvoyance, if such is attempted,
ought to be perfect. If a spirit friend desires to com-
municate in public, then reason demands that he or she
shall place his or her identity without one flaw. No one
ought to be humbugged. 1 have always pleaded with
our committees in Newcastle that if we teach clairvoyance
as a science theoretically it ought to come out practically.
Nothing less will satisfy the careful thinker. If such
mediumistic ‘ insulation’ cannot be depended on, the seer
ought then to go into a thoroughly private training. But
such matters are only incidental to the grand outcome.
The facts being well grounded, we must, by the voice of
our most earnest, intelligent, and eloquent expounders, put
Spiritualism before the people as the real Second Coming
of the Christ (Spiritual Truth) in radiant splendour, for true
conversion and training.”

After other remarks, I left Mr. Robinson to his books.

WE need teachers; but it is the exclusive acceptance
of one teacher, even though he be the highest, that dwarfs
aman. Itis inevitable, | suppose, that all our sects, in
relaxing the severity of dogma, should pass through an
intermediate period when the worship of Jesus stands in
place of all other creed. To them, this worship will do
good, because it is a step forward. But, to those who have
been accustomed to a simple “ Natural Religion,” this
personal idolatry would be a etep backward.

The great question before the world is the question of
a future life, and while the causes which have made this a
question lie wholly with man’s own selfishness and apos-
tacy, the need of a solution which shall not depend upon
faith, is paramount above all things. That life once estab-
lished, the moral status of the individual can be deter-
mined. Theology we care nothing about. Its opinions
have always followed the infidelity it has engendered.
With theology the heresy of to-day is always the ortho-
doxy of to-morrow.

LONDON SPIRITUALISM: OUR FUTURE.
A LONDON SPIRITUALIST S - IMPRESSIONS.

Spiritualism is rapidly extending its influence among all
sorts and conditions of people. The rude barriers of
materialism have been broken down and a solid foundation
of fact laid. We need to organise our forces, that a more
united front may be presented to those enemies of progress,
who will be sure to fight for their interests as our army
advances. The future of Spiritualism as a movement | am
certain is in our own hands. Societary methods must
therefore be a matter of consideration for every Spiritualist,
and the individual duty consists in finding the truth and
working to bring others to the same knowledge.

Inseparably bound up in the betterment problem is the
training of our speakers and the cultivation of mediumship.
For the latter, orderly persistent work in a small circle,
with the most harmonious conditions obtainable, generally
produces the best results ; enabling the spirit guides to
thoroughly control their mediums before exposing them to
the unsettled conditions of a mixed assembly. For the
training of speakers every society ought to have its Mutual
Improvement Class, wherein all members can take part,
and from which they could graduate to a “teachers’ class.”

In the M. I. Class open discussion should be fos-
tered upon all points having the slightest bearing upon our
philosophy or work. If responsible conductors can be
present it should open its doors to the public in order that
representatives of opposing schools of thought may be
drawn in, and thus give the students practical acquaintance
with the arguments and ideas they will in the future have
to combat. In the Mutual Improvement Class many
ordinary members never take part in the discussions.
Others, who would not care to speak from a public plat-
form, are prompted to try their 'prentice hands (or tongues)
in this class. The discussional assembly is undoubtedly
the best place to find those who are fitted for publio work,
and they should receive a pressing invitation to attend the
teachers’ class for special instruction.

