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HUDSON TUTTLE.

Hudson Tuttle was born in a log cabin, erected by his 
parents, in the unbroken forest of Northern Ohio, in which 
they had settled six years previously.

His mother was a direct descendant of John Leland, 
ancestor of the widely extended Leland family of New 
England, and from childhood regarded as a family seer. 
She was in later life a clairvoyant of rare gifts.

His father was a man of deep religious convictions, 
and the terrors of fate assigned to sinners so wrought on 
his sensitive nature, that it is said until he became converted 
to Spiritualism, he was never known to smile. The 
reaction was great, and he became the most joyful.

Hudson was a slight, frail boy, sensitive and reticent; 
habituating himself to thoughtful isolation and cultivating 
self-reliance—with Nature his playground, and the birds, 
flowers, and trees his teachers. He spent in all less than 
fourteen months in school, the first terms being in the 
unhewn log schoolhouse, having there learned something 
of reading, geography, and arithmetic, while two terms 
were wasted on Latin and Greek in a select school just 
started in the town.

At sixteen, however, his method of education changed. 
He became a medium; and henceforth angel guides 
developed and brought forth the scientist, the writer of 
song and story, and he became possessor of a train of 
spiritual gifts. Though these began with the moving of 
physical objects, his development rapidly culminated in a 
superior state of sensitiveness and impressibility, whioh 
gave evidence of an exalted character of mediumship.

At this time, while in his teens, he was the subject 
of much interest to students of the occult. Among such 
was Datus Kelley, of Kelley’s Island, in Lake Erie, who 
took a profound interest, and tendered his aid and kindly 
assistance.

With such encouragement he published his first work, 
then entitled, “ Life in the Spheres,” and since re-written 
and improved, as “ Life in Two Spheres.”* This work was 
given to him without his knowing a line ahead of what 
was coming next, by what is termed automatic writing.

While the world at that time was interested in this 
strange story of the unseen life, he busied himself with 
the first volume of the “ Arcana of Nature ” ; an exposi­
tion of the problem of life from its beginning as fire mist, 
up to the enfranchised spirit clothed with immortality.

Among the marvels of the nineteenth century 
was this farmer boy, who, while pursuing his ordinary 
physical labour, under the inspiring touch of help invisible, 
without books or apparatus, school aids or appliances, 
composed a work which was at once recognised by ad­
vanced minds, especially in Germany, as the solution of 
problems for which they have been long waiting.

The work was published in 1860, and paseed through 
several editions. It was at once translated into German, 
and has had a good circulation in that language.

Buchner, in his popular work on “ Matter and Force,” 
quotes largely from it. This is what the trustful, faithful 
medium says in its preface :

“ For years I have been led through the paths of 
science by invisible guides, who have manifested the earnest 
zeal of a father for a feeble and truant child. They have 
upheld my faltering heart; they have supported my weary 
frame, and in darkest hours thrown their sacred influence 
around me. Like the readers of these pages, I am a 
student in their portico, receiving any mental food from 
their hand. From these invisible authors I draw the con­
cealing veil, and to them dedicate this volume.”

The grand scope of the work will be seen by a brief 
glance at the following plan by which it was prefaced:

“ 1. To show how the universe was evolved from chaos
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by established laws inherent in the constitution of matter.
2. To show how life originated on the globe, and to detail 
its history from the earliest dawn to the beginning of 
written history. 3. To show how the kingdoms, divisions, 
classes, and species of the living world originated by the 
influence of conditions operating on the primordial 
elements. 4. To show how man originated from the 
animal world, and to detail the history of his primitive 
state. 5. To show the origin of mind, and how it is 
governed by fixed laws. 6. To prove man an immortal 
being, and that his immortal state is controlled by as 
immutable laws as his physical.”

The popularity of this work proves its excellence. It 
is worthy of note that its view of evolution antedated 
Darwin by two years; while its ideas of force were 
entirely in advance of the then existing status of thought. 
It was soon followed by the second volume, “ The Philo­
sophy of Spirit.”

In 1S66 was published “ The Origin and Antiquity of 
Mon.” B. F. Underwood says : “ It is no small credit to 
Mr. Tuttle that this work, written so long ago, contains 
little that may be considered crude and obsolete to-day ; 
while most of the positions taken and views advanced have 
been confirmed by subsequent discoveries and develop­
ments.” About this time was also published “ Blossoms 
of Our Spring,” containing Mrs. Tuttle’s early poems, with 
his own.

He next wrote three books of a peculiar character— 
“ The Career of the God-Idea in History,” “The Career of 
the Christ-Idea in History,” and “ Career of Religious 
Ideas.”

The first two were published by J. S. Adams, but 
before the edition left the printing house, with the excep-' 
tion of a few parcels, it was consumed by fire. The 
“ Christ-Idea ” has recently been re-published in the Two 
WORLDS (Eng.), and is again to come out in book form.

The “ Career of Religious Ideas,” first published in 
London, forms the first part of “ Religion of Man and 
Ethics of Science, as the “ Ethics of Spiritualism,” as pub­
lished in Chicago, forms the second part.

About the same time was written “ The Arcana of 
Spiritualism,” a work that essayed to answer all the ques­
tions which arise in the domain of spirit. It was published 
at the same time as the “ Career of the Christ-Idea,” and 
met the same fate. It was then re-published by James 
Burns (Eng.), and the edition was all sold. Since then the 
author has been re-writing the entire book, and it is 
awaiting completion for publication. Mr. Tuttle regards 
it, in its present completeness, as the crowning work of his 
life, as it is the product of his best inspirations, reaching 
over more than thirty years.

A book that has gained more attention, perhaps, than 
any other, is “ Studies in Psychic Science,” outlining the 
methods of research which, it is safe to say, may be pur­
sued by investigators in its field. Of this book, John 
Rutherford says :—“ Among the literary and philosophic 
exponents of the ‘ New Dispensation,’ none occupy a 
higher position than Mr. Hudson Tuttle, of Berlin Heights, 
Ohio. In his ‘ Psychic Science Studies,’ Spiritualism for 
the first time, is brought under unvarying law—in fact, is 
raised to the dignity of a science, or perfect branch of 
human knowledge. The ‘ bridge ’ of communication 
between earth and the spiritual zones is not only built 
upon solid rock, but the idea of the immortality of the 
soul receives original treatment, and is placed in such 
scientific form as to bring it, in my opinion, within the 
comprehension of the most dense understanding. For 
this work of one of the foremost writers of our movement 
is the result of very many years’ thought; it is, more­
over, full of facts of his own peculiar experience, and is 
also charged with the vigorous inspiration for which he 
is so eminently distinguished.”

In 1874 came a volume of stories for children.
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The story of' “ Led to the Light” is a most realistic 
description of church methods in the days of our child­
hood, and is most wholesome to contemplate in contrast 
with the religion of Spiritualism.

Among tracts published were “ Revivals—Their Cause 
and Cure,” “ Origin of the Cross and Steeple,” “ Tiger 
Step of Theological Despotism,” and “ What is Spirit­
ualism ? ” The perpetuation of old error, by means of 
old-time revival methods, is most truthfully ana­
lysed in the first mentioned of these. The 
“ Cross and Steeple ” is a revelation of the fundamental 
ideas on which rest the religious structures that were 
revered in our childhood, and which still inspire the adult 
mind, where ignorance of causes is the bliss of present 
devotion and the respect for religious emblems.

