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MRS. BESANT ON THE FUTURE LIFE.

On Sunday, Aug- 30, Mrs. Besant delivered three lecturesin 
the St. James’ Hall, Manchester. The evening discourse 
was upon the subject of “ Life after death.” It was her 
intention to present a view of life after death, which had 
the merit of largely explaining the differences between 
the ideas promulgated by the different sects, all of which 
were agreed that there was a future life, but each of 
which gave different accounts, and in each sect the more 
narrow-minded claimed that their idea was the true one. 
Many of them were also agreed that life after death was 
succeeded by life again on earth; the minority disagreed 
with this. Further, a very small and constantly decreasing 
number of people think that this short life here fixes the 
life to come as one of endless torture, but, owing to the 
wider spirit of love and compassion, this terrible view was 
passing away. (Hear, hear, and applause.) There are 
again a large and increasing number throughout the whole 
world who claim knowledge of the life beyond the grave 
through those who have already passed on. The great 
body of Spiritualists claim direct knowledge, and state 
that there is a great variety of conditions in the hereafter, 
and further, they for the most part admit a very varied 
character for the future life.

From these, we pass to the Theosophists, whose view 
had the merit of explaining and reconciling the differences 
of the religionists, while at the same time showing the 
truth of their opinion, and demonstrating the faotthat they 
who think theirs is the only true statement, do so from 
ignorance. The Theosophists showed that the conflicting 
opinions arose from limited knowledge. Suppose a 
traveller were to arrive on the earth from another planet, 
and visit, say, the Esquimaux, he would receive from him 
the idea that in this world there was a long day, with the 
sun circling from east to west in the heavens, followed by 
a long night; that the only means of locomotion were 
walking and sledging; while, were he then to visit a 
Central African, he would receive a very different account, 
and only when he had travelled the whole earth over, 
would he acknowledge that each of these ideas was true 
as far as experience went, but that the conflicting views 
were due to inexperience; he would be able to reconcile 
them. It is very much the same with regard to the other 
worlds, they were very varied in character. Souls do not 
become all-knowing through death. The shaking off of 
the body leaves a man with the вате thoughts and ideas, 
only minus his body. The description of the worlds were 
obtained not from the dead but by those who were able 
to separate the soul from the body. The knowledge of 
the future life was a matter of personal experience.

The difficulty of Modern Religions, when opposed by 
Scepticism, lies in the fact that they had lost the power to 
prove while they had retained the habit of asserting, and 
would have again to learn the lesson of the ancients and 
prove their ground. Many of us, I among them, assert 
that the separation of soul and body is possible. You 
will say, “ Can I do it ?” Were you to ask me could 
you etudy the science of mathematics and become pro­
ficient, I should answer, according to capacity, the 
time at your disposal, and your earnestness. Similarly 
with respect to the Science of the Soul. Your progress 
would depend 'on these, on your ambition, and as in all 
other sciences, on your natural ability to begin with, that 
natural capacity for grasping the science, which is due to 
the study of the subject in previous lives. To be success­
ful you must care more for the invisible than the visible, 
you must grow indifferent to this world, not with regard 
to a man’s duty to ‘ his business, to his family—but your 
heart, your interest, must be with the other side. You 
must train yourself in quiet thought, be able to shut all 
else from the mind, you must conquer the body, hold your 

senses in subjection. Then you must concentrate the mind 
until it can be used at will, and if you take a subject, 
some lofty ideal, some noble conception, and straining the 
mind to grasp it, fix the mind upon it, excluding every­
thing else, and, if you will excuse the seeming paradox, 
you think further than the mind can think in the brain, 
then will your consciousness be freed; it will pass without 
the restrictions of the brain, and find itself surrounded by 
the denizens of the other worlds.

With regard to these, there are two great divisions, 
the lower worlds, wherein the man dead or alive, that is 
whether the consciousness has left the body entirely or 
for only a short period, is still clothed in the astral body— 
the body where the emotions, the passions, the sensations 
have their home and root, and the higher worlds, into 
which nothing of a lower passional character may enter, 
into which love, not hatred, may go, the worshipper of 
the beautiful, not the slave of passional appetites, may 
pass. And why is this ? Because therein is no material 
to express these passions. In the higher worlds the souls 
can no longer communicate with persons in the body. The 
communicant must rise to the higher world, not bring the 
higher down to him. This communication is mischievous 
to both parties, more especially as it retards the growth of 
the spirit.

The lowest and worst world is that which may be 
called Hell. - Fortunately, few enter it in full conscious­
ness. Suppose a man, almost entirely animal, all his 
nobility dwarfed, cruel, brutal, one who delights in all 
that is evil and coarse, violent, of the lowest human type, 
such a man will have in his nature elements which will 
keep him for a time in Hell. It is a fact that what you 
have in your passional body, commands where you Bhall 
go in the lower worlds. The coarse parts of your nature 
must be worn out before progression is possible. Many 
pass through the first stage unconsciously, as it were, 
asleep, because in them the passions have not been en­
couraged ; only a brutal murderer, suicide, or criminal, 
will be alive to the torture which arises from the evil in 
his own nature, when his passionate demands are unan­
swered, when the cravings of unsatiated passion wear 
themselves away from very violence. (Applause.)

The next world is one into which large numbers of 
people go immediately after death. It is but a reflection 
of the earth in finer matter, it is the astral world. Those, 
who stay there, are people of petty and trivial interests 
here, the narrow people of the world, those of slightly 
evolved souls. It is a stage easily reaohed, and from it 
individuals come into touch with those in the earth life, 
whose astral body can be separated from the physical 
body, such as a certain class of mediums. These indi­
viduals take the place of the astral body, and use the 
medium, and will be petty and trivial in their ideas. In 
the higher worlds there is very little suffering, only a 
certain amount of dissatisfaction, a certain desire to come 
back to earth. It is a common experience there for the 
individual not always to know that he has left the body. 
This is due to mistaken conception of the other life, and it 
is only when he can not impress his presence on the people 
around him, when he is puzzled that his friends do not 
answer when he speaks, feel him when he touches them, 
that he slowly wakes up and realises where he is.

