In the Book of Exodus, Chapter 12 is the account of how and why the Passover was

instituted by Moses. It was to be com­
memorated each year in remembrance of 
the Grace of God in freeing the Jews 
from bondage in Egypt.

The Passover story, according to the 
Hagadda, states that three .things are 
essential for the feast: the Passover lamb 
(Pesach), unleavened bread (Matzo), and 
bitter herbs (Motor).

According to the Mosaic laws, sacrific­
es and offerings can be made only by the 
Priests in the Temple at Jerusalem.

In A.D. 70 the Temple and Priesthood 
were destroyed by the Roman conqueror 
Titus, and the Jews were scattered over 
the world. As a consequence, the Pass­
over, according to Mosaic law, had to be 
discontinued. .

Let’s consider the White Light of the 
Christ for our Mini-Meditation 'this 
month.

Some Astarians have been concerned 
because they don’t see this Christed 
Essence during their prayers or medita­
tions.

Dear Fellow Astarian:

What does a door mean to you?

Many years ago I used to teach an adult 
education class in public speaking. To help 
students learn one of the secrets of the art, 
I would challenge them to name any article of 
furniture or equipment in the meeting room 
which I could not use in a verbal illustration 
of some kind, created on the spur of the mom-' 
ent.

It seems to me the idea could be adapted 
to spiritual studies as a kind of special game 
to learn more about concentration, spiritual 
thought, creativity and similar qualities.

■ For example, consider a door in your home 
7— any door. Think about it a moment, and 
about how you would use it in an illustration 
if you were delivering a lecture.

To some, the door is a symbol of restraint 
and limitation. It holds them prisoner. To 
others it is a symbol of freedom, swinging 
wide to let them go forth to greater expres­
sions, greater maturity, greater opportunities.

Still others would regard it as a symbol of 
security, protection against intruders and 
evil doers — or a shield against the outside 
world and creator of a quiet inner place, a 
sanctuary.



In Biblical times, the.door had its mysti­
cal meaning. The Jewish Passover, observed 
this month, commemorates the occasion when the 
Angel of Death ’’passed over” Jewish homes be­
cause their doors had been marked with the 
blood of a lamb. The door is a symbol of 
trust in God and the security which faith pro­
vides . ' , ’ . .

In Christianity, the stone rolled away from 
the tomb- is a door opened — the Easter door 
to a greater life — symbolizing the potential 
to overcome limitations, and the liberation of 
the enlightened or resurrected consciousness, 
the eventual victory of Spirit over matter.

So a simple door, when concentrated upon 
with a spiritual consciousness, begins to come 
alive with meaning. The next time you spend 
a moment in meditation, select an object and 
explore its very special meaning to you ... a 
lamp, a book, a sturdy table or chair, a 
phone, any object will do.

Between you and me, I may have selected a 
door to illustrate this idea because on the 
title page of a book, The Gospel of Emerson, 
given me by a friend, appears the words: "Be 
an opener of doors."

In one way or another, I think that’s what

IN REMEMBRANCE Con’t. from Page I 
me. Blessing the cup (wine) He -said: 
Drink ye all of it, this is my blood, which 
is shed for many for the remission of sins. 

. Until the year A.D. 70, both the 
Passover and the Lord’s Last Supper, 
which was also called the Christian Pass­
over, were observed by the disciples and 
Jewish converts.

CHANGES IN THE PASSOVER
The abolition of the Temple and the 

Passover left an intolerable void in the 
religion of Israel. That void had to be 
filled by a kind of Passover which was not 
tied inseparably to the Temple and Priest­
hood that were no more.

The Lord’s Last Supper—the Christian 
Passover—completely answered this pur­
pose. With some changes and embellish­
ments, it was incorporated into the Jew­
ish religion by some of the Jewish leaders. 
The Passover became what is now the 
most sacred religious occasion of the 
Jewish home—Trie Seder.

THE DRAMA OF THE SEDER
The requirements for the Seder, ac­

cording to the book of rules (Shulchan 
Aruch), are four cups of red wine and 
three matzos. .

Nowhere in the writings of Moses or 
the Rabbis is there any mention of wine 
being essential in keeping the Passover.

The rules now say there must be red 
wine to represent the blood of the lamb; 
that is, the Pesach whose blood saved the 
Jews from physical death and the Lamb 
of God whose blood is shed for the 
remission of sins. The Lord Jesus said 
‘•‘Drink ye all of it.” He made no excep­
tion. . .

The three Matzos placed one on top of 
the other represent God the Father and 
Creator, God the Saviour and Redeemer, 
and God the Holy Spirit. The three

dle matzois given' a special significance. It 
is called the ^Aphikomen” and represents 
the Lord Jesus and the- Passover Lamb 
(Pesach). ' ''r>' '

The person who conducts the cere­
mony breaks the middle matzo into two 
pieces. This represents the body of Jesus 
broken on the cross.'The larger piece is 
wrapped in a cloth and hidden. This 
represents the body wrapped in grave 
clothes and placed in a tomb.

At the close of the ceremony the body 
is resurrected—the Aphikomen is recov­
ered and shared with all who are present, 
just as the lamb (Pesach) was eaten by all 
at the close of the Passover.

The Aphikomen which represents the 
Lord Jesus is a Greek word meaning I 
came. In this manner do some Jews 
acknowledge Jesus as the promised Mes­
siah. -

For centuries Jewish lips were forbid­
den to utter the name of the hero of the 
Seder or reveal its source, but its import 
cannot be effaced. The promised Messiah 
was the Lord Jesus, Shepherd and Saviour 
of Israel, who provided for the spiritual 
need and sustenance of His people. £^
