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MEDITATIONS ON
JESUS, THE CHRIST

As the Holy Season draws near 
and as we enter into the spirit of 
Christmas I begin my meditations 
on Jesus. Let me share with you the 
fruits of my contemplation.

In the life of Jesus we clearly dis­
cern the Self-manifestation of God. 
The link of Jesus with God is com­
plete and unbroken. The uncondi­
tioned divinity of God is present in 
the actions and teachings of Jesus. 
Yet, Jesus, the man, stands out like 
a lonely tower whose foundations 
ar£ rooted in human values. In the 
sacred drama-of his life the human 
and the divine, the earth and the 
heaven, the mystery and the 
explicity of God are fused into a 
magnificent unity.

Jesus is the Self-transparency of 
God and man, abolishing the con­
flict and the gulf between God and 
man. He is the expression of God — 
“a window into God at work.” Jesus 
renounces hi's finitude; and by his 
total surrender to God “he is noth­
ing in himself,” but is sovereignly 
divine in his God-being. In this 
sense, he brings the living God face 
to face with man with a supreme 
certainty. In him man faces ir­
revocably the inescapable God. That 
is why, like a pillar of fire, his pres­
ence moves, warms, consumes, dis­
turbs, and directs mankind to the 
way of salvation. .

Jesus as a man is a heroic figure 
whose promise is baptised by wis­
dom, and whose mission is touched 
by the light of hope and redemp­
tion. He is not deceived by the 
momentary adoration of the mass­
es, by the hypocrisy of the priests 
and by the weaknesses of his dis­
ciples. His awareness is untouched 
by resentment. He foresees the

responsibility, too little control, too 
limited a w a r e - n e s s of this 
tremendous Sea of Life all around 
him. He does hope for the best, yet 
too often expects one difficulty after 
another. And,- sure enough, the 
U.S.S. runs up against just what he 
anticipated, time after time.

He has no one but himself to 
blame, for the U.S.S. is on the exact 
course and meeting the exact 
obstacles the Helmsman foresees, 
thanks to the persistence and exper­
tise of the Navigator.

Our Navigator — the 
Subconscious — is responsible for 
taking the. U.S.S. precisely where 
the Helmsman wants to go. He’s the 
picture of the perfect naval officer 
— loyalty is his finest quality, and 
he is never one to “reason why.” So 
he diligently takes his orders from 
the bridge, regardless of how 
confused or unnecessary they may 
be, and charts the course of the 
U.S.S. accordingly.

Unfortunately, the Helmsman 
fails to realize the considerable 
amount of work and planning neces­
sary on the part of the Navigator to 
keep the -U.S.S. on its Perfect 
course. If only he wasn’t frequently 
ordered to make all those minor 
changes along the way, perhaps 
most of those non-essential set­
backs and obstacles might be 
avoided.

All this time, the Captain of the 
U.S.S.— the Higher Self-or Christ 
Consciousness — monitors the 
voyage from the seclusion of his 
quarters. He constantly issues his 
orders, or “suggestions,” to the 
Navigator, who in turn relays them 
up to the bridge via the Intuition 
Intercom.

I Ie was so concerned about the great 
distance and possible danger which 
awaited him the more difficult his 
voyage became.

“Maybe.” thinks the Helmsman, 
"that’s what the problem is here.”

So, in his own way, the Helms­
man gradually changes his outlook 
on the journey and what his expec­
tations are along the way. Soon it 
occurs to him that perhaps this 
Navigator of his knows more, about 
the U.S.S.'s voyage and how to keep 
it on course than he’s given credit 
for. After all, surely he’s not along 
just for the ride.

The voyage of the U.S.S. becomes 
a new experience for the Helms­
man, once he sheds the old “reality” 
of “limitation” or “lack of control or 
awareness” as commander of his 
ship.

He realizes it won’t be smooth 
sailing all the way. Yet the Helms­
man now believes the journey of the 
U.S.S. will be a little easier and 
more enjoyable than before. And 
the Navigator, with a little help 
from the Captain, will see that it is.