The Teachers' Class should not be open to the
public nor other members, but be privately conducted.
Sensitives would recoil from finding their faults and errors
made the common property of the society. The student
should be instructed in elocution, and be encouraged to
give impromptu answers. Inspirational speaking would
thus be developed. The fellow-students should criticise
methods of delivery, grammar, and the subject matter.
Where unity of purpose is present, the fullest possible
sympathy will be extended to the less fortunate, and the
whole will undoubtedly benefit. One point I should like
to emphasise: both Mutual Improvement Class and
Teachers' Class should be open to students from
other societies, because workers will congregate
where the best teachers are to be found, and
by not being forced to abandon their own society
in order to partake of the blessings of another, the
lesser societies will not lose their support, but will benefit
by the education their member has gained elsewhere.
Where the societies are small or within easy reach of the
meeting-place of the District Council, the work would
probably fall into their hands, it being self-evident that
each society would elect their best men to represent them.
There would thus be formed a centre, which of all others
should be most competent to advise. Where the repre-
sentatives are spread over a large area, it would be almost
impossible for them to undertake the regular work of
teaching ; but, in any case, the Council could act as a
provisional board prior to the examination by the special
committee of the N.F.S. The examining body would be
spared much valuable time, and the necessity for recom-
mendation from a District Council before presentation for
examination, would undoubtedly save many inefficient
candidates considerable annoyance and expense. The
Council would thus be placed in touch with all local
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speakers, and the information at its command would make
the meeting-place the rallying point for the workers of
everysociety. Itwould be necessary for the representatives
to choose an independent meeting-place, as nearly central
to the societies they represent as possible. If the Council
meetings are held at the various societies’ rooms, the
general result is a preponderating influence of the society
at whose rooms the meetings are held, and often scant
representation from other societies, who feel their position
as visitors all too keenly.  District Councils could un-
doubtedly be made the strengthening link between the
N.F.S. and the local societies.  Energetic workers in
many districts should be able to raise sufficient funds by
entertainments, bazaars, etc., to meet all incidental ex-
penses.  Should a further payment be necessary, the
subscription rate to the N.F.S. could be raised and the
District Council be held responsible for its collection.
Some districts will of course require greater financial
assistance than others, and the richer would thus support
the poorer.

Efforts, from time to time, have been made in London
to establish Councils or Federations, but the apathy of
friends, personal motives, and the witholding of influence
when countenance meant success have been the principal
causes of failure. The latest effort, under the title of the
London District Council, has referred its matters to the
N.F.S., and will await the drafting of the new constitution
by that body.

In conclusion, from private sources I learn that some
people have taken unto themselves remarks intended for
others. However, signs are not wanting which go to
prove that my notes have served the useful purpose of
provoking discussion and consequent action.

With regard to the London Alliance, | had no wish to
detract from their honours. | regard all societies as links
in the chain whioh help to make or mar the name of
Spiritualism. Our platform is broad enough to accommo-
date all truthseekers.

Certainly no better method of celebrating- the Jubilee
of Modern Spiritualism could be found than an Interna-
tional Congress, and most certainly the central city of the
industrial world is the best and most available centre for
its operations. At least, that is the opinion of

STUDY AND KEEP *“ CONDITIONS.”

The TRUTH is, there is blame on all hands! The
way in which circles are usually held is such as to invite
fraud, folly, buffoonery, and imposture.  The first real
piece of knowledge that people want is as to the magnetic
conditions of acircle.  They need to realise that the
phenomena are pretty much what we make them, and that
a dozen people can't stuff themselves, reeking with food
and drink, into a hot, stifling back parlour, shout John
Brown’s body, and get angels of heaven to minister to
them! | don’t blame the poor medium so much.  Of
course there are frauds in mediumship as there are in bank-
ing and every trade—men who would cheat in any case,
and that as much in making a table or a coat as in their
present work.  But given an honest man, who is a true
medium, we do our best to make him go wrong by our
want of care in providing suitable conditions. And then
there is so much gaping and wonder-hunting, so little real
spirituality and desire for spiritual development. All these
crude physical testings, tyings, putting in bags, sealing
and the like, are sadly against my notions of what ought
to be. | believe we invite the presence of a low class of
spirits by such means, and | am fully sure that given the
presence of such, although material tests are useless, you
will get illusory phenomena, and be deceived somehow.
We know nothing of the power of such spirits ; little of
their methods of action, and we are heavily handicapped.
One thing, however, we do know, and that is that they
laugh at material bonds. We have proven that, as for
instance, when Miss Cook was lashed hand and foot to
Mr. Crookes’ library ladder and released out of most com-
plicated bonds in a minute. This eurely ehould teach us
to rely less on tyings. What we ought to aim at in
materialization seances is to abolish the cabinet, keep the
medium in view, and insist on light enough to see by.
This will be opposed’by the manifesting spirits at first, but
they will try and succeed. When 1 first proposed it | was
met by assurances from all sides that the thing was im-
possible. It is, however, an accomplished fact now, and
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nothing will avail to bring anything like convincing
evidence of such a portentous fact, except the evidence
derived from our own senses, and chiefly of our own eyes.