“ What is Spiritualism ? ” is a very comprehensive and 
statistical statement of the Cause, with a reference list of 
its supporters, embracing the names of the world’s best 
thinkers, discoverers and geniuses—a missionary tract of 
such value that twenty-seven thousand have been circu­
lated, one zealous believer ordering one thousand to 
distribute among the people of his city.

Here is presented the record of a life of over forty 
years’ continuous literary work, in which no mention has 
been made of articles for magazines, book reviews for both 
the reform and secular press, and the continuous support 
to our spiritual weekly papers in all the changes incident 
to journalistic life—a strange education and unfoldment, of 
especial interest to the student of Spiritualism, as among 
the ways and means chosen by the master minds in the 
Beyond, show, while they emphasise the grand truth of 
man’s immortality, they also work in many ways to 
elevate humanity.

The writer well remembers his first acquaintance 
with’this representative exponent of Spiritualism in the 
bashful boy of sixteen, with his parents, in the unhewn log 
building on their farm—the sphere of industry and in­
tegrity surrounding, in which lay the foundation of the 
character since made.
Lj J. In the intervening years we have noted the changes 
and progress as fruits of the development at the hands of 
his unseen educators : a medium for different phases of 
mental phenomena—sittings, writing covering the different 
fields of ancient and scientific research, philosophic inquiry 
into mundane causes, story-writing and poetry, with con­
stant public speaking, as a lecturer, and answering calls 
(often at remote places) to give the consolation of the 
Spiritual Philosophy on funeral occasions. Last year 
these calls were so numerous and distant that he travelled 
over five thousand miles for that purpose alone.

The student of this medium’s unfoldment naturally 
inquires of the conditions which have evolved the char­
acter of Hudson Tuttle. To answer this involves a state­
ment of the gist of Spiritualism, and the fundamental law 
underlying all unfoldment and mediumship. The former 
may be reduced to simples, in saying it consists of three 
things: the two facts of spirit-existence and inter-com­
munication therewith, and the great lesson our angel­
teachers all give us, the doctrine of the human brotherhood. 
’Within the latter’s scope lie the conditions for develop­
ment, the central one of which is harmony—the spiritual 
state of exaltation above fear, hate, and selfishness—the 
magic staff of contentment and abiding love.

We observe Mr. Tuttle’s early environment of integrity 
and faithfulness, of home ties never wavering. In 1857 
we find him married to Miss Emma D. Rood, a lady then 
well known in spiritual journalism for her poetical and 
other writings. Since, she has charmed all with her 
beautiful effusions in poetry and song, with her artistic 
talent and the graces of a womanhood that command the 
respect and whole-souled admiration of all fortunate to 
know her.

She was a pupil at Hiram when the college was under 
the presidency of Garfield, and Mrs. Garfield was a class­
mate. To her fine culture she added a remarkable sensi­
tiveness, and the highest ideas of right, justice, and mercy, 
which are necessary for a successful development.

Very marked is the life-action of this medium respect­
ing the angels’ great lesson, given to us with their doctrine 
of the human brotherhood, in the unselfishness with which 
he untiringly pursues his work. In grateful acknowledg­
ment to the guides who shape his useful life, he plans his 
secular pursuits so that they alone ehall provide for the 
necessities of life, and whatever profits his writings bring 

are all charitably disposed of in the work of disseminating 
this, the most consoling of all gospels, in the way of gifts 
of the same to those unable to pay for them.

He says, “ A new thought belongs to the world, and 
is no man’s patent.” He has never considered his work as 
an aggregation of Tuttleism (if I may coin a word), to be 
sold to customers under the name of Spiritualism ; but, on 
the contrary, he aims to put his thought into the hands of 
the truth-seeker at the cost of getting it in shape for such 
distribution—a free gift, and not a thing of merchandise.

Another characteristic is his unswerving steadfastness 
to truth—his uncompromising position to old error. 
Spiritualism is to him a system of thought comprehending 
the universe in all its multitudinous relations'. He realizes 
that the old cannot be made over into the new. As to 
organisation, he takes the position that its past failure has 
been because it has been made on the Old Church plan, 
and that it must of necessity be on entirely new lines to 
become a success.

Like the glint of the sunlight on the oasis of the 
desert, is the halo that surrounds the faithful and truly 
worthy among the standard-bearers of a truth before its 
time, in its struggle with Society’s Conservatism for a 
foothold.

Among those who have unswervingly held to the all- 
embracing, self-sustaining, and superior character of 
Spiritualism as a nineteenth century revelation, Hudson 
Tuttle stands the peer of the best worker in our Cause. 
While this exponent of truth has always adhered to the 
lines laid down by the wisdom of the excarnate, never 
once has he lacked the courage to attack entrenched 
error in any form.

Hudson Tuttle is yet in the vigour of his well-chosen 
work. It is the earnest prayer of every true Spiritualist 
that he may long remain with us as a worker.

ONWARDS.
When the last trace of egoism and disbelief in Spirit­
ualism have departed, then, and not till then, shall we 
have finished our mission. It may not be in our own or our 
children’s time, but come it must. Till then we will not 
cease, both by precept and example, to impress on the minds 
of our fellow beings our beautiful belief. Scientific know­
ledge is a great thing and a powerful help; but faith and 
sympathy with our efforts are great adjuncts.

Where, dear comrades, do you find so much content­
ment as in the conviction that you will be reunited in a 
better and holier bond with your dear ones on the other 
side? Spiritualism is the most simple of truths. It appeals 
to our hearts and to our intellects. We will therefore do 
our best to propagate it. Where is the fear of dying ? 
Gone ! Where is the sadness and heaviness of bereavement ? 
Gone! All gone! We live on in the joyful hope of meeting 
our friends again. Spiritualism, in spite of persecution, 
scepticism and unbelief, is a real and undoubted religion. 
Yes, friends, and in spite of your unwillingness and your 
struggles against belief, deep down in your heart of hearts 
lies hidden the tiny germ that has been sown, and which 
will eventually blossom into glorious and divine fruit. 
We do not mind your scepticism ; we have passed through 
the same fire of unfaith; we have also smiled ironically 
(in our supposed greater knowledge of the pros and cons of 
possibilities), but have at last, through the medium of 
incontrovertible facts, been brought to own that we, with 
all our superior wisdom, are but atoms in the grand 
dynasty of Nature and evolution. Therefore, we sympa­
thise with you in your doubts and scepticism, because we 
also were trained from our birth to think as you think ; 
but, dear friends, we are in a progressive age, and educa­
tion doee not retrograde. Our motto must be “ Excelsior! ” 
Onwards! always Onwards !

What is, therefore, true in smaller matters of educa­
tion, must become to you an undying truth. You will 
believe in the most glorious and religious science that ever 
has or ever will be in the mystery of what was once 
unfathomable creation. The supreme majesty of our life 
does not end with the grave. Neither is our spiritual 
Father a God of vengeance; but he will help us even 
beyond the grave: in the Summerland, where our 
intelligence will be used in the homes which will be 
prepared for us. I am witness in my own person of 
this Supreme Power: I was almost dying, and I had 
already heard the singing of the angel-spirits, when I heard 
the word “ Halt! give her more tether. Her time has 
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not yet come ; she has work to do.” With this I seemed 
to awake, and I knew then that all my scepticism was of 
no avail. I had received indisputable proofs of the living 
and moving spirit-life after passing “ beyond the river.” 
My answer, in my pain and dismay, came from my heart 
when I cried, “ Lord show me my work ! I will obey.” 
And the answer came clear and distinct, “ Daughter, thou 
hast much trouble and art sore beset; but all will be well 
with thee. Yet thou hast to go forth and tell the truth, 
which thou knowest.”