Many others sleep to awake in the next higher state, 
a stage of extra corporeal existence, a stage from which 
communications often come. This is the Summerland of 
the Spiritualists, a land of homes, colleges, and schools, 
where earthly avocations are carried on in a superior way. 
In that world there are the Materialists; it forms the 
heaven of those pious people who believe literally that 
they are going to a beautiful land of golden streets. But 
those of finer mind do not stay there, many grow rapidly 
to see the hidden reality, and pass to another world right 
on the outskirts of the astral world, the heaven 
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of men of largely developed intellect whose mind 
is turned to this world; they are men of lofty 
intelligence, whose minds working more freely can 
solve problems hitherto unsolved, can unravel difficulties 
hitherto unravelled. They are still within the astral 
world, and many of them, following their earthly tenden­
cies, remain hundreds of years in this state, preferring 
methods of intellectual reasoning to those of intuition.

Your own personal experiences after death depend 
upon the part of your nature you now develop. It is 
possible with a pure life, with lofty ideals, with a life of 
loving unselfishness, to pass through the astral world 
almost like a flash of lightning to the soul world. To do 
this it is necessary to develop the soul energies, and to 
purify its faculties. The heaven world is marked by the 
fact that there is an impassable barrier to all that is not 
good; there is a special protection to shut out all that 
would cause pain and suffering. Every individual feels at 
some time or other some touch of unselfish love, and this 
gives him a glimpse of the heaven world ; the length of 
time he remains there is dependent upon the amount of 
this unselfishness. On awakening there, the newcomer 
is conscious of a joy which no words uttered in this earth 
atmosphere can describe, of a bliss so perfect, of a happi­
ness so full and so restful that the whole nature expands 
and is conscious of naught else. In the soul world the 
soul is conscious of all; it can see other souls, although 
these, blinded by contact with the body, are unconscious 
of it. Have you ever imagined you know the whole of 
another human soul ? The contact of friends is limited by 
their powers. A man’s inner life belongs to himself and 
one or two others. Each man comes into touch with 
another just as far as he can cognise them ; all depends 
upon his power to come en rapport with him ; the 
limitations are owing to some smallness of capacity which 
prevents this. To the child soul there is a child heaven; 
to the great and advanced soul there is a heaven of wider 
possibilities.

As a man sows so does he reap; we can all remember 
that the best comes to flower, everything that is com­
menced can be continued until it is finished. Every 
faculty will be developed, and on returning to earth you 
bring back the enhanced faculties. Every great soul 
which impresses you, which you study and appreciate, 
adds to the usefulness of your growth, and in the future 
life you come into touch with them as teachers. All the 
regions of the other worlds have appropriate possibilities, 
which may be worked out. A soul of great progress is 
bom again with the talent developed into genius ; when 
we return we bring the harvest with us. The bouI trans- 

. cends all space wherein possibilities may be developed.
The Divine Love appears to the disciple of Christ, of 

Buddha, clothed in the lineaments of the Christ or the 
Buddha; this is owing to the limitation of the mind, which 
demands that the Divinity should be manifest in this way, 
while the larger mind recognises the reality. Every 
experience enlarges the possibilities, until, all the veils of 
illusion torn away, the soul in the loftier heaven has 
grown to the reality, and stands face to face with the 
Spirit. Then it looks over the past and understands its 
evolution. There the soul grows and learns, in immediate 
touch with the great ones of the past, and as it develops 
grows nearer and closer. Thence come down the loftiest 
inspirations, the noblest intuitions, the best insight into 
things material. There the life is the life of the soul by 
its own divine intelligence. Towards there we rise as we 
realise its existence in our consciousness. In everything 
there is growth, there is evolution towards the greater 
avenue of possibilities.

Thus there are three great divisions—the Physical, 
Astral and Mind worlds. In each of them the conditions 
we attain are the outworking of the conditions we make 
here. According to the proportions of your life so will 
be the result. Here you are master; then make your 
own choice, utilise your opportunities, make your affec­
tions lofty, and all this will lift you onward. The whole 
íb one life; it is not a miraculous change, it is the con­
tinued evolution of one soul. (Hear, hear.) You make 
the after-life as the present; each one of you shows which 
division of the invisible you are going to ; yours, then, is 
the choice. This is true, that the leaders of the religions 
gave such precepts that man unconsciously, in following 
them, weaved his happiness ; but it is better to know and 
to understand, as well as to take on trust and blindly hope. 

This world is darkened by the lack of knowledge of the 
other, and when the knowledge is received, death will be 
seen as a mere passing incident—as transmutation, not 
destruction; as change, not annihilation.

[In answer to a question, Mrs. Besant said that her 
lecture was founded on personal knowledge, not on 
second-hand information.]

HOW I BECAME, AND WHY I REMAIN A 

SPIRITUALIST.

I EVER was a Spiritualist in the general acceptation of 
the term. That is—I always believed man was something 
more than a creature of dust, or “ a flower of the field 
which perisheth, and the place thereof knowing it no 
more.” I had at times, it is true, doubted for a moment 
man’s immortality, and it was then that, had it been mine, 
I would have given the whole world for the removal of 
that night of doubt. Soon the darkness would disappear, 
for those black clouds had a silver lining, and then the 
sunshine of the larger and holier hope would break upon 
the landscape of my being, carrying its life-giving force right 
into the heart of my soul. Ah ! Those dear innate longings 
and cravings would gain strength, and return with re­
newed force after each trial of doubt, and the conviction 
of the life that endures for ever would come back as a 
deeper reality. Many a time would I reason within 
myself, “ I am something, therefore I cannot become 
nothing. Could it be possible that a picture, so full 
of pathos and life, would endure age after age, 
to be admired by posterity, while he who conceived 
the idea and painted it had entered into eternal 
nothingness ? Could man’s creation be greater than 
he ? No! It could not be,” thought I, “ hope 
would be a mockery, and our life purposeless. But 
life was very real to me. The influence of good and great 
souls, such as Channing, Longfellow, Lowell, Tennyson, 
Emerson, and dear Jesus, were within themselves the very 
balm of heaven ; were like great stars that shone out in 
the infinite silence speaking God, love, and immortality! 
I was closely connected with the Unitarian community, 
and I never shall, or can, forget the sacred thoughts and 
influences that were Sunday after Sunday propounded from 
the pulpit of Channing Hall, Richmond, by a good and 
lovable man. Their richness and their fullness will travel 
with me into the great spirit-spheres beyond. As I read 
Stopford Brooke’ eloquent utterances on Sunday mornings 
as I walked the fields so full of the life of the eternal life, 
I would be conscious of great inward feelings and 
promptings, soul-beats within, as though someone was 
trying to make me conscious of their influence and 
existence. When I sat -by the roadside in meditation, 
beautiful instruction would come with lightning-like 
rapidity, making me conscious of the greatness of man, 
and the reality of life. I knew a few Spiritualist friends, 
knew them, I might say, for some years. Strange things 
they would tell me, almost too strange to be true, thought
I. I felt a great longing to go to what they called 
a seance. One evening I chanced (?) to go to Mrs. K’s. 
She asked me 1 Have the spirits brought you here ? ’ 
To this I could do nothing but smile, and laughingly 
ejaculated, “I don’t know.”