But even so, | desiderate something higher and better
in the shape of Spiritualism. | wish to see the manifesta-
tions evoked under conditions of higher spirituality,
with a deeper sense of responsibility, with more
aspiration and less mere gaping. | should like to
see the conditions studied, and the knowledge so gained
acted upon. When all is done that we can do, there will
be fraud and folly still. A. J. Davis was right there. We
must attack the root, by elevating ourselves, and so getting
into the sphere of higher spirits, instead of lopping off a
few diseased branches—or rather, as well as doing so. |
don't want even to seem to say a word that can be con-
strued into an excuse for what 1 so thoroughly deplore.

PSYCHIC PHOTOGRAPHY.

The “ Photographic Review "for April devotes a considerable amount
of space to this question, A report of an interview with the editor of
Light concludes with the following sentence, which seems to indicate
a refreshingly impartial writer:—** Mr. Rogers is certainly very much
interested In the matter, and although a believer in tho possibility of
photographing spirits, is yet vory emphatic in his denunciation of
fraud. For onrselvos we shall oxpross no opinion as yet, but wait
quietly for further developments.  And in closing this interview we
must put upon record tho extremely courteous way in which Mr.
Rogers has treated us throughout ; and if anything can be done to
bring about reliable toBts, he will certainly do it.”

The article by Mr. Hall Edwards is a rather painful contrast to
this. The writer dismisses tho series of photographs published in the
last two issues of “ Borderland ” as absolutely fraudulent, and says.—
“The only new fact put forward concerning theso figures, is tho
astonishing one that several of tho spooks depicted have been
recognised by thoir frionds. A friend who would recognise his own
mother in the absurd disguiso assumed by theso spooks, is worthy of
a high placo in our estimation,” and again, “ None but the most
thorough and hardened Spiritualist could possibly recognise in these
pictures anything but fraud. Spiritualists, howevor, as a body, are
the most simple-minded, faithful, and unsuspecting sot of folk it is
possible to imagine."” There is much more of this kind of balderdash
from the pen of this “ L.R.O.P., F.R.P.S./’butlhave quoted enough
to Bhow the spirit in which he approaches tho quoetion. To any
ordinary person, it would appear that tho wholo matter rests on the
recognition of the spirits said to bo photographed; and it must be
remembered that the figures referred to wore recognised by several
persons, that ono of the s.pirits whoso picture was obtained had never
been in England during his life-time, and that although thore wae only
one photograph of him in existence (and that a full-face ono) the spirit
photograph is side-face. It is quite evident from this that tho photo-
grapher could not have palmed off a cleverly worked-up copy of an
oxisting photograph for a spirit-picture.

Mr. Edwards has hurriedly glanced ovor “ Twenty photographs of
the Risen Dead," and is very wrath with its author for stating that
overy object in nature is surrounded by an ethoralized aura, and that
persons with dark auras are more easily photographed than those
with light ones. If Mr. Edwards doubts the existence of these
auras it may not be out of place to remind him that tho writor of
““ Science at Work ” in the Daffy Chronicle has stated that a certain
professor at Cologne is said to havo demonstrated their existence
during the past few weeks.

Thoee who sit in the seat of the scornful in this matter of Spirit
photography seem to be be quite unaware of the amount of evidence in
existence on the subject; and most of them are, apparently of opinion
that because some experts aro clever enough to manufacture bogus
pictures thore are no genuine ones. The same argument could be
used to prove there are no genuine bank-notes in the world because
spurious ones have been manufactured! And why is it that
the many eminent men who have carefully investigated the question
are treated as either insane or fraudulent, while those who havo not
investigated are hailed as absolutely trustworthy guides? An articlo
on the ““ new ” photography from the pen of one who had never soon
a eingle experiment made and who was totally ignorant of the facte
might be amusing, but it would certainly be valueless as a eorious
contribution to the subject; and I cannot see why the same rule should
not hold good intherealm of Psychic phenomena. It would be very easy
for the man in the street to write an article asserting that the photo-
graphs of skoletonhands, etc., which have confronted us from the pages
of photographic journals and the windows of Bcores of shops wore all
fraudulent, because he had never been able to obtain similar pictures,
under conditions named by himself; and it is equally easy to write an
article of the same kind concerning Spirit photography. The only
difference is that in the latter caso the task is harder inasmuch as there
is the very trying question of identity to be overcome. Still, by tho
judicious use of such expressions as ““crack-brained investigator,”
“ lunatic,” “ fraud,” etc., the attention oi tho average reader is easily
diverted from the point atissue. Mr. Edwards quite appreciates this
fact, evidently; but really, his article should have boon sent to
Punch instead of to a serious journal.