I am trying at present, with poor talent, and amidst 
indifferent home-conditions, to sow in my humble way the 
little grains of truth-seeds ; and I have the firm assurance 
and conviction that I shall succeed.

Spiritualism is truth to me—a most certain knowledge. 
It has made a most stormy road easier for me to travel; 
it has brought me through deep and dreary troubles ; it 
has cheered my path onwards ; it has given hope where 
before there was only despair. Therefore, whatever one 
professes to be—of whatever creed—there can only be 
one road to travel; one sublime and simple faith for one and 
all; for Spiritualism is theAlphaandOmegaof all religions— 
of the most diverse creeds. Come, then, fellow-Spiritualists 
—and others—help us mediums by a little faith and 
sympathy. Do not hurt us by your mockery, even should 
we sometimes faint and stumble in groping for the light, 
because we are probing and investigating, and using our 
brains to 6olve the grand mystery of Almighty Nature—in 
reverence and fear—in order to impart the glorious news 
to you, and to further the tenets of a real religion. 
Let us all press onward, then, to find the little gleam that 
will in time resolve itself into a great light, and bring 
prosperity to our cause. Tread the road boldly ; crush 
the thorns.

TWELVE LECTURES ON MENTAL SCIENCE. 
By W. J. Colville.

Lesson XII.—Continued.
Clairvoyance is perfectly natural, and would probably 
develop to an extent in most children, if not suppressed 
by false dogmatic training, and though oculists and 
opticians are always ferreting about in the realm of utter­
most effects to prepare eye washes and lit spectacles, the 
cause of dim vision is quite beyond their ken. If eye 
specialists were open to spiritual apprehension they would 
soon learn that the mental cause of poor sight is due to 
inordinate etraining after material results. Never try 
your eyes in the sense of straining them ; never continue 
reading after the exercise becomes difficult; never use a 
powerful lamp whose rays of heat scorch the pupil and 
tend to destroy the optic nerve. Let your reading go 
altogether, and seek instruction through hearkening to 
the spoken word and through silent meditation, if you cannot 
read without your eyes smarting ; but though you respect 
your present limitation so far as not to employ violence 
in the endeavour to transcend it, never let your present 
weakness appear before you as the limit of your future 
attainment. The outward eyes become impaired through 
wrong thinking; though you were ever so uncon­
scious of the relation between cause and effect, 
the effect followed the cause in necessary logical 
sequence ; now, if the eyes are to come into right condi­
tion, they must be allowed liberty to get right naturally, 
and this desired result will be attained through right 
thinking, without paying any special attention to the orbs 
of vision. Eye glasses are not sinful, and if they are used 
as people use magnifying and opera glasses, we have, as 
metaphysicians, no great aversion to them, still the normal 
state of the eye is such that spectacles are needless append­
ages, and when correct thought has resulted in good eye­
sight, all these “ aids to vision ’’will be discarded, because 
the need of them will be felt no longer.

We will now turn to the ear, and see if we cannot 
gather a few thoughts on how to vanquish deafness. 
Swedenborg tells us that “ The things which enter by the 
sense of sight enter into man’s understanding and 
enlighten him, but those which enter by the sense 
of -hearing enter into the understanding and at the 
same time into the will ; wherefore, by hearing is 
signified perception and obedience. Hence it is that in 
human language it is a received form of expression to 
speak of hearing any one, and also of giving ear to any 
one ; likewise of being a hearer and of hearkening. By 
hearing any one is understood to perceive, and by 

hearkening is meant to obey. This form of expression 
has flowed down from the spiritual world in which the 
spirit of man is. They, who in the spiritual world are in 
the province of the ear, are forms of obedience 
from perception. The province of the ear is in the 
axis of heaven, and therefore into it, or into those 
who are there, the whole spiritual world flows, with 
the perception that it must so be done; for this is 
the reigning perception in heaven; hence it is 
that they who are in that province are forms of obedience 
from perception. That the things which enter by hearing 
enter immediately by the understanding into the will, may 
be further illustrated by the instruction of the angels of 
the Celestial Kingdom, who are the wisest. Those angels 
receive all their wisdom by hearing, not by sight; for 
whatever they hear of Divine things, from veneration and 
love, they receive in the will and make of their life. 
From this it is manifest that hearing is given to man 
chiefly for receiving wisdom, but sight for receiving 
intelligence. Wisdom is to perceive, will, and do; intelli­
gence is to learn and perceive.” “ Spirits who correspond 
to hearing, or who constitute the province of the ear, are they 
who are in simple obedience ; they do not reason whether a 
thing be so, but because it is said by others they believe it 
is so.” Such as attend little to the sense of a thing belong 
to the cartilaginous and bony part of the external ear. To 
the interiors of the ear belong those who have the sight of 
inner hearing, and obey what its spirit there dictates, and 
express its dictates fitly.” From these remarkable state­
ments it appears that derangements of the outer ears 
must in some way result from refusal to hearken to 
spiritual counsel, and in a more physical view of the 
question it is frequently said by aurists that 
deafness is greatly modified by paying very close atten­
tion to what is being said ; for this reason, among others, 
deaf persons are often desirous of facing a speaker at no 
great distance, so that by watching the motions of the 
lips and the general facial expression they can interpret 
much that they would altogether lose were they relying 
solely upon their sense of sound.

MEDITATIONS ON DEATH AND ETERNITY.

IN the chapter, “ Death is my Gain,” the author further 
explains the meaning of death. u But what is death ? ” Nothing 
but the separation of the soul, i.e., (spirit) from its earthly 
covering. What becomes of the covering when discarded ? 
Does it vanish from God’s creation ? No, it moulders into 
dust and ashes, and mingles with the rest of the earth, out 
of whose nourishing elements it was originally built up. 
It does not go out of creation, but remains in it, available 
for other purposes.

Death is not painful. Parting from the habitual and 
pleasant relations of life, the loss of well-known pleasures, 
and separation from beloved friends on earth, may indeed 
be painful. But in these cases it is not death itself, but 
that which we leave behind us that causes us to mourn. 
It is our undue attachment to the earthly goods, which 
have only been lent to us and were never intended to be 
our lasting possessions, that occasions the grief that we 
experience. . . . Death may indeed be fearful to those 
who have entirely, or in a great measure, neglected their 
immortal soul in this life, who—like the animals, thought­
less of the future beyond the grave—have only taken heed 
for the well-being and enjoyment of their bodies; who 
have oppressed their fellow-men or slandered and deceived 
them, in order to gain for themselves more honours, more 
richee, and more enjoyment; to whom it seems prepos­
terous to restrain their sensual desires, their animal 
instincts, in order to strengthen the power of their souls; 
who call it folly to sacrifice earthly pleasures for the sake 
of virtue; who consider it silly enthusiasm to work for 
the good of others, when no thanks are to be reaped, or 
when persecution and great sacrifices must be encountered.