“We intend having a seance to-morrow night, and I 
was just about to send round to your place and ask you 
to come ? ” Will you come ? ” said Mrs. K.

“ Thanks, I shall be delighted,” said I.
The following night I went, open to conviction, willing 

to give it a fair trial. I beheld phenomena which made me 
at once believe and doubt: table movements, raps, auto­
matic writing, clairvoyance, trance discourse, and clair­
audience, occurred, 'partly in the dim light, and then in 
total darkness. When the room was in darkness, I dis­
tinctly saw a star-like light. This impressed me very 
much, but when I got home I thought that it was perhaps 
a clever trick on the part of someone, but subsequent 
investigation cleared away that suspicion. The spirit con­
trolling was the son of of Mrs. K., and since then I have 
had very etrong proof through my own mediumship of the 
reality of his existence. Just before the trance discourse 
took place, I was requested by the medium (a young lady), 
who was clairaudient, to take her right hand, and a friend 
of hers was asked to hold her left. On doing so, I ex­
perienced a sensation as of a violent shock of magnetism.
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The medium, or psychic, rapidly passed into the trance 
sleep, and the spirit had excellent control. A deal of 
information was given, including . a recitation, which was 
rendered in exquisite style. From that time I was con­
vinced there was something in it, and I was determined to 
find out what that something was. I carried on seances 
for six months, readily obtained table movements, writing 
through the Planchétte, and most excellent messages 
through the Ouija board, from a spirit who purported to 
be my cousin. This spirit accurately described, through 
Ouija, a picture painted for me by a dear friend. A week 
after the seance I saw the picture, and found that it had 
been correctly described in every detail. Another beauti­
ful spirit, calling himself Armour-Bearer (or Protector), 
gives out fine thoughts. Deeper and deeper is the truth 
of Spiritualism sinking into my heart, unfolding to me the 
awful nearness of the world invisible. This is how I 
became a Spiritualist, and I remain one because Spiritual­
ism proved to me, beyond all doubt, that spirits exist and 
communicate with me—this I KNOW, which is saying 
infinitely more than I believe 1

I am a Spiritualist because so much with relation to 
one’s own being can be explained by Spiritualism. By its 
help I know myself to be an imperishable Ego, a being 
having within myself a life from God, the Eternal Life. 
Because I have found friends “ on the other side,” or 
rather I might say they have found me 1 Because I believe 
that its facts and teachings are the best antidote to Material­
ism or death. Because I believe that all men in all ages 
have had yearnings after the higher and eternal life, and 
this yearning is satisfied only by Spiritualism. Because 
nothing else can give me, so far as I know, real proof of 
man’s spiritual nature and immortality. Because Spiritual­
ism supplies the key that unlocks the door leading to the 
world invisible, and reveals the presence of ministering 
spirits. Let the philosophy of its love and teaching 
unlock all that is most noble, and pure, and true in our 
nature, and let us heed its holy message, “ Ere thou canet 
be in heaven, heaven must be in thee. Thou shalt reap 
whatsoever thou sowest.”

SCIENCE AND SPIRITUALISM.

THIS, from the New Age, is another sign of the times : 
“ In view of the importance which is now generally con­
ceded to the claims of Spiritualism, as a modem doctrine, 
a peculiar interest attaches to a little pamphlet which 
comes to us through the Friars Printing Association, Ltd., 
from the pen of Professor W. F. Barrett, of the Royal 
College of Science for Ireland. The work is entitled, 
‘ Necromancy and Ancient Magic in Relation to Spirit­
ualism,’ and in appearance it is of meagre pretensions 
indeed, consisting merely of fifteen pages. Its claim to 
notice, however, consists in the fact that its author is at. 
once a Professor of Physical Science, and one of the Vice- 
Presidents of the Society for Psychical Research. Recon­
ciliation between these two positions, between science and 
Spiritualism, is undoubtedly one of the signs of the times; 
and this little contribution to the literature of Spiritual­
ism, coming as it does from one who is first and fore­
most a man of science may be regarded as significant of the 
tendency which is driving scientists to abandon the hostile 
attitude of Huxley and others towards Spiritualism in 
favour of that adopted by Professor Lodge and Dr. Alfred 
Russell Wallace. A wholesome admonition which the 
modern Spiritualist has to offer to his time is well expressed 
in Professor Barrett’s words as follows : ‘ In the pursuit 
of material welfare, men have forgotten that the things 
which are seen are temporal, but the things which are 
unseen are eternal; reason has been exalted until it has 
become unreason, and God and a future life have faded 
out of view. We can well believe, therefore, that what 
were once prohibitions to a people prone to superstition, 
who eaw an omen in every myetery and a god in every

. grove, would now become invitations to a scoffing and 
agnostic generation, whose eyes are blinded to that trans­
cendental world, which enwraps and ultimately absorbs us 
all.’”

UPON Spiritualists devolves the task now of building 
up the great pantheon of progress—the development of the 
Philosophy of Life 1 This can not be done single handed 
and alone. It requires an united effort. It calls upon 
every man and woman who appreciates the truth of Spirit­
ualities to co-operate for the purpose of going to the 
very foundation of visible things, and there search out the 
moving causes—the fountain of all life.