Tho fact that tho oyolids of clairvoyants are froquontly olosod
during the exorciso of their gift presents no obstado to tho X rays.
It is well known that tho now light ponotratos tho soft tissues of tho
body roadily, and may roach tho rotina oithor through tho pupil, liko
ordinary light, or through tho olosod oyolids and soft tissuos of
whioh the oyoball is composed.—Medicub.

SPIRITUALISM

Though little disposed to adopt proverbial paradoxes, it
is no easy matter in this movement to get away from the
conviction that “ out of evil cometh good.” While illus-
trations shoot athwart the mind from all parts of the
North of England, in no case is it more strikingly manifest
than in the case of the body now under review. Itis
truly a society with a history. An offshoot from the
parent body now meeting in Tipping Street, Ardwick,
differences having there arisen (as seems to be the fate of
our movement, as with Nonconformity), one of the points
of difference being the right of societies to command a
free service of the gifts freely bestowed, a working party
was formed, whose members, after frequent moves, ulti-
mately gravitated to the small, primitive, chapel-like
building in Collyhurst Road, where for some years a very
strong effort was made to sustain a free platform, though
only partially successful, and wrought with difficulty. The
inherent spirit of common justice gradually gained
ascendency by the growth in their midst of those who
believed in the “ giving ” process being an all-round one,
and that “ the labourer is worthy of his hire.” But this
is not the place for discussion of such a controversial
issue ; only that here have we seen the battle fought, not
without wounds deep and sore, ere the air became clear of
the battle smoke and turmoil. Perhaps the argument is
closed. At least, the cheery faces, the hearty goodwill
and contented air of all betoken the prosperity which
bespeaks a sense of right triumphant. The smallness of
the rooms for a long time hampered the committee, on
the two-fold ground that they were inadequate to the
numbers seeking to learn of the light of the coming age,
while the small returns enforced an economy which held
in check the generous aspirations which were gaining
ground. The platform advocacy was now telling upon
the public mind of the district. Speakers of fair rhetorical
power and intelligent inspiration were becoming appreci-
ated. Again the crowds came, and many had to retire,
mission weeks and week-night circles catching on with
those who could not, for conscience’ sake turn in upon
Sunday, but who often stayed and received a solvent for
all their scruples. In many things have our friends pre-
sented a way out of difficulties which so much hamper
other bodies in our cause; and no better education could
be gained by troubled workers than to pay a visit and
compare notes with the earnest workers of this society.
It is always good to have a chat with genial Smith,
Barrans, Taylor, Plant, and others who are too humerous
to recall to memory.

After much consideration of how to get out of the
want-of-accommodation difficulty, our friends were for-
tunate enough to find a larger room in Collyhurst Street,
while etill retaining the old pile which has seen them
pass through so many trials. They now use the old room
for the lyceum and certain week-night circles, and it well
meets the requirements of the immediate neighbourhood.
The new place, which will hold from 400 to 500 people,
was opened by the world-renowned orator, Mrs. E. H.
Britten, at the beginning of the present year, and the
success of this move is well defined in the full gatherings
on the Sundays and the large attendance at the week-
night circles. The liberal response by the people to the
efforts of our friends is now proving the wisdom of
generous administration.

At the new place on Sunday afternoon there may be
found about 100 ; in the evening about 400 is the avera ge
On Tuesdays the circle is composed of about 100 ; whileon”
Thursday evening, at the old roots in Collyhurst Road, an
average of 50 may be found to note what the spirits have
to communicate.

The choir work has due care, and compensates well
for the labour bestowed by that indefatigable and earnest
worker, the organist Smith, who is always at his post.
The concerts and socials got up by this society are a
notable feature. The music is always good and well
rendered.

The Lyceum movement has been fairly directed—the
average attendance about 90—but, like many places, this
branch needs the help of the experienced members, and
herein there would be found for willing minds work that
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would compensate by blessing the worker.
meets in the old rooms.

With wisdom and forbearance, there is a notable future
for this society. They have the means at their command
for a bold liberal treatment of the great cause ; may the
management be ever found equal to the work.