When the moment has come for such persons to throw 
off the earthly coil, the body they so much love, for which 
alone they think God has created them; when they are 
to part from the dust, for which alone they lived, to which 
they sacrificed all things, for which they committed so 
much injustice—to them indeed death must be terrible. 
For poor, unworthy, miserable, imperfect are their neg-
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lected souls, which have lost the sweet innocence of which 
they could boast in childhood, and which are now loaded 
with the burden of many sins. As they sowed in life, so 
they have reaped. For the eternal future of their spirit, 
they never sowed. . . . How different the condition
of the wise and noble spirit, which knows its duties and 
fulfils them, and honours the high purpose for which the 
omnipotence of God calledit into existence. To him death 
is a gain. How could it be a loss to him ? He is con­
scious that he was not born to be forever attached to the 
clod of earth which he cultivates to satisfy his earthly 
necessities, but to be a citizen of the eternal and infinite 
realm of God. In his eyes it is not this short life on earth 
that is the most important, but the life in the entire divine 
creation. The universe is his Father’s house, and God, 
who dwells therein, is his Father, and every soul in it is 
bound to him by the ties of brotherhood.

Death is my gain. Why should my soul be alarmed at 
the unknown road along which it has to travel ? Is the 
path that I have to wander here below better known to 
me ? Is not each succeeding hour of my life shrouded to 
me in impenetrable darkness ?

Do I know what will happen to me the next moment ? 
Whither I shall go ? And yet I live through each of 
those hours, and each becomes light to me as soon as I 
live in it.

And equally light will be the hour that succeeds that 
of death. The unknown road will be made known to me 
as soon as I enter upon it. Why then should I recoil 
from it with a shudder ? Is it not the same as has been 
trodden by the dear ones who have gone before ? Why 
should I not be rejoiced to follow in the path of those 
souls who will ever be precious to me ? Perhaps, in the 
very moment when the earthly veil falls from my spirit, 
I shall recognise those dear ones whom I believed so far 
removed from me, and shall learn that they were always 
nearer to me than in my earthly state I had any conception of.

Our dear ones may die, but we are not made unhappy 
by thie, unless we forget that they and we are members 
of the spiritual world ; that, as spirits, they cannot be lost 
to us ; and that we ought not to allow ourselves to be 
attached to the perishable clay in the grave, as though it 
were imperishable.

The death of the body was necessary in accordance 
with the laws that rule that which is earthly ; our grief 
is the necessary consequence of our too great attachment 
to that which pertains to earth. This is destiny ! But all 
things pre-ordained by God are beneficent, they strengthen our 
powers ; by gentleness they lure, or by terrible earnest­
ness they force the spirit to rise from that which is earthly 
and perishable, to the knowledge and love of the imperish­
able from the animal to the spiritual, which constitutes our 
true dignity.

In the chapter on “ The interpretations of Eternity,” 
the author takes a cheerful, if somewhat orthodox view of 
the life beyond the grave. He calls it “ a going in to 
the Father,” and sums up as follows :—

“ Oh! when my time comes, and the angel of peace 
from the better world, whom we call death, kieses me and 
bears me away from earth, then do not weep, 0, my 
beloved ones! for I also shall then have gone in to my 
Father ! Weep not for my cast-off earthly coil, for I also 
shall have rejoined my original family in my true home, 
in the beautiful world of the blessed, self-conscious spirits. 
I shall have gone home to the beloved ones, the eternally 
beloved, the never-forgotten ones, whom I had lost here 
below, and for whom I so often pined. Weep not, for ye 
have no reason to weep, ав little as I had to grieve for 
those who went in to glory before me.”

My life may vanish from this earthly sphere 
More swiftly than an idle dream of night— 
I know I am immortal—and that there 
Mino eyes shall ope, того clearjy to the light.

It is wonderful how much it often takes to bring the mind up to 
the point where it can receive the truth. A gentleman, who but 
reoently saw the spiritual truth says : “ It requirod a terrible lesson 
to bring me around—that was the. death of my boautiful, intolligont 
daughter, Ethol, three years ago, at the ago of 18 years and a few 
months. I cannot commune with her, for I am not mediumistic 
enough, but воте kind of powerful influence absolutely drives mo to 
the religion of Spiritualism. I know my daughter is not “ dead and 
in hell,” as the Churoh says, because she was not a member of the 
Churoh at the time of hor death. My wife and I now know that she 
is safe, and comes to us.” The abovo extract is a sample of many 
letters whioh show what a great blessing the facts and religious 
influences of Spiritualism prove to sorrowing souls.

MEDIUMSHIP.
INFLUENCES.

One OF THE most mystical aspects of mediumship is the 
generation and action of influences. Without their 
existence and operation, mediumship, as an organic fact, 
might be true, just as a man might have eyes or ears, but 
without light or air there would be no means of demon­
strating their practical value, any more than there is of 
proving the existence of mediumship without influences. 
It will at once be seen how important a part they play, 
but their importance does not explain their nature. The 
word “ influence ” commonly means something that flows 
into something else. This definition is not sufficiently 
explanatory, so far as regards mediumship. Influences 
are not only fluidic states that flow into a person, but they 
are energies laden with the characteristics and moods of 
the person from whom they emanate, as well as the con­
ditions of health and disease then and there existent. 
Influences are powers for good and for injury. Sunlight 
is an influence that acts upon the earth for beneficial 
results, but strange to say, not always. Sunlight can 
breed disease and death as well as bestow life; it can 
come in gentle radiance, or concentrate itself and destroy. 
Sunlight.itself may be healthful, but if it falls into con­
ditions that are not suitable to its own nature, disease and 
death-devouring states are generated, as compare the 
mountain peaks and the jungle in the valley. From this 
we may easily deduce the idea that all things are suscep­
tible to influences, and altered and changed thereby. The 
air and water will abraid the rocks, and the environment 
of all manifestations of vegetable and animal life are 
means and agency for modifications.

All objective existences are not only susceptible of 
modification by external forces, but are generators of force 
which is constantly floating away from its source. Thus, 
animate and inanimate beings generate power, and which 
is in perfect harmony with the true nature of eich being. 
These emanations are what, for lack of a better word, are 
defined as influences, and are aspects of nature, whether 
human or otherwise, that need to receive considerable 
attention. The Spiritualist ought to study them very 
carefully, and the instrument by which he can learn is a 
medium. Mediums are susceptible to these inflows of 
force, and if they were to note their various moods and 
states of consciousness when in the presence of people, 
etc., or when under the direct operating influence of spirit 
control, many problems of life might find a solution, for 
which at present there is none. Personally, I have striven 
to learn something in this direction ; and I have also tried 
to find the means by which I could consciously cultivate 
the power so as to make it applicable to the daily concerns 
of life and in other directions.

We are every day getting into contact with the world 
outside of ourselves by the agency of five ohannels : eyes, 
nose, tongue, ears, and hands, which give to us the sensa­
tions of sight, hearing, taste, smell, and touch. Every one 
of these channels convey sensations by the same means. 
All that we learn is commonly understood to be conveyed 
by their agency, but we have lately discovered that there 
are other means, and yet when rightly understood, we 
shall find only an aspect of the same thing. Clairvoyance 
and psychometry are only new forms of the old fact, viz.: 
a demonstration of sensitiveness to external forces operat­
ing on the internal conditions of life.