People who have accustomed themselves to 
sensational reading, find the unvarnished truth too tame 
for them. Their morning’s news is of no interest to them 
unless extravagantly told or supplemented with unfounded 
rumours, and, in some instances, with untruths or creations 
of a prejudiced mind. Even the daily thermometrical 
record does not suit them unless it can show extraordinary 
figures. Such is indicative of a morbid or sick spirit, and 
is generally an effect of deception or misrepresentation of 
the reader himself in ways of which he is perhaps 
innocent or ignorant. The only cure for such a case is 
self-study—introspection,

VISIT OF MR. AND MRS. EVERITT.

EXTBAOBDINABr MANIFESTATIONS. ГКО OF PALPABLE, DIREOT 
SPIRIT VOICE,

The unique motto, “Bon accord,” which ombodies tho Abordoen 
City Arms, oonfronts tho visitor ovorywhoro, whilo, as ono treads its 
spacious areas of commerce, the many-foaturod boauty of its myriad 
churches, with epiros gleaming liko diamonds in tho autumn sun­
shine, arouso one to involuntary admiration. Viowod from a 
distance, ae tho East and West Coast express trains swoop through 
vast acres of впппу braes and golden sheavos, wo fain would envy 
the Arcadian existence of theso Highland children. We havo hero 
Nature and Art—the real with artificial—tho crowds of gontool, 
comoly women and sturdy, thoughtful mon, moving to and fro, also 
impress one profoundly with their special idiosyncrasies. The 
historic thought occurs that thoir patron saint, the valiant John 
Knox, laid tho basis of a sound National Education so romoto as tho 
Sixteenth Century, which, assisted by evolutionary processes, laid tho 
base of cautious introspection and aesthetic culture, for which the 
educated Aberdonian is so marked. Notwithstanding thoir count­
less stone pictures, as rovealed in church, school, and college, thoir 
legion of Auld Kirk and Free Kirk pastors, tho ancient Calvinism has 
molted, and traditional theology is at present being subjected to much 
pungent criticism by the youngor generation of kirk attenders, in 
fact, there is nothing here so unpopular as old orthodoxy. Tho new 
thought, revoaling its influence in modern science, transcendental 
philosophy and ethics, is creating profound interest in all sections of 
the community. Such a condition I readily discovered from repoated in­
terviews with many citizens. The Rev.Wm. Webster, Unitarian minister 
here, with his intelligent wife, by his many years devoted presenta­
tion of a rational theology, and his well-known interest in psycho­
logical problems, has done much to capturo many of the younger 
and progressive minds. Fraternising as he does, with somo 
of the prominent Spiritualists, his influence has indeed been 
striking. To a cultured, emotional, and intellectual nature he unites 
a keen perception of psychic possibilities, and with passivo insight ho 
seems to patiently anticipate still grander developments; his sym­
pathy also with mediums is most noticeable. I am bound in justice 
also to notice the quiet initial efforts of Mr. James Robertson, of 
Glasgow, and Mr. Geo. Walrond, now in the United States, who was 
a valuable test medium. I find also that Mr. E. W. Wallis, of Man­
chester, lectured publicly in Aberdeen in 1884, and a noted Aber­
donian, Mr. Joseph Stevenson, of Gateshead, during hie annual 
holiday visits, stated his convictions from the open-air rostrum, and 
used his influence to open circle investigations. Later, Mr. Wm. 
Bain, Messrs. Finlay,Paul, Esson, and Giles, all converts, have taken 
special interest in the snbject. From Aberdeen inquiries there has 
also emanated investigations in “ Bonnie Dundee,” 72 miles eouth. 
The friends there I failed to see, owing to inconvenience.

On Saturday, August 29, Mr. and Mrs. Thomae Everitt, of 
London, arrived at Balmoral Lodge, the residence of Mr. Bain. This 
cultured gentleman, with his amiable wife, are truly missionary 
mediums, and the series of eeances (many improvised hastily) have 
created absorbing interest. As a “ medium " for rappings and 
material movements, Mrs. Everitt was known so far back as 1854; 
her seance visitors and many friends include distinguished names in 
society, both literary, scientific, and religious. One can listen to 
Mr. Everitt's spiritual reminiscences, in which there is indicated also 
so much humility, gratitude, and devotion to the сапве of truth, 
with almost spiritual ecstasy. Sincerely I hope that ere these God- 
caUed mediums ascend to their epirit home, the mighty wave of 
Spiritualism may receive an impulse from a published record of their 
authenticated experiences; it would form a literary treasure to 
the next generation of Spiritualists. During my Aberdeen visit, I 
received an invitation to meet Mr. and Mrs. Everitt for conversation 
and psychic manifestation, should such eccur. Your space would 
preclude my referring to more than one of the series, which took 
place on the 3rd of September, at the home of Capt. C. 0. Thompson, 
20, Braemar-place.

In addition to Mr. and Mrs. Everitt there were five other persons, 
seven in all. We sat round a small table, on whioh was placed a 
Bible. . Loud rappings at once occurred, the late Rev. John Wesley, 
announcing his presence, quick as telegraphy. Mrs. Everitt was 
requested to read suitable verses from Acts ii., 1 Cor. x., Romans x. 
We understood that these records were but symbolic and were to be 
read in the light of Spiritualism. A number of controls also indicated 
thoir character by the peculiarity of raps. Suddenly a shrill “ Good 
evening ” was spoken at the end of the room by a spirit-visitor, who 
announced his name as “Joseph.” An interesting colloquy of ton 
minutes ensued, during which this spirit-invader had more than once 
to retire to regain power. Meantime^ “ Joey,” another immortal, 
was determined to have an audienco, his efforts for recognition were 
evinced by a peculiar voice, being supplemented in another corner 
by another “ dear friend,” whose musical sweetness was expended in 
an interesting and rather amusing fashion. But the well-known 
master of ceremonies, “ Znippy,” at this juncture chimed in with his 
alto and tenor, and thus startled some of the ladiee by vehement 
efforts to be recognised. This powerful epirit utilised the remaining 
power by a thirty minutes confab with the friends, his wit and 
repartee being excellent. Here is a small sample, a paraphrase, said 
the writer to him (“Znippy”): “ Sound the loud timbrell.” “ Znippy’s” 
rejoinder:

“ O’er England’s dark sea, 
The spirit's have conquered 
The people are free.”