In mediumship we 'may have to deal with forces 
animating from all and sundry, according to the peculiari­
ties of the powers unfolded. The psychometrist may roam 
into all the fields of Nature, so may the clairvoyant, whilst 
the slate-writer and general physical medium will be 
operated upon from a very limited area. Influences there­
fore must be understood, that medial power may be unfolded. 
For instance, what is the use of a person seeking to receive 
forces that are not suitable to their being, as a mental 
medium trying to develop under physical surroundings, 
or an inspirational medium, when the desires, purposes and 
life of his associates are almost alone on the selfish and 
sensual plane, or even hampered by the narrowing 
conditions of prejudice and creed bound states. It is in 
the understanding of the nature and character of influences 
that a medium’s success and usefulness lies. I have in my 
mind’s eye at present more than one good medium, spoiled 
with the cultivation of psychic elements that were de­
pressing by and through the habits they cultivated, and 
food stuffs and drinks they partook. Let me say here
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that influences that act with depressing results, whether 
they be operating on the physical or mental conditions are 
always of an injurious character and should be avoided. 
I am aware how almost imperceptibly some influences 
creep over us until we think the sensations produced are 
parts of our own nature, and we yield obedience to the 
desires generated ; but if we watch ourselves we learn to 
detect these varying shades of feeling, and as we exercise 
our will we can repel them and generate an ever watchful 
friend that will not let us go astray. It is a foolish thing 
to accept the oft repeated statement that mediumship is 
best exhibited by a lack of will power. Will power 
rightly exercised is ever a helper to medial unfoldings, 
and it is always rightly used when it is protecting our 
moral and intellectual freedom. Mediums should not be 
slaves to either influencers or spirits, but co-operate with 
and assist both, then we shall have less talk about the 
injurious effects of medial culture.

REVIVALS—THE OTHER SIDE.

The history of this ark, or box, is as amusing as inter­
esting (2 Sam. vi.). The Israelites were at war with the 
Philistines, and marched out with great array, the priests 
trundling their box along with the army, thinking it the 
most effective weapon they had. They wanted it at hand 
so the priests might consult the God at any moment. 
Well, the Philistines came on to assault the Israelites, 
and, slaughtering them right and left, seized the ark and 
bore it off in triumph. But, while unable to save himself 
from capture, or his people from defeat, God made it very 
unpleasant for his captors. They put tli6 box in the 
temple with their own god, Dagon, and that night the 
image of that deity fell and broke in pieces. They sent 
the box here and there ; everywhere it was followed by 
disaster to the people among whom it was sent.

At last the Philistines resolved to send it home, and, 
fastening two cows to a new cart, they loaded the box 
thereon, with a quantity of gold and fine gold mice, and 
the cows started of their own accord. The design was to 
take cows with calves at home, so they would return, but 
in that the Philistines miscounted. No sooner did those 
Jews see the cows coming than they built a bonfire, and 
with great rejoicing that their ark had returned, roaeted 
the animals for a peace-offering, and the poor calves 
called in vain for the return of their mothers.

When David came to the throne he found the ark had 
again come to grief, and was at Baalah ; so he called his 
captains and priests together, and putting it on a new cart, 
drawn by oxen, they started home, David ahead with his 
harp leading the band of timbals, cymbals, and trumpets ; 
all played with might and main. They reached Chidon, 
where the oxen stumbled and the box came near falling 
out, when one of the drivers put out his hand to save it. 
Now, you would think that the God in the box would have 
been grateful for having been saved a tumble; but instead 
He was angry, and smote that driver then and there so he 
fell dead. This so frightened David that he dared not take 
the box home, and left it with a Gittite.

But after awhile he prepared a tent for its reception 
and went again for it, and it was then the daughter of Saul 
saw him singing and dancing before the frantic trumpeters 
and yelling priests, and laughed 1 Well, it was a comical 
affair, and they placed the box in the tent, and David com­
menced planning a temple for its future accommodation. 
After Solomon had built that temple, God was consulted 
behind the curtains of the Arcana, just as He was when 
carried in the Ark about the desert. |

Compare this wrathful God in the Ark, borne by 
sweating priests, or behind the curtains of His temple, with 
the God immanent in creation.

On a starry night we gaze out into the depths of sky, 
everywhere seeing stars and clusters of stars, and belting 
the heavens the dim, cloudy “ Milky Way.” We partially 
realise that we are suspended in space and swift travelling 
around our central sun. Now let us look through one of 
those great telescopes which pierce the realms of immen­
sity. Look where we will, its focus holds a star. Every 
point in the field has a star. Nowhere can we look 
through out beyond this cluster of stars which we call the 
universe. But we are told that we are at one side of this 

cluster, and if our glass is strong enough there is one way 
we can see through, just as you might if on the borders of 
a forest see out into the fields on one side, while on the 
other the trees would conceal the view.

Slowly the instrument swings over, and now a star 
flashes, and then utter blackness I We are looking out 
beyond the borders into absolute space ! How far to the 
border on the nearest side ? That star which flashed on 
the edge is so far that it takes its light more than a 
thousand years to reach us, and light traverses almost two 
hundred thousand miles in a second !

To look beyond the borders of this universe ? I shall 
never forget, I cannot describe to you the sensations it 
produced! Here borne up in this immensity of space, 
surrounded on every side by stars, everyone seems more 
resplendent than our own, each with attendant planets, 
and all revolving around a common vortex, and all this 
incomprehensible system, borne onward around some 
vastly remote centre from which the giant arm of gravita­
tion extended, to hold the smallest satellite and the largest 
sun in appropriate orbit 1 Oh, how insignificant is man 
compared with the universe! And yet his mind is God­
like, for it is able to understand, and the law of the stars 
is written in the congeries of his brain. He can compute 
the size, density, and distance of worlds, and predict what 
ought to be their relations. If a mistake should occur in 
the building of a solar system, he could, by computation, 
tell what it was.

Man is a part of this mighty plan, but when you com­
pare the earth with even its sister planets, it is as a grain 
of sand on the ocean shore.

A history of creation, in contrast with the Biblical 
story, ought to begin with the nebular hypothesis, which 
demonstrates by mathematics that the original state of 
all worlds was cosmic fire-mist, but I have not time 
to-night, and I shall begin at the time in the earth’s state 
when a crust first formed over the seething lava. Watery 
vapour in the passing of time fell on the crust and ran down 
in boiling seas, and when the cooling process had advanced, 
then came in the black and turbid water, the lowest forms 
of life. How long ago? Six thousand years? The 
thickness of the strata before the recognised fossili- 
ferous rocks has been estimated at ten miles, and 
the entire series, of strata at fifty miles, and scattered 
through this vast thickness are the remains of living beings 
sometimes well preserved, at others only a fin, a tooth, a 
broken bone—yet these are the alphabet by which geology 
reads the history of life on this globe. It would be safe 
to say that every foot of that fifty miles of rock represents 
a thousand years. 0

As we ascend from page to page, there is a constant 
advance; the soft mollusk puts on a shell, the cartila­
ginous skeleton of the sauriod becomes bone, the fish 
becomes a reptile, the reptile warm blooded or a mammal, 
and at last as we reach the tertiary age, lying immediately 
beneath the drift, the remains of man have been discovered. 
These are flint arrow heads and spears, sling stones and 
flakes of flint broken sharp for knives—so rude that at first 
they were mistaken for the natural breakage of the gravel 
in which they were mingled. And there, too, the broken 
skeleton of man was found.