Another, in regard to the well-known passage: ‘ ‘ Are they not all 
ministering spirits sent forth to minister to those who shall be heirs 
of salvation ? ” “ Znippy’s ” opinion was : “ Are they not all
ministering spirits appointed to carry the glad tidings of life immortal 
to poor, submerged humanity ? ” The last words spoken, as this 
strong-willed spirit retired, were, “ Give my love to the Berwick and 
Newcastle friends, and especially to Mrs. H., and, I may add, he was 
determined to let his voice be heard in the latter town.

Horo onds a oaróful statomont of ono of tho most unimpoaohablo 
proofs of epirit oxistonoo and roturn tho egos havo conoodod to 
mortals. No faith, no speculation, no guoss work. Tho ovidontlal 
proof, the baso rook of positivo fact, upon whioh is imporishably 
built tho grandost humanitarian philosophy tho modorn world hae 
witnessed.

P.S.—Mr. Everitt, in addition to othor arrangements horo and 
in northern towns, has boon kindly invitod to oooupy tho rostrum of 
tho Unitarian Church in Abordoou on Sunday, tho 6th., a roport of 
which discourso, I beliove, is intended to roach you lator.

Nowcastlo-on-Tyno. -------- William H. Robinson.
Tho .Aberdeen Journal of 7th Sopt. says:—Mr. T. Evoritt, of 

London, gavo an addross on “ Lifo in tho Unsoon Univorso " in tho 
Unitarian Church. Mr. Evoritt at tho outsot statod that what ho had 
to present woro facts regarding communication between living 
beings on what was callod “the othor sido,” and this side, by 
means of modiums. Ho explained that tho modium was ono fitted by 
personal organism for the purposo of epirit control. Ho affirmed 
that it had boon demonstrated to Spiritualists that beings who had 
passed away from oarth into tho unsoon returned in bodily shape,aud 
by word and touch mado their idontity known. To thorn immortality 
was not a thoory bnt a fact. Thoro was no dividing lino between the 
spirit world and this; the spirit world was horo; there was no 
departure into another world, but simply tho passing out of the 
fleshy encasomont into the froor state of spiritual being. Spiritual­
ists declare that tho body was not the man, but only his garment. 
Tho man wore that garment, but whilo his consciousness remained 
the samo the body was continually changing. There is no break of 
personal continuity by death: death takes nothing from the man but 
tho material garment; ho passos into the unseen with his charactor, 
his memory, his selfhood intact. Mr. Everitt gave several instances 
of his experiences of communications from the unseen, of " direct 
voice " and “ direct writing.” He declared that he had spoken with 
persons in the epirit state, seen spirit lights, had fruits and other 
articles projected from the unseen by means of Mrs. Everitt’s medium­
ship. He exhibited a specimen of direct writing in tho shape of ono 
of sixteen sheets filled with writing without mortal contact. The 
shoot, which was previously marked, was placed on a tablo along 
with a pencil, and both were whisked up into tho air. Sounds of 
writing wore thon heard, and in- a few moments the sheet was 
covered with close writing, writton at the rate of about 150 words 
per second. This and other specimens of direct writing were 
examined with keen interest by a numbor of the congregation at 
tho service. There was a large congregation. Mr. Everitt, it is 
understood, is not a professional exponent of Spiritualism, but is 
engaged in business. For upwards of forty years he has been 
investigating the subject, and has had sittings with most of the boat 
mediums, but it is chiefly through the mediumship of his wife that 
his experience has been gained.

MISS MARRYAT ON MATERIALISATIONS.

Sib,—Having been much away from home this season I did not 
happen to soo your issuo of the 8th of May (in which aro published 
two very contradictory accounts of soancos hold with Mr. Goddard), 
until the other day. I do not propose to make any comments on 
these soanoes—one of which appears to have been so convincing, and 
the othor so disappointing to the sitters—for not having boen 
present, I do not consider that I am in a position to do so, but I 
think aftor such terrible doubts as are cast upon Mr. Goddard's 
honesty by the Burnley.Society, that it is incumbent on those who 
have proved him to be an honest medium, to come forward and say 
so. I hopo, therefore, that though you state the correspondence to bo 
closed, you will permit me to say a few words on the subject. I have 
never sat with Mr. Goddard at a public soanco, only in the privato 
houses of my friends, all of them Spiritualists beyond suspicion. On 
these occasions I have known a spirit materialise twenty feet from 
the cabinet in a vacant chair between two Bitters, aud so completely 
materialised as to bo able to speak and answer when spoken to, 
letting those either side of him ascertain that he was clothed in a 
Buit of rough frieze, whilst all tho gentlemen present wore in after­
noon dress. On the same afternoon, when my daughter Florence 
appeared nt tho opening of the cabinet, and I remarked that ehe 
could certainly not bo mistaken for Mr. Goddard, sho roplied, “ But 
horo he is I” and drawing aside the curtain showed the modium 
asleep in his chair. On ono ocoasion a nioco of mine, who was a nun, 
showod herself in hor conventual dress, which was vory unlike the 
usual nuns’ clothing. Floronco also brought a little child of about 
two years old with hor, and appeared simultaneously with her charge, 
the child being undoubtedly alive and very lively, as she spoke and 
took hold of my hands and jumped to kiss me. Many of my friends 
havo recognised their relatives through tho mediumship of Mr. 
Goddard, but I only speak of what was, beyond all question, honest 
materialisation, which could not havo possibly boon effected by the 
medium. I have sat at a tablo also with Goddard and. seen the 
largest epirit lights that I over witnessed, some of them were 
laid on tho tablo, and one could see tho spirit hands behind them. 
The table also was twisted out of our hands and carried to another 
part of tho room. I am certain, therefore, whatever may havo 
occurred at Burnley, that Mr. Goddard is a materialising medium, 
and has no need, whatever his controls may do, to resort to trickery 
to produce manifestations, and I think it is only due to him to writs 
you this letter, as the one you inserted is calculated to do him a 
great deal of harm. After all, I havo not much sympathy with the 
failures which we seo so constantly recorded in the Spiritualistic 
papers. Societies are supposed to be organised in order to ascertain 
tho truth or falsehood of a matter whioh is of the utmost importance 
to all of us, and yet not one of them, as far as I have been able to And 
out, will go to the trifling expense of having a cabinet made, whioh 
would set all their suspicions and doubts at rest. A wire cabinet 
such as Willy Eglinton used, and which was no barrier to his 
materialisations, would only cost a few pounds, and then, if they 
would refuse to engage any medium who declined to Bit in it, thoy 
would be better able to discern the false from the true.