Europe then had a tropical climate, for with the skele­
ton of man, in the caves he occupied, are found the bones 
of the elephant, the tiger, lion, and cave-bear, on the flesh 
of which he fed. How long ago ? That depends on the 
length of the drift age. You ask what is the drift age? 
If you look over the face of this lake country, you will 
see it covered with clay, gravel, and the surface, in places, 
strewn with boulders. The nearest ledges from which 
these boulders could have been brought are several 
hundred miles north in the British possessions. They 
were brought here from that distant locality. How, and 
when ? To be concluded.

The many friends of Mrs. Lewis Firth, lato of Blackpool, Baoup, 
and Roohdale, now of Toronto, Canada, will be ploased to know that 
she is a constant reader of “our paper," and thus koops posted 
regarding the growth of tho work in the old country.

BOTTOM FACTS NEEDED.

Sir,—In the Two Worlds, May 22, on page 333, under above 
heading, a “London Oor.” веетв horrified to think that both Abraham 
and Molchizodek were Druid or Brahminical priests. It must be 
apparent to anyone that the statements Bet forth in “ Root Religions ” 
wore founded on FACTS taken from the very highest authorities, 
names which need no recommendation of mine, or any other, to stamp 
their unexceptional character; learned Egyptologists and Syrian 
scholars havo given the world much light on the ancient roligions. I 
should advise “ London Oor. ” to read what Dr. Sohuckford says of 
Abraham and Molchizodek, see ShuckfordB1, book v., pp. 310. These 
two were each of them in their respective places, priests of the Persian, 
i.c., Ohaldoan Onldoes, ergo Druids. This Molchizedek, king of 
Salem, was a prieet of Jove, Jupitor Jao, tho God without 
an image, as spoken of by Pythagorae and Plato; Melchizodok 
means “ King of Justioe." Also that 'the Ohaldoan, Ouldean, 
or Runic languago or alphabet was understood as easily 
by the Pereinn priest, magus, or magian, not in the vulgar 
sense of the word, but tho cunning man or Druid, as by his brethren 
in Gaul or Ultima Thule, showing there must havo been a groat 
unity of thought, whore there was Buch a sameness of lottore. Dr. 
Hyde is struck with the similarity between the Brahma of India and 
the Abraham of Palestine, who, by tho way, was an idolater, worship­
ping tho Bull Apis, and also Persian deities. Not only that, 
several authors вау ho was not merely the founder of the Persians, 
but а1во a great magician, head of the Magi, just as he was head of 
the priesthood. We shall troublo our “London Oor. ” to road up 
“ Indian Ant.,” vol. ii.,p. 113, also “ Hiet. Rel.,” vet. Pers., chap. 

*24. The ‘ ‘ London Oor.” will perceive I also have authorities for 
what I wroto concerning “Root Religiono,” besides muoh porsonal 
observation. Mount Carmel is rather an amhiguoue term when 
applied to the Mount in Palestine. Mount Oarmol is in Syria, also it 
may havo extended furthor, just as the Alps or the Himalayas, or any 
other great mountain range. Tho Mount Carmol, where tho temple 
to Ioa, or tho God without Imago (Statue), was nour Jorusalom, and 
it was oalled Sabas. Tho Essenian monks lived thoro at tho time of 
Pythagoras and perfected the Samian philosopher in his knowledge of 
geometry and medicine. Seethe “ Lifo of Pythagoras,” by Jamblicas, 
Philo, and others. Monotheism rose under the Pythagorians and New 
Platonists; see Plato, Socrates, and later the Now Platonist of 

Alexandria. Tho “ London Cor." may find something more amazing 
by reading and thinking over the array of names I havo just given, 
perhaps he may catch the “ ghost ” of something not altogether 
“ meaningless.” If he reads chaptor 19 of the Acts of tho Apoetlos 
from the beginning as far as tho twontioth vorso ho will soe I havo made 
no mistake in saying that Paul preached to the Ephosians in tho 
templo of Diana the exietenco of tho Unknown God and tho Immortality 
of tho Soul. So eloquent was he that “ great fear ” camo upon tho 
idolatrous inhabitants.

Now for a word of advico to tho “London Oor." Havo the 
goodness to read a fow of the authors I havo mentioned. Besides 
Gerald Massoy’s “ Book of the Beginnings,” the works of tho most 
eminent Oriontal scholars, such as Sir William Drummond, Col. 
Lawrance, Marietta Boy, Chapollen, and others. Е. B. Jackson.

“ THEOSOPHISTS IN COUNCIL.”
Sir,—Mr. Morse, in his articlo under the above title, in this 

weok’s issue, has, by tho evident bias displayed, failod to do justice 
to himself, to Spiritualism, or to Theosophy. Tho whole article is 
based upon tho exceedingly meagre details given in newspaper telo- 
grams, and spoaking from our experience of the attitude shown by 
tho Prose toward mystical subjects generally, we may safely assume 
that tho most important points of tho Convention wore not roported. 
Much of Mr. Morse’s adverse criticism might be, and has been, 
made against Spiritualism, with equal force. Spiritualists have 
frequently deprecated this line of attack, when adopted against 
Spiritualiem by our Christian opponents, and I trust that wo are not 
going to doscond to tho same tactics in our criticism of Theosophy, 
for that which is vicious in our opponents cannot be transformed into 
a virtue in ourselves. Not only is it unfair, but it is aleo very liable 
to lead us into making loose statements and faulty deductions.

Numerically, Theosophy may or may not be a success, but that 
has little to do with its teachings and principles, and after all these 
aro tho things wo should consider if we are desirous of judging of the 
value of this system of thought. Mr. Morse waxes sarcastic over 
the youthfulness of the newly elected President of the Theosophical 
Society; but eurely he does not determine a person’s knowledge of 
occult subjocte by the number of hie years 1 In his wide oxporionco, 
Mr. Morse must have mot many hoary-headed babes, to whom years 
have failed to bring knowledge, or experience to give wisdom.

Intuition, or spiritual illumination, is not pro rata with the years 
wo have recorded on the dial of time, but lies rather in our capacity 
to receive and perceive tho things of tho epirit. But if we would 
judge fairly tho wisdom, or otherwiso, of choosing as president ono 
whoso earthly years numberod so few, wo must look at tho mattor 
from tho Theosophic position before wo can venture to justly lay any 
charge against them. Mr. Morse must have known that (granting 
tho Thooaophic doctrine of ro-birth) Mr. Hargravo, tho twonty-fivo 
yoar old president, may havo boon tho most suitable person for the 
office ; his special development and knowledge brought from previous 
oxperioncos, according to theosophic argument, adapting him pre­
eminently for the position to which ho was elected. I do not know, 
and have nover previously hoard of Mr. Hargrave, but my love of 
fair play compele mo to protest against Mr. Morse’s statements, 
whioh are neither logical nor digniflod.