They all seem to me to go on iu the same ohildish manner, 
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knocking thoir heads against a wall, and crying out when they are 
hurt, instoad of sotting about their investigations in a practical way. 
I will sond you a plan of Willy Eglinton's wire cabinet if you think 
it would bo of auy sorvico to your various correspondents.—With

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SPIRITUALISM IN A CATHEDRAL.
CANON ROBERTS DENOUNCES DEALINGS WITH 

UNSEEN SPIRITS.
Antiquated Theologt. Old Tests Misapplied. A Step 

Backwards. Ignorance and Prejudice Displayed by a 
“Leading Light.”

The fact that Spiritualism has, of late, been so much 
before the publio in South Wales, appears to have 
alarmed Canon Roberts, and he proceeds, like the 
silversmiths of Ephesus, to cry out against the new 
thing and uphold his own cherished fetish. We quote 
from the report in the Western Mail of the Canon’s 
“ impassioned discourse” in the Llandaff Cathedral, in 
which he says :

Nott, it Beams to me that much of ths mystery and uncertainty 
which enveloped the openly practised enchantments of Egypt and tho 
Becret sorcery -which lingered on so long in Israel, surrounds also 
that which ie known in our days as Spiritualism. No one has yet 
risen able fully to explain either the one or the other. Nothing can 
be said against the researches of duly qualified scientific men into 
the operation of the physical laws of the universe. Wherever an 
imperfectly known law is supposed to be at work there are legitimate 
means of arriving at the truth, and it is the duty of those who havo 
the necessary Bkill and knowledge to make use of them. But 
imposture and fraud, wherever practised and for whatever purpose, 
are wicked and sinful. And whatever may be the true explanation of 
Spiritualistic phenomena, this much, it веетв to me, may be said : 
The desire and the endeavour to have dealings with unseen spirits, 
are thingB contrary to the rovealed will of God.

This is simply lovely. Dear, good man, he means well, 
no doubt, but he would be wiee, before he preaches his 
next anti-Spiritualistic sermon, to read up a little and 
dispel from hie mind the “ uncertainty and mystery ” 
which he feels во acutely. For thiB purpose we 
recommend him to apply to Mr. Redway for copies of A.
R. Wallace’s “ Miracles and Modern Spiritualism,” and 
DesertiAs “ Psychic Philosophy, a Religion of Natural 
Law,” and we shall be happy to supply him with S. C. 
Hall’s “Use of Spiritualism ” (especially written for the 
benefit of clergymen), or to lend him a few other works 
written by people who have “risen” to explain what 
Spiritualism is. We do not say “ fully,” because know­
ledge is always relative and progressive.

Will the learned Canon р1еаве explain why researches 
“ into the operation of the physical laws of the universe ” 
should be limited to “ duly qualified scientific men ” ?

If “ nothing can be said against ” such researches “ in 
the physical universe,” why may not similar investiga­
tions be carried on in the more important spiritual realms? 
Why is it not the duty of men to use their “ spiritual 
gifts” to arrive at the truth regarding man’s spiritual 
nature and destiny ?

What can be said against such efforts to add to our 
faith, knowledge ? That imposture and fraud are always 
wicked and sinful is merely a truism recognised as much 
by Spiritualists as the preacher himself—it needed no 
Canon to tell us that. If he were well acquainted with 
his subject he would know that Spiritualists are equally as 
antagonistic to, and equally as ready to oppose and expose 
imposture and fraud as are their opponents.

“ The desire and endeavour to have dealings with 
unseen spirits are things contrary to the revealed will of 

God,” says this gentleman, and that is really the sum and 
substance—bottom and top—of.his “impassioned” dis­
course, but if God is “ in all and through all,” then tho 
desire to have dealing with unseen spirits is both natural 
and (if the motive is good) of God, for God reveals 
himself by and through the spiritual yearnings of his 
children, and the agency of ministering spirits !

Of tho unlawfulness of tho dosiro and tho ondoavour, in my mind, 
thoro can bo no doubt. Tho dosiro itsolf is tho working of that rebel­
lious spirit of curiosity which promptod our first parents in Edon 
to sook knowledgo by forbidden moans, and which brought ouoh 
disaster aud ruin on tho whole family of man.

What an antidiluvian he is 1 The duly-qualified scientific 
men, by their' researches into the operations of physical 
laws, long ago disproved the Genesis story of “ our first 
parents in Eden.” “ Nothing can be said against ” their 
researches, but what about the results of those researches ? 
The Canon hugs his Bible as the last Will and Testament 
of God, and, ostrich-like, fondly imagines that because he 
will not see the pursuer he may escape capture. 
Modern research has made it impossible to believe in 
the Genesis story of creation, save as an allegory or a 
myth, and Canon Roberts will do well to admit the fact.