Not content with counting noses to gauge the value of a system, 
and measuring ocoult knowledge by age, Mr. Morse proceode to 
vigorously denounce tho ThooBophists because thoy docided to lay on 
tho table a oompound motion, which includod a condemnatory 
roforonoo to vivieoction. On the strongth of this action he indulges 
in tho following “ tall talk —“ Fo Gode I Think of it, horo aro а 
people who profoee that all tho soorots of naturo are opon to tho 
adopt, who could, of course, eoo into a human body as easily as ono 
could into an empty box, virtually allying themsolvos with vivi- 
sootionists nnd their unutterable procedure. Why, tho animals of 
tho United States should oall а convention, appoint a, dologation of 
sensible horses and faithful doge to teach thoso preachers of human 
brotherhood a little sense. If I woro a dog I would bite tho first 
Mahatma I came across. Tho ono plea in vivisootion ie its utility in 
medical and surgical praotico; but why not turn on tho adopts to on- 
lighten tho doctors, and so holp to abolish, rather than tacitly oncourago 
the continuance of a practico admittedly inhuman, soul doadoning, 
and ineffectual, ovon by its friends.” Taking the quotation as 
ovidonco, I am afraid that Mr. Morse is tho subjoot of tho conditions 
ho is at prosont residing among. I would ask: Is it fair ? Is it 
true? Aro the conclusions juetifiod by the facts? If Mr. Morse 
has oven a oursory acquaintance with tho writings of Theosophy he 
will be porfootly aware that “ Vivisootion,” and the causing of un- 
necOBsary pain to the lower oroation aro most strongly doproented by 
thoir boBt writore (as a matter of fact thoir views are rather ultra on 
this point), and that in common with all advancod thinkers they join 
in denouncing it. I suppose the Theosophists present at the Con­
vention would bo tho best judges of what motions to discuss and vote 
upon, and, in my opinion, Mr. Morso is asking too much when he 
desires us to conclude that 0 ir Theosophic friends are “ virtually 
allying themselves with" or “ tnoitly encouraging” vivisection 
because thoy did not pass a motion condemning it.

I do not hold any brief for the dofenco of Theosophy, but, as a 
Spiritualist, I feel that I must offer my protest against suoh methode 
of attaok us are shown in the artiole in question. We must hold the 
scales of justice fairly, and refrain from strained arguments or unjuet 
conclusions.—Yours, otc., William Walker.

Boards—1 Well,’ said tho speaker, amid much laughter. ‘ I don’t want 
to use strong language, but something would bo done to him.’ 
Botwoon the red-coatod military man and the black-coated cleric it 
was difficult, in those days, for the ordinary oitizon to obtain a footing 
It rominded him of a lady prosent ono evening at a house where they 
woro muoh given to entertaining, and whore the guests happoned to 
be principally soldiers and olorgymon. Said the lady, ‘ How funny 
it scorns I Thoy aro like a lot of lobsters, some boiled and some un­
boiled.’ ‘ The prosont Government,’ said Mr. Shaw, exciting renewed 
laughter, ‘ seoms to be a Government of lobsters, some boiled and 
some not.’

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BIBLE-BELIEVING ANTI-SPIRITUALISTS 
CRITICISED.

A CERTAIN CLASS of Spiritualists seem to deem it neces­
sary to base their Spiritualism upon the Bible, and try to 
claim Jesus as their founder and leader, whereas Modern 
Spiritualism is based upon its own facts ; must stand or 
fall by its truth and utility to meet the needs of humanity, 
and we personally decline to go to the Bible for sanction 
or support any more than the electrician, geologist, or 
astronomer turns to its pages for authority for his investi­
gations and discoveries. A large number of people claim 
that if the Bible is not The Truth and very “Word of God” 
to man, it contains the truth, and ought to be regarded 
with reverence. Still others cling tenaciously to the 
Bible as the Word of God, instead of realising that it is 
the work of man. They endeavour to read into it the 
results of the latest spiritual thought, call themselves 
Christians, and fondly suppose that the old Evangelical 
and literal Christianity is dead, or rapidly dying. They 
sometimes chide us for opposing the unspiritual and 
hideous theology which has the Bible for its foundation, 
and the catechisms, articles, and creeds of the churches 
for its embodiment. They dislike our plain speech, they 
deny that what we antagonise is Christianity. They 
allegorise, spiritualise, refine, and modernise until their 
Christianity loses all distinctive features, and would pass 
equally as well for Esoteric Buddhism; Humanitarian, 
Unitarian, Socialistic, Positivistic, Spiritualistic, or Ideal­
istic philosophy. No one would know it was Christian if 
it were not so labelled.

But there are immense numbers of people who still 
cling to the “ good old faith of their fathers ” : faith in 
the Devil and damnation, who still pin their trust to the 
good old book, unsophisticated and unadorned. To them 
it is “the Word of God.” They believe it says what it 
means’andâmeans what it says. God speaks in its phrases, 
and the translators have given a perfectly accurate render­
ing both of the letter and the spirit of the infallible, the 
unerring revelation of the Divine W.ill and Truth. These 
people view the growth of Spiritualism with mingled 
feelings of pleasure and pain, and, like F. C. B. F. referred 
to last week, believe that the existence of Spiritualism is a 
proof that we are in the last days, that the Judgment will 
shortly occur, and that “ the Lord shall consume with the 
spirit of his mouth, shall destroy with the brightness of Ilis 
coming” (what a mild, meek, and gentle Jesus he will be !).

• They forget that their Bible is double-tongued, and that it is 
distinctly promised that in the latter days у our sons and your 
daughters Bhall prophecy,your young men shall see visions, 
and that signs and wonders and spiritual gifts shall follow 
those who believe. We fail to find that these people who 
quote the “ letter which kills,” and miss the spirit which 
gives life, know anything about spiritual gifts, or display 
their spiritual powers, and we challenge them to prove 
that they are true believers. Since signs and wonders are 
promised to those that believe, and signs and wonders will 
also be shown by false prophets, so that they shall deceive 
the very elect, we have here another instance of the 
double tongue of the Bible, so that whatever happens, it 
can be cited as having foretold the events. In the same 
fashion, the Bible declares that the “dead know not anything, 
neither have they any more portion for ever in anything 
that is done under the sun”—the favourite texts of 
Materialists—yet it is commonly supposed that the dead 
are alive, and, like either Dives or Lazarus, in torment or 
Abraham’s bosom. We decline to decide which passages 

are original, which truly represent the belief of the writers 
or to accept any of the texts as applying to Modern 
Spiritualism, either to permit, approve, or condemn it, 
simply because the words of a book cannot determine the 
truth or falsity of our experiences. Our facts remain 
unaltered whatever the Bible may say—just as the Bible 
6tory of the sun standing still, at Joshua’s command, is 
only a story, and disbelieved by all save Bible bigots, who 
would as readily believe that Jonah swallowed a whale, 
as that he was swallowed by one—if the Bible said so!

Those who believe that the world is coming to an end 
within the next four or five years, owe a debt of gratitude 
to the Spiritualists. How thankful they ought to be to 
us for thus unintentionally affording them an object 
lesson and a warning example! How delightful for 
these Bible interpreters, from the secure and superior 
ground of Faith, to be able to declare, “ I need hardly 
say that my appeal will be simply and entirely to Scrip­
ture, for it is Scripture alone that settles all these matters 
for myself, and should do for every one, inasmuch as they 
are the ‘ living oracles ’ of God ” (Acts vii). How self- 
satisfied and smugly complacent! In effect this writer 
says :—I accept Scripture, and so should every one else, 
and, if they did, they would agree with me—and with 
Scripture ; there can be no doubt whatever that my idea 
of the origin, meaning, and application of texts of Scrip­
ture is correct.