The desire for knowledge has been the secret of the 
progress of mankind. Every endeavour to extend the 
boundaries of intellectual, moral, and spiritual freedom has 
been met with the same childish cries, “ It is unlawful,” 
“ Forbidden,” “ The spirit of curiosity brings ruin,” etc., and 
one can but laugh at the futile attempts of this modern 
Mrs. Partington to sweep back the advancing wave of free 
inquiry with the mop of tradition! He further says, 
“We may ba quite sure that the barriers which have been 
placed between us and the spiritual world are the work of 
infinite wisdom and love.” What baby talk this is. The 
same silly sentiments would apply to the efforts of Columbus, 
Morse, FultoD, Watt, Stephenson, Nansen, or Edison. The 
same assertions, if they had been heeded, would 
have prevented the birth of Protestantism, and we 
should all have been Roman Catholics. Difficulties 
have to be overcome; we try our strength and broaden 
our liberties by breaking the barriers, and the right to do 
so in the physical realm has had to be wrested from the 
bigots who proclaimed that ignorance was bliss, and know­
ledge was forbidden by God ; and the right of free access- 
to the spiritual realm is pretty nearly won already. Few 
people will be deterred now by the bogey of fear ! He 
asks, “ Can anyone be quite sure that Satan has no hand 
in them ?” We ask in return, “ Can anyone be quite sure 
that there is a Satan at all ? ”

He says, “We know that sometimes Satan is trans­
formed into an Angel of Light! ” Canon Roberts is the 
very man we have been looking for, and we hope he will 
help us. Will he kindly say how he knows that Satan is 
sometimes transformed into an Angel of Light ? When 
did he see him ? where ? and how did the transformation 
take place ? How did he know that it was Satan ? By 
what means did he identify him ? Canon Roberts is a 
spiritual guide, philosopher, and friend, and when he sets 
out to condemn the practises of others he should be careful 
that he is accurate in his own statements. He may believe 
many things, but when he claims to KNOW, we have a 
right to ask for the evidence. Further, he-has much to. 
вау about unclean spirits, but he begs the question by 
assuming that the spirits who communicate with us are 
unclean. We emphatically dissent from the following :—

Our Lord, when Ho Baid that “ if mon hoar not Mosos and tho 
prophets, neithor will they bo persuaded though ono rose from tho 
dead,” laid down tho principle that a communication from a departed 
spirit, even if permitted, could be of no real service to men.

The preacher here most unwarrantably reads in an 
inference not warranted by the text. The same conten­
tion in the mouth of a Jew would make Christianity itself 
illegal, and limit us to “ Moses and the prophets.” The 
parable simply shows and the speaker asserts, the incredu­
lity, the materialistic scepticism of the people, who would 
not “ be pereuaded though one rose from the dead.” There 
is nothing to show that a communication from a departed 
spirit could be of no real service to man—but, if such was the 
purpose and idea of Jesus, experience. has proved that he 
was altogether mistaken, for spirit communications have 
been a source of great comfort and joy, of spiritual 
regeneration and enlightenment to many thousands of 
people I Spirit manifestations have done more to vitalise 
the religious convictions of the people of the age, to roll 
back the tide of materialism whioh was setting in half a 
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century ago—and the churches were powerless to resist 
its encroachments—than all the preachments of believers 
who offered no proof, and Canon Roberts and his ilkwill 
find it necessary to set up .this “cornerstone” of fact 
which they have unwisely rejected, or they will find their 
hold upon the people gone, and their temple of faith come 
tumbling about their ears like a house of cards!

We respectfully recommend the reverend gentleman 
to remove the creedal blinkers, and cut away from the 
theological traces, so that he can get out of the rut of 
prejudice in which he has been running, and see facts as 
they are, aye, and read his Bible in an unbiassed spirit! 
For, what is the very basis of his faith, “If he be not 
risen, your faith is vain,” and thus the very foundation of 
Christianity is the return of and communications received 
from Jesus—a departed spirit. Take Spiritualism out of 
Christianity and it is a lifeless creed, a dogmatic theology 
lacking proof. Listen to this :

The consequences which followed attempts to consult the dead 
also teach us what the will of God in regard to them is. Saul, who 
sought Buch counsels at Endor, the next day foil in battle at Gilboa.

Balaam, when he had induced Israel to join himself to Baalpeor, 
and to eat the sacrifices of the dead, the sacrifices—that is, which 
were offered in dealings with the departed—fell himsolf amongst the 
enemies of God, and tho anger of the Lord was kindled against Israel, 
and there died in the plague twenty and four thousand.

Does Canon Roberts really believe that Saul committed 
suicide because he visited the Woman of Endor ? Does 
he wish us to believe that God caused Saul to kill himself ? 
Does he believe that “ Thou shalt not kill ” is a divine 
command ? If so, will he yet affirm (and expect us to 
believe) that the very Being who gave that command grew 
angry, and killed 24,000 people? If Canon Roberts really 
believes that God could be guilty of such a mean, con­
temptible, inhuman, and unjust action, and become a whole­
sale murderer, all we can say he is perfectly welcome to 
his belief, but we do not agree with him. We decline to 
attribute to the Infinite Intelligence any such emotions or 
actions, and if such scepticism on our part is to ensure our 
eternal damnation we accept the alternative—we simply 
cannot accept and must protest against such views of the 
Supreme. But as regards Saul and the consequences of 
his interview with Samuel. Does Canon Roberts read his 
Bible ? We think he must be unaware of its statements. 
Let him not only read what is said in Chronicles, but also 
what is set forth in Samuel, and he will find that Saul’s 
untimely end is attributed to a very different cause, 
viz.: That he was too tender-hearted—he did not 
exterminate the Amalekites, as he had been instructed to 
do. He saved some alive, and Spirit Samuel repeated 
what he had previously threatened, that because SaUl did 
not kill them all he should lose his kingdom. 1 Samuel 
xxviii. 6, says Saul sought for spirit guidance by the usual 
and legal methods, according to the orthodoxy of his time, 
but “ the Lord answered him not.”; yet the writer in 
Chronicles gives Samuel the lie by saying that he 
“ enquired not of the Lord.” Will Rev. Roberts attend 
to this, and please enlighten us as to which is correct, and 
why we should believe one more than the other ? Our 
present idea is to attach no importance to either. The 
dead hand of the past shall not destroy our liberties. 
Spiritualism must be judged as to its legality and utility 
by present-day facts and results. The tree must be judged 
by its fruits. We claim the right to seek, to knock, to 
ask, to enjoy the companionship of ministering spirits, and 
the culture and employment of spiritual gifts. If Jesus 
thought fit to hold an interview with Moses and Elias, 
we are quite content to follow his example. If it is sinful 
to hold intercourse with spirits, why did Jesus do so ? 
Aye, why did he, as a returning spirit, manifest to Saul 
on his way to Damascus, and become the spirit guide of 
Paul (see Acts xvi. 7, Revised Version,“ the spirit 0/ Jesus 
suffered them not ”). We accept the lesson which 
Peter learned from the spirit’s visit to Cornelius, and his 
own trance vision, “ What God hath cleansed call not 
thou common or unclean,” which sentiments we commend 
to Canon Roberts.