F. С. B. F. disposes of spirit communion thus :—“All 
such intercourse is abominable in God’s sight, and is for­
bidden by Him, and hence the spirits held intercourse 
with must be evil spirits or demons, and the agency 
Satanic, not Divine. In order to show you the correctness of 
this statement I must draw your attention to the follow­
ing Scriptures—1 Thou shalt not suffer a witch to live,’ 
‘Regard not them that have familiar spirits,’ etc., etc. 
The writer, F.C.B.F., urges his friend, to whom this 
modern epistle is addressed, to save himself from the peril 
“ of sharing Satan’s portion in the lake of fire forever.” 
The same old selfish cry, “ Save your soul! save your 
soul I” Like others he shirks the real question, whether 
we actually communicate with our spirit friends. He is 
convinced there is a real Spiritualism as well as a sham, 
but he deolares—“ The Spiritualist has no means of prov­
ing that the spirits with whom he deals are not all lying 
spirits: a lying spirit can say a true thing as well as any 
one else, but his motive is to deceive, nevertheless ; the 
fact is that they are ALL lying spirits, inasmuch as they 
pretend to be the departed spirits of relatives, friends, 
etc., whereas they are but demons, and those having to 
do with them have given themselves up to the teaching 
of demons." Further, he dares to judge and condemn 
his fellows by declaring “ that none but wicked men have 
indulged in spirit intercourse,” and asserts that “ all truly 
God-fearing people have shunned a,nd avoided it as being 
devilish.”

Will he be consistent and obey his God’s command, 
and commence to kill all the mediums he knows ? If not, 
what a disobedient son he is—and disobedient children 
should be stoned to death, according to the same autho­
rity. So, F. С. B. F., it is kill or be killed. How do you 
like the prospeot ?

There is nothing new in F.C.B.F.’s precious letter ; we 
have had the same a priori objections hurled against us 
hundreds of times, but the great spiritual movement has 
spread in spite of them. Of course those people who 
believe that the Bible is the only inspired book, and that 
its words are literally true, will be easily persuaded to 
endorse the views expressed and deterred from investi­
gating—and a good thing too—for the people who could 
be influenced by such assertions and considerations are 
not fit to receive or ready to understand Spiritualism. 
People who can believe that God slew Saul because he 
consulted a medium, and commanded the slaughter of 
witches, have too little of the logical faculty to make 
rational Spiritualists, for they make God a murderer, and 
yet declare that God forbids murder I

F.C.B.F.  contends “ that a relapse on the part of pro­
fessing Christians into euch practices is a manifest and sure 
symptom of approaching judgment.” He admits that in 
this country alone, during 200 years, thirty thousand 
people were burnt as witches, but apparently fails to 
realise the hideous, inhuman, and utterly abhorrent and 
criminal nature of this cruel outrage on the rights and 
liberties of humanity. Apparently, “ killing is , not
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murder ” when it is in accord, or ia supposed to be, with 
the will and word of God—yet he believes that God said, 
“ Thou shalt not kill.” How does he reconcile the two ? 
Why does he try to save people from becoming Spiritual­
ists, when their very existence is regarded as necessary 
to prove the truth of so-called divine prophecy ? If he 
could prevail upon all Spiritualists to cease their inter­
course, what would become of the prophets ?

With prejudiced people like F. C. B. F., argument is 
useless. To cite evidence is a waste of time, for no reason­
able man would dare to make the assertion that all the 
people who have indulged in spirit intercourse have been 
wicked, or that all spirits are liars, and pretend to be 
relatives and friends, whereas they are demons. No one 
but an ignorant and biased partisan would use the word 
demon, as if it were the synonym for devil, in view of the 
well-known fact that the Greeks believed there were both 
good and bad demons, and the word literally means day­
man or hero-of-the-day, and may, therefore, be a friend or 
relative of the one with, whom he holds communion.
F. C. B. F. says a lying spirit may say a true thing. Yes, 
and a well-meaning writer may say a false thing. But 
how shall we judge whether the spirits are true or false ? 
by adopting F. C. B. F.’s tactics, and saying they must 
be false, have no dealings with them, or, by testing them 
and judging the tree by its fruits, the spirit by his dis­
position and manifestations ?

Mr. Elliott, F. C. B. F., and others, may or may not be 
justified by Scripture, but Scripture does not alter facts. 
Where the facts controvert the mistaken declarations of 
Scripture, so much the worse for Scripture. That con­
clusion is unpalatable to a large class of people, we know, 
but it is our way of looking at matters. We lose patience 
with those people who proceed on the assumption that 
Scripture must be right, and try to lay the blame on the trans­
lators, on the mistakes of expositors, and affect to find a 
new method of interpretation and esoteric meanings which 
indicate that the Bible taught the truth all the time ; and 
declare “ it was only our mistakes which prevented us 
seeing the facts long ago.” The Bible does undoubtedly 
give warrant to the idea that evil spirits are free to roam 
the earth, have licence to deceive, betray, and seduce 
people. The Bible has been the authority for the idea 
that the good spirits either cannot or do not wish to return to 
earth ; that they are prisoners voluntarily or compulsorily, 
while the Devil and his agents roam the earth and enjoy 
themselves. It is not true. We know it is not, but it is 
only another instance of the misleading phraseology of a 
book, which, by being elevated to supreme authority, and 
worshipped as a fetish, has been a blind leader of the blind. 
During this century men have had to fight for liberty, 
and correct the mistaken notions, based upon and 
derived from the Bible, on a host of matters, and Spirit­
ualism has to complete the work and disprove the physical 
resurrection, the selfish slavery of heaven, and the 
ubiquity and omnipotence of the devil. It has to demon­
strate natural and moral law in spirit land, and redeem 
humanity from the superstitious and magical notions it has 
entertained regarding salvation and the hereafter.

SPIRITUALISM: “JOY THAT COMETH IN THE 
MORNING.”

[Tranco Address by tho guide of Mr. G. H. Втыков, delivered at 
St. John’s Hall, Cardiff, May 3rd, 1896.]
Mt Deab Sib,—Ono ofttimos hears what is very like a wail at 

tho paucity of really able and cultured platform oxponente of our 
philosophy; and this is generally mingled with some rebellious 
thoughts upon the “irony of fate,” which 11 takes away from us even 
thoso we have“! But while we “groan and travail together,” 
Mother Nature ie silently preparing a solace for our pains, and it is 
my ploasing duty upon this occasion to introduce to the fraternal 
notice of leaders of our Societies, and to Spiritualists generally, a 
talented and exceedingly able trance speaker, in the person of Mr. 
Geo. H. Bibbinge, of Plymouth, of whose medial powers in this 
direction, we, in Cardiff, have recently had good opportunities of 
judging. Fortified by a good college education, excollent normal 
rhetorical ability, large peroeptivo faculties, deep religious sensibilities, 
and a resonant voice, capable of reaching the largest audiences, his 
mediumistic qualities render him a highly attuned and powerful 
instrument in tho hands of hie guides.

Tho trance addresses we wore privileged to listen to hero 
created a deep impression, and one could not but feel that they wore 
the breathings of a Master spirit; the synopsis of one, which I send 
yon herewith, but faintly convoys an idoa of their full excellence as to 
subject matter and mode of delivery.

Tho visit of Mrs. Brigham to Stratford, on Sunday last, was an 

event of which tho thriving society there naturally took especial 
notice. Long boforo tho timo fixed for the evoning service, at which 
Mrs. Brigham was announced to speak, the frionds began to assemble 
in force, and within a short period the hall was packed, and the door- 
koopors had to perform tho mournful duty of refusing admittance to 
many eager applicants, for whom no accommodation could be found.