“ Or all tho faddy and hard to please people of my oxperionoe, 

‘ BonBitivoe ' aro the hardest. Thoy ooem to take on any kind of 
condition that happens to bo about them. . From what I oan soo, 
Bonsitives require sympathy-—and plenty of it. I advise Sooioties 
and others to have meetings onoo a week for ‘ mediums only,’ so that 
they can have a talk, and understand each other on their respective 
mediumship, and by so doing they oould build each other up to 
roaiat the adveree feelings they havo at times against eaoh other. I 
have gone through the mill, and until I mot thoso in affinity with 
myself, I felt very unoomfortable."—B. L.

THE COUNTESS OF CAITHNESS—DUCHESSE 
DE POMAR.

Our readers will be pleased to see a portrait of the late 
Countess of Caithness, who passed to spirit life in 1895. 
Her ladyship was distinguished for her unbounded 
hospitality to the eZtie of Paris society, and also for her 
earnest and unwearied devotion to Spiritualism, in the 
promotion of which she was lavish in the expenditure of 
time, money, and talent. She believed that she frequently 
communicated with Mary, Queen of Scots, and 
gathered around her numerous beautiful and coetly 
memorials of the unfortunate queen. One room in her 
charming residence, known as “ the Sanctuary,” was 
devoted to weekly seances. Hundreds of people 
assembled, by invitation, to hear lectures on the prominent 
topics of the day, the lecturers including the most 
distinguished scientists and philosophers of Paris, some of 
whom are not ashamed to avow their belief in spiritualistic 
phenomena.

A writer in the “Gentlewoman” said of her that 
“ What would at once strike a visitor who saw Lady 
Caithness for the first time is the singular combination of 
sweetness and strong-mindedness in her expressive face, 
the beauty of which had been little affected by the 
progress of years; the quiet, easy manner, too, would at 
once put the stranger at home, and Lady Caithness would 
at once begin to discuss one or other of the subjects which 
lie nearest to her heart.” In other words, her ladyship 
“ would at once begin to discuss one or other ” of the 
phases of Spiritualism, for these were really the subjects 
“ nearest her heart,” and for the furtherance of which, 
her wealth and energies, whether publicly or privately, 
were directed. On these subjects she wrote much and 
published much; besides organising her lectures and 
Spiritualistic seances, she edited and published a monthly 
review called “ L’Aurore du Jour Nouveau ” (“ The 
Dawn of the New Day ”). Quoting once more from the 
“ Gentlewoman,” “ Lady Caithness, while holding what 
many people regard as peculiar views concerning Spirit­
ualism, as the herald of the New Dispensation, 
had a fund of common sense and clear understanding of 
the needs of everyday life which enabled her to manage 
her vast fortune with prudence, and to conciliate the 
conflicting claims which come upon her in what one may 
describe as her double nationality. Herself a Spaniard by 
birth, the daughter of Senor de Mariategui, she had 
English blood in her veins on the maternal side, being a 
great-granddaughter of the Lord Northampton; and, 
while etill in her teens, she married the Due de Pomar, 
the head of one of the oldest Spanish families, and spent a 
brief, but very brilliant, period of her existence in the gay 
society of Madrid. But she was left a widow very early, 
with only one son (the Due de Pomar), and, as her father 
had gone to reside in England, she joined him there, and 
in this way made the acquaintance of the fourteenth 
Earl of Caithness, whose wife ehe in due course became, 
and, in becoming mistress of Barrogill Castle, entered upon 
a fresh phase of life, the English side of her character 
becoming more strongly developed.”

After her second widowhood Lady Caithness spent 
most of her time abroad, aud usually passed some months 
of the year at Nice, where she resided at the Palais 
Tiranti, entertaining with the same liberality and good 
taste which marked her hospitality at “ Holyrood.”

Mb. BIBBINGS AND “ CONTROL.”
On Aug. 31, at the Lecture Room, Broad-st. corner, Mr. Bibbings gave 
trance replies to questions, followed by experiments iu peychometry. 
The room was full even to a slight inconvenience. In briefly dealing with 
about six questions there was marked spontaneity, thought, and 
inspirational power, but the control seemed to labour under a slight 
difficulty of imperfect possession, with an occasional pause, 
apparently to gain power, necessitating absolute silence. 
The matter spoken was pertinent, sensible and interesting, but did not 
indicate close study or recent research. He exerts a strong influence 
over the audience, and probably knows how best to handle his sub­
jects. It did, however, occur to some that in answering the question, 
“Are the messages of the во-called dead reliable?" that there were 
many factors involved in the communication other than “ motives " 
nnd “ honesty. ” It веете во difficult to obtain exact information, 
especially from spirits, as to how and to what extent they do control 
mediums, and place themselves in a position to convey "reliable 
messages.” Here liee the stumbling block to most inquirers—thoy 
cannot separate spirit from medium. The errors and pro-conceived 
ideas entertained by the medium are (except in a few rare instances) 
taken on by the “ control,” and as a matter of fact effect a “ control ” 
of the spirit. We, therefore, want the true position of spirits, and 
their action npon and through mediums clearly defined and fully 
elucidated. We agree with Mr. Bibbings’ control, that our baker 
and our butcher are “ honest—sometimes,” and that they aro just as 
likely to play tricks at a seance as they are with their clients ; but 
the unreliability or otherwise of spirit meesagos, I take it, arises 
more from the knowledge or ignorance of the complex operation of 
psychic forces and conflicting thoughts, with a lack of power to 
control and direct them, than from “dishonest motives." There is 
much confusion and misapprehension surrounding the matter of 
“control," and it is much to be desired that the spirits will co­
operate in removing it__ A.. J. S.
